Mountain as head women's basketball coach. 
Mountain came to the Mission Campus after 
serving seven seasons as the top assistant coach at 
Gonzaga, where she helped the Bulldogs to four 
straight WCC regular-season championships and 
one WCC Tournament crown.
 
Cronk and Gottschalk Earn 
All-WCC Honors 
 Chandice Cronk and Jen Gottschalk received 
All-West Coast Conference accolades for their 
performance this season, it was announced 
Monday.
 Cronk received her third all-league honor, 
while Gottschalk earned her second honor 
from the WCC. Cronk averaged a team-best 
17.1 points per game in her senior season and 
led the Broncos with a .406 three-point fi eld 
goal percentage. She also was 44.4 percent from 
the fi  eld and 83.3 percent from the foul line. 
Despite missing the second half of league play, 
Cronk remained ranked fourth overall in the 
WCC in scoring and second in three-point fi eld 
goals made through the fi  nal week of the regular 
season.
 Gottschalk averaged 16.1 points per game 
and a team-best 8.4 rebounds per game. She 
also had 54 steals and led the team in shooting 
from the fi eld (.482). Gottschalk was also 30.8 
percent from beyond the arc.
