The equipment managers are often the most underrated and
forgotten members of any football family. The Sacred Heart
University managers showed this season why they may be the
most vital part of that family.

When the Pioneers lost their full-time equipment manager in
July, the team managers had to step into the void. The new full-
time equipment coordinator wouldn’t arrive on campus until
September, meaning the coaching staff had to turn to their
student managers.

“They really saved our bacon,” says head coach Bill Lacey.
“Without all the work they did in the pre-season this year we
would have been sunk.”

The five dedicated managers came to camp a week before the
team to organize the equipment room and then fix any
equipment that required it. They helped fit and organize the
helmet and shoulder pad issue and then issued all 110 players in
pre-season camp their equipment including, helmets, shoulder
pads, hip/thigh/butt pads, belts, mouth pieces, shoes and cleats,
shorts, t-shirts, practice jerseys, practice pants and practice loops.

Once that was all done they set up team drills, filmed practice
and worked with the coaches in keeping practice organized. At the
end of the day they did all players and coaches laundry.

During the season they will do all game day set up that includes
setting up the head phones, pregame field setup, setting up the
players locker room and filming games.

“These guys worked harder than most of the players on the
team,” Lacey said. “I can’t say enough or thank them enough for
all the incredible work they did.
