The Head Coaches... Sacred Heart head coaehul Gorham
(New Hampshire ‘84)is in his sixth season on the Pioneer
sideline. Gorham was named the sctoséventh head coach in
June of 2004 and owns a 24-36 record in his six year cd?ger

to becoming the Pionésrhead coach, Gorham had stops at
UMass, Brown, New Haven and his alma mater New Hampshire.
Robert Morris head coadmeWalton (Pittsburgh ‘57) became

the prograns first head coach in July of 1993 and has led the
Colonial program to a 91-67-1 record. Un@éiton’s directions,
Robert Morris has claimed five Northeast Conference titles and a
pair of Mid-Major National Championships as well as a pair of
ECAC Classic wins in 1996 and 199&alton spent seven
seasons playing in the NFar theWashington Redskins and
NewYork Giants. He was the head coach of the Mevk Jets

from 1983 through 1989.

Last Meeting with the Colonials... The Pioneers got 187
yards rushing from senior Evin Jones on the way to a 31-28 win
over Robert Morris on Campus Field last October 4, 2008.
Quarterback Dale Fink threw for a pair of touchdowns and wide
receiver $veTedesco became Sacred Hesaall-time leader in
career touchdown receptions in the win. On the defensive side,
the Pioneers gave up 441 yards of offense but once again came
up with big turnovers, recovering a fumble and getting an
interception from cornerbadéndre Isla. SHU took a 31-21 with
5:52 left, thanks to a Joe Schroeder field goal capping a 10-play
drive. The Colonials, needing a score to stay in it, and after
converting a fourth and eight on the SHU 46-yard line, running
back Karey Murray scored from five yards out with 3:42 to go.
The Colonials, with one timeout remaining, elected to kickoff
deep, and from there, Jones took ovipping of a 30-yard run

on a third-and-one to allow the Pioneers to run out the clock for
the win. Fink finished the game 17-of-25 for 143 yards, two
touchdowns and a pick. Jones carried the ball a career-high 33
times in the win, finishing with 187 yards, his third 100-yard day
rushing on the yearin addition to his interception, Isla posted a
team-high nine tackles. For the Colonials, quarterback Erik
Cwalinski threw for 260 yards, completing 19-0f-31 with two
scores and an interception. Running back Myles Russ finished
with 126 yards on 16 carries, a 7.9 average per rush.

Last Time Out... The Sacred Heart Pioneers got 118 yards
rushing from senior Brian Friedman and 106 yards receiving from
senior $eveTedesco but were held to just a field goal in the
second half falling t?Wagner College, 49-28, last SaturdBlye

two teams combined for 902 yards of offense but it was the
Seahawks who outscored the Pioneers 28-3 in the second half en
route to the win.The Pioneers took advantage of thvéagner
turnovers in a fast paced first half that didn’t feature a punt by
either team. SHU piled up 340 of their 443 yards of offense over
the first two quarters led by Friedman who carried the Pioneers
with 98 of his yards coming in the first half. The second half
belonged to the Seahawks as they put 28 points on the board
and held the Pioneer offense in check, limiting them to one-of-
five on third down and 103 total yards. The turning point of the
game came at 28-28, after the Pioneers turned in a goal line stand
onWagnefs two-yard line. On just the second play of their
ensuing drive, SHW Dale Finkrolled to his right and looked for
tight end Chris Rapp but safety Chaz Legette read the play and
came up with the interception, returning it 21-yards for six to
swing the momentum. The Seahawks left no doubt in the fourth
guarter as they tacked on two more scores to seal away the win.
Wagner rumbled their way to 302 yards and five scores on the
ground in the win. Martinez finished with 127 yards and Doscher
had 123 yards on the ground to lead the.wayaddition to
Friedman$ 118 yards rushing, Garry Coles tacked on 93 yards on
seven carries.

He pulled down 11 balls for a season-high 168 yards and a score
against Monmouth and also caught 11 passes earlier this season
at Holy Cross.

SHU Pioneers through the Air... The Pioneers passing game
led by quarterback Dale Fink is ranked first in the NEC producing
235.0 yards through the air per game. Fink leads the NEC in
gassing yardage, averaging 218.1 yards per game. He has
completed a league-best 264 passes and has a NEC-high 1,527
yards through the air on his ledgeenior $veTedesco leads

3a receiving corps that has six players with double digit catches,
four with 20 or more grabs on the seas®adesco is the teas’
top receiver with 45 catches while sophomore Rich Rossi is
second on the team with 28 catches for 243 yards. Rossi
surpassed his rookie total of 22 catches a year ago and currently
ranks fifth in the NEC in catches per game (4.00). Sophomore
Garry Coles has 26 catches out of the backfield, a new career-
high mark for the tailback, two for touchdowns. Jufiiony
Patterson has 24 receptions for 254 yards, averaging 10.6 yards
per catch.

Freshman Plescow Claims Kicking Job... Freshman Jason
Plescow took hold of the Pioneer kicking job three games ago
and has solidified himself in the role. Plescow is five-of-five on
field goal attempts this season, hitting from 32, 35 and 37 yards
in last weekend’ game atVagner Against Monmouth, Plescow
buried his first two career field goal attempts, hitting from 25 and
22 yards.

Ground Game Hits its Stride Against the Seahawks...

The Pioneers piled up a season-best 258 yards rushing in last
week’s loss atWagner SHU got 18 yards from senior Brian
Friedman and 93 yards on just seven carries from sophomore
Garry Coles on the dayhe duo has nearly identical numbers

this season. Friedman has 356 yards on 61 carries (5.8 ypc) while
Coles has gained 351 yards on 71 carries (4.9 ypc). Both have
three rushing scores on the year

Defensive Struggles... In back-to-back weeks, the Pioneers
have given up over 40 points and 450 yards of offense in losses
to Monmouth andVagner as they head to Robert Morris. SHU
allowed a season-high 513 yards, 330 through théoair

Monmouth in a 48-20 loss. Last week, the Seahawks scored 49
points, 28 in the second half, as they racked up 459 yards. SHU
allowed a season-high 302 yards rushing/agner in the loss.

those seasons. For the first time since the 2006 season, the
Pioneer offense was held without a touchdown (24-0 L at
Monmouth) after settling for three field goals in a 22-0 loss at
Albany earlier in the season.

Defensive Leader Chris Mandas in the Middle...

Sophomore inside linebacker Chris Mandas has become the
Pioneers leader on defense and is leading the team in tackles.
Mandas has 52 tackles on the season, ranking 10th among
league leaders (7.4 per game).

Gary Coles, an All-Purpose Kind of Guy...  Sophomore
running back Garry Coles ranks second in the NEC in all-
purpose yards. Coles has 351 yards rushing and 188 yards
receiving out of the backfield while racking up 349 yards on
kickoff returns and 29 yards returning punts. The sophomore
back is averaging 131.0 all-purpose yards per game, second to
Monmouths David Sinisi (154.1).

Coles Earning His Preseason Nod...  Sophomore Garry
Coles made a big impact on special teams last season that
earned hinAll-NEC honors as a kick return specialist. Heading
into this season, Coles was tabbed as the leagueseason all-
conference returner and it took just two games for the
sophomore speedster to prove his worth. Coles set a new
school record with a 99-yard kickoff return for a touchdown
against Holy Cross. Coles finished the day with 262 all-purpose
yards. His 99-yard jaunt is the longest return in school history
The play was the second longest scoring play in SHU hjstory
falling just one yard short of a 100-yard interception return by
Bill Johnston againgtssumption on October 16, 1993.

QB Fink Posts Career Numbers... Sophomore Dale Fink
completed 36-0f-54 passes for 373 yards, all new school records,
in the loss to the Monmouth Hawks. Fisl86 completions

breaks the school record of 30 he tied twice this year (vs. Marist
& Holy Cross) and shared witfyler Arciaga ($ony Brook 10/
21/06). His 54 pass attempts break his own record of 53 he set
earlier this season at Holy Cross. His 373 passing yard breaks
the mark held bjrciaga, who threw for 323 against Central
Connecticut State (11/5/05). It was just the sixth time in school
history a quarterback has thrown for over 300 yards. The
Pioneers were 5-0 in games when a quarterback throws for 300
yards before the loss.

RB Brian Friedman Career Rushing Day...  Senior running
back Brian Friedman had a career day running the football to
help lead the Pioneers to their first win in 2009, 29-7, over Saint
Francis (R). Friedman carried the ball 14 times piling up 134
yards rushing a pair of touchdowns, all career-high marks, in the
win. Friedman gave the Pioneers a 15-0 second quarter lead after
taking a handoff and breaking off right tackle on the second play
of the drive for a tackle-breaking 63 yard touchdown run, the
longest of his careeHe put the stamp on the win by finishing

off a 12-play drive midway through the fourth quarter with a
three-yard scoring plunge.

Fink Owns the SHU Record Book...  R-Junior quarterback

Dale Fink has completely rewritten the SHU passing record book
in his two and a half seasons under centéink set new career
passing records this season for yardage (5,359 yards) and career
passing attempts (838) and set new single game records for
yardage (373), completions (36) and attempts (54) in the loss to
Monmouth. Fink already holds the school marks for career
touchdown throws (55), career completions (534), touchdowns

in a game (4 - 2x), completions in a season (215 - 2008) and
completion percentage in a season (.678 - 2008).
