The Storyline...  The Sacred Heart Pioneers play host to the Villanova Wildcats
of the Big East Monday night in the 2009-10 home opener in the William H. Pitt
Center.  The Pioneers have won 12-straight in the Pitt Center dating back to last
season as they take on a Wildcat team opening their season Monday night.
SHU is looking to rebound from a 79-55 setback at Columbia in their opener
Friday night.  The loss to the Lions in the opener was the Pioneers first on the
road since a 69-52 loss at Villanova on December 28, 2008.  That loss was the
last before SHU ran off 21-straight on their way to the NEC title last season.
That streak ended in the first round of the NCAA Tournament to Ohio State.

Series...  Villanova leads the series, 1-0.  The Wildcats took the first ever
meeting last season at home, 69-52, at The Pavilion.  This is Villanova’s first-ever
visit to the William H. Pitt Center.

Pioneers vs. the Big East...  Sacred Heart is 3-11 all-time against the Big East
Conference. The Pioneers saw their three-game winning streak against the Big
East snapped last season with a pair of road losses, 77-55 at Marquette and at
Villanova, 69-52.  Sacred Heart is 1-1 against Boston College when the Eagles
were a member of the Big East. SHU is 2-1 against Providence and 1-1 against
Syracuse. The Pioneers have losing records against Marquette (0-2), Pittsburgh
(0-2), Georgetown (0-2), Villanova (0-1) and Seton Hall (0-3).

The Coaches...  Ed Swanson (SHU ‘89) is in his 20th season as head coach at
his alma mater.  Swanson posts a 322-222 record in his career at Sacred Heart.
His teams have a 196-103 record since joining the Division I ranks in 1999-00.
Swanson was inducted in to the New England Basketball Hall of Fame in 2009
and is the program’s longest tenured coach and all-time leader in coaching wins
(322).  He has been named the NEC Coach of the Year three times and is the all-
time leader in regular season NEC wins (138).   Harr y Perretta (Lycoming ‘78)
is in his 32nd season on the Villanova bench, compiling a 572-343 career mark.
He is the all-time winningest coach in the history of Villanova basketball for
both men and women.  He has led the Wildcats into the postseason in nine of
the last 10 seasons.

Scouting the Wildcats...  The 2009-10 Villanova Wildcats will
open their season tonight, returning seven players including
three starters from last year’s club.  The Wildcats finished 19-14 in
2008-09, advancing to the NCAA Tournament for the first time
since the 2003-04 campaign.  Villanova finished fourth in the Big
East a year ago with a 10-6 mark.  A trio of senior guards leads the
team into the season in Maria Getty, Tia Grant and Kyle
Dougherty. The trio combined to start 73 games last season, with
Getty ranking second on the squad in scoring (8.3 points per
game), assists (65/2.0 per game) and steals (27/0.8 per game).  The
Wildcats will need to replace the scoring lost by the graduation of
Laura Kurz, who was the lone Villanova player to average double
figures scoring 17.4 points per game last season.  Villanova was
picked to finish 13th in this season’s Big East Preseason Media
Poll.

Last Meeting with Villanova...  Sacred Heart’s Callan Taylor hit
eight-of-11 to finish with a team-high 20 points but the Pioneers
fell short, 69-52, at Villanova in the first-ever meeting between the
two schools on December 28, 2008.  Taylor had 11 of her 20 in the
first half; hitting her first five shots of the game as the Pioneers
went on to shoot 52.6% (10-19) in the game’s first 20 minutes.
Villanova was just a touch better, shooting 53.8% (14-26) with
Siobhan O’Connor and Heather Scanlon chipping in 10 points
apiece off the bench to give the Wildcats a 38-24 lead at the
break.  The Pioneers stood toe-to-toe with the Wildcats in the
early going, leading 11-7 in the opening minutes. The two teams
sat even at 17-17 with 10:27 to go but from there it was all
Villanova the rest of the half.  The Wildcats took control of the
game, closing the half on a 21-7 run to never look back.
O’Connor led all scorers with 22 points off the bench, making
seven-of-eight, including three-of-three behind the arc. Villanova
shot 50.0%, in the win and held a 36-18 advantage in the paint.  In
addition to Taylor’s 20, Alisa Apo finished with 13 points and
eight assists before fouling out.

Last Time Out...  Sacred Heart sophomore Callan Taylor poured
in 21 points with four assists but the Pioneers came up short, 79-
55, in the 2009-10 season opener at Columbia Friday night. The
Lions had six players in double figures and shot a blistering
57.9% (33-57) from the field including seven-of-18 (.389) from
behind the arc en route to the 24 point victory.  Columbia used a
strong inside game led by junior forward Judie Lomax who
finished with a double double, hitting seven-of-11 for 14 points
with 11 rebounds. Junior guard Kathleen Barry matched Lomax’s
14 points on six-of-11 shooting with five rebounds.  The Lions set
the tone for a hot shooting night right from the opening tip,
starting the game six-from-six from the field to build an early 15-6
lead.  The Pioneers tried to chip away at the Lion lead and pulled
within seven, 29-22, thanks to a Taylor three-point play with 5:25
to go in the half. Columbia again used some strong shooting to
close the first stanza with a 10-4 run, including a pair of the
three’s from Barry and Melissa Shafer, to lead 39-26 at the break.
Columbia opened the second half just as hot as they started the
game, using a quick 10-3 spurt to go up 21 and force a Pioneer
timeout. The Lions finished the second half hitting 17-of-27 (.630)
while never letting SHU get closer than 15-points.  SHU’s Taylor
finished eight-of-14 from the field to lead all scorers as the
Pioneers shot 46.7% (21-45) as a team. The Pioneers never led
Friday night and turned the ball over 18 times leading to 23 Lions
points.  Lomax led the Lions inside game to a 38-22 advantage in
the paint and 19 second chance points.  SHU’s Apo was held to
just eight points in the loss.  In 33 games last season, Apo was
held to single digits just once, scoring five points in a home loss
to Rhode Island.

2009-10 Home Opener...  The Pioneers play host to the Villanova
Wildcats in the 2009-10 home opener.  The Pioneers have lost two
of their last three home openers as they put their 12-game home
winning streak on the line against the Wildcats.  SHU is 9-3 in
home openers at the William H. Pitt Center since it’s opening
during the 1997-98 season.

Apo and Taylor Preseason All-NEC Picks...  Sacred Heart returns
the top-scoring duo (28.9 ppg) in the NEC this season in junior
guard Alisa Apo and sophomore forward Callan Taylor, both
earning recognition with spots on the Preseason All-NEC team.

Pioneers Tabbed to Repeat...  The defending Northeast Confer-
ence champion Sacred Heart Pioneers were tabbed as the
preseason favorite to repeat and capture the 2009-10 women’s
basketball crown, receiving nine first-place votes in a poll of the
league’s 12 head coaches.  The Pioneers were named the NEC
preseason favorite on one prior occasion, prior to the 2007
season. SHU won their first-ever conference crown in 2006 and
were the coaches’ pick to repeat during the subsequent season
only to fall two points short of Robert Morris in the 2007 NEC
Tournament final.

The Return of the Player of the Year...  Junior guard Alisa Apo
became only the second woman in Northeast Conference history
to win the NEC Player of the Year award the season after claiming
NEC Rookie of the Year honors, joining the legendary Jess
Zinobile of Saint Francis (PA) in accomplishing the feat last year.
Apo started all 33 games last season, the only Pioneer to do so,
on her way to averaging a team-high 16.9 points per game (5th in
NEC). Apo went to the charity stripe 184 times last season and
sunk a league-high 153 free throws. Her free throw percentage

(.832) and three-point field goal percentage (.385) both ranked
fifth in the NEC as did her 4.09 assists per game average.

Taylor Coming of Stellar Rookie Season...  Forward Callan
Taylor enters her sophomore season as one of the top front
court players in the NEC.  An NEC All-Rookie and All-Tourna-
ment Team selection as a freshman, Taylor became the second
consecutive rookie Pioneer to lead the NEC in three-point field
goal percentage (.441) and ranked second in overall shooting
(.498). Her size and aestheticism yielded the NEC’s eighth-best
rebounding average (7.3 rpg) while her scoring average (12.0)
landed her 19th amongst league leaders.

SHU Str eaking...  The Pioneers will carry a 21-game winning
streak against Northeast Conference opponents into this
season.  The first NEC game on the slate won’t come until
December 5th with a trip to Fairleigh Dickinson.  The Pioneers
won a school record 21-straight games last season before their
loss to Ohio State in the NCAA Tournament.  The Pioneers
shattered their previous record of 10-straight wins set previ-
ously during the 2007-08 and 2005-06 seasons.    The record 21-
game winning streak was the second longest winning streak in
the country heading into the NCAA Tournament

Apo and Cosgrove Voted Team Captains...  Sacred Heart junior
guards Alisa Apo and Maggie Cosgrove were named team
captains of the women’s basketball team for the 2009-10 season.
For the first time under head coach Ed Swanson a pair of juniors
will serve as team captains. Former Pioneer guard Kerri Burke
became the first junior to earn captainship honors when she was
named a captain during her junior season in 2005-06.  She also
served as a captain her senior season.

Apo Recognized by Full Court Press...  Junior guard Alisa Apo
was listed as an honorable mention to the 2009-10 Full Court
Press Preseason Mid-Major Top-25 players to watch list.

Inching Her Way to 1,000...  Sacred Heart’s Alisa Apo enters her
junior campaign 933 points scored in her career.  Apo is looking
to become the 14th player in Pioneer history to eclipse the 1,000
point plateau for her career.  The last Pioneer to join the club was
Kaitlin Sowinski (2005-09) who accomplished the feat in the final
game of her junior season.  The fastest Pioneer to 1,000 points
was all-time leading scorer Amanda Pape (2003-07) who reached
the mark in her 66th career game.  Apo has played in 64 games
into her third seasons.

Another 20 Win Season...  The Pioneers are coming off a 25 win
season in 2008-09, marking their fourth 20-win season in the last
six years.  SHU has gone eight-straight seasons with winning 18
games or more, including nine-straight winning seasons and 14-
straight years with a .500 record or better.  Last season marked the
program’s fifth 20 win season, all under the direction of head
coach Ed Swanson.  The Pioneers won a program record 26
games in the 2005-06 NEC Championship season and also
eclipsed the 20 win mark in 1995-96 (20), 2003-04 (21) and 2006-07
(22).

Swanson a New England Hall of Famer...   Head coach Ed
Swanson was selected for induction into the New England
Basketball Hall of Fame this past fall. Swanson was inducted on
October 9th in a ceremony at Mohegan Sun.  The New England
Basketball Hall of Fame is anchored at the Institute for Interna-
tional Sport at the University of Rhode Island and 2009 marked
the fifth induction ceremony in the organization’s history.
Swanson was joined by the University of Vermont’s Sharon
Dawley as the only two coaches being inducted in the intercolle-
giate women’s basketball coaching category.

2009-10 Non-Conference Slate...  The 2009-10 schedule features
11 non-conference games against schools from the likes of the
Big East, Ivy League, America East and Metro Atlantic Athletic
Conferences.  The Pioneers are 3-11 all-time against the Big East
and will play host to Villanova in a return home-and-home match-
up from last season.  SHU faces four teams from the MAAC, a
conference they are 5-4 against, in facing Manhattan, Saint
Peter’s, Siena and cross-town rival Fairfield.  SHU is 19-15 all-time
against the Ivy League and face Columbia, Harvard and Yale this
year.  The Pioneers are 9-8 against America East facing Stony
Brook, Hartford and Binghamton this season.

SHU Featured on NEC TV Package...  The Sacred Heart Pioneer
women’s basketball team will be featured as part of the 2009-10
Northeast Conference basketball television package, a lineup that
will feature 19 regionally produced games and two national
postseason broadcasts on the ESPN family of networks. The
defending NEC champion Pioneers will face rival Quinnipiac and
take on Saint Francis (PA) in a rematch of last year’s title game as
part of the package. Both appearances will be part of a double-
header with the Sacred Heart men’s team.

No Place Like the Pitt...  The Pioneers have become one of the
toughest teams to play on their home court, the William H. Pitt
Center. Since the opening of the Pitt Center in 1997, Sacred Heart
teams have won 84% (138-27) of their home games, posting a 14-2
mark including 11-straight heading into this season.  SHU posted
a perfect 15-0 in 2005-06 and 14-0 in 2003-04 and between 2002
and 2004, the Pioneers put together a string of 19-straight regular
season wins at home in the Pitt Center.  Their .835 winning
percentage at home ranks the Pitt Center nationally as one the
toughest arenas for visiting teams to earn a win.

Program History...   This is the 36th season of Pioneer women’s
basketball.  Sacred Heart’s first year of competition was the 1974-
75 season under head coach Mickey Stratton.  SHU carries an
overall record of 427 wins and 466 losses for a .478 winning
percentage.  SHU joined the Division I ranks in the 1999-2000
season as a member of the Northeast Conference, making this the
11th season at the Division I level.  SHU has posted a 196-103
Division I record.

Head Coach Ed Swanson - 20th Year, 322-222
Ed Swanson took the reins of the Sacred Heart University women’s basketball program in 1990 and has built
the Pioneers into one of the top teams in the Northeast Conference and throughout the Northeast.  Swanson’s
career has seen the veteran coach eclipse the 300 career victories mark on the road to a pair of NEC Champion-
ships and earned him the honor of being inducted into the New England Basketball Hall of Fame this fall.

Beginning his 20th season on the Sacred Heart bench, Swanson has built the Pioneers into one of the top-teams
year in and year out in the NEC and is coming off a season where he led SHU to a perfect run through the
league and the program’s second conference title in the last four years. The Pioneers posted just the third
perfect 18-0 mark in NEC history last year earning the head coach his third NEC Coach of the Year award.

Over the past 14 seasons, the Pioneers have posted at least a .500 record or better under Swanson, a run that
has included five 20 win seasons.  Last season’s magical run included a pair of coaching milestones as Swanson
moved past former Mount St. Mary’s head coach Bill Sheahan (124) in all-time Northeast Conference wins at
138 and counting while also eclipsing the 300 win plateau in career victories.

In their 10 years in the Northeast Conference, Swanson’s Pioneers have never missed the playoffs and have
never finished lower then third in the final league standings. He has guided Sacred Heart to a 196-102 record
since joining the Division I ranks in 1999-00. After a 0-5 start to the 2008-09 season, Swanson’s Pioneers got
their season on track and finished the year with 25-8 record including 21-straight wins, a school record and mark that ranked second in the country.
After a perfect run through the NEC schedule, the Pioneers finished off their amazing season by capturing their second league title and trip to the
NCAA Tournament in the last four years.

The 2005-06 season was a magical run for Swanson and his program as the Pioneers made their first-ever NCAA Tournament appearance after
capturing the NEC Championship in just their seventh season at the Division I level. Swanson led the Pioneers to a school record 26-5 record
along with a then record mark of 16 NEC wins while he himself earned his 250th career victory. He has guided the Pioneers to five 20 win seasons
including four in the last six years. Swanson’s Pioneers enter this season riding a streak of nine-straight winning seasons and eight-straight seasons
with at least 18.

Under his leadership, the Pioneers have become one of the toughest teams on their home court, the William H. Pitt Center. Since the opening of the
Pitt Center in 1997, his Sacred Heart teams have won 84% (138-27) of their home games including a perfect 15-0 in 2005-06 and 14-0 in 2003-04.
Between 2002 and 2004, the Pioneers put together a string of 19-straight regular season wins at home in the Pitt Center. Their .836 winning
percentage at home ranks the Pitt Center nationally as one the toughest arenas for visiting teams to earn a win.

Since joining the Northeast Conference in 1999-00, the Pioneers have had a pair of Northeast Conference Player of the Year and three NEC Rookie
of the Year award winners. Last season, Alisa Apo became just the second player in conference history to win the league’s top-player award after
earning the rookie of the year award the previous season. SHU center Kaitlin Sowinski joined former Pioneer Amanda Pape with back-to-back All-
NEC first team awards. Pape, the program’s all-time leading scorer, was named both the NEC’s Player and Rookie of the Year while leading the
Pioneers to their first-ever league title. Apo, Pape and Nicolle Rubino all earned
Rookie of the Year honors under Swanson’s guidance.

Swanson has elevated the program to its current high state through a combination
of shrewd recruiting, coaching acumen, fine assistant coaches and players who
understand the team concept. The evidence is there for all to see. In the past 14
seasons, the Pioneers have assembled a 288-148 (.661) record, but they have been
even more formidable against conference opponents during that span, with a 206-
63 (.766) mark.

After directing the Pioneers to a 20-7 record — the program’s first 20-win season
— in 1995-96, Swanson was voted Coach of the Year in the New England
Collegiate Conference (NECC) and the Women’s Basketball Coaches Association’s
(WBCA) District I. He was runner-up for NEC Coach of the Year in 1999-2000,
when Sacred Heart’s inaugural Division I team produced a 14-14 record and tied
for third (11-7) during the conference’s regular season.

Basketball has always been an integral part of Swanson’s life. From his days as a
two-time captain at Kolbe Cathedral High School in Bridgeport, to the transition
of elevating the Pioneers to the Division I level, to directing his two-week long
NIKE Girls Basketball Camp at Sacred Heart each summer, Swanson has demon-
strated a passion for the game exceeded by few.

He earned a bachelor’s degree in business from Sacred Heart in 1989. He joined
Dave Bike’s men’s coaching staff that year, and, after becoming head coach of the
Pioneer women’s program in 1990, did double duty for three seasons before
becoming the University’s first full-time women’s coach in 1993.

Immediately prior to Swanson’s arrival, the Sacred Heart women’s team had a 4-21
record. Under his guidance, the climb to Division II respectability was accom-
plished within three seasons, from 8-19 to 11-16 and, in 1992-93, to 16-13 — the
program’s first winning record in 11 seasons.

A basketball aficionado the year round, Swanson spends a good portion of each
summer coaching and lecturing at camps and attending AAU tournaments in
several states, in addition to running his aforementioned NIKE Girls Basketball
Camp.

Swanson, his wife Marion and two sons Connor and Matthew reside in Shelton, CT.
