


STADIUM  TICKETS, REFUNDS/RESALE

Gate 1 at Carolina Stadium and will open 1.5 hours prior to 
game time.  Tickets cannot be resold at the Carolina Stadium 
site.  Lost or stolen tickets are not the responsibility of man-
agement, and additional tickets can be purchased through 

refuse admission.

PROHIBITED ITEMS
The following items are prohibited at Carolina Stadium:  
outside food and drinks, coolers, thermoses, alcoholic 
beverages, illegal drugs, weapons, umbrellas, folding chairs, 
brooms, strollers, any bag exceeding 17”x12”x10”,
cameras, cameras with lenses over 6”, recording devices, 

animals. All persons are subject to search. One bottle of 
 water per person may be admitted into the stadium. Wa-

TOBACCO POLICY

The shuttle service for Carolina 
Stadium will be provided from Lot B to the stadium begin-
ning 2 hours before game time. Lot B is located near Colonial 
Life Arena and is bordered by Blossom, Gadsden, and Devine 
and Lincoln streets. 

HANDICAPPED PARKING
Handicapped parking is sold on a season long basis in Lot 
8 and is sold out for the 2012 season. Fans with disabilities 
should consider parking in the shuttle lot (Lot B) and take 
the handicapped accessible shuttle to Carolina Stadium.
