South Carolina fell behind early by losing the doubles point, falling on courts
one and three.

COLUMBIA, S.C. (Feb. 24, 2011) — The 25th-ranked South Carolina women's
tennis team registered a 6-1 victory over No. 66 Winthrop on Thursday at Maxcy
Gregg Tennis Center in Columbia, S.C., to improve to 6-1 this season. Winthrop
dropped to 7-7 with the loss.

The Gamecocks got off to a slow start in doubles. Across all three courts, South
Carolina held a 3-2 lead on all the courts after five games. At two, Josefin Anders-
son and Madeleine Saari-Bystrdm quickly took control of their match against Sandra
Herrera and Giovanna Portioli, winning the next five games for an 8-2 victory. Dijana
Stojic and Dominika Kanakova then cruised to an 8-3 win over Yasmine Alkema and
Lisa Wilkinson to clinch the point for Carolina.

The remaining match on three saw Anya Morgina and Katerina Popova lead-
ing 7-4 when the No. 1 team finished. Winthrop’s Sara Abutovic and Julia Breuss,
however, countered to win the next two games to cut the deficit to one. Morgina and
Popova then dominated the final game to complete the sweep with an 8-6 triumph.

In singles, South Carolina raced ahead in the first sets in five of six matches.

54 Dominika Kanakova and Dijana Stojic, while Stephanie Roy and Kate Lukomskaya
defeated Josefin Andersson and Madeleine Saari-Bystrom on court two. For No. 3
doubles, Jade Frampton and Emily Carbone upended Anya Morgina and Katerina
Popova.

The Razorbacks managed to win four first sets in singles to the Gamecocks’ two
and appeared to be in control of the match, but South Carolina rallied to make it just a
one-point final margin. Roy put Arkansas ahead 2-0 after she upended Saari-Bystrém
at three singles, and Paulson hung on to down Popova 6-2, 7-6 (7-3) at No. 4 singles
to put the Razorbacks within a point of the victory.

COLUMBIA, S.C. (March 11, 2011) — The 44th-ranked South Carolina wom-
en’s tennis team (7-4, 1-2 SEC) recovered from losing the doubles point Friday to
upend Auburn (2-10, 0-3 SEC) by a 4-3 score at Maxcy Gregg Tennis Center in
Columbia, S.C. The win snapped a three-match losing streak by the Gamecocks, who
will host No. 33 Alabama on Sunday at 1 p.m.

“| hope it gives us the confidence we've been looking for,” head coach Arlo
Elkins said. “Any time you lose the doubles point and can come back, | think that
shows good fight and it shows good focus in what we're trying to accomplish out here
in singles. We've done that a couple times this year. We did it against Illinois up at
lllinois and now we do it here against Auburn. It's very good to see and hopefully that
will give us the confidence we need going in to Sunday’s match with Alabama.”

South Carolina jumped on the Tigers at the No. 1 position in doubles with
Dominika Kanakova and Dijana Stojic taking down Paulina Schippers and Olivia Ben-
nett 8-2. Bennett and Schippers won the first game of the match, but it was Kanakova
and Stojic who claimed eight of the next nine games.

Auburn managed to take the remaining two matches on court. First, Plamena
Kurteva and Jacqueline Kasler defeated Miljana Jocic and Anya Morgina 8-4 at the
No. 2 position. The final contest on court three saw Caroline Thornton and Taylor
Schreimann earn an 8-5 triumph over Madeleine Saari-Bystrom and Katerina Popova
to give the Tigers the early 1-0 advantage.

The Gamecocks bounced back in singles, picking up wins from the entire top
half of the lineup along with No. 6 singles. Morgina began the rally on court one,
cruising to a 6-1, 6-2 victory over Schippers. The victory upped Morgina's record on
the year to 15-9 and 5-6 at No. 1 singles. She is tied for the team lead in wins with
Kanakova.

Adriana Pereira made a huge impact for South Carolina in her return to the
lineup at No. 6 singles. The sophomore showed off the skill that helped her go 9-2 in
the SEC last year with a 6-2, 6-0 win against Schreimann to put Carolina on top 2-1.

Kasler captured a 7-6 (7-4), 6-2 win over Kanakova on court five to break the
Gamecock freshman’s six-match unbeaten streak, and Kurteva beat Saari-Bystrom
6-1, 6-4 at four to put Auburn back on top 3-2. Kanakova trailed 5-3 in her first set
before winning three straight games. In the tiebreaker, Kasler raced out to a 5-1 lead,
but Kanakova cut the deficit to 5-4 before losing the next two rallies.

Popova knotted the score at 3-all after winning 6-4, 6-2 over Thornton at No. 3
singles, silencing a large contingent on hand to support the Charleston, S.C., native
Thornton. Within a couple minutes of her win, Stojic sealed the win for Carolina with
an uncharacteristic ace up 40-30 and 6-5 in the second set to defeat Bennett 6-1, 7-5.

“The serve’s not her strong point, but I've seen her more than once when it gets
down to a crucial point, she seems to come up with a big serve, and she did it again
today,” Elkins said.

Alabama (7-3, 0-1 SEC) is facing No. 1-ranked Florida in a night match in
Gainesville, Fla., tonight. At the time of this release, the Crimson Tide lost the doubles
point to the Gators.

COLUMBIA, S.C. (March 13, 2011) — The No. 44 South Carolina women’s tennis team
fought its way to a 5-2 triumph over No. 33 Alabama on Sunday at Maxcy Gregg Tennis Center
in Columbia, S.C. The Gamecocks improved to 8-4 and 2-2 in SEC play, while the Crimson Tide
fell to 7-5 and 0-3 in the SEC.

“This was a total team effort today,” head coach Arlo Elkins said. “Everybody worked their
tails off on every single court. That's what we have to have every single match throughout the
rest of the year. When | look back over the past years, | can’t remember a match where we had
S0 much energy and so much effort in both the singles and the doubles. This was a total effort
in everything we did today, and | can’t be prouder with the effort they put in today and the energy
they had out here. Hopefully, we'll be able to carry that through some of these other matches
coming up.”

The Gamecocks’ No. 1 doubles team of Dominika Kanakova and Dijana Stojic registered
the top victory of their careers together, beating No. 7-ranked Alexa Guarachi and Courtney
McLane by an 8-6 count. Kanakova and Stojic earned a critical break of serve up 5-4 with
Guarachi serving. Kanakova served out the match with the Gamecocks ahead 7-6.

Alabama answered with a victory at No. 3 doubles from the No. 31-rated duo in the land
of Mary Anne Macfarlane and Antonia Foehse. With the match tied at 3-all, the Crimson Tide
managed to take a 4-3 advantage on Katerina Popova and Madeleine Saari-Bystrom and still led
5-4 after the next changeover. Macfarlane and Foehse then built a 7-4 lead before winning 8-5.

On court two, South Carolina’s Miljana Jocic and Anya Morgina raced out to a 4-0 lead
on Alex Clay and Taylor Lindsey. Clay and Lindsey, though, recovered to win the next six games
before Carolina cut the deficit to 6-5. Clay and Lindsey pushed the lead to 7-5, but Jocic and
Morgina got the match back to 7-all. The Alabama tandem broke Morgina's serve to charge
ahead 8-7, but the Gamecocks countered with a break in the next game to force a tiebreaker.

In the breaker, South Carolina took a 4-2 advantage at the changeover. Morgina and Jocic
eventually won the tiebreaker 7-3 thanks in large part to the fact that they dropped only a single
point on their serves.

In
the final set, Popova stormed out to a 3-0 lead and then had another 4-1 upper hand after five
games. Popova held strong this time and finished out the set for a 6-2 win and her first career
victory against a ranked opponent.

Stojic provided the clinching point for South Carolina just as she did in Friday’s match
against Auburn. After losing the first set to No. 69 Guarachi on court two 6-2, she stormed out
a 3-0 lead in the second. Guarachi then won four straight games and appeared in control of the
outcome, but Stojic got the set back to 4-all and then led 5-4. Stojic went on to win the set 7-5.
In the third, Stojic fought her way to a 5-4 lead and a chance to serve for the match. Although she
did not end the match with an ace as she did Friday, she held serve at love to give South Carolina
the victory.

COLUMBIA, S.C. (March 16, 2011) — The 33rd-ranked South Carolina women’s tennis
team extended its winning streak to three matches Wednesday with a 4-3 victory against No.
30 Virginia Commonwealth at Maxcy Gregg Tennis Center in Columbia, S.C. The Gamecocks
upped their mark to 9-4 in 2011, while the Rams fell to 14-3.

Court three decided the doubles point after the two squads split one and two. Court one
finished just seconds ahead of court two with No. 32-ranked Alex Bara and Kateryna Yergina
defeating No. 34 Dominika Kanakova and Dijana Stojic 8-4. Anya Morgina and Miljana Jocic
then answered at two with an 8-5 victory against Ana Bara and Josefin Hjertquist.

After trailing 5-3, the Gamecocks' Madeleine Saari-Bystrom and Katerina Popova charged
back to win three straight games to take a 6-5 lead at the changeover on court three versus
Manuela Pietzuch and Daria Yakavleva. Yakavleva then held serve to make it 6-all. Three breaks
of serve followed to give Yakavleva a chance to serve for the match and she followed through to
give the Rams a 1-0 advantage heading to singles.

(April 1, 2011) — The 38th-ranked South Carolina women'’s
tennis team dropped a 4-3 decision at No. 20 Vanderbilt on Friday in Nashville, Tenn.,
to fall to 11-6 overall and 3-4 in the SEC. Vanderbilt improved to 10-6 and 4-3 in the
conference.

The Gamecocks dropped a crucial doubles point that proved to be the difference
in the match. At one, Rachael Dillon and Alex Leatu defeated Dominika Kanakova and
Dijana Stojic 8-3. Jackie Wu and Lauren Mira provided the clinching point at No. 2
doubles with an 8-3 triumph over Miljana Jocic and Anya Morgina.

South Carolina did manage to snag a win at the No. 3 position. Katerina Popova
and Madeleine Saari-Bystrom led 2-1 after three games, but Keilly Ulery and Chelsea
Preeg recovered to go ahead 5-2. Saari-Bystrém and Popova then cut the deficit to
5-4 and after surrendering the 10th game to Vandy, the Gamecock duo ran off four
straight games for the 8-6 victory.

Vanderbilt quickly took a 3-0 lead in singles, first picking up a win from Mira at
the No. 4 slot with a 6-1, 6-2 win versus Saari-Bystrém. Wu piled on another win for
the Commodores by defeating Popova 6-2, 6-2 on court three.

The Gamecocks answered back with Morgina winning her seventh match in a
row at the No. 1 singles position. The junior from Russia won handily over No. 68
Leatu 6-2, 6-2 to improve to 21-9 on the season and 11-6 in dual matches. Morgina,
who is ranked 39th, is also 6-1 in SEC matches this season.

Kanakova upped her record on
the season to 19-6 and is 12-3 in duals. Dillon represents the first ranked player
Kanakova has beaten in her career.

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LEXINGTON, Ky. (April 3, 2011) — The No. 38 South Carolina women's tennis team re-
bounded from its 4-3 loss at No. 20 Vanderbilt on Friday with a 6-1 triumph over Kentucky in
Lexington, Ky., on Sunday. The Gamecocks improved to 12-6 overall with the win and 4-4 in the
SEC, while the Wildcats dipped to 4-16 and 2-6 in league play.

“What makes coaches really proud is when people run and try 100 percent,” associate
head coach Katarina Petrovic said. “In order to win a college tennis match, we all have to be
on the same page. That means we all have to try 100 percent. It's all about attitude. If we have a
positive attitude we can beat anybody out here.”

The Gamecocks earned a sweep in doubles to get the afternoon underway. South Carolina
substituted Adriana Pereira for Miljana Jocic at the No. 2 spot to play with Anya Morgina and
it proved to be an effective combination. Pereira and Morgina won the first six games against
Misha Testerman and Marni Venter before closing out the contest with an 8-1 victory.

It appeared Dominika Kanakova and Dijana Stojic would have to win in order for the
(Gamecocks to snag the doubles point with Katerina Popova and Madeleine Saari-Bystrom trail-
ing 6-2 on court three against Jessica Stiles and CeCe Witten. Popova and Saari-Bystrém,
though, regrouped and claimed six consecutive games to earn an 8-6 win and clinch the point
for South Carolina.

At one, several games went to deuce in the early portion of the match, but Kanakova and
Stojic grabbed a 4-1 lead after five games versus Megan Broderick and Khristina Blajkevitch.
After losing a game to make the score 6-3, Kanakova and Stojic got a break of serve and Stojic
held in the next game for an 8-6 triumph.

“| think it's all about attitude and how pumped up we are,” Morgina said. “I think today,
it went really well for us. We were really pumped up. All the girls on all three courts in doubles
played really well.”

In singles, Morgina won first for the Gamecocks with another straight-set victory at the top
position to extend her winning streak to eight matches.

“It was a hard fought match,” head coach Arlo Elkins said. “I was pleased with everyone’s
effort. We had a couple matches that weren't close, but | don't think it was because of a lack of
effort or a lack of emation. | thought we all really pulled together today and what really made
me optimistic is we got down in a lot of those matches and came back and fought hard. That's
always good to see. When you get down and fight back to not only get even but take the lead and
win some of those matches, that's a really positive thing. If you can take anything positive out of
a loss that was it for today.”

South Carolina fell in the doubles, losing all three courts to face a 1-0 deficit heading to
singles. On court one, No. 44 Natalie Pluskota and Brynn Boren posted an 8-2 triumph over
Dominika Kanakova and Anya Morgina, while Kata Szekely and Jennifer Meredith defeated Mil-
jana Jocic and Katerina Popova by the same score at three to clinch the point. At No. 2 doubles,
17th-ranked Rosalia Alda and Millie Nichols earned an 8-3 win over Dijana Stojic and Adriana
Pereira.

Tennessee quickly jumped ahead 3-0 on South Carolina with a pair of wins on courts one
and five.

No. 6 Georgia (15-2, 9-1 SEC) in the final women's dual match at Maxcy Gregg Tennis Center.
The Gamecocks will begin playing in a new tennis stadium this fall beside the Dodie Anderson
