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2009 Season Outiook

The Saints finished the 2008 season with a 16-33 overall record and
5-11 in the MAAC. Head coach Deanna Parks is looking forward to the
upcoming season and has a lot of confidence in her squad.

“My expectations are as high as ever, | fully expect us to be one of the
top teams in the MAAC” Parks said. “We have more potential than ever
and more personal belief within each player that we are built to win.”

Parks is excited about the style of play her team will bring to the field
this season. She thinks that this is the most athletic team she has
had here at Siena and feels that she has “true depth” at every single
position on the field.

The Saints are losing three seniors from last season, including First
Team All-MAAC players Jennifer Granato and Andrea Piela. They are
also losing first baseman Stacey Landini, but Parks has already seen a
number of players step right in and fill the void this past fall.

“We're going to have a better hitting lineup,” Parks said. “We won't
hit as many home runs, but we will have more consistency through-
out our lineup. We have a lot of good hitters and are going to have to
find ways to get them all a chance at the plate.”

Five new recruits join Siena this season to help bolster a deep squad.
This is a very athletic group which will make an immediate impact
and are coming to Siena expecting to win. “This was the first recruit-
ing class we really got to see and they will provide building blocks for
the future,” said Parks.

Junior Lauren Weingart is expected to be used at either first base,
shortstop, or third base. She had a standout season last year both at
the plate and with the glove. She started 45 of 46 games she played
and batted .316 while hitting five home runs and driving in 24 runs.
Weingart was a Second Team All-MAAC selection last season.

Fellow junior Jessica Mushel will look to build off a productive season.
She started 23 of 34 games she played last year and is respected by
all of her fellow teammates for her hard work and determination on
and off the field.

Freshman Alyssa Sceppaguercio will step right in and start at second
base for the Saints this season. Her base running and defensive skills
will help her contribute immediately.

Sophomore Kat Seeber will look to rebound from an injury-plagued
season. She is a natural hitter who will try to play some first base this
season as well as designated player. Parks is excited to see what she
can do when she is healthy.

Classmate Olivia Calcagnini is taking over at third base after a solid
freshman year at the plate. She started 41 of 45 games she played last
year, seeing most of her time as designated player. She batted .263 while
hitting five home runs and driving in 24.

Junior Emily Snow and sophomore Sara Gallacchi will continue to see
time in the infield. Snow played in 18 games last season and fared well
with limited at bats. Gallacchi will see time at both shortstop and sec-
ond base. She started 25 of 30 games she played and provides depth up
the middle. Both are aggressive fielders who aren't afraid to give up their
bodies to make a play.

Classmates Lindsey Hoyt and Kirstyn Vaughn will both
continue to add depth to the Saints. Hoyt played in 22
games last season and will see time this year at first base
and designated player. Vaughn saw limited time last year,
but showed a good glove in her time in the field.

OUTFIELD

Senior Jenny McNulty returns to roam centerfield this
season. She is expected to be the leader of a very athletic
outfield. Last season, she batted .295 with 39 hits and
led the team with eight stolen bases and 11 sacrifices.

Fellow seniors Jamie Piela and Renee Clavette will also be
returning to the outfield. Piela will see time in the outfield
when she’s not in the circle. She is an aggressive hitter who
batted .244 last season with 16 RBI. Clavette will see plenty
of time in the outfield as well and her bat has improved in
each of her three seasons at Siena. Last season, she started
27 of 43 games she played and batted .284.

Freshman Lindsey McKeever will step right into a start-
ing position in the outfield. Her athleticism and strong
arm make her a threat to play anywhere in the outfield.
She is a natural centerfielder but is expected to see most
of her time in one of the corner outfield positions.

Juniors Stacie Sueda and Courtney Mahan will both be

seeing a lot of time in the outfield as well. Sueda started
27 of 43 games she played last season and was tied for
second on the team in stolen bases with three. Mahan

started 14 of 15 games she played last year and drove in
four runs in limited at bats.
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Sophomore Kristen Borsella is another athletic player
who will be looking to find time in a crowded and athletic
outfield. She played in 23 games last season and her
speed helps with her range in the outfield.

Classmate Courtney Brinkman will also be spending
time in the outfield when she’s not in the circle. She
started 34 of the 37 games she played and drove in
10 runs while leading the team with two triples.

Freshman Amanda Filippazzo will be splitting time in
the circle and in the outfield as well. Her versatility and
strong bat will allow her to see plenty of playing time.

“Our outfield is going to be really strong this season,”
Parks said. “This is the fastest and most athletic out-
field we've ever had. Jenny will continue in center and
Lindsey has a strong arm and will be one of our corner
outfielders. A lot of players will be getting time in the
outfield and they can all contribute.”

CATCHERS

Freshman Nastasha Powlowsky will have some big
shoes to fill when she takes over behind the plate.
She provides another dangerous bat with a lot of
power. She has a strong arm and will be looked
upon to manage the pitching staff this season.

Classmate Jen Duell and sophomore Olivia
Calcagnini will also be seeing some time behind
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tions this season. Calcagnini will see most of her playing time at third
base this season but her athleticism will help provide depth at catcher.

PiTCHERS

Senior Jamie Piela returns for her final season in the circle at Siena.
Piela had a good season last year on her way to being named as a
selection to the Second Team All-MAAC. She has a career ERA of
4.20 and 196 strikeouts in her three seasons. Her versatility allows
her to also be a very dangerous hitter.

Sophomore Courtney Brinkman will continue to see time in the
circle. She started nine of her 14 appearances while striking out 38
in 55.2 innings pitched. She is expected to see her workload increase
this season.

Freshman Amanda Filippazzo will provide another arm to the staff
and be able to step into the circle right away. Her sneaky speed and
deceptive delivery will allow her to confuse hitters all season long.

Parks is excited about the versatility of her three pitchers going into
the season. “We will be able to show people different looks and
match up better against each lineup we face” she said.

SCHEDVLE

The Saints will open their 2009 season on February 24 in North
Carolina. They will play four games in three days with one game at
Campbell and North Carolina State and then two at Elon. The Saints
will then play five games in three days at the East Carolina Invitation;
they will play Delaware and Towson twice and then wrap up with a
game against Fordham.

Siena will resume play at the UMBC tournament in Baltimore, Md. on
March 20. They will play another five games in three days with some of
their opponents being the host UMBC and MAAC foe Niagara.

Parks believes it will be a good trip for her team. “To start the season,
we can get out there and do some things and not have to worry about
playing two games a day,” she said. “You just

look for people to play and want to

get teams you can compete with.”

The Saints will begin northeast
play on March 25 with a double-
header at local rival UAlbany.
Their home opener is also sched-
uled to be their MAAC conference
opener when they host lona March

29.

Siena has scheduled 50 games for
this season, the same amount as
last season, with 18 of them being
home games.
