Last Time Vs. Southern Miss
 SMU racked up 353 yards on offense, including 286 
yards from quarterback Justin Willis, but four turnovers 
proved costly in a 28-7 loss to Southern Miss on Oct. 
13, 2007. After a scoreless fi rst quarter, Southern Miss 
took control of the game with 21 straight points in the 
second period.
 Golden Eagle quarterback Stephen Reaves hit 
Shawn Nelson on a 28-yard scoring pass at the 8:24 
mark of the quarter. Chris Johnson added to the lead 
when he raced 19 yards on a reverse for a score. 
 Golden Eagles running back Damion Fletcher 
scored on a 3-yard plunge to make it 21-0 at halftime. 
Reaves added a 7-yard scoring run early in the fourth 
period for a 28-0 lead. 
 SMU avoided what would have been its fi rst shutout in 
three years when a scrambling Justin Willis hit DeMyron 
Martin on a 16-yard scoring pass with 6:46 to play.

Return Policy
 While some stores have strict “no return” policies, 
SMU is quite liberal when it comes to the return game. 
The main reason? Return man Jessie Henderson.
 Henderson is SMU’s and Conference USA’s career 
kickoff return yardage leader with 2,881 career yards. 
He notched a career-best 181 yards in returns against 
Houston, his 11th career game with 100-plus KOR 
yards, and now has a legitimate shot at the NCAA 
career record. Jeff Liggon of Tulane (1993-96) holds 
the NCAA mark at 2,922. Henderson is just 41 yards 
short of the mark.
 He has already set two SMU single season records 
in 2008, notching 992 yards on 44 returns. He is also 
one of only four SMU players ever to return two kicks 
for TDs (Doak Walker, Jerry LeVias, Arthur Whittington) 
and has one more games to try and become the fi rst 
Mustang to post three.

Swann Song
 A former All-SWC player, Craig Swann made huge 
contributions on the fi eld, but for the past nine years, 
he has contributed over the airwaves.
 Following an outstanding career and an SWC-
best 167 tackles in 1995, Swann joined the Mustang 
Radio Network as the color analyst. He will be calling 
his last game against Southern Miss, though, as he 
announced his retirement on Nov. 17.
 Working alongside his partner, play-by-play man 
Rich Phillips, Swann has painted a vivid picture for 
Mustang fans and the duo has been honored by a local 
radio station for its work. His efforts will be missed.

No Doubting Thomas
SMU punter Thomas Morstead was a 2008 pre-

season All-C-USA pick after leading the league and 
ranking eighth in the nation in punting average at 44.6 
ypp in 2007. That marked the best season average for 
a Mustang punter since Craig James averaged 44.9 
ypp in 1982. His 2008 average of 41.5 ranks 39th in the 
nation and he was on the Ray Guy Award Watch List.
 He’s impressive as a placekicker, too, hitting three 
50-plus-yarders last season and setting a new SMU 
record for consecutive PAT makes at 78 before missing 
at Rice in the season opener.
 The Pearland, Texas, native’s mother hails from 
England and Morstead learned to kick by watching and 
playing rugby. He got his fi rst “live” try in practice after 
impressing coaches with a 60-yard dropkick fi eld goal.

Uni-Cycles
 The SMU football team is donning new uniforms in 2008, 
as SMU cycles back to white helmets and white pants with 
three jerseys to choose from: red, white and SMU blue. 
 The helmet features a red Mustang logo trimmed in 
blue, blue and red stripes and a red facemask. SMU 
wore white helmets during the famed “Pony Express” 
era and continued using the helmets until the 2003 sea-
son, when the Mustangs switched to a navy helmet.
 SMU wears white pants with red and blue stripes 
for both home and away games.

Don’t Stop Bo-Levi-n’
 Quarterback Bo Levi Mitchell may be the fi rst true 
freshman to start for SMU since 2003, but the Katy 
native has shown why June Jones handed him the 
reins to the Run-and-Shoot.
 In his collegiate debut, Mitchell threw for three 
touchdowns. Against Texas State, he was 24-of-37 
for 370 yards with fi ve TDs and no INTs. The fi ve TD 
passes tied for second-most all-time in a game at SMU 
and the 370 passing yards were 13th all-time.
 At UCF, Mitchell threw a 94-yard TD pass to Aldrick 
Robinson, which ranks as the second-longest pass play 
in SMU history.
 On the season, Mitchell has 23 TD passes, which is 
third-most in a season at SMU, and now has four 300-
yard games, which ties for second-most in a season at 
SMU (record is six by Chuck Hixson in 1968).

For Pete’s Sake!
 During spring drills, SMU linebacker Pete Fleps 
was leaving his apartment for a 6 a.m. workout when 
he noticed a smoke alarm going off and smoke in a 
neighboring apartment. He knocked on the front door, 
and getting no response, tried the handle. It was un-
locked, so he opened the door to discover a room fi lled 
with heavy smoke. He called out to see if anyone was 
home, but no one replied. He then located the source 
of the smoke - a red-hot pan on a stove burner, turned 
it off, and moved the smoking pan outside. He then 
looked for occupants and found a largely unresponsive 
female in a bedroom. He alerted her, then opened all 
the windows. Concerned for her privacy, he notifi ed 
female neighbors and asked them to come over to 
attend to the woman. With the fi re danger gone and 
the situation under control, Fleps hurriedly went on his 
way, making sure to arrive at the workout on time.
 Fleps leads the team with 98 tackles in 2008 and 
also has four pass breakups, six-and-a-half tackles 
for-loss and two forced fumbles. Against Navy, Fleps 
notched 23 tackles, which ranks as the fourth-most 
ever in a game by a Conference USA player.

The McCann Cann
 Don’t tell SMU defensive back and return man 
Bryan McCann that there’s something he can’t do.
 The Oklahoma City native had open heart surgery 
at the age of two and was not supposed to play any 
sports as he grew up. He was then hit by a car at the 
age of six and had hernia surgery at the age of nine. If 
that wasn’t enough, he broke his leg and ankle in the 
fall of his senior year of high school. McCann defi ed 
all the odds and naysayers, though, and came back 
to win the state title in the 100-yard dash and earn 
C-USA All-Freshman honors in 2006 at SMU.
 McCann has started 27 straight games and has 35 
stops, three INTs and fi ve pass breakups in 2008.

Gridiron Grads
 SMU student-athletes excel in the classroom, as a 
remarkable 97 percent of the scholarship student-ath-
letes who entered SMU between 1991 and 2001 and 
exhausted their eligibility at SMU earned degrees.
 Football student-athletes play a big part of SMU’s 
academic success, as 25 players made the Conference 
USA Commissioner’s Honor Roll and three won 
Commissioner’s Academic Medals in 2007-08. As 
a team, SMU won the American Football Coaches 
Association’s 2006 Academic Achievement Award 
(right) after recording a 100 percent graduation rate. 
Although it was the Mustangs’ fi rst win, SMU has been 
named to the honorable mention category 11 times.
 In 2008, SMU has four student-athletes on the roster that 
have already received degrees - Mitch Enright, Andrew 
Galloway, La’Cori Johnson and Tommy Poynter.

No Second Fiddle
Chris Banjo is among the many true freshmen on 

SMU’s two-deep, but the Sugar Land native has no 
intention of taking a back-up role. Banjo started in his 
fi rst collegiate game at nickelback and has now earned 
the starting spot at free safety. He has adjusted well to 
the spot and has racked up 32 tackles in the last three 
games.

D-Train D-Tour
 Senior running back and Doak Walker Award can-
didate DeMyron Martin has seven 100-yard games 
in his career, and with 1,846 career rushing yards, he 
ranks 15th all-time in the category on the Hilltop. His 
blocking skills are being showcased in 2008, and while 
the Run-and-Shoot has reduced his number of rushing 
attempts, he still has an outside shot at surpassing the 
2,000-yard mark and would be just the 12th player in 
SMU history to do so.

The Red Carpet
 With the arrival of June Jones, SMU may need to 
install a red carpet in the Mustang locker room as SMU 
has become “the place to be” in Dallas. Among the 
celebrities, Mustang legends, pros and former pros 
that have attended practice or stopped by the stadium 
are: Roger Staubach, Troy Aikman, Daryl “Moose” 
Johnston, Terrell Owens, Jeff George, Reggie Dupard, 
Eric Dickerson, Craig James, Jerry Ball, Devin Hester, 
Adam “Pacman” Jones and Deion Sanders.

Bonilla, Bonilla & Bonilla
 Sound like a law fi rm? It is. SMU starting linebacker 
Will Bonilla has big plans after graduation. His grand-
father, William David Sr., his father, William David Jr. (a 
1974 & 1975 SMU football letterwinner), and his older 
brother, William Clayton, all practice law in Corpus 
Christi, Texas. The SMU senior - William David III - plans 
to apply to law school after graduation, and, if success-
ful, would be the fourth Bonilla to practice in the fi rm.
 On the fi eld, Bonilla started every game in 2007, was 
tabbed team defensive MVP and tied for the team lead 
with 82 tackles on the year. He missed the fi rst four 
games of 2008 with an injury, but was still a member of 
the preseason “Watch List” for the Butkus Award and 
has quickly racked up 43 tackles since returning.

The Haitian Sensation
 Senior defensive tackle Serge Elizee is in his second 
season on the Hilltop, but grew up in Haiti. He speaks 
French and Creole and did not start playing football 
until he was in the 10th grade. Despite the late start, 
Elizee has become quite the player, starting fi ve games 
in 2007 and notching 22 tackles on the year. In 2008, 
he has started every game and has totaled 50 stops, 
including a career-high 11 at Navy.

Center Of Attention
 SMU junior center Mitch Enright is gaining notice 
both on and off the fi eld. On the fi eld, Enright enters 
the season as a member of the 2008 Rimington Trophy 
Watch List and started 14 straight games at center be-
fore missing six games with a hand injury. He returned 
against Memphis.
 In the classroom, Enright is enrolled in SMU’s Cox 
School of Business and is pursuing his MBA after gradu-
ating with an undergraduate degree in management 
in just three years. He has been named to the ESPN 
The Magazine’s Academic All-District Football Team, a 
winner of the Conference USA Academic Medal and a 
member of the Commissioner’s Honor Roll.

The NFL Connection
 In addition to head coach June Jones, SMU boasts 
another former NFL Head Coach on its coaching staff 
- Frank Gansz - making SMU the only FBS school with 
two former NFL head coaches on its staff. Gansz, who 
is best known for his work as a special teams guru, 
was head coach of Kansas City Chiefs in 1987 & 1988. 
SMU also has another former professional head coach 
on the roster, as Jeff Reinebold was head coach of 
the CFL’s Winnipeg Blue Bombers in 1997 & 1998.

Track Trifecta
 SMU roster includes 100m track champions from 
three different states. Junior Bryan McCann won 
the Oklahoma state title in 2006, sophomore Aldrick 
Robinson won the Texas state crown in 2007 and 
freshman B.J. Lee won the Mississippi state champi-
onship in 2008.

 Two of the true freshmen on SMU’s roster are Coles 
- Beasley & Loftin.
 Beasley has made his way into SMU’s starting 
lineup as a receiver and has managed 37 catches for 
305 yards and a three TDs on the year, including an 
eight-catch, 94-yard performance against Tulsa.
 Loftin got the start against TCU and responded with fi ve 
catches for 52 yards and a TD. Unfortunately, he suffered 
a broken collarbone and is sidelined for the season.

Where You Playin’ At Willis?
 In his fi rst two seasons on the Hilltop, Justin Willis 
made his mark at quarterback. In 2008, though, Willis 
is looking to make his mark at wide receiver and punt 
returner. He caught his fi rst pass at UCF for 31 yards and 
had fi rst career punt return against Houston (13 yards).

Logan’s Run
 Back-up quarterback Logan Turner got his fi rst ex-
tended run at the offensive helm against Memphis after 
Bo Levi Mitchell was knocked out of the game. Turner 
responded by going 19-of-31 for 228 yards with two TDs 
and no interceptions for a 144.4 passer rating. On the 
year, Turner is 33 of 65 for 410 yards and fi veTDs.

The Mustang Legend

 Legend has it that when Ford Motor Company was preparing to introduce the sports car that 
would gain fame as the Mustang, it was considering other names such as Cougar, Bronco, Cheetah 
and Colt.
 But during the 1963 football season, SMU took an undersized but quick team to Ann Arbor 
to play a massive Michigan Wolverine squad. Michigan gained the early advantage, but had 
to fi ght off the feisty Ponies for a 27-16 win. 
 After the game, Ford’s Lee Iacocca entered the SMU locker room and addressed the 
disappointed Mustangs. 
 “Today,” Iacocca said, “After watching the SMU Mustangs play with such fl air, we reached 
a decision. We will call our new car the Mustang. Because it will be light, like your team. It 
will be quick, like your team. And it will be sporty, like your team.” 
 Ford’s new car got its name, and the rest, as they say, is history.
