QUICK TEAM NOTES
Stanford is ranked No. 1 in the nation by three of the four major collegiate baseball polls (Baseball 
America, NCBWA, Sports Weekly/ESPN), as well as No. 2 in the latest Collegiate Baseball poll, for 
the second consecutive week after opening the season with a 13-2 mark, including a 5-1 record 
against ranked teams Å The Stanford baseball and menôs basketball teams are both ranked No. 1 
for the second time in school history with the hoops team taking over the top spot on February 16 
and the baseball squad on February 23 Å The other occasion was a six-day period from January 
4-9, 2000 Å Stanford has won nine straight series with ýve sweeps during the run after sweeping 
a three-game non-conference set at California last Friday-Sunday (2/27 ï 2/29) Å Stanford has 
also won 17 of its last 18 series Å Stanford has won 19 of its last 20 games on the road, ýnishing 
last year with a 14-game win streak in true road games and beginning this season with a 5-1 
mark away from Sunken Diamond Å Stanford has been errorless nine times this season, including 
a ýve-game stretch from January 31 ï February 8 and a current run of three in a row after not 
making an error in its most recent series at California Å The Cardinal is ýelding at a .978 clip that 
is better than the school record of .977 set by the 2001 club Å Stanford has also won 17 of its 
last 18 games at home and has also won 36 of its last 42 contests overall Å Stanford has nearly 
doubled its opponents scoring this season (124-59) as 12 of its 13 wins have been by three or 
more runs Å Stanford has come from behind in eight of its 13 victories Å Stanford is looking to 
extend its school record string of consecutive appearances at the College World Series to six, 
as well as its string of 40-win season to 10, while Stanford has won 50 or more games in three 
of the last four seasons Å Stanford has captured 11 Pac-10 titles in the last 21 years and ýnished 
either ýrst or second in the conference 21 times in last 23 seasons Å Stanford has won ýve straight 
games against USC, as well as four consecutive series and season series.

QUICK INDIVIDUAL NOTES
Jed Lowrie leads the Cardinal in nearly every offensive category (batting average, .472; runs 
scored, 22; hits, 25; doubles, 4; triples, 3; RBI, 22; total bases, 44; slugging percentage, .830; on-
base percentage, 543; and sacriýce þies, 4) Å Lowrie also has a current career-high hit streak of 11 
games (2/7 ï 2/29), hitting an even .500 (19-38) with three doubles, three triples, two homers, 18 
RBI and one stolen base during the period Å Lowrie was named a National Co-Hitter of the Week 
by the NCBWA on March 2 after hitting .700 (7-10) with six runs scored, a double, three triples, 
seven RBI, three walks, a hit-by-pitch, two sacriýce þies, a 1.400 slugging percentage and a .688 
on-base percentage in Stanfordôs most recent series at California Å Lowrie tied an NCAA single-
game record when he hit the ýrst three triples of his career in a 12-9 win over California (2/27), also 
tying a career-best with four RBI Å Sam Fuld ranks among Stanfordôs all-time leaders in runs scored 
(227, #3), hits (302, #4), triples (15, #4T), doubles (56, #7T) and at bats (877, #8) Fuld is also just 
outside the Top 10 with a legitimate chance to reach the top in games played (215) Å This season, 
Fuld leads the club with 17 walks Å John Mayberry, Jr. has a team-high four homers, while Brian Hall 
leads the club with three stolen bases and Donny Lucy has been hit by a team-high three pitches Å 
Mark Romanczuk and Jeff Gilmore co-lead the team with three wins, while Blake Holler has two Å 
Jonny Dyer, Mark Jecmen, Matt Leva, David OôHagan and Kodiak Quick have one each Å OôHagan 
has a team-high three saves, while Holler has two Å Dyer, Gilmore and Quick have one each.

Cardinal Career ï Has a 15-3 record and a 4.03 ERA with two saves 
and 109 strikeouts in 140.2 innings pitched over 28 games and 21 starts Å 
Stanford's active career leader in wins, start, complete games (2), innings 
pitched and strikeouts Å 2004 Season Notes (Sophomore) ï Has a 3-1 
record and a 4.13 ERA with 29 strikeouts in 28.1 innings over his ýrst ýve 
starts Å 2004 Individual Game Notes (Sophomore) ï (2/27) Touched for 
a season-high ýve runs on six hits with three walks and four strikeouts in 
his shortest start (4.0 IP) of the season at California, earning no-decision 
in a game the Cardinal came back to win, 12-9 Å (2/20) Earned a victory by 
limiting Texas to four runs (two earned) and four hits with eight strikeouts 
in a season-high-tying 7.0 innings Å (2/13) Had his best start of the season 
versus Kansas, striking out a career-high 13 in a season-high-tying 7.0 
innings of work and allowing just one run and six hits to earn the victory 
Å (2/6) Took his ýrst loss of the season at Fresno State, allowing three 
runs and seven hits over the ýrst 5.1 innings with three strikeouts despite 
shutting the Bulldogs out over the ýrst four frames Å (1/30) Opened the 
season with a victory over Cal State Fullerton (5.0 IP, 7 H, 2 R, 2 ER, 2 
BB, 1 SO) Å 2003 Season Notes (Freshman) ï Had an incredible rookie 
season, earning one of four National Freshman of the Year selections 
from Collegiate Baseball, as well as All-Pac-10, First Team Freshman 
All-American (Baseball America, Collegiate Baseball), honorable mention 
All-American (College Baseball Insider.com) and Stanford Most Valuable 
Freshman honors  Å Won his ýrst 12 decisions before ýnishing the season 
with a 12-2 record, ranking second in the Pac-10 and tied for eighth in the 
nation in victories Å His .857 career winning percentage established in his 
ýrst year ranks sixth on Stanfordôs all-time list Å Added a 4.01 ERA (#6 
Pac-10) with 80 strikeouts (#5 Pac-10) in 112.1 innings (#2 Pac-10), as 
well as a pair of complete games and two saves in 23 appearances and 
16 starts Å Allowed just 97 hits for an opponents batting average of .241 to 
rank second in the Pac-10 Å Combined with fellow freshman Matt Manship 
in a pair of Stanford shutouts Å Named Pac-10 Pitcher of the Week three 
times (4/1, 4/20, 5/4) Å Honorable mention Pac-10 All-Academic.
