Stanford Returns 43 
Letterwinners and 17 Starters

Stanford will open spring practice with 43 letterwin-
ners returning from last year’s team, including 20 on 
defense, 19 on offense and four specialists.

Included in the group are 17 players who started 
seven or more games last season, including eight on 
the offensive side of the ball, six on defense and three 
specialists.

The Cardinal loses 16 letterwinners from last year’s 
Sun Bowl unit, including seven on offense and nine 
on defense. Stanford must replace seven players who 
started seven or more games last season, including three 
on offense and four on defense.

Last Year’s Record
Stanford finished the 2009 season with an 8-5 over-

all mark and tied for second in the Pac-10 Conference 
with a 6-3 record. The Cardinal earned a trip to the 
Brut Sun Bowl, where it dropped a 31-27 decision to 
the Oklahoma Sooners.

Stanford’s final record broke a string of seven 
straight losing seasons dating back to the 2002 cam-
paign. Stanford’s six conference wins were its most since 
the 2001 squad finished 6-2 and tied for second in the 
Pac-10 Conference.

Stanford Opens Season 
on Sept. 4 Against 
Sacramento State

Stanford will open the 2010 campaign on Sept. 4 
with a home date against Sacramento State, marking 
the first-ever meeting between the two schools. The 
Cardinal will open Pac-10 Conference play in week two 
when it visits the Rose Bowl for a date with the UCLA 
Bruins on Sept. 11. The Wake Forest Demon Deacons’ 
first trip to Stanford Stadium on September 18 will 
precede Stanford’s visit to Notre Dame on Sept. 25.

All told, Stanford will play seven home games and 
five road games, with the annual Big Game against 
California slated for Dec. 4 in Berkeley.

Stanford welcomes back 19 letterwinners on offense, 

including eight starters (seven or more games)—C

Beeler, DeCastro, Martin and Phillips keyed an 
offensive line that allowed the second fewest sacks (7) 
in the nation last year while paving the way for the 
most productive ground game in school history that 
averaged 218.2 yards a game (2,837 total) last sea-

son…Beeler earned second team All-Pac-10 honors…
Phillips, DeCastro and Martin were honorable mention 
all-conference selections…Luck should receive strong

Stanford to Play Annual Cardinal and White Spring Football 
Game at Kezar Stadium in San Francisco

Stanford will play its annual Cardinal and White spring football game on Saturday, April 17 at historic 
Kezar Stadium in San Francisco, Calif. 

Kickoff is set for 2:00 p.m. and admission is free.
Moving the game to Kezar Stadium was necessitated because the playing surface at Stanford 

Stadium is being reseeded and the program’s desire to broaden its Bay Area fan base.
Stanford first played a game at Kezar Stadium in 1928, defeating Idaho, 47-0 on October 20. Stanford 

played three games during the 1942 season at Kezar, losing to Santa Clara, 14-6 on Oct. 3 and posting 
wins over USC (14-6) and Washington (20-7) on Oct. 24 and Nov. 7, respectively.

The original Kezar Stadium, located on Stanyan Street on the southeast corner of Golden Gate Park, 
was built in 1925 and had a capacity of nearly 60,000. It hosted a variety of sporting events, including 
football, soccer, lacrosse, boxing and rugby. In 1989, the stadium was demolished and a new, more 
modern facility was built. The new stadium capacity is 10,000.

Kezar Stadium has a rich tradition in football as well as collegiate sports. The original Kezar Stadium 
was the home stadium of the San Francisco 49ers as well as the Oakland Raiders. Kezar has hosted 
the annual East-West Shrine Game more than 45 times over the game’s history.

The old Kezar was also the home field to St. Mary’s College, the University of San Francisco and 
Santa Clara University. Since 1928, Kezar has hosted the annual city championship game for high 
school football.

Today, Kezar still hosts collegiate sporting events, most recently a lacrosse game between Brown and 
North Carolina in October 2009.

Andrew Luck set a Stanford 
freshman passing record 
last season by throwing for 
2,575 yards. He led the Pac-
10 Conference in passing 
efficiency and ranked second 
in total offense.
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for 154, 1TD) and Drew Terrell (11 for 71) split the 
punt return duties last season.

Looking to Luck
Sophomore Andrew Luck returns as Stanford’s 

starting quarterback after earning freshman All-America 
honors by CollegeFootballNews.com, Scout.com and 
Sporting News, to name a few. He was also named the 
national freshman of the year by Scout.com.

Luck, who was at the helm of the highest scoring 
offense in school history in terms of total points last 
season, set a Stanford freshman passing record with 
2,575 yards. He completed 162 of 288 passes with 
just four interceptions to lead the Pac-10 Conference 
in passing efficiency at 143.5. He also ranked second 
among conference signal callers in total offense (244.1) 
and was fifth in passing yards per game (214.6). His 
2,929 yards in total offense ranked fifth on Stanford’s 
single-season charts.

He threw for 200 or more yards in six games, topped 
off by a career high 423-yard effort at Arizona, which 
ranked as the third-best single-game passing perfor-
mance in school history.

Whalen and Owusu 
Form One of Pac-10’s 
Best Receiving Tandems

Stanford returns its top two receivers from a year ago 
in senior Ryan Whalen and junior Chris Owusu.

A dependable wideout who has led Stanford in 
receiving each of the last two seasons, Whalen caught 
a team-high 57 passes for 926 yards and four touch-
downs last season, averaging 71.2 receiving yards per 
game (5th Pac-10). He enters his final campaign with 
99 career receptions for 1,445 yards and five touch-
downs.

Owusu led the team in touchdown receptions last 
year with five and finished second in receptions with 

37 and receiving 
yardage (682). He 
averaged 18.4 yards 
per catch, which was 
the highest average 
on the team among 
receivers with 10 or 
more receptions.

The Running 
Game

Stanford returns four of the five members who made

Center Chase Beeler, along with Andrew Phillips, 
David DeCastro and Jonathan Martin helped pave 
the way for the most productive rushing attack in 
school history last season. The line allowed just seven 
sacks on the year, the second fewest in the nation 
behind Boise State (5).

Stanford will look to find a way to offset the loss of 
right tackle Chris Marinelli, who earned first team All-
Pac-10 honors last season in addition to being selected 
as a second team AP All-American, with fifth-year 
senior Derek Hall, junior Tyler Mabry and redshirt 
freshman Kevin Danser the leading candidates.

Three of Four Top Tacklers 
Return from a Year Ago

Stanford returns three of its four top tacklers from 
the 2009 season, including strong safety Delano 
Howell, sophomore linebacker Shayne Skov and cor-
nerback Richard Sherman.

Howell, who earned honorable mention all-confer-
ence honors last season, finished second on the team 
behind Bo McNally with 78 tackles in his first season 
at the free safety position. He also tied for the team lead 
with two interceptions and led the team in tackles in 
each of the last four regular season games, totaling 36 
stops during that stretch.

Skov earned honorable mention freshman All-
America accolades from CollegeFootballNews.com 
after finishing third on the team in tackles with 62. He 
appeared in all 13 games as a true freshman and started 
the last seven contests of the season at will linebacker

The 22 student-athletes attended high school in 12 
states—California (4), Texas (4), Alabama (2), Arizona 
(2), Colorado (2), Georgia (2) along with Indiana, 
Utah, New Jersey, Minnesota, Nevada and Virginia – 
lending to Stanford’s national appeal.

By position, the Cardinal added to its roster four 
linebackers, four offensive linemen, three defensive

Two of Stanford’s recruits – quarterback Brett 
Nottingham (Alamo, CA/Monte Vista HS) and defen-
sive end Eddie Plantaric (Orangevale, CA/Del Campo 
HS) – are from Northern California.

Nottingham is Stanford’s lone recruit from the Bay 
Area. Ranked as the fourth-best pro-style quarterback 
in the nation by Rivals.com, he completed 69.1 (502-
726) percent of his passes and threw for 7,467 yards 
and 91 touchdowns during his prep career at Danville’s 
Monte Vista High School. A SuperPrep All-American, 
Nottingham’s career completion percentage ranks as 
the fifth-best mark in California high school history 
while his passing total ranks seventh all-time among 
Northern California preps.

Stanford landed two of the top running back pros-
pects in California in Anthony Wilkerson (Tustin, 
CA/Tustin HS) and Ricky Seale (Escondido, CA/
Escondido HS). Wilkerson, a four-star prospect who 
is listed as the 11th-best running back prospect in the 
nation by ESPNU.com, rushed for a school-record 
2,843 yards and 43 touchdowns as a senior. Named the 
Orange County Register’s Running Back of the Decade, 
he opened his senior season with a 354-yard, six-touch-
down performance against Kennedy-La Palma.

Seale, who is ranked as the 28th-top running back 
prospect in the nation by Scout.com. rushed for 2,419 
yards and 35 
touchdowns 
as a senior 
and ranks as 
the all-time 
leading rush-
er in CIF San 
Diego Section 
with 6,635 
career yards. 
An outstand-
ing defensive 
back in high 
school, Seale 
also earned 
f o u r - s t a r s 
from Rivals.
com as a 
cornerback, 
where he was 
listed as the 
23rd-highest 
rated player 
in the country at that position.

Defensively, Stanford signed a pair of four-star 
recruits in safety Devon Carrington (Chandler, 
AZ/Hamilton HS) and linebacker Blake Lueders
(Zionsville, IN/Zionsville Community HS).

Carrington is rated as the top recruit in Arizona and 
the 11th-best safety prospect in the nation by ESPNU.
com. He totaled 93 tackles and nine interceptions as a 
senior at Hamilton High School in Chandler, Ariz.

Lueders is rated as the 79th overall recruit in the 
nation and the 10th-best defensive end prospect in the 
country by Scout.com, even though he is projected 
as a linebacker at Stanford. Named to Tom Lemming’s 
All-America team, Lueders finished with 93 tackles as 
a senior.

Improvement
In addition to the win column, Stanford has shown marked improvement in several notable categories 

over the last three seasons under the direction of head coach Jim Harbaugh compared to 2006, when 
the Cardinal finished with a 1-11 overall record (1-8 Pac-10 conference):

Since his appointment to the position of the Bradford M. Freeman Director of 
Football on December 19, 2006, Jim Harbaugh has instilled a new sense of passion, 
enthusiasm, energy and pride into Stanford’s football program that continues to show 
marked improvement under his leadership.

From day one, Harbaugh set out to change the culture and raise the expectations of 
a program that was in search of its first winning season and bowl berth since 2001.

His mantra of “We bow to no program at Stanford University” was firmly indoctri-
nated into the minds of everyone associated with the Cardinal program.

Flash forward to present day and the Stanford football program hardly resembles 
the one Harbaugh inherited following a 1-11 season just four years ago, as the 
Cardinal has turned the corner to once again be a force in the Pac-10 Conference and 
on the national scene.

After posting records of 4-8 and 5-7 in his first two seasons at the helm, Harbaugh 
guided Stanford to an 8-5 overall mark and a second place finish in the Pac-10 
Conference, culminating in a trip and to the Sun Bowl, marking the program’s first 
bowl appearance since the 2001 season.

Among the eight victories last season included three wins over ranked opponents, 
including No. 24 Washington, No. 7 Oregon and No. 11 USC. In addition, Stanford 
spent four weeks ranked nationally, peaking at No. 14 in the Associated Press poll on 
Nov. 15, following its 55-21 win over USC in Los Angeles.

Harbaugh effectively transformed the Cardinal into one of the most exciting and 
productive offensive units in the nation, as Stanford finished the 2009 season ranked 
first in the Pac-10 and 19th nationally in total offense, averaging 427.6 yards per 
game. The Cardinal also set a single season records for total offense yardage (5,559), 
points scored (461) and rushing yardage (2,837).

Stanford’s high-powered offense was at its best in wins over No. 7 Oregon (51-42) 
and No. 11 USC (55-21), as the Cardinal scored 50 points in back-to-back games for 
just the second time in the program’s history.

Harbaugh’s commitment to the running game has resulted in Stanford compiling 
two of the three program’s highest rushing totals over the last two seasons. Led by 
2009 Doak Walker Award winner and Heisman Trophy runner-up Toby Gerhart, 
Stanford has averaged 209.2 yards a game on the ground over the last two campaigns. 
Last season, the Cardinal rushed for a single-season record 2,837 yards, breaking the 
previous mark of 2,481 set established in 1949.

Gerhart blossomed under Harbaugh’s watch. The Pac-10 Offensive Player of the 
Year earned consensus All-America honors as senior, claimed the Doak Walker Award 
as the nation’s top running back and finished second in the Heisman Trophy balloting 
in the closest vote in the award’s 75-year history.

Freshman quarterback Andrew Luck emerged as one of the best young signal call-
ers in the nation this season under Harbaugh’s tutelage. Luck engineered a Stanford 
offensive attack that averaged 36.2 points a game last season, which ranked first in 
the Pac-10 and 19th nationally. Luck’s 2,575 passing yards were the highest total by a

Harbaugh wasted little 
time in serving notice 
Stanford is a program on 
the rise. After inheriting 
a team that finished 1-11 
in 2006, the Cardinal 
have been one of the most 
improved teams in the 
Pac-10 Conference over 
the last three seasons. In 
2007, the Cardinal post-
ed a 4-8 overall mark and 
a 3-6 record in confer-
ence play, including an 
epic, 24-23 upset win 
over second-ranked USC 
and a convincing victory 
over defending Pac-10 
Conference co-champion 
California, breaking the 
Bears five-game winning 
streak in the Big Game.

In 2008, Stanford 
improved by one more 
game to finish 5-7 overall. Only two last second road losses at UCLA and Oregon 
stood in the way of the Cardinal and a bowl berth. Along the way, Stanford amassed 
its second highest single-season school rushing total in school history and again proved 
to be one of the most aggressive pass rushing teams in the conference, as the Cardinal 
finished 11th nationally in sacks-per-game for the second straight season.

A tireless and passionate recruiter, Harbaugh and his staff landed nationally-
recognized recruiting classes each of the last two seasons.

Harbaugh came to Stanford from the University of San Diego, where he guided 
the Toreros to an impressive three-year overall record of 29-6 (.829), including back-
to-back 11-1 seasons that netted a pair of Division I-AA Mid Major national titles in 
2005 and ’06.

Success is no stranger to Harbaugh. A product of nearby Palo Alto High School, 
he was one of the most highly-sought after recruits in the nation. He enjoyed a 
storied career at the University of Michigan, where played for legendary coach Bo 
Schembechler and helped lead the Wolverines to three bowl appearances, garner-
ing Big Ten Player of the Year and first team All-America honors. As a professional, 
Harbaugh finished his career ranked among the NFL’s top-50 in several passing 
categories and was named the AFC’s Offensive Player of the Year in 1995. During his 
brief coaching career in the NFL, he helped the Oakland Raiders reach the 2003 Super 
Bowl as the team’s quarterbacks coach.

As a collegiate player, Harbaugh led the Maize and Blue to a 21-3-1 record and 
three bowl appearances as a full-time starter from 1984-86. As a senior, he quarter-
backed the Wolverines to a Rose Bowl appearance and earned first team All-America 
and Big Ten Player of the Year honors while finishing third in the Heisman Trophy 
balloting. As a junior, he led the Wolverines to a Fiesta Bowl victory and a No. 2 
ranking in the national polls.

In Chicago, Harbaugh passed for over 2,000 yards in four consecutive seasons and 
led the Bears to back-to-back 11-5 seasons in 1990 and ’91. He passed for a career-best 
3,121 yards and led Chicago to an appearance the NFC Wild Card game. He also 
quarterbacked the Bears to a playoff win in 1990.

Harbaugh enjoyed some of his most productive seasons as a player with the 
Indianapolis Colts from 1994-97. In 1995, he led the Colts to the AFC Championship 
Game and earned AFC Offensive Player of the Year and NFL co-Comeback Player 
of the Year honors, while landing a spot in the Pro Bowl. He was also the runner in 
the NFL’s MVP voting and finished as the league’s top-rated passer. Harbaugh turned 
in another strong season in 1996, passing for 2,630 yards and leading the Colts to a 
second straight playoff appearance.

In January of 2005, he had his name placed in the Colts Ring of Honor as one of 
the top players in franchise history.

In 1998, he started in 14 games in his lone season with the Baltimore Ravens. In 
1999, he passed for 2,761 yards, the second-highest total of his career, while starting 
for the San Diego Chargers. He completed 60.9% of his passes with San Diego in 
2000 before finishing his career with the Carolina Panthers in 2001.

His uncanny ability to lead his teams, particularly during his time with the Colts, to 
fourth quarter comebacks earned his the nickname of “Captain Comeback.”

Following his retirement from pro football, Harbaugh spent two seasons (2002-
03) as the quarterbacks coach of the Oakland Raiders. In his first season, the Raiders 
posted an 11-5 regular season record and won the AFC Western Division title and 
advanced to Super Bowl XXXVII following playoff wins over the New York Jets and 
Tennessee Titans.

He laid the groundwork for his coaching career while he was still a competing as 
a player in the NFL, serving as an NCAA-certified unpaid assistant coach at Western 
Kentucky, where he worked with his father and Hilltopper head coach Jack Harbaugh 
from 1994-2001. As an offensive consultant, Harbaugh scouted and recruited prep 
prospects in several states, including Florida, Illinois and Indiana and was involved in 
recruiting 17 players on WKU’s team that captured the 2002 Division I-AA National 
Championship.

Harbaugh comes from a family of coaches. In addition to his father, Jack, who 
coached for 41-years, including 14 at Western Kentucky, his brother John is the head 
coach of the Baltimore Ravens. His brother-in-law, Tom Crean, is the head basketball 
coach at Indiana University.

Harbaugh is co-owner of Panther Racing in the Indy Racing League, which won 
the 2001 and 2002 IRL championship. In addition, he has been actively involved 
in community service ventures, including the Harbaugh Hill Foundation, the James 
Whitcomb Riley Hospital for Children (Indiana University), the Jim Harbaugh 
Foundation, the Uhlich Children’s Home and the Children’s Miracle Network.

Jim and his wife Sarah reside in Palo Alto with their daughter Addison. Jim also has 
three children, Jay, James, Jr. and Grace.

as linebacker’s coach after previously working with the defensive tackles. In addition to 
his coaching responsibilities, he also serves as Stanford’s recruiting coordinator.

A tireless recruiter, Anderson has played an instrumental role in Stanford’s ability to 
land two nationally acclaimed recruiting classes in 2009 and ’10 that were both ranked 
in the top-25 by various scouting services.

Of Stanford’s 22 signees in the 2010 recruiting class, 17 were listed among the top-
50 in the nation at their respective positions, including five who were rated among 
the top-15. The Cardinal also landed seven four-star recruits as listed by either Scout.
com or Rivals.com.

Anderson came to Stanford in January of 2007 after spending the previous two 
seasons working with current Stanford head coach Jim Harbaugh at San Diego during 
the 2005 and 2006 campaigns. Anderson was also the recruiting coordinator at USD 
and coached the defensive line. He was a major contributor to the Toreros finish-
ing 11-1 each season and winning back-to-back NCAA Division I-AA Mid-Major 
national championships.

Prior to joining Harbaugh in San Diego, Anderson had coached at Utah State, 
Saint Mary’s College, Bucknell and Idaho State.

Anderson was the outside linebackers coach at Utah State in 2004 and assisted with 
all special teams for an Aggies’ squad that was first in the nation in punt returns, 21st 
in kickoff returns and 28th in net punting.

Anderson spent the 2003 season in the Bay Area as the co-defensive coordinator 
and defensive line coach at Saint Mary’s College in Moraga. Under his guidance, the 
Gaels had four defensive players chosen to the I-AA Independent All-Star team with 
one of those players selected to play in the East-West Shrine Game. Safety Weston 
Borba was a First Team I-AA selection, linebackers Ray Mike and Heath Villarreal 
were Second Team picks, and linebacker Anthony Woodards earned honorable men-
tion recognition.

His longest coaching stint was at Bucknell, where he coached for four seasons 
(1999-2002). Anderson coached the defensive line and was the recruiting coordinator 
in 2001 and ‘02 after coaching tight ends and assisting on the offensive line in 1999 
and 2000. One of his players was a two-time first team I-AA All-America defensive 
lineman while five of Anderson’s pupils received all-league recognition. Bucknell’s 
defense led the Patriot League in total defense in 2001 and ‘02 and finished fifth 
nationally in total defense in ‘01.

In 1999, Anderson coached running backs for one season for the Mobile Admirals 
of the Regional Football League. His team won the league championship while one 
of his players led the league in rushing and was named league MVP, and another was 
an all-league tight end.

A native of Rupert, Idaho, Anderson began his coaching career in 1997 at his alma 
mater, Idaho State. He spent two seasons with the Bengals (1997-98), the first as run-
ning backs coach and the second as assistant offensive line and tight ends coach.

Anderson was a three-sport athlete at Minico High School in Idaho, where he 
participated in baseball and track, in addition to football. After serving a church mis-
sion, Anderson walked-on at Idaho State where he played linebacker for two seasons 
in 1993 and ‘94.

Anderson earned a bachelor of science degree from Idaho State in 1996 and is cur-
rently working on his master’s degree.

Tim Drevno enters his fourth season on the Stanford coaching staff and his 18th 
campaign as a collegiate coach. He will again work with the offensive line this season 
after serving as the team’s tight end coach during his first two seasons on The Farm.

Under his direction and assistance from Greg Roman, Stanford’s offensive line 
was one of the best units in the nation last season. The Cardinal allowed just seven 
sacks in 13 games last season, which were the fewest in the Pac-10 and second fewest 
country.

The offensive line, dubbed the “Tunnel Worker’s Union” paved the way for 
Stanford to rack up a school-record 2,837 yards on the ground, as the Cardinal 
averaged 218.2 yards a game on the ground to rank second in the Pac-10 and 11th 
nationally in rushing average.

All five members of the offensive line garnered postseason honors. Senior Chris 
Marinelli earned first team All-Pac-10 and second team AP All-America honors. 
Center Chase Beeler was a second team all-conference selection while Andrew Phillips, 
David DeCastro and Jonathan Martin earned honorable mention marks. DeCastro 
was also named a freshman All-American by Scout.com, CollegeFootballNews.com and 
Sporting News, while Martin earned second team freshman All-America honors by 
CollegeFootballNews.

Prior to his arrival at Stanford, Drevno was the offensive coordinator and offensive 
line coach four seasons from 2003-06 at the University of San Diego. The Toreros won 
back-to-back NCAA Division I-AA Mid-Major national titles and Pioneer League 
championships in 2005 and ’06.

Under his direction as offensive coordinator, the Toreros led the nation in total 
offense twice, finished third once and ninth on the other occasion.

The 2006 San Diego squad that finished 11-1 overall led all NCAA Division I-AA 
teams in passing offense (293.3 ypg), total offense (494.25 ypg) and scoring offense 
(42.83 ppg). Quarterback Josh Johnson was one of four offensive All-Americans on 
the team and led all NCAA Division I-AA quarterbacks in passing efficiency (169.0 
quarterback rating), touchdown passes (34, co-leader), points responsible for (24.33 
ppg) and total offense (336.7 ypg), while throwing for 3,320 yards to also lead the 
country and running for another 721. He added 11 rushing touchdowns and even 
caught one TD pass.

San Diego set numerous offense school records in 2005, including a 42.6 points per 
game average and 485.2 yards of total offense per game.

In 2004, the Torero offense averaged 432.4 yards of total offense per game to rank 
ninth in the nation. The Toreros were also 11th in scoring offense (36.1 ppg) and 12th 
in passing offense (275.4 ypg). 

Drevno directed USD’s West Coast offense to 483.3 yards per game to lead the 
nation and a Pioneer Football League best 39.9 points per game in 2003 when

the squad finished 8-2 and was co-champs of the Pioneer Football League’s North 
Division. He also worked closely with quarterback Josh Johnson, who was a fifth 
round draft pick of the Tampa Bay Buccaneers in last spring’s NFL Draft and wide 
receiver Michael Gaspersan, who saw time with the Philadelphia Eagles.

Drevno was the offensive line coach at Idaho for three seasons (2000-02) prior to 
joining the USD staff. The Vandal offense ranked sixth in the nation in 2001 and 
eighth in 2000. He coached three NFL players while at Idaho, including Jake Scott, 
Rick Demulling and Patrick Venzke. Scott, a fifth round pick of Indianapolis in 2004, 
has started all 16 regular season games with the Colts each of the past three seasons 
(2005-07) and was in the lineup as a starter in the squad’s Super Bowl XLI victory over 
the Chicago Bears on February 4, 2007. DeMulling was also drafted by Indianapolis 
in the seventh round of the 2001 NFL Draft and played four seasons with the Colts 
(2001-04) before two campaigns (2005-06) with the Detroit Lions and 2007 as a 
member of the Washington Redskins. Venzke spent time with the Colts and the 
Carolina Panthers before going onto play with NFL Europe.

Prior to his tenure at Idaho, Drevno’s previous coaching stops included San Jose 
State as the offensive line coach (1999), UNLV (1998) as the running backs coach and 
Montana State (1993-98), where he coached the tight ends for three seasons (1993-
95) before going from 1996 through the spring of 1998 as the running backs coach. 
While at San Jose State, Drevno worked with NFL players Jalani Hawkins (Houston 
Texans) and Joe Hayes (Green Bay Packers).

After earning a pair of All-Bay League honors as a prep at South Torrance High 
School, Drevno went on to a standout collegiate playing career. He spent his first two 
years of collegiate action at El Camino College, where he helped lead his club to a 
national title in 1987 and earned All-Mission League honors the following season. also 
played three seasons at Cal State Fullerton from 1989-91 and was a two-year starter 
on the offensive line.

Drevno earned his bachelor’s degree in criminal justice from Cal State-Fullerton in 
1992. Tim and his wife Shannon are the parents of three children, McKenna, Zachary 
and Baylee.

Vic Fangio enters his first season at Stanford’s defensive coordinator after spending 
the previous 24 years coaching in the NFL, including the last four seasons with the 
Baltimore Ravens.

He also has 11 years of experience as a defensive coordinator for three NFL teams, 
including the Carolina Panthers, Indianapolis Colts and Houston Texans.

Fangio joined the Ravens coaching staff as a special assistant to the head coach in 
2006, with primary duties on the defensive side of the ball. In his four seasons with 
Baltimore, the Ravens led the NFL in total defense in 2006 and ’09 and finished 
second in 2008.

In 2009, the Ravens led the NFL in total defense, allowing just 235.5 yards, and 
rush defense, yielding just 53.0 yards per game. Baltimore also had the fifth-best pass 
defense in the league.

Prior to joining the Ravens, Fangio spent four seasons as the defensive coordinator 
of the Houston Texans (2002-05). His 2002 defense ranked eighth in the AFC and 
fourth in the conference in pass defense. The Texans scored three defensive touch-
downs against the Pittsburgh Steelers at Heinz Field in Week 14 en route to a 24-6 
victory.

In 2004, the Texans set a team record with 22 interceptions, which ranked fifth in 
the NFL, and returned five picks for touchdowns. Houston did not allow a touch-
down for 13 straight quarters from Week 13 to 16, which was the longest stretch by 
any team in the league that season.

From 1999-2001, he served as the defensive coordinator of the Indianapolis Colts. 
The Colts posted a 13-3 record in Fangio’s first season with the team after going just 
6-26 the previous two seasons. Indianpolis won its first division title in 15 years while 
the Colt defensive unit improved from last to 15th under his guidance.

The 2000 Colt defense tallied 42 sacks and made strides in all other statistical 
categories.

In 1995, Fangio was named defensive coordinator for the expansion Carolina 
Panthers under head coach Dom Capers. The Panthers tied for seventh in total defense 
and ranked sixth in scoring defense, 10th in rushing defense, fifth in takeaways and 
second in defensive passer rating in its inaugural season.

In 1996, the Panthers won the NFC West title and reached the NFC Championship 
game in just their second year of existence. The Panther defense allowed just 218 
points on the year, which ranked second in the NFL. Carolina also yielded just five 
touchdowns and 56 points after halftime for the season, an NFL record that still stands 
today. Fangio’s defense featured three All-Pro linebackers in Lamar Lathon, Sam Mills 
and Kevin Greene.

Fangio also spent eight seasons (1986-94) as the linebackers coach of the New 
Orleans Saints. In his second season, the Saints advanced to the playoffs for the first 
time in franchise history in 1987 and came back the following year to finish with a 
10-6 record. Fangio coached the vaunted “Dome Patrol,” which included All-Pro 
linebackers Rickey Jackson, Pat Swilling, Sam Mills and Vaughan Johnson. The group 
was the only linebackers unit from one team voted to the Pro Bowl on the first ballot 
and was voted the best linebacker unit in NFL history by the NFL Network.

After attending East Stroudsburg University, Fangio began his coaching career in 
1979 as the linebackers coach at Dunmore (Pa.) High School and was promoted to 
defensive coordinator in 1980. He spent one season (1982) as the defensive coordina-
tor at Milford (Conn.) Academy before landing his first collegiate coaching position at 
the University of North Carolina, where he served as a graduate assistant in 1983.

Following a one-year stay in Chapel Hill, Fangio spent the 1984 and ’85 seasons as 
a defensive assistant with the Philadelphia/Baltimore Stars of the USFL, helping the 
team to back-to-back league titles.

Fangio attended Dunmore (Pa.) High School and was inducted into the Northeast 
Pennsylvania Hall of Fame in 1993. Vic has one son, Christian, and one daughter,
