Stanford Heritage

University

Since its founding by Leland and Jane
Stanford as a memaorial ta their only
child, Stanford University has emarged
as one of the foreamost academic
institutions in the world.

Qrganized in 1891, the Univarsity
covers same 8,200 acres from the plain
of California’s Santa Clara Valley into
the foothills of the Santa Gruz
Mountains, beyond which lies the
Pacific Ocean. The acres of fields,
rolling hills, wooded retreats, sireams
and lakes comprise ong of the finest
seltings of any American university,
Bayond the Stanfard land, within a
short distance, are not anly the ocean
and numerous beaches, but the city of
San Francisco with all its cultural,
emtartainment and recreational activity

Annually Stanfard enralls
approximately 11,700 students, of
whom 6,500 are undergraduates. About
48 percent are from California and the
rest from the other 49 states and some
80 countrias.

The University is organized into
seven schools: Earth Sciences,
Education. Engineering, Graduate
School of Business. Humanities and
Sciences, Medicine and Law. Among
the approximately 1,100 faculty
members who make up the Stanlord
Academic Council, there are gighl
Mobel laureates and four Pulitzer Prize
winners.

Athletics

Along with a reputation nearly
unmatched in education, Stanford

holds a similarly high distinction in the
realm of athlatics,

Continually striving for excellence,
Stanford provides student-athietes with
the finest in coaching, facilities, and
compelitive opportunities, Success is
realizad nat anly in the form of NCAA
and ALAW titles, All-America honors,
league championships and bowl game
viclories, but alsa in the development
of each athlete’s potential to the fullest.

"Stanford is proud of a program that
appeals to every aspact of the
University,” says Athletic Director Andy
Geiger. "Whether a studenl possesses
extraordinary skills ar is learning a lite-
time activity at the beginner lavel, we
are able 1o provide proper stalf and
facilities for optimum development and
enjoymeant.'

Annually some 400 students compele
in intarcollegiate athletics, while
participation in inframurals has
reached 13,000 with many individuals
active in more than one intramural
sport, Physical education class
enrgliment generally averages 9,000
per year, again with considerable
avarlap. In addition, nearly 20 club
sport teams compete at Stanford,

Taoday, the Stanford intercollegiate
sports realm includes 24 varsity sports
with excellence represented in
accomplishments on the national level
of competition. The university has
claimed 23 national team
champignships and 123 individual
natianal titles. Cardinal Qlympians are
numarous with the likes of two-lima
decathlon gold medalist Bob Mathias
and gold medal swimmer Kim Peyton
among them.
