6th Man Club
 Updating of Team Locker Room
The Bonnies’ team locker room has received little 
updating since it first was built in 2002. There is 
a need to replace the current television with flat 
panel, high definition televisions as well as new 
DVD players. The lounge area also needs new, 
more attractive furniture as well as wall murals 
and photographs. All of these enhancements will 
make the locker room more attractive to recruits 
and more enjoyable for the current players.
 

Charter Flights
The Bonnies are considering the possibility of 
chartering two flights in 2007-08 season. The 
advantages of a charter flight over commercial 
flights or buses are clear – the ability to travel 
much more comfortably and in a dramatically 
shorter amount of time, leading to far fewer 
missed classes.
