The St. Bonaventure women's basketball team enters the opening game of the
Florida Atlantic Holiday Classic after suffering its first defeat of 2007-08 at
Bowling Green 68-61 on Satuday, Nov. 24. Following their clash with the
Falcons, the Brown and White will take on their second straight opponent receiv-
ing national recognition in the polls in the Mountaineers. Like the Bonnies, Wést
Virginia is off to a 5-1 start with their lone loss coming to top ranked Tennessee
on Nov. 21. The former Atlantic 10 rivals will meet for the first time since 1995
with the Mountaineers holding a 14-3 all-time advantage. Msit the FAU Holiday
Classic Tournament Central on www.GoBonnies.com for live coverage of the
Bonnies visit to Florida.

Last Time Out: Bonnies fall for first time at Bowling Green
After tying the program record with five victories to open the season, the Bonnies
suffered a 68-61 defeat for their first loss of the year at perennial MAC power
Bowling Green on Satuday, Nov. 24 in front of a raucous crowd in Anderson
Arena. Senior guad Kate Achter tallied 11 of her careerhigh 32 points in the

final two minutes of play as the Falcons rallied from a nine-point second half
deficit to pick up their fourth straight victory to begin 2007-08. In defeat, sopho-
more Dana Mitchell continued her stellar play on the court as she led her team in
scoring for the sixth game in a row with 17 points to go along with seven re-
bounds. Junior classmates Tiara Johnson and Erica Schiefen also produced
double figure scoring eforts with 10 and 11 points, respectively Owning a 53-45
advantage with just over six minutes remaining in the second stanza, the Falcons
scored six consecutive points on back-to-back three-pointers to cut the Brown and
White lead to a one possession game. The Bonnies retaliated with six straight
points, but would only tally two more the rest of the way as Bowling Green
scored 15 of the contest's next 17 points to rally for the victory.

500-Point Mark

Following her 17-point performance at Bowling Green, sophomore Dana Mitchell
surpassed 500 points in just her 36th collegiate game. The Fairless Hills, Pa.

native is averaging 18.8 points per contest in her second season for the Bonnies.

Scouting the Mountaineers

Nationally ranked W est Mrginia enters this aftenoon's contest
with five victories by an average margin of 23.2 points per
game. This past weekend, the Mountaineers captured the
Rhode Island Invitational by defeating American and the host
Rams with senior center Olayinka Sanni garnering MVP
honors of the two-day event. Through six games, the Big East
affiliate has tallied an average of 74 points per contest as four
players average in double figures led by Sanni's 17.5 points per
game. The Mountaineers return five starters from last season's
NCAA T ournament Second Round squad as well as 2005-06
All-Big East second team selection Meg Bulgemwho sat out last
season due to inju.

Atop the A-10

Following the official start to the 2007-08 college basketball
season, the Bonnies own one of the best starts among Atlantic
10 Conference affiliates. With its 5-1 start, St. Bonaventure is
the only school in the conference with a single loss to begin the
season. The Brown and White's beginning to the '07-08
campaign marks just the fourth time in school history that the
Bonnies have recorded five wins in their first six contests.

Out of Conference Success

Dating back to last season's six-game win streak to conclude
the non-conference slate, the Bonnies have notched 11 out of 12
victories outside of the Atlantic 10, including five in a row at

the Reilly Center During this streak, the Biown and White

own triumphs over Big Ten affiliate Michigan, at perennial

MAC power Kent State and two wins over Albany.

Nice Time in November

Over the last three seasons, the Bonnies have enjoyed a
successful opening month to the college basketball season as
they have posted an 11-5 mark in the month of November
During this period, the Brown and White own a St. Bona
Shootout championship in 2005-06 as well as wins in the first
five games of their current campaign.

It's Up and It's Good

It hasn't taken long for the Bonnies' shots to begin falling.
After leading the Atlantic 10 in free throw percentage in 2006-
07, the Brown and White rank among the top six in all
shooting categories through six games. St. Bonaventure has
connected at a rate of 42.1 percent from the field (3rd), 38.2
percent from behind the arc (2nd) and 70.8 percent from the
charity stripe (6th).

First in the Book

In just her second season with the Bonnies, sophomore Dana
Mitchell has showed a penchant for putting the ball through the
basket in her first 36 collegiate contests. The reigning Atlantic
10 All-Rookie team selection has led the Brown and White in
scoring in each game this season, while ranking third in the

Blast from the Past

victories in their last three engagements. Now residing in the
Big East, West Mrginia was a member of the A-10 fom 1983-
95 with an all-time conference mark of 103-81 as well as a
conference championship in 1988-89.

Home Court Advantage

After three official games have been played on Bob Lanier
Court at the Reilly Center, the St. Bonaventue womens
basketball team possesses an undefeated 3-0 record on the fresh
new playing surface named after the St. Bonaventure basketball
legend and NBA Hall of Famer The Bonnies sparked the tend
with a 61-55 season opening victory against Bucknell before
extending the winning streak by holding onto a 15-point second
half lead in their two-point win vs. Albany . In their last outing

on the home floor, the Brown and White cruised to a 76-57 win
against Niagara to lengthen the St. Bonaventure winning streak
to three games.

Cleaning the Glass

Despite the absence of junior Ashley Edwards and her 2006-07
team best average of 7.4 rebounds per game, the Bonnies'
advantage on the boards has been a key element in the club's
5-1 start. Following their first six contests, the Brown and
White own a +6.3 rebounding margin that ranks third in the A-
10, while the club’s 30.8 defensive casms per contest place the
Bonnies atop the conference rankings. Not only does sopho-
more Dana Mitchell put the ball through the net, the second

year sensation also leads her club in rebounding with 7.0
caroms per contest. Along with Mitchell, point guard Tiara
Johnson and forward Erica Schiefen have helped pick up the
rebounding slack, hauling down 6.5 and 5.8 caroms per
contest.

Following thr ee victories over Albany Binghamton and

Niagara, the Bonnies have posted three wins over schools from
the state of New York. The Bonnies will play five more
contests against schools from their home state beginning with a
Dec. 8 clash at Colgate in the battle for Empire State su-

Atlantic Holiday Classic in Boca Raton, the Bonnies will return
to the Sunshine State for the first time since 2000-01. Under
head coach Jim Cowley, the Brown and White traveled to
Coral Gables to take on the University of Miami in his first
season in charge of the club.
