Overall, Barnes 
Arico, St. John’s all-time winningest coach boasts a 
record of 174-132 (569). She is 268-204 (.568) overall 
as a head coach.

streaking’  Storm
•	 St. John’s is currently riding a nine-game winning 

streak, winning 15 of its last 17 games. The last time 
St. John’s lost was on Jan. 28, 2012 to then-No. 2 
Notre Dame at Carnesecca Arena.  The Red Storm 
won eight-straight BIG EAST regular season contests 
to finish the regular season.

•	 During the run, St. John’s has defeated its oppo-
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nents by an average margin of 12.2 points. The Red Storm has also 
averaged 5.7 turnovers less than its opponents. 

•	 Senior Da’Shena Stevens leads St. John’s in scoring during the nine-
game run, averaging 14.7 ppg. She is shooting 48.9 percent from the 
floor, 77.2 percent (44-of-57) from the free throw line. She also has a 
team-best 6.6 rpg.

•	 Junior Shenneika Smith is second in scoring with 13.9 ppg. Smith 
had a game and season-high 24 points in the BIG EAST Quarterfinals 
against No. 7 Louisville (March 4). 

•	 Classmate Nadirah McKenith also averages double figures with 13.1 
ppg. McKenith has 44 assists in the nine-game run. 

Red Storm Moves Up Rankings
•	 On Monday, March 5, following St. John’s victory in the BIG EAST 

Tournament Quarterfinals and sixth win over a top 25 adversary, the 
Red Storm moved up five spots to No. 13 in the Associated Press Poll. 

•	 The No. 13 ranking is the highest in program-history. Previously, the 
highest ranking was No. 15 on March 15, 2010 in the AP’s final poll 
of the season. Before that, St. John’s was also No. 15 on Jan. 22, 1984 
under then-head coach Joe Mullaney, Jr. 

•	 In the 2010-11 preseason poll, St. John’s was ranked No. 14.

Last  ti me they met
•	 On Feb. 18, the Red Storm earned national headlines as St. John’s 

put an end to Connecticut’s 99-game home winning streak in Storrs, 
Conn. The unranked Red Storm defeated then-No. 2 Connecticut 57-
56 as junior Shenneika Smith sunk a baseline 3-pointer with eight 
seconds left for the win. UConn had one final chance but Bria Hart-
ley’s 3-point attempt from the corner was short, bouncing off the 
rim and setting off a wild celebration by the Red Storm at midcourt.

•	 It was Connecticut’s first home loss in 261 games. 
•	 St. John’s led Connecticut 34-32 at halftime.
•	 Junior Nadirah McKenith and senior Da’Shena Stevens led St. John’s 

in scoring with 15 points each. McKenith added seven assists and just 
two turnovers and earned BIG EAST Player of the Week honors fol-
lowing the victory. 

•	 Head coach Kim Barnes Arico became one of just a handful of coach-
es to defeat Geno Auriemma’s Huskies. Only five teams have won at 
Storrs since 1993, Tennessee, Georgia, Notre Dame and Rutgers.

Red Storm vs .  Huskies
•	 The Huskies lead the all-time series, 37-17, with most of the Red 

Storm’s wins coming in the mid-1970s to 1980s. St. John’s won the 
first 11 meetings with Connecticut. 

•	 Until the national-headline grabbing upset-victory in Storrs, the Hus-
kies had won 26-straight games from 1993 through 2011.
