Last season, SJU opened league play against
UMass on January 9.

« Saint Joseph’s has won nine of its last 10 Atlantic 10 openers and has posted a 10-3 record in
the first conference game of the year during Phil Martelli’s tenure.

« The Hawks have yet to put together back-to-back wins this season. SJU snapped a two-game
losing streak with the win at Ball State.

« Senior Ahmad Nivins tops the Hawks with a league-leading six double-doubles in the first 13
games. He’s averaging 18.8 points and 10.2 rebounds.

* Garrett Williamson ranks second in the Atlantic 10 in assist/turnover ratio (2.26). The junior
fell two points shy of a triple-double when he had 8 points-10 rebounds-10 assists at Towson.
* Ahmad Nivins leads the A-10 in field goal percentage (.685) and ranks third nationally. He also
tops the league in offensive rebounds (4.2) and minutes played (38.2).

e Ahmad Nivins has joined a group of 10 players in Saint Joseph’s history to record over 1,400
points and 700 rebounds.

Now in his 14th year at Saint
Joseph’s, Phil Martelli has
built a program that is consis-
tently one of the top in the con-
ference, a perennial post-sea-
son participant and a key play-
er on the national scene, while

earning his place among the top coaches in the
school’s storied history.

The 2007-08 Hawks reached the Atlantic 10
Championship game for the third time in four years
and earned the program’s 19th bid to the NCAA
Tournament, and Matelli’s fifth. The 11th-seeded
Hawks fell to sixth-seeded Oklahoma in the NCAA First
Round, while ending the year at 21-13.

Martelli reached a significant milestone in 2006-07,
when he surpassed Hall of Famer Jack Ramsay for
second place on the school’s all-time list for wins. His
14-year career mark now stands at 267-159, while he
ranks fourth in career winning percentage (.625)
among SJU coaches. Setting the school record for
wins in a season (30) in 2004, Martelli has guided SJU
to 20 or more victories six times in 13 seasons. More
impressively, his teams have gone 180-81 in the past
eight seasons, an average of 23 wins per year. He is
132-76 in Atlantic 10 play, which is the most confer-
ence wins for any active coach in the A-10. Martelli
has also been at his best when it counts the most as
his 17 postseason wins (6 NCAA, 11 NIT) are the most
in school history, ahead of Ramsay’s 12. Martelli ranks
first among Hawk coaches with a .653 postseason
winning percentage (17-9) and has taken SJU to the
postseason in seven of the last eight years, and nine
times in his 13 seasons.

Guiding a young squad in 2006-07, the Hawks went
18-14, marking the eighth time that he has led them to
18 or more wins. Martelli turned in a top-notch coach-
ing performance in 2005-06, as the Hawks went from
a 10-12 record in February to win the final five games
of the regular season, and three straight in the confer-
ence tournament, to reach the Atlantic 10 champi-
onship for the second year in a row, falling just one
point short of the title. That effort was similar to 2004-
05 where he turned in perhaps a more remarkable
coaching job than in 2003-04, when he was the con-
sensus National Coach of the Year. Faced with the loss
of two NBA first-round draft picks from the ‘03-04

squad that went 30-2, the
2004-05 Hawks struggled
early on, but Martelli
reworked the team’s style
of play to guide SJU to 21
wins in the calendar year of
2005 to finish 24-12. Saint
Joseph’s posted the confer-
ence’s best record (14-2)
and won its fifth straight
regular-season title to tie
the league record. The
Hawks reached the A-10
championship game and he
was named the Atlantic 10
Coach of the Year for the
second straight season.
The Hawks made an excit-
ing six-game run in the NIT,

falling on a last-second shot in the championship
game. It marked the second time in his career that he
guided SJU to the NIT title game.

In 2003-04, Martelli guided a focused and unselfish
squad that became the most compelling story in col-
lege basketball with its undefeated regular season, a
number-one national ranking and number-one seed in
the NCAA Tournament. Led by consensus National
Player of the Year Jameer Nelson, the Hawks advanced
to the Elite Eight, falling two points shy of the Final
Four.

Martelli’s efforts and the success of the SJU pro-
gram have been recognized on a consistent basis. In
fact, he has earned a Coach of the Year award, whether
it be a city, conference or regional honor, in six of his
13 seasons. He is a four-time A-10 Coach of the Year.

Martelli’'s commitment to Saint Joseph’s is
equaled by the University’s commitment to him. The
coach agreed to a new contract prior to the 2003-04
season that would extend his tenure through at least
the 2009-10 campaign. Following the thrilling run in
‘03-04, the University extended the coach’s contract
through the 2011-12 season. That commitment was
taken a step further when prior to the start of the 2008-
09 campaign, Martelli's contract was extended

through 2015-16.
In the summer of 2005, Martelli served as the head

coach of the USA Men’s U21 World Championship

Team, which competed at the FIBA U21 World

Championship in Argentina, and earned fifth-place.
After 10 years as an assistant at SJU, Martelli was

named the school’s 14th
head coach in 1995 and is
just the third non-alumnus
to hold the position. Martelli
burst onto the scene in his
first season (1995-96) and
took the squad to the NIT
championship game.

Prior to his arrival at
SJU, Martelli spent seven
years as head basketball
coach at Bishop Kenrick
High School. At Kenrick,
he led his team to six
straight Catholic League
playoff appearances, a
school record, and still
owns the school's all-time
mark for wins with 108.
Martelli began his career

as the junior varsity coach at Cardinal 0'Hara High in
Springfield, Pa., in 1976-77. He moved on the fol-
lowing year to become an assistant at his alma
mater, and helped guide Widener to the NCAA
Division III Final Four. After that season, he accept-
ed the head job at Kenrick. As a player, he was part
of Wdeners NCAA Tournament teams in both 1974-
75 and 1975-76, serving as co-captain as a senior.

Martelli has another title on his resumé, that of
"author." The coach co-wrote a book, "Don't Call Me
Coach: A Lesson Plan for Life" with Harold Gullan,
Ph.D, which was published in 2007.

Martelli and his wife Judy, a former basketball play-
er with the legendary Immaculata College teams, have
three children. Phil, Jr., a 2003 SJU graduate, is an
assistant basketball coach at Niagara University,
Jimmy is an assistant coach at Robert Morris
University, and Elizabeth is a senior at Saint Joseph’s.

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LAST TIME OUT: Ahmad Nivins had 19 points and Tasheed Carr scored 18
as Saint Joseph's defeated Ball State, 63-55, in non-league action at
Worthen Arena, to end a two-game losing streak. The Hawks fell behind
early, as Ball State took a 20-11 lead with over 10 minutes to play in the
first half. But Carr hit a 3-pointer at 10:01 and proceeded to score a total of
12 of his 14 first-half points in a 14-8 Saint Joseph's run that gave the
Hawks the 28-20 lead at halftime. SJU maintained the lead throughout the
second half, as Nivins got on track and made 5-of-7 from the field and
scored 12 points in the second half alone. The Hawks led by as much as
58-44 with 1:35 to play. The Cardinals run cut the SJU lead to 60-55 at :33.
But Carr was perfect from the line in the final minute and hit two with :30
to play, while Nivins made one free throw at :13 to seal the win. Saint
Joseph's shot 46 percent from the field but was outrebounded by the home
team, 38-29, despite eight boards from Nivins. The Hawks limited their
turnovers to 10, committing just three in the second half.

SEEING DOUBLE: Ahmad Nivins has now scored in double figures in 71 of
the 107 games of his career and in 25 consecutive games. He’s grabbed
double-figure rebounds 18 times, with a league-leading six double-doubles
this season alone. The senior has 16 career double-doubles.

CARR SHOW: Senior Tasheed Carr has upped his scoring in the past few
games. He’s averaged 18.5 points in two games versus Drexel and Ball
State while making 12-of-14 from the foul line. Carr scored 14 points in the
first half vs. Ball State, helping the Hawks overcome an early 10-point
deficit and take the lead by halftime. He finished that game with 18 points
while scoring 19 in the loss to Drexel.

WELCOME TO OUR HOUSE: This season will mark the first appearance in
The Palestra for most Atlantic 10 teams. The exceptions are La Salle and
Temple, as Saint Joseph’s plays all of its city games here in the famed
building. During Phil Martelli’s tenure, the Hawks have compiled a 14-6
record in league regular-season games at The Palestra.

LOSING IT: The loss to Drexel marked the third time this season that the
Hawks couldn’t hold on to a double-digit lead. The Hawks had an early 11-
point lead in the first half against the Dragons but saw it disappear by half-
time. Versus Siena, SJU held an 18-point margin with 15:05 to play and
saw Siena take the lead with 4:06 remaining. At Holy Gross, SJU led by 12
points at the 10-minute mark but saw the Crusaders go on a 9-1 run to get
back into the game, and eventually lost in overtime.

MISSING WHEN IT COUNTS: Although the Hawks have been solid at the
foul line thus far, shooting 73.0 percent as a team, they’ve missed free
throws when it counts. Against Villanova, Darrin Govens missed the front
end of a one-and-one with the Hawks leading by one point with :17 to play.
In the Siena loss, with SJU leading by a point, Tasheed Carr missed the
front end at :10. As a team, the Hawks are converting 20-for-30 (66.7) from
the line in the final minute of play. Ahmad Nivins, the team’s top free throw
shooter at 77.0 overall, is 8-for-10 (80%) in the final minute.

INSIDE FORCES: Forwards Ahmad Nivins and Idris Hilliard have given the
Hawks a strong inside game as of late. In the three games prior to the Ball
State game, the duo combined for 105 points and 54 rebounds while hit-
ting 64.4 percent (38-59) from the field. Nivins had a season-high 26
points and 16 rebounds against Cornell, while Hilliard recorded his first
career double-double with 14 points and 10 boards. In the Siena game,
Hilliard had a career-best 20 points with nine rebounds while Nivins
chipped in 15 points.

BIG MAN ON CAMPUS: Ahmad Nivins is living up to expectations this year
as he leads the Hawks in scoring, rebounding and field goal percentage.
The senior had 26 points and 16 rebounds vs. Cornell, while making 10-of-

13 from the field. Since Phil Martelli’s teams are mostly known for their
guard play, Martelli was asked if Nivins was the best big man he has
coached. Martelli agreed to an extent, saying, “To be honest, most of my
big guys set screens and get the hell out of the way.”

JUST WARMING UP: Phil Martelli’s teams are known for their strong play
as the season progresses, especially during the conference slate, so the
Hawks’ current 6-7 record is not cause for alarm yet. In the past four years,
the Hawks have headed into January with a combined 22-19 record (53.6
winning pct.). But during the conference regular season, Saint Joseph’s
has compiled a 41-23 record (64.0%).

DOING IT ALL: Garrett Williamson just missed a triple-double at Towson
when he fell two points shy. The junior had eight points, tied his career-high
with 10 rebounds and notched a personal best 10 assists. The last time a
Hawk registered that statistical rarity was on Feb. 19, 2005 when Dwayne
Jones had 11 points-11 rebounds-10 blocks vs. St. Bonaventure.

BENCHMARK: The Hawks have not gotten much production from their
bench, as reserve players have accounted for just 100 points out of 852,
which is 11 percent of the total.

TEMPORARY HOME: The Hawks are 1-3 this year at The Palestra, but 2-3
at “home” because of the season opener at the Wachovia Center.

ON HIS SHOULDERS: Phil Martelli’s admitted that’s he’s placed a huge
burden on the shoulders of Ahmad Nivins. “If he’s in the conversation for
Atlantic 10 Player of the Year, then we have a chance to be a good team. If
he’s not the best player on the floor each game, then we’re in trouble.
Certainly our players and Ahmad understand the burden that’s been placed
on him, and Ahmad has willingly accepted it.”

SELECT CLUB: Ahmad Nivins has surpassed the 1,400-point mark in his
career (1,421) and currently ranks 18th on the all-time scoring list. With
709 career rebounds (ranks 20th), the senior is just one of 10 players in
Saint Joseph’s history to record over 1,400 points and 700 rebounds.

STRAIGHT SHOOTER: Senior Ahmad Nivins is vying to join former George
Washington standout Alexander Koul (1995-97) as the only players in A-10
history to lead the league in field goal percentage three consecutive years.
Nivins shot .647 (165-0f-255) from the field a year ago, setting the SJU
single-season mark while also ranking fourth in the nation. He currently
leads the conference hitting .685 percent this season and holds the Saint
Joseph’s career record with a percentage of .645 (500-775).

DEAN OF COACHES: Phil Martelli has the most Atlantic 10 wins among
active coaches with 132 and owns the longest tenure at one school (13
years) of any of the league’s coaches. Only Jim Baron of Rhode Island has
been in the A-10 longer (16 years), but it's been at two schools, St.
Bonaventure and Rhode Island.

ON THE MARK: Prior to the Towson game, Darrin Govens had gone 2-for-
18 from 3-point range in the previous three games. The junior showed
signs of regaining his stroke by going 4-for-10 from beyond the arc at
Towson, and finishing the game with 22 points. He followed that with a 6-
for-11 effort from behind the arc at Villanova. The junior ranks seventh in
the A-10 with his 3-point percentage of .380.

RALLY POINTS: Despite trailing by 21 points with 8:58 to play against
Creighton, the Hawks staged an impressive rally and closed to within six
points, 61-55, with 1:07 remaining. Then four free throws by the Bluejays
put the game out of reach. The Hawks held Creighton scoreless for 5 1/2
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minutes and used a 20-5 run over seven minutes, led by five points from
Darrin Govens and four each from Tasheed Carr and Ahmad Nivins.

DEFENDING THE ARC: Entering the Creighton game, the Hawks were lim-
iting their foes to shooting 27.3 percent from beyond the arc. But Creighton
hit a barrage of 3-pointers, going 13-for-28, and outscored the Hawks from
beyond the arc, 39-6, The 13 3-pointers made was the most allowed by the
Hawks this year. SJU’s foes are now hitting 32.2 of their 3-point attempts,
while the Hawks are converting just 33.8 percent.

THE NUMBERS GAME: For the most part, the Hawks have been solid defen-
sively, limiting the opponents to 63.6 points per game. But at times for,
they’ve had trouble scoring. Phil Martelli said, “One of our concerns all
year is going to be shooting the ball.” The Hawks only scored 56 points vs.
Villanova, but held the Wildcats to 59. SJU has tallied less than 60 points
on four occasions.

CHAIRMAN OF THE BOARDS: Phil Martelli has stressed that for the
Hawks to be successful, Ahmad Nivins has to average double-figure
rebounds. Martelli said of the senior, “His game is in great shape. But if he’s
a double-digit rebounder, then he will be playing for money next year and
we’ll be playing late into the season. If he’s not a double-digit rebounder,
then we’re going to be in a little bit of trouble.” Nivins has gotten off to a
good start, posting six double-doubles in the first 13 games of the season
while averaging 18.8 points and 10.2 rebounds.

EIGHT DEEP: For the most part, Phil Martelli’s rotation consists of eight
players with Charoy Bentley, Bryant Irwin and Chris Prescott being the
only reserves seeing significant time.

SEASON OF GIVING: The Hawks shared the ball at Lehigh, posting 20
assists on 27 field goals. Garrett Williamson led the way, handing out
eight. In the three games of the Maui Invitational, Williamson had 18
assists, which was the third best number in the tournament. The junior had
a high of nine assists vs. Texas and leads the team with 4.9 per game.

AHMAD’S ACCOLADES: Ahmad Nivins has been named the Atlantic 10 Co-
Player of the Week three times this year (Nov. 16, Dec. 7, Dec. 28). The
most recent award came as he scored 26 points and grabbed 16 rebounds
in the win over Cornell. He was also chosen the Big 5 Player of the Week
on Dec. 7 for the fourth time in his career.

DARRIN’S DOUBLES: Darrin Govens has notched double-figures in 11 of
13 games this year, with the high of 23 points against Indiana.

BENTLEY’S BEST: Charoy Bentley recorded a new career-high with seven
points in the loss to Texas. The sophomore has often been the first Hawk
off the bench and is averaging 11.5 minutes per game.

GIVING IT AWAY: The Hawks committed a season-high 19 turnovers
against Indiana, coming off an 18-turnover performance against Texas.
They also had 19 giveaways in the loss to Siena. On the year, the Hawks are
averaging 14.2 turnovers per game.

OVERTIME BLUES: The Hawks’ overtime loss at Holy Cross extended their
overtime losing streak to eight games. Saint Joseph’s last overtime win
was on December 31, 2002, with a 79-78 victory at Gonzaga.

STRONG START: Sophomore Idris Hilliard has come on strong as of late
in his first year as a starter. He had a personal best 10 rebounds vs. Cornell
as well as his first career double-double, followed by a 20-point, 9-rebound
effort against Siena. He’s the team’s second leading rebounder with 5.2 per
game.

IRON MEN: Depth is one of the Hawks’ question marks this year so the
starters could be logging extra minutes. Ahmad Nivins already tops the A-
10 averaging 38.2 minutes per game, while Darrin Govens is at 34.8 min-
utes and Tasheed Carr is averaging 33.8.

GIVE HIM THE BALL: Ahmad Nivins is averaging just 10 shots per game
so far. SJU has won six of the nine games in which he has taken 10 or more
shots. Last year, Nivins averaged only seven shots per game, but the
Hawks also had double-digit scorers Pat Calathes and Rob Ferguson lead-
ing the offense. Here’s a breakdown of Nivins’ FG attempts in relation to the
Hawks’ results:

TO THE POINT: Instead of labeling his guards as either a point guard or a
two guard, Phil Martelli prefers to say that “they’re just guards.” But the
coach does have the luxury of having a few players who can run the point.
Garrett Williamson, Tasheed Carr, Darrin Govens and Charoy Bentley will
all be utilized to run the Hawk offense.

LONG-RANGE ATTACK: It’s still too early to tell the effects of the move of
the 3-point line, but SJU is struggling from behind the arc, hitting only 32.2
percent while averaging 15.2 attempts. Last season, SJU averaged 18.8 3-
point field goal attempts and connected on an average of seven per game
(.384 FG pct.). Darrin Govens is the team’s top outside threat this year and
he’s converted 38 percent so far, which includes a career-best 7-for-9 effort
in the win over Indiana.

SECOND HOME: SJU had a solid debut in its first-ever game at the
Wachovia Center, defeating Rider in the opener. The game was played there
because of no availability at The Palestra on November 14, which was the
first permissible date of competition. Saint Joseph’s will partner with the
Wachovia Center again as it will serve as the host institution for the 2009
NCAA Men’s Basketball First/Second Rounds to be held on March 19 and
21, with all sessions sold out.

IN FINE COMPANY: Phil Martelli remarked how the Hawks’ first-ever par-
ticipation in the EA Sports Maui Invitational was a tremendous opportunity
for the SJU program. “It was an experience that we will never forget. To
have a chance, with all that we done in this program, to be treated this way
and play with those level teams, for three days in a row... It's an NCAA
Regional environment and we'd like to be in that environment come
March."
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TWICE AS MUCH FUN: The Hawks will play St. Bonaventure,
Massachusetts and Temple twice this year in the Atlantic 10 rotation of
home and away contests.

HOME AWAY FROM HOME: The Palestra, the SJU’s “home away from
home”, is the Hawks’ primary homecourt this season, because of the ongo-
ing Fieldhouse Expansion and Renovation project (see pg. 8 for more info).
With the exception of the Rider game that was played at the Wachovia
Center, the Hawks will play 13 home games at The Palestra. SJU owns an
all-time record of 322-154 at the famed building and went 4-2 there last
season. The Hawks will return to campus in 2009-10 to the Michael J.
Hagan ‘85 Arena.

SIGN HIM UP: Phil Martelli’s commitment to Saint Joseph’s is equaled by
the University’s commitment to him. The coach agreed to a new contract
prior to the 2003-04 season that would extend his tenure through at least
the 2009-10 campaign. Following the thrilling run in ‘03-04, the University
extended the coach’s contract through the 2011-12 season. That commit-
ment was taken a step further in October when Martelli’s contract was
extended through 2015-16.

CAPTAINS OF THE SHIP: Tasheed Carr and Ahmad Nivins are the Hawks’
co-captains as voted by their teammates. It’s the second straight year that
Carr is serving in this role.

GETTING DEFENSIVE: Garrett Williamson is the Hawks’ top perimeter
defender and earned a mention on the Atlantic 10’s Preseason All-
Conference Defensive Team. Williamson flourished as SJU’s sixth man last
season but has moved back into the starting lineup this year.

SIGN THEM UP: Saint Joseph’s signed three scholastic standouts — Carl
Baptiste, Justin Crosgile and Carl Jones - to national letters of intent dur-
ing the early signing period. Baptiste is a 6-8, 240-lb. forward from
Annandale, N.J., and North Hunterdon High School. He averaged 17 points
and 12 rebounds per game last season. Crosgile, from Paterson, N.J., is a
5-11 guard from DePaul Catholic High School. As a junior he averaged 20.5
points and six assists for the DePaul team that went 18-5. In his sopho-
more season he helped DePaul to a 23-5 record and the Passaic County
title. Jones is a 5-11 guard from Cleveland, Ohio and Garfield Heights High
School. He averaged 25 points and six assists as a junior, while helping his
team to a 21-2 record. “The future of the program looks very bright. This
class addresses the present needs and the opportunity for growth needed
for us to stay among the elite in the Atlantic 10,” said Phil Martelli.

LAST YEAR’S RUN: Last season, Saint Joseph’s became one of six non-
BCS schools to earn an at-large bid to the NCAA Tournament. It marked the
Hawks’ first trip to the NCAA Tournament since the 2004 Elite Eight season.
The Hawks finished 21-13 and reached the Atlantic 10 title game for the
third time in four years.

PRESEASON PICKS: The Hawks were picked to finish fourth in the Atlantic
10 in the preseason voting of media and coaches behind Xavier, Temple
and Dayton. Ahmad Nivins was chosen to the 2008-09 A-10 Preseason All-
Conference First Team while Garrett Williamson was an All-Defensive
Team selection. The Sporting News ranked the Hawks 32nd in the nation
while Athlon’s College Basketball Preview picked the Hawks to finish sixth
in the A-10.

STRENGTH OF SCHEDULE: This year the Hawks have seven teams on the
schedule which reached the NCAA Tournament in 2008, as well as five that
participated in the 2008 NIT.

NEW FACES: The Hawks welcome five freshmen into the fold this year.
Temi Adebayo hails from Nigeria and Montrose Christian (D.C.) High
School, which also produced former Hawk Arvydas Lidzius. Mike
Auriemma, son of UConn’s women’s basketball coach Geno, averaged 20
points for East Catholic H.S. in Connecticut. Bryant Irwin was West
Virginia’s Player of the Year as he averaged 31 points and 11 rebounds for
Bridgeport H.S. Chris Prescott averaged 22 points and earned All-State
honors at Northwest Catholic (Conn.) H.S. A.J. Rogers continues the line
of players from scholastic power St. Anthony (N.J.) and was a member of
the nation’s top-ranked team in 2008.

A-10 EFFORT Temple’s 73-58 win over Kent State on Jan. 5 marked the
league’s 107th victory this season in non-conference play, the second-
highest total in league history. The A-10 also surpassed the 100-win total
in non-conference action in 2007 (104) and 2008 (130). A-10 teams have
amassed 15 wins over BCS conference teams thus far, the most of any
non-BCS league and good for fourth nationally. Atlantic 10 teams will face
two more BCS schools during the regular season as Richmond visits
Virginia Tech on Jan. 14 and Xavier travels to LSU on Jan. 24. According
to RealTime RPI, the Atlantic 10 ranks fourth among Division | conferences
in Strength of Schedule. In addition, A-10 teams have already faced 18
ranked opponents.

WAITING IN THE WINGS: Todd O’Brien, a 6-11 center, transferred to SJU
this year from Bucknell University and will sit out this season. O’Brien, from
Garden Spot H.S. (Pa.), averaged 4.4 points in 31 games last year with the
Bison. He will have three seasons of eligibility beginning in 2009-10.

THREE FOR ALL: SJU owns a streak of 482 straight games with at least one
3-pointer made, a string which began at the start of the 1993-94 season.
The last game in which a Hawks’ team did not hit a “three” was at
Southwest Missouri State on Mar. 18, 1993.

HALLMARK OF SUCCESS: Entering this season, SJU had compiled 180-81
record (68.9 winning percentage) over the past eight years, with postsea-
son berths in seven of them.

TAKING CARE OF ITS OWN: Phil Martelli’s staff consists of four former
Hawk players. Assistant coach Mark Bass was a junior on Martelli’s first
team in 1995-96, and then was a senior on the squad that reached the NIT
Final in 1997. Assistant coach Geoff Arnold played for the Hawks from
1982 to 1986, and was a member of the 1986 Atlantic 10 championship
team. Arnold was a member of Martelli’s coaching staff for one season in
1995-96, and then returned to Hawk Hill at the start of this year. Director of
basketball operations Rob Sullivan and video coordinator Dave Mallon
were both members of the 2004 Elite Eight team and 2006 graduates.

ALL IN THE FAMILY: Coaching certainly runs in the Martelli blood as the
head coach’s two sons are currently working the sidelines. Oldest son Phil,
Jr., 2 2003 SJU graduate, is an assistant coach at Niagara University while
Jimmy, a 2005 graduate of Dickinson College, is an assistant at Robert
Morris University.

HAWKS IN THE PROS: Saint Joseph’s is currently represented in the NBA by
2004 first-round picks Jameer Nelson (Orlando Magic) and Delonte West
(Cleveland Cavaliers).

GIVING BACK: Orlando Magic star Jameer Nelson, the greatest player in Saint
Joseph's basketball history, has made a substantial commitment in support of
the ongoing expansion and renovation of Alumni Memorial Fieldhouse. "l want-
ed to be a leader and | wanted to be a role model," Nelson said. "Saint Joseph's
made those dreams come true. | wouldn't trade my four years at St. Joe's for
anything, and | hope this gift helps others have the same kind of experience. "
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The $36.4 million expansion and renovation project is scheduled for completion
prior to the 2009-10 season. It includes the Michael J. Hagan '85 Arena and a
20,000 square-foot basketball center, where Nelson's gift will name the new
men's basketball locker room.

CRADLE OF COACHES: The Saint Joseph’s coaching connection is an
impressive one. A total of seven Saint Joseph’s graduates have gone on to
become head coaches in the NBA, and SJU is tied with lllinois for second
on the list of universities with alums that have served as NBA head coach-
es. Indiana tops the list with 11 graduates that have coached in the league.
Jim O’Brien is the only current NBA head coach, and is now in his second
season with the Indiana Pacers. Below is the list of former Hawks who have
held positions as NBA head coaches:

CHAMPION FOR A CAUSE: Phil Martelli’s passion extends to his work in the
community and his efforts with Coaches vs. Cancer are tireless. Martelli and the
five other Division | coaches in the city (Drexel, La Salle, Penn, Temple,
Villanova) comprise the Philadelphia Coaches vs. Cancer group, which has
become one of the most successful groups in the nation. The group was hon-
ored with the Coaches vs. Cancer Champion Award by the NABC at the 2004
NCAA Final Four. Martelli and his wife, Judy, were honored in 2007 for their work
and presented with the Inspiration Award from the American Cancer Society.

SPELL IT OUT: The corporate title of “Saint” Joseph’s University, which has
been in place since Saint Joseph’s was granted university status by the
Commonwealth of Pennsylvania in 1979, is now the public title of the insti-
tution for all aspects of its operations. The University should be referred to
as “Saint Joseph’s”. The abbreviations “SJU” or “St. Joe’s” are acceptable
in headlines or certain informal references.

LOOKING AHEAD: The Hawks travel to St. Bonaventure on Wednesday and then
begin a three-game homestand by hosting Charlotte on January 18.

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FIELDHOUSE EXPANSION & RENOVATION

As the home of the Hawks, the Fieldhouse is the well-loved shrine and the
very heart of Saint Joseph's athletics. With Faith and Strength to Dare: The
Campaign for Saint Joseph's University will preserve this storied facility while
bringing the athletic complex to a level befitting such a venerable tradition.

The Fieldhouse, home to Saint Joseph's University basketball since 1949,
will be named for Michael J. Hagan '85 at the conclusion of the multi-year
project, which began in the fall of 2007. Events in the new facility could begin
as early as 2010, but the Hawks will play at the Palestra in 2008-09.

Because of the Maguire Campus acquisition, the vast needs of the
University's intramural program and several varsity sports will finally be
addressed, creating an opportunity to dramatically improve the infrastructure
for men's and women's basketball.

SJU Basketball Center
The project began with the construction of a two-story, 20,000-square-foot
new wing adjacent to the existing Fieldhouse. It will add state-of-the-art lock-
er rooms for players, expanded coaches’ offices, conference rooms, academ-
ic and video study space, media relations capacity and a new Athletic Hall of
Fame Room.

Upgrades and Renovation
Additionally, an upgrade and renovation of the current athletic complex was
completed by adding a dedicated practice facility with permanent wood floor-
ing. New locker rooms and offices for soccer, lacrosse, track, and cross coun-
try will also be built.

The Michael J. Hagan "85 Arena
The cornerstone of the project is the complete overhaul of the interior of the
Fieldhouse, to be named the Michael J. Hagan '85 Arena, followed by the con-
struction of an upper-level concourse, expanded seating (a minimum of 1,000
seats will be added), and more. Home court advantage will be secured, and the
Hawks will have a true home where the Saint Joseph's athletic tradition will
live for years to come.

THE HAWK

The Saint Joseph’s Hawk mascot has been flapping
its wings for more than a half a century.

One of the most famous mascots in college sports,
the Hawk is best known for staying in constant motion
by flapping its wings throughout every basketball game
and representing the Saint Joseph’s motto, “The Hawk
Will Never Die”.

The idea for the Hawk as a mascot was originated by
Jim Brennan during the 1954-55 season. Brennan, an
ex-Marine and SJU cheerleader, at first wanted to
secure an actual hawk, but later switched to the cos-
tume idea. The student government raised the 120 dol-
lars needed to buy the initial costume, which Brennan
donned for three years. He made his debut as the Hawk on January 4, 1956, a 69-56
win over La Salle at the Palestra. The Hawk has not missed a men’s basketball game
since that first season.

In addition to the constant flapping, the Hawk is also recognized by its “flying” in fig-
ure eights around the court during timeouts. The constant motion, coupled with the
scrappy play of the University’s athletic teams, helped to spawn the school’s familiar slo-
gan “The Hawk Will Never Die!” A few years ago, ESPN used a “flap-o-meter” on the
national telecast of a Saint Joseph’s game to estimate that the Hawk flaps its wings
3,500 times during a regulation game.

The Hawk is unique because it is one of the few mascots in the nation that travels to
everygame, and the student who holds the position gains a tuition scholarship. The stu-
dent, who is selected through an interview process during the previous spring semes-
ter, also serves as a team manager for the men’s basketball team and travels with the
squad.

Tim Klarich is the Hawk mascot this season, and is the 31st student to wear the
wings. He is a senior marketing major from Philadelphia.

MARTELLI THE AUTHOR

In 2007, Phil Martelli added a new title to
his resumé - that of “author”. Martelli came out
with his first book, entitled Dont Call Me
Coach: A Lesson Plan for Life. The book is co-
written by the Hawks’ coach and Harold Gullan,
Ph.D.

In the book, Martelli passes on what he has
learmed from his own rich experience, which
includes over 30 years of coaching at the high
school and college levels. One of America’s
most colorful, outspoken, and successful
coaches, Martelli compresses his three
decades of experience into a 10-point “lesson

plan for life” that will benefit anyone, no matter what the challenges may
be. He speaks equally to teachers, parents, educators, and business exec-
utives — in short, to anyone who plays the role of coach in daily life.

Gullan, a noted historian and sports fan, is also the author of The Upset
That Wasn'’t, Faith of Our Mothers, First Fathers, and Jumping Through
Hoops.

The book, which includes a forward from Pennsylvania Governor Ed
Rendell, was published by Camino Books of Philadelphia (www.camino-
books.com).

THE PALESTRA

Saint Joseph’s “home away from home,” the historic Palestra, will become the Hawks’ full-time home-
court for the 2008-09 season. With Alumni Memorial Fieldhouse closed due to the expansion and renova-
tion project, SJU will play 14 home games at The Palestra on the campus of the University of Pennsylvania.

Saint Joseph’s has utilized The Palestra as a home venue ever since the beginning of competition of the
Philadelphia Big 5 in 1955, playing a number of games there every year. The 2008-09 season marks the 53rd
year of Big 5 play and the 54th of the Hawks’ use of the site. The Palestra remains an integral part of the his-
tory of Saint Joseph’s basketball.

First opened during the 1926-27 season, the building is one of the premier basketball meccas in the
world. The 8,722-seat arena has been the home for more than 70 years of Penn basketball and 50 years of
Big 5 doubleheaders. It has hosted a multitude of events, including 50 NCAA To u mament games as part of
19 national championship competitions, as well as n u m e rous NIT contests, a season of women’sprofession-
al games (American Basketball League), and even NBA games in the early history of the league.

Saint Joseph’s owns a 321-151 record over the years in the Palestra and continues to schedule every
Big 5 home game in the building.

The Palestra was cited as "Host to the first NCAA basketball championship game in 1939, and countless
classic Philadelphia Big 5 matchups.” It is the subject of a 2007 documentary film, “The Palestra: Cathedral
of Basketball.”

It was mentioned at the top of the list of "Must Visit Sports Shrines" in Sports lllustrated’s (Sl.com) "100
Things You Have to Do Before You Graduate.” Recently, it was ranked 34th in ESPN.com’s list of the
“America’s 100 Most Important Sports Venues.”

During the summer of 2008 a new floor was installed, replacing one which had existed since the 1980s.
