POLLOCK ETCHES NAME IN SJU RECORD BOOK

Playing in her final season of the Crimson and Gray, senior for-
ward Erica Pollock has climbed her way into the Saint Joseph’s
record books. The Bowie, MD native’s 78 career blocks are good
for seventh all-time, while her nine rejections versus Richmond set
a single game record. Pollock also will finish her Hawk career
amongst the best rebounders in school history as she currently
ranks 19th with 448 boards.

SAINT JOSEPH’S CENTURION

The sixth season at Saint Joseph’s has been a historic one for
Hawks’ head coach Cindy Griffin. The SJU alum recently collect-
ed her 100th victory with the Hawks on a 71-60 victory over La
Salle on January 12. Less than two weeks later, Griffin earned her
150th victory as a head coach as SJU topped Saint Louis 70-68 on
January 21. A member of the Saint Joseph’s Women'’s Basketball
Hall of Fame, Griffin enters Sunday’s contest 153-107 over nine
seasons and 105-74 with the Hawks.

TURNING UP THE AC

Viewed as the Hawks’ go-to player this season, senior guard
Ayahna Cornish has proved just that. Arguably the team’s top
scoring threat, Cornish has excelled her senior season, leading the
team in both scoring (15.6 ppg) and steals (1.74 spg), the
Philadelphia native has proven why she was selected to the
Preseason All-Conference Second Team. An A-10 All-Conference
Second Team honoree last year, Cornish has steadily improved
each season, and has also collected several individual honors
along the way including the MVP of the 2005 Kansas State Wildcat
Classic and All-Tournament honors at both the Courtyard Classic
and Hawk Classic this season. The following is a breakdown of
Cornish’s yearly scoring improvement.

SJU AMONG LEAGUE LEADERS IN ATTENDANCE

The Hawks have a long tradition of great fan support, and 2005-06
wasn’t different. Last year, SJU finished second in the A-10 and
102nd nationally, in home attendance (1,376 fans per game). This
year, the Hawks have averaged 1,081 fans at home and posted the
ninth sellout in their history versus Villanova on January 3.
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WELL OYLED MACHINE

Following a solid rookie season in which she earned Atlantic 10
All-Rookie Team honors, guard Jen Oyler has excelled further as a
sophomore. After pouring in 6.9 points per game and 55 three-
pointers as a freshman, the 6-foot-1 Oyler has continued the
momentum with 52 three pointers (second in the Atlantic 10) and
is currently second on the team in scoring at 10.6 ppg. The Oregon
City, OR native has also excelled on defense, ranking second the
Hawks with 31 blocks (tied for seventh in the A-10 and 9th all-time
in SJU single-season history). Oyler also earned Hawk Classic All-
Tournament Team honors after averaging 19.0 points and 9.0
rebounds per game.

ON FFIRE

After a breakout year last season as a junior, Whitney Ffrench has
kept the momentum going into the 2006-07 campaign. The senior
point-guard enters the game as the team leader in assists (2.9 apg)
and third in scoring (10.5 ppg). Having a knack to getting to the
foul line, Ffrench has scored104 of her 232 points from the charity
stripe this season and ranks ninth all-time in SJU history with 313
made free throws.

TREY MAGNIFIQUE

Excelling as a deadly team from behind the arc last season, Saint
Joseph’s has continued to bomb away with great success in the
2006-07 season. Entering Sunday’s game, the Hawks ranks third in
the Atlantic 10 in three-point proficiency at 35.1 percent, up from
31.7 percent a season ago. A large reason for the increase is the duo
of Jenna Loschiavo and Jen Oyler. The duo currently are first and
second in the A-10 averaging 2.35 and 2.26 three pointers per
game, respectively. On the season, Oyler and Loschiavo have com-
bined to go 106-0f-270 from behind the arc, connecting at a 39.3
percent clip.

HEAD OF THE CLASS

Through 22 games, the senior class has proven to be the offensive
leaders for the Hawks. Of the 1,499 team points scored by SJU, the
seniors have accounted for 742 of those points or 49.5 percent.
Saint Joseph's top scorer, senior Ayahna Cornish, has accounted
for 23.9 percent (359 points) of the team’s scoring. The following is
a breakdown class scoring:

SUPER SOPHS

Teammates before evening playing for Saint Joseph’s, sophomores
Jenna Loschiavo and Mary Kate McDade previously excelled for
their AAU team, the Philadelphia Belles. Now Hawks, the duo has
continued to shine, and especially bright this season. After aver-
aging only 2.8 points per game as a rookie, Loschiavo has proven
to be a consistent offensive threat for SJU this year. The Plymouth
Meeting, PA native currently lead team in three pointers (54) and
ranks fourth on the team in scoring at 8.4 ppg. While Loschiavo
has been an offensive spark for the Hawks, McDade has continued
to be a catalyst. After finishing her freshman season with 31 assists
and a 1.9 assist-to-turnover ratio, McDade has continued her solid
play with 50 assists already this season, to go with only 21
turnovers for a 2.38 average.

GOMEZ GOING STRONG

Last year, then-sophomore Timisha Gomez proved to be a go-to
player for the Hawks down the stretch, averaging 7.7 points per
game over the final 10 contests. Even with Cornish back this year,
Gomez has kept up her strong play for Saint Joseph’s. The junior,
who started 10 games, is currently fifth on the team in scoring (6.9
ppg) and has posted four double-digit games for the Hawks this
year (10 vs. Hartford, 15 at Illinois, 12 at Princeton, 14 vs. Xavier).

HAWKS PICKED FOURTH IN ATLANTIC 10

Saint Joseph's was picked to finish fourth in the Atlantic 10
women's basketball race, according to a poll of the A-10's head
coaches and media. The Hawks, coming off the nation's biggest
turnaround (13 games) in 2005-06, return 10 letterwinners from
last season's WNIT team. George Washington received 13 of 18
first-place votes cast by the panel of coaches and media. 2005-06 A-
10 Tournament champions Temple (24-8/12-4) received two first-
place votes and placed second in the preseason poll, while Xavier
(21-9/11-5) received three first-place votes and placed third in the
poll. Co-regular season championship Charlotte (21-9/13-3) was
selected fifth in the poll and is followed by (Richmond (13-17/79),
Dayton (17-12/8-8), Massachusetts (11-17/8-8), La Salle (11-17/7-
9), Duquesne (13-17/6-10), Rhode Island (8-20/5-11), Saint Louis
(7-20/4-12), St. Bonaventure (9-18/3-13), Fordham (10-18/5-11).

HAWKS EARN TOP TURNAROUND IN THE NATION

Last season was a terrific year for the Saint Joseph’s women'’s bas-
ketball program. Not only did the Hawks earn a postseason berth
and win 20 games, SJU also posted the best turnaround in the
nation. After winning just seven games in 2004-05, the Hawks
posted a 20-11 season last year. The 13-game improvement was
tops in Division L

S-A-I-N-T JOSEPH'S

The corporate title of “Saint” Joseph’s University, which has been
in place since Saint Joseph’s was granted university status by the
Commonwealth of Pennsylvania in 1979, is now the “public” title
of the institution for all aspects of its operations. Previously, the
abbreviation of “St.” Joseph’s University was permitted in a num-
ber of alumni and athletic contexts. According to the most recent
edition of the Higher Education Directory, there are at least nine
recognized "St. Joseph's" among the nation's colleges and univer-
sities. Only one of them-Saint Joseph's University, Philadelphia-is
a university-level, Master's I, NCAA Division I institution. A com-
plete spelling of S-A-I-N-T Joseph's University in all contexts will
help eliminate any confusion among higher education and other
public constituencies.

HAWKS INK FOUR TO NLIS

Saint Joseph's announced that Kallie Hovatter, Dominique
Bryant, Laren Robinson and Sarah Acker have signed National
Letters of Intent on November 9. A three-year starter at Stonewall
Jackson High School, Hovatter has averaged 20.6 points, 7.4
rebounds, 5.0 steals and 3.9 assists per game through her junior
season. The 2005-06 Washington Catholic Athletic Conference's
leading scorer, Bryant enters her senior season at St. John's College
High School as a McDonald's All-American nominee. As a junior,
the 6-foot forward earned First Team All-WCAC and Second Team
All-Metropolitan Area honors after averaging 21.3 points and 9.0
rebounds per game. Ranked 64th by the Blue Star Index Top 100,
Robinson is coming off a solid junior season in which she earned
Third Team All-Patriot District and Patriot District All-
Tournament Team honors. Averaging 15.0 points, 8.0 rebounds
and 5.0 assists per game, the 5-foot-9 guard also earned 2004-05
First Team All-Patriot District and Third Team All-Regional acco-
lades. Twice named the Wyoming Valley Conference's MVP, the 6-
foot-3 Acker helped Greater Nanticoke to a 29-1 record last season.
A three-year starter at center, Acker has tallied over 1,250 points,
1,300 rebounds and 570 blocks for her career.

THE HAWK MASCOT

The Saint Joseph’s “Hawk” has been flapping its wings for half a
century and begins its 51st season during the 2005-06 season.
“Hawks” has served as the nickname for Saint Joseph's athletic
teams since 1929. The idea for The Hawk, as mascot, was originat-
ed by Jim Brennan during the 1954-55 season. Brennan, an ex-
marine and SJU cheerleader, at first wanted to secure an actual
hawk, but later switched to the costume idea. The student govern-
ment raised the 120 dollars needed to buy the initial costume,
which Brennan donned for three years. He made his debut as the
Hawk on January 4, 1956, a 69-56 win over La Salle at the Palestra.
The Hawk, who was present at most women'’s basketball games,
became a main-stay in 1989. Since then, eight SJU students have
donned it. It has been selected as the nation's top mascot by Sports
Illustrated, Street & Smith Basketball Yearbook and ESPN College
Basketball magazine. Eastern Basketball tabbed The Hawk as the
Atlantic 10 Conference's best mascot as well. In January 2001, The
Sporting News named The Hawk the Nation's Best Mascot in its
“Best of College Basketball” issue. Saint Joseph’s sophomore
Kevin Hensler dons the costume for every women’s game.

The Hawks held an early 4-2 edge, but the lead was short lived as Charlotte scored
six straight to take its first lead, one it would never relinquish.

Leading 16-9 at 13:06, the 49ers’ defense held Saint Joseph’s scoreless over the next
eight minutes, building up a 28-9 lead. Charlotte closed out the first stanza on a 33-4
run as senior forward Pam Brown paced the 49ers with 14 first-half points.

In the second half, the Hawks refused to back down, but the deficit was too much.
Saint Joseph's outscored the 49ers 37-32 in the second half, but Charlotte’s first-half
advantage carried them to a 81-50 victory.

Getting solid performances from seniors Whitney Ffrench, Ayahna Cornish, Zoya
Pavlovskaya and "Mother Nature", Saint Joseph's earned a 63-56 victory over
Bucknell in its season opener at Alumni Memorial Fieldhouse.

Even though the three Hawk seniors accounted for 42 of the team's points, Saint
Joseph's biggest contribution might have come from off the court. Trailing 46-45 with
7:04 remaining in the game, power went out in the arena and surrounding neighbor-
hoods, causing a 14-minutes stoppage until power could be restored.

Once power returned, the Hawks' offense took over and outscored Bucknell 18-10
over the final minutes to earn its fourth-straight season-opening win. Saint Joseph's
used a 6-0 run, from 3:58 to 1:03, to open a 59-52 lead that all but sealed the victory
for the Hawks. Ffrench added four of those points, while Pavlovskaya grabbed a key
offensive rebound and caused a steal on defense.

The game was back-and-forth in the first half, as Bucknell took an early 12-6 advan-
tage to start the game. The Bison' Lindsey Hollobaugh scored five of the first 12
points.

Saint Joseph's fought back with a 13-2 run over the next seven minutes, taking a 22-
16 lead on a three pointer by sophomore guard Jenna Loschiavo. Cornish and
Loschiavo accounted for 11 of the Hawks' 13 points.

Bucknell would go on to outscore the Hawks 12-5 over the final six minutes of the half
to take a 28-27 edge into the locker room.

In the second stanza, Saint Joseph's opened its biggest lead of the game, nine points.
Trailing 32-29 at 18:46, the Hawks scored 12 straight points to open up a 41-32 lead as
Ffrench capped the run with a jump shot at 15:12.

The Bison would rally over the next eight minutes, to regain the lead right before the
power outage. Bucknell outscored the Hawks 14-4, and took a 46-45 edge on a Hope
Foster jump shot at 7:08.
