Saint Joseph's caps its 2006-07 regular season Sunday as the Hawks travel Duquesne for a
2 p.m. start at the A.J. Palumbo Center. Despite a 87-60 loss at No. 9 George Washington
on Friday, Saint Joseph'’s still has an opportunity to earn a bye for next week’s Atlantic 10
Tournament with a win Sunday and a loss by Charlotte. Should both teams win, the
Hawks would earn fifth place at the A-10 Tournament.

SCOUTING THE DUKES

Duquesne wraps up its 2006-07 season Sunday as the Dukes honor their seniors prior to
tipoff. Coming off a 72-43 loss to Temple on Friday, Duquesne had its Atlantic 10
Tournament hopes dashed as the Dukes fell to 2-11 in conference play and two games out
of 12th place with one game remaining. Individually, senior forward Loui Hall has guid-
ed this team in 2006-07, leading the Dukes in both scoring (13.8 ppg) and rebounds (6.1
rpg). Likely joining the starting lineup for Dan Durkin’s Dukes are four guards: senior
Carmen Bruce (12.3 ppg), junior Jocelyn Chandler (8.5 ppg), sophomore Kristi Little (3.5
assists per game) and freshman Keri Pryor (10.3 ppg).

LAST TIME OUT: HAWKS FALL AT NO. 9 GEORGE WASHINGTON, 87-60

A slow start doomed Saint Joseph's as the Hawks fell at No. 9 George Washington, 87-60,
Friday evening. Saint Joseph's never got closer than 10 points in the second half. The
Colonials responded with a 13-2 run on which Kenan Cole made a layup and a 3-pointer
for a 61-40 lead with 10 minutes left. Cole finished with 13 points. Erica Pollock and
Ayahna Cornish led the Hawks with 10 points. Pollock also had 10 rebounds. George
Washington started out hot, holding a 22-4 edge to begin the game. The Colonials went 9-
0£-13 from the field over that stretch en route to going 33-off-66 for the game. Trailing 38-
14, Saint Joseph's used a 12-0 run to cap the first half, cutting its deficit to 38-26 at the half.
In the second stanza, SJU trailed by only 10, 48-38, but the Colonials pulled away with
their 13-2 run.

Averaging a career-high 16.4
points per game this year, Cornish has climbed the Hawks’ scoring
charts.

POLLOCK ETCHES NAME IN SJU RECORD BOOK

Playing in her final season of the Crimson and Gray, senior for-
ward Erica Pollock has climbed her way into the Saint Joseph’s
record books. The Bowie, MD native’s 84 career blocks are third
all-time, while her nine rejections versus Richmond set a single
game record. Pollock also will finish her Hawk career amongst the
best rebounders in school history as she currently ranks 17th with
482 boards.

SAINT JOSEPH’S CENTURION

The sixth season at Saint Joseph’s has been a historic one for
Hawks’ head coach Cindy Griffin. The SJU alum recently collect-
ed her 100th victory with the Hawks on a 71-60 victory over La
Salle on January 12. Less than two weeks later, Griffin earned her
150th victory as a head coach as SJU topped Saint Louis 70-68 on
January 21. A member of the Saint Joseph’s Women’s Basketball
Hall of Fame, Griffin enters Sunday’s contest 155-109 over nine
seasons and 107-76 with the Hawks.

TURNING UP THE AC

Viewed as the Hawks' go-to player this season, senior guard
Ayahna Cornish has proved just that. Arguably the team’s top
scoring threat, Cornish has excelled her senior season, leading the
team in both scoring (16.9 ppg) and steals (1.65spg), the
Philadelphia native has proven why she was selected to the
Preseason All-Conference Second Team. An A-10 All-Conference
Second Team honoree last year, Cornish has steadily improved
each season, and has also collected several individual honors
along the way including the MVP of the 2005 Kansas State Wildcat
Classic and All-Tournament honors at both the Courtyard Classic
and Hawk Classic this season. The following is a breakdown of
Cornish’s yearly scoring improvement.

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CORNISH EARNS A-10 AND BIG 5 WEEKLY HONORS
Coming off back-to-back career-highs in scoring, Saint Joseph’s
senior guard Ayahna Cornish was recognized for her outstanding
performances by being named Atlantic 10 Co-Player of the Week
and Big 5 Player of the Week for the week of February 12-18. For
the week, Cornish averaged 32 points, seven rebounds and 2.5
assists per game. After scoring a then career-best 29 points against
St. Bonaventure, Cornish became the first Hawk in nearly five
years to score more than 30 points, scoring a career-best 35 points.
She also established a Saint Joseph's single-game record for free
throws and attempts, going 21-0f-27 from the foul line.

SJU AMONG LEAGUE LEADERS IN ATTENDANCE

The Hawks have a long tradition of great fan support, and 2005-06
wasn’t different. Last year, SJU finished second in the A-10 and
102nd nationally, in home attendance (1,376 fans per game). This
year, the Hawks averaged 1,074 fans at home and posted the ninth
sellout in their history versus Villanova on January 3.

WELL OYLED MACHINE

Following a solid rookie season in which she earned Atlantic 10
All-Rookie Team honors, guard Jen Oyler has excelled further as a
sophomore. After pouring in 6.9 points per game and 55 three-
pointers as a freshman, the 6-foot-1 Oyler has continued the
momentum with 62 three pointers (first in the Atlantic 10) and is
currently third on the team in scoring at 10.2 ppg. The Oregon City,
OR native has also excelled on defense, ranking second the Hawks
with 36 blocks (seventh in the A-10 and 9th all-time in SJU single-
season history). Oyler also earned Hawk Classic All-Tournament
Team honors after averaging 19.0 points and 9.0 boards per game.

ON FFIRE

After a breakout year last season as a junior, Whitney Ffrench has
kept the momentum going into the 2006-07 campaign. The senior
point-guard enters the game as the team leader in assists (2.9 apg)
and third in scoring (10.5 ppg). Having a knack to getting to the
foul line, Ffrench has scored130 of her 272 points from the charity
stripe this season and ranks ninth all-time in SJU history with 331
made free throws.

TREY MAGNIFIQUE

Excelling as a deadly team from behind the arc last season, Saint
Joseph’s has continued to bomb away with great success in the
2006-07 season. Entering Thursday’s game, the Hawks ranks third
in the Atlantic 10 in three-point proficiency at 34.7 percent, up
from 31.7 percent a season ago. A large reason for the increase is
the duo of Jen Oyler and Jenna Loschiavo. The duo currently are
first and third in the A-10 averaging 2.31 and 2.12 three pointers
per game, respectively. On the season, Oyler and Loschiavo have
combined to go 115-0f-297 from behind the arc, connecting at a
38.8 percent clip. And in just 54 games, Oyler has amassed 117
three pointers, good for 10th all-time in SJU history.

HEAD OF THE CLASS

Through 25 games, the senior class has proven to be the offensive
leaders for the Hawks. Of the 1,719 team points scored by SJU, the
seniors have accounted for 891 of those points or 51.8 percent.
Saint Joseph's top scorer, senior Ayahna Cornish, has accounted
for 25.9 percent (446 points) of the team’s scoring. The following is
a breakdown class scoring:

SUPER SOPHS

Teammates before evening playing for Saint Joseph’s, sophomores
Jenna Loschiavo and Mary Kate McDade previously excelled for
their AAU team, the Philadelphia Belles. Now Hawks, the duo has
continued to shine bright this season. After averaging only 2.8
points per game as a rookie, Loschiavo has proven to be a consis-
tent offensive threat for SJU this year. The Plymouth Meeting, PA
native is currently second on the team in three pointers (55) and
ranks fourth on the team in scoring at 7.7 ppg. While Loschiavo
has been an offensive spark for the Hawks, McDade has continued
to be a catalyst. After finishing her freshman season with 31 assists
and a 1.9 assist-to-turnover ratio, McDade has continued her solid
play with 52 assists this season, to only 21 turnovers for a 2.48
average. The Philly native has also surpassed her total for scoring
from last season with 41 points, compared to 24 as a rookie.

HAWKS PICKED FOURTH IN ATLANTIC 10

Saint Joseph's was picked to finish fourth in the Atlantic 10
women's basketball race, according to a poll of the A-10's head
coaches and media. The Hawks, coming off the nation's biggest
turnaround (13 games) in 2005-06, return 10 letterwinners from
last season's WNIT team. George Washington received 13 of 18
first-place votes cast by the panel of coaches and media. 2005-06 A-
10 Tournament champions Temple (24-8/12-4) received two first-
place votes and placed second in the preseason poll, while Xavier
(21-9/11-5) received three first-place votes and placed third in the
poll. Co-regular season championship Charlotte (21-9/13-3) was
selected fifth in the poll and is followed by (Richmond (13-17/79),
Dayton (17-12/8-8), Massachusetts (11-17/8-8), La Salle (11-17/7-
9), Duquesne (13-17/6-10), Rhode Island (8-20/5-11), Saint Louis
(7-20/4-12), St. Bonaventure (9-18/3-13), Fordham (10-18/5-11).

HAWKS EARN TOP TURNAROUND IN THE NATION

Last season was a terrific year for the Saint Joseph’s women's bas-
ketball program. Not only did the Hawks earn a postseason berth
and win 20 games, SJU also posted the best turnaround in the
nation. After winning just seven games in 2004-05, the Hawks
posted a 20-11 season last year. The 13-game improvement was
tops in Division L

S-A-I-N-T JOSEPH'S

The corporate title of “Saint” Joseph’s University, which has been
in place since Saint Joseph’s was granted university status by the
Commonwealth of Pennsylvania in 1979, is now the “public” title
of the institution for all aspects of its operations. Previously, the
abbreviation of “St.” Joseph’s University was permitted in a num-
ber of alumni and athletic contexts. According to the most recent
edition of the Higher Education Directory, there are at least nine
recognized "St. Joseph's" among the nation's colleges and univer-
sities. Only one of them-Saint Joseph's University, Philadelphia-is
a university-level, Master's I, NCAA Division I institution. A com-
plete spelling of S-A-I-N-T Joseph's University in all contexts will
help eliminate any confusion among higher education and other
public constituencies.

HAWKS INK FOUR TO NLIS

Saint Joseph's announced that Kallie Hovatter, Dominique
Bryant, Laren Robinson and Sarah Acker have signed National
Letters of Intent on November 9. A three-year starter at Stonewall
Jackson High School, Hovatter has averaged 20.6 points, 7.4
rebounds, 5.0 steals and 3.9 assists per game through her junior
season. The 2005-06 Washington Catholic Athletic Conference's
leading scorer, Bryant enters her senior season at St. John's College
High School as a McDonald's All-American nominee. As a junior,
the 6-foot forward earned First Team All-WCAC and Second Team
All-Metropolitan Area honors after averaging 21.3 points and 9.0
rebounds per game. Ranked 64th by the Blue Star Index Top 100,
Robinson is coming off a solid junior season in which she earned
Third Team All-Patriot District and Patriot District All-
Tournament Team honors. Averaging 15.0 points, 8.0 rebounds
and 5.0 assists per game, the 5-foot-9 guard also earned 2004-05
First Team All-Patriot District and Third Team All-Regional acco-
lades. Twice named the Wyoming Valley Conference's MVP, the 6-
foot-3 Acker helped Greater Nanticoke to a 29-1 record last season.
A three-year starter at center, Acker has tallied over 1,250 points,
1,300 rebounds and 570 blocks for her career.

Behind a 34-point second half, Saint Joseph’s downed Duquesne 55-47 in the Atlantic
10 opener at Alumni Memorial Fieldhouse.

Trailing 23-21 at the half, the Hawks quickly scored, and following an exchange of
baskets, found themselves tied with the Dukes at 29 apiece at 14:43.

Over the next 1:25 seconds, Saint Joseph’s went on a 5-0 run to open a 34-29 advan-
tage. Hawks’ senior forward Faith Schutte capped the run with a free throw at 13:18
as the Hawks would never trail from there.

Duquesne would cut the deficit to two, 36-34, but Saint Joseph’s responded with an
8-0 run to take a 44-34 lead. Freshman guard Jenna Loschiavo put the Hawks up 10
on an open layup at 8:20.

Duquesne would get no closer than 49-44, as the Hawks went eight-of-eight from the
foul line in the waning moments.

In the first half, the Dukes 12-7 edge quickly evaporated as the Hawks went on an 8-
2 run to take a 15-14 lead on a jumpshot by junior guard Whitney Ffrench at 7:55.

Over the final eight minutes, Duquesne outscored the Hawks 9-6 to take a 23-21
advantage into the half.

In a frantic final minute, a three-pointer by Dayton's Kathy Guin with 1.4 seconds left
was the deciding factor as the Flyers topped Saint Joseph's , 78-77, at the University
of Dayton Arena.
