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The 2009 season holds huge opportunity for success for the Saint
Joseph’s softball team. Coming off the program’s first berth in the Atlantic
10 Tournament since 2005, the Hawks return seven starters and three All-
Conference members - including the reigning A-10 Player of the Year, jun-
ior catcher Brooke Darreff - and third-year head coach Terri Adams has
high expectations for her team.

“We are looking to put the program on
the map at the Hillenbrand Invitational by
playing national power Arizona and other top
teams throughout the nation,” said Adams.
“Although we raised the level of our non-
conference schedule last season we did so
even more this year by scheduling a West
Coast trip. Playing this type of competition
this early in this season will hopefully better
prepare us for A-10 play.”

Posting a 19-23 overall record a season
ago, Saint Joseph’s finished the regular sea-
son strong, posting a 10-4 mark down the
stretch and earning a victory over all but one
A-10 foe. The Hawks, who went on to earn
the fifth seed in the conference tournament
with an 11-9 mark, should again be in con-
tention for the A-10 title.

“Our regular season goal is to finish in :
the top three of the Atlantic 10 and win the |'§
conference championship,” said Adams.
“Massachusetts, Charlotte and Fordham are
the teams to beat this year, but we proved
last year we can compete with all of them,”
said Adams.

Saint Joseph’s returns a core of last
year’s squad as seven starters and 11 letter- | -
winners will once again don the Crimson
and Gray. Among the key returning starters
is senior pitcher Dani Gonzales, the Hawks’

Starting alongside Rosenwinkel in the outfield will be sophomore Laura
Cardone and senior Beka Shumock. As a freshman, Cardone proved to be a
valuable defensive asset in centerfield with her speed, while finishing second
among rookies in runs (21), hits (24) and stolen bases (7-for-7).

Transitioning from the infield to corner outfielder should be easy for the
three-year starter Shumock. With two years
of experience in co-head coach Gerry
Mauro’s defensive system and a high soft-
ball 1Q, the Douglassville, Pa., native gives
SJU a formidable trio of outfielders.

Around the horn, a pair of veterans will
share the diamond with two newcomers.
Saint Joseph’s leader in walks (18) a season
ago, senior Sue Lebow will get the start at
first base after playing the hot corner as a
junior. Starting all 42 games as a rookie,
sophomore shortstop Dana Bieniek finished
third on the Hawks last year in batting aver-
age (.250) and hits (35), while tying for the
team lead in runs (32).

Stepping into starting spots at third and
second base, respectively, are freshmen
Monica Aguilar and Bernadette Moran. A
| four-time ASA National Champion, Aguilar
also helped John F. Kennedy High School to
a 109-14 mark over her four years, while
Moran was a three-time Philadelphia
Catholic League Southern Division MVP.

One of the many strengths of the Hawks
a season ago was its steady bullpen. By
returning sophomore Lauren Pembleton,
and adding freshman Erin Gallagher, Saint
Joseph’s pitching staff should again be one
of the top rotations in the A-10.

“Lauren strives off of her pinpoint con-
trol and impeccable movement on each

ace on the mound. As a junior, Gonzales
shined as one of the top pitchers in the A-10,
finishing third in the conference and 53rd nationally in ERA (1.64) and post-
ing the third-most strikeouts in a single-season (144) in SJU history. A pas-
sionate hurler with great control - she finished second in the nation in walks
per seven innings (0.73) - Gonzales will try to build upon her impressive
2008 campaign that culminated in Second Team All-Conference honors.

Posting one of the best individual seasons in Saint Joseph’s history,
Gonzales’ battery mate, junior catcher Brooke Darreff, became just the sec-
ond Hawk in program history to earn A-10 Player of the Year accolades. The
First Team All-Conference and NFCA/Louisville Slugger All-Mid Atlantic
Region First Team selection posted a SJU single-season best .461 batting
average to go with 53 hits, 33 RBI and a .536 on-base percentage last year
and will be the focal point of many opposing pitchers in 2009.

“Dani and Brooke had tremendous seasons for us last year,” Adams
said. “Whenever you have individual players excel within the conference and
nationally, it creates a positive environment and real motivation to take the
program to more competitive levels. Each of them are role models and
examples that any player on the team can achieve greater success.”

An A-10 First Team All-Conference selection along with Darreff last year,
senior Erika Rosenwinkel made arguably the biggest transformation, shift-
ing from behind the plate to the outfield due to an early-season injury. The
move paid off as the Oak Park, Ill., native batted a career-best .354 with a
team-high 32 runs scored to go with 30 RBI. On top of that, Rosenwinkel
etched her name among the national leaders, finishing first in the NCAA
Division | in doubles per game (0.45).

“Erika made the transition to outfield almost seamless,” said Adams. “At
the plate, she came up big for us in several key conference games down the
stretch and has the unique ability to hit for both power and average. Erika’s
a competitor and we have no doubt she’ll be pushing herself and her team-
mates in her final season.”

pitch,” Adams said. “Erin will help tremen-
dously with her fearless attitude and ability
to throw hard at batters.”

Adding to the depth of the Hawks’ pen is the guidance of SJU’s all-time
leader in strikeouts, Lauren Cognigni, as an assistant coach.

“Returning a statistically successful role model and team leader adds to
the respect and motivation of the coaching staff,” Adams said. “As a coach,
she has already demonstrated leadership, take-charge attitude, hard work
and dedication. She has already proven her worth not only as a graduate
assistant in the fall, but hopefully a full-time assistant for years to come.”

Another strength for Saint Joseph’s this coming year is its deep bench.
Senior Sarah Falk, junior Alyssa Neilson, sophomore Taylor Korpita and
freshmen Hannah Adams, Christine Bednar, Jillian Black, Heather
Brabazon, Alaina Loguidice will all challenge for playing time.

“I think with this depth, it is our first year being athletic all around which
will build competition on our team and will make the team better,” said
Adams.

Last season, Falk drove in fives run in 26 games, with 18 starts coming
mostly as a designated player, while Korpita saw limited action behind the
plate, spelling Darreff. Adams, Black and Brabazon all bring speed and ath-
leticism to the lineup, while Adams views Bednar and Loguidice as power
hitters with the potential to play several positions.

Picked to finish sixth in the Atlantic 10, Adams believes last year’s expe-
rience of making the conference tournament has her team better prepared
than a season ago and possibly set to make a bigger name for Saint Joseph’s
on a national level.

“I think the experience of going to the postseason helps the girls to pre-
pare more for championship play by giving them a better understanding of
how important it is to beat the teams in our conference during regular sea-
son play,” Adams said. “If we play to our potential, we should be playing
deep into May.”

Mauro joined the Grimson and Gray as a volunteer assistant coach in 2006 after several years as a suc-
cessful coach at the youth, high school, and Olympic levels. In his first season at Saint Joseph’s, he helped
the team to a two-game improvement in the Atlantic 10, while helping several Hawks to career-highs at the
plate.

Serving as associate head coach last season, Mauro

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2009 HOME FIELDS

The 2009 season will be one of transition for the Saint Joseph’s
softhall team as the Hawks have begun the process of moving to
their new home on the recently acquired James J. Maguire Campus.

This year, Saint Joseph’s will play the majority of its home
games a short drive away at the Villanova Softball Field. Renovated
in 2008, the stadium offers boxed-in dugouts, a dedicated area for
batting practice and bullpen warmups, and a state-of-the-art playing
surface. Additionally, fans will have a unique view of the field as the
bleachers and enclosed press box are located one level above the
field.

While the Hawks will be playing most home contests at
Villanova, SJU will play lona on March 26 at Pates Park in
Allentown, Pa. with all proceeds from that game going to charity.
The longtime home of the Allentown Patriots, Pates Park was dedi-
cated on August 30, 1953 and hosts more than 400 games a year.

Over the decades, Pates Park has hosted over 20,000 games
featuring the some of the top men’s and women’s fastpitch softball
teams nationally. It also has hosted three national tournaments
(1976, 1978, and 1984) and in the past decade has welcomed Team
USA, the Greek Olympic Team and National Pro Fastpitch.

From 1994 to 2008, East Norriton Field served as Saint
Joseph’s home field. Over 15 seasons, the Hawks compiled a 138-
66-2 record at East Norriton Field, beginning with a doubleheader
sweep of Mount St. Mary’s — 10-2 and 16-2 — on March 26, 1994.

Besides being the home for many of Saint Joseph’s top players
over the recent years, East Norriton Field was also the site of the
program’s first perfect game —a 3-0 win over Rhode Island tossed
by Christina Kowalski on April 3, 1999 — and its most recent no-hit-
ter — by current assistant coach Lauren Cognigni in a 2-1 win over
Rhode Island on April 20, 2007.

Prior to playing at East Norriton Field, Saint Joseph’s competed
at BeImont Plateau from 1991-93 after playing its first eight seasons
on Finnesey Field.

With the addition of the 14.5 acres of sports fields at the
Maguire Campus, the Hawks have mapped out a plan to extend the
program’s reach on campus, regionally and nationally, starting with
the Hawks’ new home.

| More than 100 submissions were narrowed, with “Hawks” winning out over “Grenadiers” by a slim
margin. The name was appropriate because it typified “the fighting spirit of our crimson and gray
athletes and it is suggestive of the aerial attack which has made our football team famous.” Football,
il ironically, was discontinued at SJU following the 1939 season.

2008 YEAR IN REVIEW

It took just two seasons, but coaches Terri Adams and Gerry
Mauro returned Saint Joseph’s to prominence this past year. With a
berth in the Atlantic 10 Championship, three All-Conference selec-
tions, an All-Region player, and the A-10 Player of the Year, the 2008
season proved the Hawks have landed back among the conference’s
elite.

For the second straight year, Saint Joseph’s had a slow start to
its season. After topping Troy in its season opener, the Hawks
dropped nine straight during their rigorous trip to Florida, before
topping Maine, 5-1, to end their trip.

Returning to the Northeast, the Saint Joseph’s bats came alive,
scoring a season-high 13 runs in the Hawks’ 13-5 victory at Rider.

Following a week’s layoff, the Hawks opened the Atlantic 10 por-
tion of their schedule versus St. Bonaventure. After dropping a heart-
breaking 10-inning 3-2 contest in the opener, Saint Joseph’s rallied
behind junior Dani Gonzales for a 4-0 victory in the nightcap.

Posting a 3-4 mark over its next seven games, Saint Joseph’s
entered its contests with A-10 power Massachusetts trying to hand
the Minutewomen their first conference loss of the season. Despite
dropping both games, the Hawks proved they could hang with the
conference's top team, losing just 1-0 and 4-1.

The Hawks earned a split at Rhode Island to move to 8-17 over-
all, but more importantly to 4-6 in A-10 play. From there though,
Saint Joseph’s won eight of its next nine, including sweeps of La
Salle and Temple and a win over Fordham, bringing SJU within reach
of an A-10 Tournament berth at 9-6.

Earning a split with George Washington, Saint Joseph’s spot in the
conference tournament was all but assured heading into its regular
season finale at Charlotte. With a 3-1 win in the opener, the Hawks
assured themselves of fifth place in the A-10 Championship the fol-
lowing week.

Facing Fordham in the A-10 Tournament opener, Gonzales was
stellar on the mound for SJU, allowing just one run on four hits.
Unfortunately for the Hawks, that lone run would stand up, sending
SJU to the loser’s bracket and a matchup with Saint Louis.

Having split the regular-season series with the Billikens, Saint
Joseph’s need a win to keep its season alive. And the Hawks did,
thanks in part to another stellar pitching performance from Gonzales
and a three-RBI performance from junior Erika Rosenwinkel.

Keeping their title hopes alive, the Hawks earned a rematch with
Fordham the next day. But again, the Rams proved a little too much
for SJU, this time topping the Hawks 4-1 and ending a season that
saw Saint Joseph’s emerge as one of the top teams in the Atlantic
10.

With the addition of a successful season for the team, several
Hawks posted memorable individual years, headed by Atlantic 10
Player of the Year and NFCA All-Mid Atlantic Region First Team mem-
ber Brooke Darreff. The sophomore posted a single-season record
.461 batting average and finished ranked among the national leaders
in four categories. Rosenwinkel, an A-10 All-Conference First Team
member, led the nation in doubles per game, while Gonzales finished
second in walks per seven innings and garnered A-10 All-Conference
Second Team accolades. Senior Kelsey Moir added to the long line
of academic success, earning A-10 All-Academic Team honors, while
classmate Lauren Cognigni ended her stellar pitching career as the
Hawks’ all-time leader in strikeout.

Returning nine starters and four experienced bench players,
Saint Joseph’s is primed for a run at the conference crown both next
year and the years to come.
