Sarah Joeckel and Jordan Raines were each tabbed all-conference.
•	 TCU advanced to the semifinals of the MW Postseason Tournament with a 3-0 

win over Boise State, but suffered a 3-1 defeat to UNLV.
•	 Yvonne Igodan was named to the all-tournament team after racking up 25 kills 

in the two matches.
•	 Against UNLV, Sarah Joeckel set the single-season school record for digs. She 

stands at 605 this season, topping Talaya Whitfield’s record of 601 set back in
