•	 Tennessee held Florida to a season-low 56 points Jan. 7 in Knoxville.  That was one of just two 
games this season in which the Gators scored fewer than 60 points (58 at Kentucky on Tuesday).
•	 The Vols also held the Gators to .357 shooting in last month’s meeting. That was Florida’s second-
lowest shooting percentage of the season. The Gators have shot below 40 percent in each of their last 
three games.
•	 UT has held four of its nine SEC opponents thus far to fewer than 60 points.
•	 The Vols have won eight of their last nine games in Thompson-Boling Arena but are seeking their first 
true road win of the season.
•	 As a whole, the 12 SEC teams own a combined 18-41 (.305) road record during conference play.
•	 The Vols have played eight ranked opponents this season, including five in the month of January. But 
just one of UT’s eight remaining regular-season opponents (Florida) is currently ranked in the AP poll.
•	 Senior guard Cameron Tatum scored his 1,000th career point Wednesday. He is the 44th Vol to 
score 1,000 points and just the 16th Vol to total 1,000 points and 200 career assists.
•	 Freshman power forward Jarnell Stokes sat on the Tennessee bench but did not dress when 
Tennessee hosted Florida Jan. 7, as he had not yet been cleared to play. It was Stokes’ 18th birthday.
•	 Stokes sprained his right wrist in practice Tuesday and did not play against South Carolina. The 
Memphis, Tenn., native is listed as day-to-day.
 •	 Cuonzo Martin, in just his fourth season as a college head coach, defeated two coaches last month 
who combine to boast five national championships. Connecticut’s Jim Calhoun has three NCAA titles, 
and Florida’s Billy Donovan has won two. 
•	 Tennessee currently ranks fifth nationally in average home attendance (17,192). The Vols are 
riding a streak of six consecutive seasons with a national top-five finish in attendance.
•	 Tennessee owns a 6-13 all-time record against the eighth-ranked team in the AP poll.

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Tennessee Trends
•	 The Vols have held four of their SEC opponents 
to less than 60 points and own a scoring defense 
of 60.2 ppg in conference play.
•	 In SEC play, the Vols rank second in the league 
in rebounding (36.8 rpg) and scoring defense (60.2 
ppg) and rank third in rebounding margin (+4.0).
•	 Tennessee has outscored 17 of its 24 opponents 
in the paint in this season.
•	 The Vols boast a +10.2 scoring margin at home.
•	 UT ranks 51st nationally with 4.5 blocks per 
game. Interestingly, 42.1 percent of UT’s blocks are 
by guards and 33.6 percent are by freshmen.
•	 Trae Golden ranks third in the SEC in assists (4.6 
apg) and fourth in free-throw shooting (.824).
•	 The Vols are 4-1 this season when Golden 
records at least seven assists, and 58.6 percent of 
his assists are logged during the second half.
•	 Jeronne Maymon ranks second in the SEC in 
field-goal percentage (.556) and fifth rebounding 
(7.9 rpg) 
•	 Maymon’s .580 field-goal percentage in SEC 
play ranks second in the league, and his six double-
doubles this season are fourth among SEC players.
•	 Senior guard Cameron Tatum has more career 
games with 10+ points than any other Vol has 
career starts (42).
•	  83.3 percent of junior Skylar McBee’s career 
field-goal attempts have been 3-pointers (255-306).
•	 Tennessee is averaging 14.6 pass deflections per 
game so far this season.
•	 More than 26 percent of Jordan McRae’s points 
this season have come via a Trae Golden assist (55 
of 204 points).
•	 UT has played eight games against AP top-25 
teams—two more than the next closest SEC team 
(South Carolina has faced six).
•	 Tennessee’s schedule this season includes 12 
games against teams in the top 50 of the Sagarin 
Ratings (updated Feb. 2). 

Noting Florida
The eighth-ranked Gators enter Saturday’s game 
with all five starters averaging double figures in 
scoring ... Florida had a seven-game win streak 
snapped Tuesday at Kentucky ... UF leads the SEC 
in scoring (79.2 ppg), 3-point shooting (.395, 10.3 
makes per game), assists (16.0 apg) and assist/turn-
over ratio (1.5, fifth nationally) ... In SEC play, Florida 
averages 68.8 ppg ... Senior point guard Erving 
Walker leads the SEC in assists (5.0 apg) and assist/
turnover ratio (2.4) ... Kenny Boynton is third in 
the league in scoring with 17.6 ppg ... Sophomore 
Patric Young showcases his abilities as a play-
maker by averaging an impressive 1.4 assists per 
game as a 6-9 center ... Freshman guard Bradley 
Beal—one of the SEC’s top-rebounding guard with 
6.1 rpg—is projected to be the eighth overall pick 
in this summer’s NBA Draft, according to NBADraft.
net ... Young, meanwhile is projected by the same 
site to be the 23rd overall pick in June ... Veteran 
head coach Billy Donovan has led the Gators to 
two national championships (2006 and 2007).

In The Last Game vs. Florida...
Tennessee placed four players in double figures as 
the Volunteers opened SEC play with a 67-56 upset 
victory over No. 13 Florida Jan. 7 at Thompson-
Boling Arena ... In head coach Cuonzo Martin’s 
conference debut, his defensive-minded Vols held 
Florida’s three-guard attack in check by winning 
the edge in the paint (32-20) and holding the 
Gators to just 29.6 percent shooting in the sec-
ond half ... Florida shot a season-low 35.7 per-
cent in the game to Tennessee’s 51 percent ... 
Tennessee only attempted 10 3-pointers and made 
five of them ... Martin altered the Vols’ starting 
lineup for the first time all season, inserting fresh-
man guard Josh Richardson and senior forward 
Renaldo Woolridge ... Kenny Hall and Jordan 
McRae responded off the bench ... Hall led the 
inside presence for UT by scoring 13 points, and 
McRae got going midway through the first half and 
finished with 10 points ... Jeronne Maymon and 
Trae Golden both added 12 points ... The Vols out-
scored the Gators’ bench 25-1 ... Kenny Boynton 
and Erik Murphy led the Gators with 13 each ... 
The game marked the ninth time an unranked UT 
squad defeated a Florida team that was ranked in 
the AP top 25.

Road Woes Widespread In SEC
Tennessee isn’t the only team in the SEC that has 
struggled to notch wins on the road during confer-
ence play ... Props to SEC Network proudcer Eric 
Posman for pointing out that (through Wednes-
day’s games) eight SEC teams—excluding Ken-
tucky, Florida, Vanderbilt and Alabama—have com-
bined for just two road wins during league play ... The 
Vols are joined by Arkansas, LSU, Auburn, Georgia 
and South Carolina as teams seeking their first SEC 
road win ... The league as a whole owns an 18- 41 
(.305) record on the road in league play.

Defense Shines In SEC Games
Overall this season, Tennessee ranks eighth in the 
SEC in scoring defense (65.5 ppg) ... But in SEC 
games, the Vols have jumped all the way up to 
second in the league in scoring defense, allowing 
just 60.2 ppg.  

10 For McBee = Win For Tennessee
Tennessee is 8-0 this season when junior guard 
Skylar McBee scores in double figures ... McBee 
earned his second consecutive start Wednesday vs. 
South Carolina and scored in double figures for the 
second time in a row and third time in the last four 
games ... The Vols are 5-2 when McBee makes at 
least three 3-pointers.

Ranked Opponents A Rocky Top Regularity
Tennessee is on track to play nine games against AP 
top-25 teams this season (not including any poten-
tial postseason matchups) ... The Vols played nine 
games vs. ranked teams last season and 10 games 
against ranked teams in 2009-10 ... Since Nov. 23, 
2009, Tennessee has played 27 games against 
top-25 teams, winning 10.

After using the same starting five for each of 
the first 14 games this season (Golden, McRae, 
Tatum, Maymon, Hall), Tennessee has used four  
different starting lineups in the last 10 games ... 
Senior guard Cameron Tatum and junior forward 
Jeronne Maymon are the only Vols to start all 24 
games this season.

Tatum Joins 1,000-Point Club
Senior Cameron Tatum drained a 3-pointer from 
the right side Feb. 8 against South Carolina to 
become the 44th member of Tennessee’s 1,000-
Point Club ... The Lithonia, Ga., native averages 7.8 
ppg in 128 career games as a Vol.

Tatum Ascending Tennessee’s Games Played List
Senior Cameron Tatum also is rapidly ascending 
Tennessee’s all-time games played list ... Tatum 
has seen action in 128 contests during his 
career, ranking tied for third in program his-
tory ... Should he appear in all 31 of Tennessee’s 
regular-season games this year, he’ll finish his 
career ranked second in Vols history with 135 
games played.

Tatum Approaching Top 10 In 3-Pointers Made
Senior Cameron Tatum has made 144 3-pointers 
in his career, which puts him eight makes shy of 
tying Lang Wiseman (152 from 1990-93) for 10th 
place on UT’s all-time list ... Current Chicago Bulls 
point guard C.J. Watson (2003-06) ranks ninth in 
school history with 165 3-pointers made.

Tatum Reaches 200 Career Assist Mark
Cameron Tatum recorded his 200th career assist 
Jan. 31 at Kentucky ... He is just the 16th player in 
school history to have 1,000 points and 200 assists.

Big Boost Off Bench Recently
Since SEC play began on Jan. 7, Tennessee’s 
bench has outscored its opponents’ bench by 
12.2 ppg (21.4 to 9.2) ... UT’s bench has enjoyed 
an advantage in bench points in 15 of its last 16 
games.

Vols Faced 16 2012 NBA Draft Picks In January
According to the website NBADraft.net, Tennessee 
faced 16 players—just during the month of 
January—who are projected to be selected in 
June’s NBA Draft ...

Golden Distribution Breakdown
Point guard Trae Golden has 111 assists this sea-
son and is third in the SEC with 4.6 apg ... His assists 
have led directly to 264 Tennessee points, or 16.1 
percent of the team’s points this season ... Of the 
254 points Golden’s assists have generated, 21.8 
percent (55 points) have been scored by guard 
Jordan McRae ... 37.8 percent of Golden-generated 
scoring has come from guard Cameron Tatum and 
forward Jeronne Maymon (48 points, or 18.9 per-
cent each) ... Golden’s dishes have led to 45 points 
for Skylar McBee ... 46 of Golden’s 107 assists have 
led directly to 3-point baskets, and 61.5 percent of 
his total assists have come during the second half 
of games.

I keep coming back 
to if you want to win championships, you’ve got to 
be able to guard in the half court, you’ve got to be 
physical and you’ve got to have toughness. I don’t 
really care what their record is; (Tennessee) is an 
NCAA Tournament team. He’s doing it by changing 
a culture. He’s getting them to guard. The second 
thing is he’s doing it in recruiting. I can’t imagine 
they’re not ecstatic.”

Woolridge Getting More Minutes On The Wing
Head coach Cuonzo Martin on Jan. 16 indicated 
that senior Renaldo Woolridge would start see-
ing minutes at the No. 3 position after playing 
primarily in the post to that point in the season ... 
Martin praised Woolridge’s energy and enthusiasm 
this year ... At top-ranked Kentucky on Jan. 31, 
Woolridge went 5-for-5 from 3-point range in 
the first half en route to a career-high-tying 
17 points ... Fellow senior Cameron Tatum is the 
starter at the No. 3 spot.

28-24 and 28-16) and UNC Greensboro (32-24) are 
the teams who outscored UT in the paint thus far ... 
ETSU and Georgia each matched the Vols’ total for 
paint scoring this season.

Eleven Double-Doubles In 24 Games
No player on this year’s Tennessee roster had 
a double-double last season, but the Vols have 
logged 11 double-doubles this year in 24 games

Maymon Goes #BeastMode vs. Top-10 Tigers
Junior forward Jeronne Maymon’s 32-point, 
20-rebound game against eighth-ranked Memphis 
at the Maui Invitational (11/22/11) was noteworthy 
on numerous accounts:
 It was just the sixth 30-20 game in Tennessee history; it was the 
first since Steve Hamer posted 31-21 against Alabama in the SEC 
Tournament on March 7, 1996, in New Orleans (UT won 77-65).
 It was the first 30-20 game by a “major conference” player since 
Oklahoma’s Blake Griffin posted one in 2009. The previous two before 
Griffin’s were recorded by Kansas State’s Michael Beasley and Texas’ 
Kevin Durant.
 The 20 rebounds set a Maui Invitational record, breaking the 
previous mark of 19, set most recently by Kansas’ Nick Collison against 
Seton Hall in 2001.
 His 32 points gave him 72 on the season (four games). In 23 previ-
ous college games coming into this year, he totaled 73 points.
 His 32 points vs. Memphis came close to equaling his scoring total 
from all of last season (37 points in 14 games).
 His 32 points and 20 rebounds both currently stand as the top 
individual scoring and rebounding efforts by an SEC player this season.

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Vols Enjoying World-Class Facilities
The University of Tennessee has invested more than 
$40 million into its basketball facilities since the end 
of the 2006-07 campaign ... Prior to the 2007-08 sea-
son, UT added a basketball-only practice facility and 
began the first phase of renovations to Thompson-
Boling Arena ... The $19 million first phase of renova-
tions included the addition of 32 luxury suites that 
are located in the existing north balcony, a loge 
area just below the luxury suites that includes 166 
side court seats, new seats for the entire arena, a 
$3 million center-hung scoreboard and concourse 
refurbishments, such as graphics and other ameni-
ties ... The renovations took Thompson-Boling’s 
capacity down from 24,535 to 21,678 ... The 
Vols’ state-of-the-art basketball practice facility, 
Pratt Pavilion, houses two full-size gymnasiums, 
one for each of the men’s and women’s basketball 
teams, as well as an athletic training room, weight 
room and film-study room ... Prior to the 2010-11 
season, a pedestrian bridge was constructed lead-
ing from the G-10 parking garage to the arena, an 
elevator was added at the arena’s northwest end 
as a customer service amenity and new exterior 
signage was installed on the building’s facade ... 
The UT athletics department renovated the men’s 
and women’s basketball offices at the arena during 
the 2010-11 campaign, creating a new and impres-
sive “front door” for the basketball programs ...

King’s No. 53 jersey was officially retired during a 
halftime ceremony at the Feb. 13, 2007, home game 
against Kentucky (UT won 89-85) ... Then on March 
2, 2008, Ernie Grunfeld (1974-77) became the sec-
ond UT player to receive the ultimate honor, when 
his No. 22 jersey was unveiled in the rafters during 
halftime of Tennessee’s 63-60 victory over Kentucky 
... Allan Houston (1990-93) became the third such 
honoree at March 6, 2011, game against Kentucky.

Tennessee has sold more than 13,200 season-ticket 
packages for the 2011-12 season, Cuonzo Martin’s 
debut campaign on Rocky Top ... The Vols’ current

Thompson-Boling Arena Turns 25-Years-Old
The 2011-12 campaign marks Tennessee’s 25th 
season of basketball in Thompson-Boling Arena ... 
To commemorate the anniversary, the Volunteers 
have highlighted great moments in TBA history on 
this year’s tickets ... Promotions at UT home games 
will look back on the great players and plays in the 
facility’s history ... The Vols are 291-103 (.739) all-
time in Thompson-Boling Arena, and the venue has 
hosted 73 men’s games for which the attendance 
exceeded 20,000 ... In total, TBA has hosted more 
than 6.2 million fans for UT men’s games.

Friendly Confines
In 2010, Cuonzo Martin’s Missouri State team tied 
Kansas for the national Division I lead in home 
wins with 19 ... And Missouri State’s average home 
attendance increased more than 1,350 fans per 
game during Martin’s tenure there ...
