No. 24 Lady Vols Set to Kick Off  NCAA Tournament Against Duke on Friday
  For the fi fth time in the past six seasons, the 24th-ranked University of Tennessee volleyball 
team (23-7) will take part in the NCAA Tournament as it is set to host the fi rst and second rounds this 
weekend at Thompson-Boling Arena in Knoxville. The Lady Volunteers will open the competition 
against Atlantic Coast Conference-foe Duke (27-5) at 7 p.m. on Friday, Dec. 4. The winner of that 
contest will take on either No. 11 Minnesota (24-8) or Louisville (21-10) at 7 p.m. the following 
day.
  Live stats and video for all matches is available for free at UTLadyVols.com. Roger Hoover will 
provide the play-by-play for the live video stream. Ticket sales will start on Friday with prices set 
at $6 for adults, $5 for students and senior citizens and $4 for children. Friday’s ticket is good for 
both matches and doors will open 60 minutes prior to the fi rst match.
  The Orange and White is 6-5 in NCAA Tournament matches under Head Coach Rob Patrick, 
including four victories in its run to the Final Four in 2005. Overall, UT is an even 10-10 all-time in 
the tournament. 
  Tennessee fi nished the 2009 regular season on quite a roll, winning 17 of its fi nal 20 matches 
en route to a 23-7 overall record and 16-4 mark in Southeastern Conference play. The Big Orange 
was especially impressive down the stretch, claiming a pair of victories over top-15 opponents in a 
span of just fi ve days, defeating No. 13 Florida on Nov. 20 and 10th-ranked Kentucky on Nov. 25.
  A school-record tying fi ve Lady Vols picked up All-SEC honors following the conclusion of 
the regular season, highlighted by senior Chloe Goldman who was named the league’s libero of 
the year. She was also tabbed to the All-SEC First Team alongside junior Nikki Fowler, while senior 
Farren Powe and sophomore Kayla Jeter earned second-team honors and Leslie Cikra was named 
to the all-freshman squad. 
  One of the best defensive teams in the nation, Tennessee fi nished the regular season on top 
of the SEC charts in all three major defensive categories, giving up a league-low .161 opponent 
hitting percentage and averaging 2.72 blocks and 16.42 digs per set for the year. Entering the 
NCAA Tournament, the team ranks 14th in the nation in blocking. Individually, both Powe and 
junior Leah Hinkey place among the top 50 players in the country at 44 and 50, respectively, with 
block per set averages of 1.21 and 1.18. Goldman, meanwhile, topped all SEC performers and 
ranks 53rd in the nation with 4.75 digs per set.
  The winner in Saturday’s match will advance to the Minneapolis Regional, which is set to take 
place Dec. 11-12. The regional winners will then move on to the National Semifi nals and Finals 
hosted by the University of South Florida and Tampa Sports Commission at the St. Pete Times 
Forum in Tampa, Fla., on Dec. 17 and 19.

2009 LADY VOL VOLLEYBALL
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DÉJÀ VU ALL OVER AGAIN
  For the second year in a row, Tennessee was 
able to keep Kentucky from winning a share of the 
SEC championship with a fi ve-set victory on the 
fi nal day of the regular season.   
 After cruising to wins in each of the fi rst two 
sets, the Lady Vols dropped consecutive frames 
and fell behind 14-10 in the fi fth and deciding 
stanza. Despite the gloomy outlook, UT scored 
the fi nal six points of the match, including three 
on kills by sophomore Kayla Jeter, to edge out a 
25-16, 25-14, 24-26, 17-25, 16-14, triumph over the 
10th-ranked Wildcats, picking up its second win 
over a top-15 opponent in the span of fi ve days 
(No. 13 Florida on Nov. 20).
  With the victory, Tennessee claimed its 16th 
conference win of the year, setting the school 
record in the process. The Orange and White 
had previously won 15 league contests on three 
diff erent occasions, most recently accomplishing 
the feat last season. The team’s 31 SEC triumphs 
since the beginning of the 2008 campaign mark 
the most productive two-year stretch in school 
history, surpassing the 28 wins it accumulated 
between 2004 and 2005.
  Also of note is the fact that Wednesday’s 
win was the 750th in program history and gave 
UT a 12-1 mark at home in 2009, tying the 2004 
squad for the most home victories during a single 
season. 

HOME IS WHERE THE WINS ARE
  After spending 10 seasons in Stokely Athletics 
Center, the Lady Vol volleyball team is in its second 
year playing in Thompson-Boling Arena on the 
banks of the Tennessee River.
  The Big Orange has brought with it the tradition 
of home-court dominance that it displayed in 
Stokely, where it amassed an impressive 98-34 (.742) 
record following a multi-million dollar renovation 
that was completed prior to the 1998 season. Since 
beginning to play in the facility full-time in 2008, the 
Lady Vols are 23-4 (.852) in home matches, including 
a near-perfect 12-1 record in 2009. 

IF YOU MOVE THERE, THEY WILL COME
  Since the UT volleyball team made the move 
to Thompson-Boling Arena full time in 2008, 
attendance has steadily improved to the point 
where they Lady Vols broke  a pair of single-season 
attendance records  this year. 
  With 758 fans in attendance to witness 
Wednesday’s triumph over No. 10 Kentucky, 
Tennessee broke its single-season attendance 
record, moving its 2009 total to 10,019, surpassing 
the previous mark of 9,565 set in 2005. It also set 
the record for average attendance with 771 fans 
coming through the turnstiles for each contest in 
Thompson-Boling Arena in 2009.  
 Those marks surpassedthe previous highs of 
9,565 and 736 which it set in 2005 when it went 
25-9 and reached the NCAA Final Four.

FOWLER MAKES HISTORY WITH THIRD 
CONSECUTIVE SEC OFFENSIVE POW 
  After leading Tennessee to its fi rst victory 
over Florida since 2005 and a dominating sweep 
of South Carolina, junior outside hitter Nikki Fowler 
became the fi rst player in history to win three 
consecutive Southeastern Conference Off ensive 
Player of the Week awards on Nov. 23. The Dallas, 
Texas, native was also selected as the Lady Vol 
Athlete of the Week for the fourth time during the 
2009 campaign.
  The SEC accolades gave her a league-leading 
four this season, the most in a single year by any 
player in conference history, and seven for her 
career, which matches the mark set by three-time 
SEC Player of the Year Aury Cruz of Florida. Fowler’s 
honors, however, have all come in the past two 
years, while it took Cruz four years to accomplish 
the feat.

TOP-25 POLL
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  Since the SEC began handing out weekly 
honors in 1994, only six other players have ever 
won back-to-back awards, including former Lady 
Vol Kristen Andre in 2005. No player has ever 
claimed three consecutive defensive accolades 
either and Arkansas’ Jasmine Norton only recently 
became the fi rst player to ever win the freshman 
honors in three straight weeks.
  Overall, Tennessee has won more SEC 
Off ensive Player of the Week honors than any other 
school since its emergence on the volleyball scene 
in 2004 with a grand total of 18. That is three more 
than Florida players have claimed during that span 
and nine more than both Georgia and LSU.

GOLDMAN ALSO RACKING UP  WEEKLY 
CONFERENCE HONORS
 ̀  In addition to Fowler’s honors, UT senior 
libero Chloe Goldman had a standout season as 
well, winning SEC Defensive Player of the Week 
accolades on two diff erent occasions, giving her 
a total of six for her career. That ranks second in 
league history, behind only Florida’s Elyse Cusack 
who won the 12th award of her career this past 
week.
  Goldman was one of three players to earn the 
award more than once this year, as Cusack won 
three and Kentucky’s BriAnne Sauer claimed two. 
She fi rst took home the laurels Oct. 5 before doing 
so once again just two weeks later on Oct. 19.

DOUBLE-DOUBLES ALL-AROUND
  It has become common occurrence for a Lady 
Vol player to reach double-digits in two statistical 
categories in recent weeks, as junior Nikki Fowler 
has accumulated 14 consecutive double-doubles, 
dating back to a 3-0 victory over Auburn in 
Knoxville on Oct. 11. During that stretch, the 6-2 
outside hitter is averaging 4.44 kills per set and 
3.51 digs per frame with totals of 244 putaways 
and 193 scoops.  She now has a career total of 35 
double-doubles.
  Sophomore Kelsey Mahoney has gotten in 
on the action recently, recording double-doubles 
in four of the team’s last six contests to give her 
13 in her career. She tallied 21 assists and 14 digs 
in a 3-0 triumph over Alabama on Nov. 8 before 
notching career-high totals of 53 assists and 19 
digs in a fi ve-set loss at Auburn fi ve days later and 
posting a 46-assist, 14-dig performance against 
No. 13 Florida on Nov. 20. In the team’s regular-
season fi nale, Mahoney registered 49 assists in 10 
digs while leading UT to a 3-2 triumph over No. 10 
Kentucky.
  Overall, four different Lady Vols have 
combined to post a total of 28 double-doubles in 
2009, led by 17 from Fowler. Mahoney is second 
with eight, while senior Kylie Marshall has two and 
junior Emily Steinbeck has one.

 FOWLER NAMED TO COSIDA ACADEMIC 
ALL-DISTRICT FIRST TEAM
  For the second straight season, junior outside 
hitter Nikki Fowler has been named to the ESPN 
The Magazine Academic All-District First Team, as 
announced by the College Sports Information 
Directors of America.
  A business major, Fowler currently holds a 
cumulative GPA of 3.82. The award gives the Lady 
Vols five players in as many seasons that have 
earned academic all-district honors. Fowler first 
accomplished the feat last season, just a year after 
Jena Berg earned second-team laurels. In 2006, 
Kelsey Fautsch claimed a spot on the fi rst team en 
route to third-team All-America honors, while Kristen 
Andre was named to the second team in 2005. 

 UT INKS THREE OF NATION’S TOP 
PREPSTERS
  Three of the nation’s top recruits will join the 
University of Tennessee volleyball program for the 
2010 campaign. All three of this year’s signees, 
including outside hitters Kelsey Robinson and 
Carly Sahagian of Bartlett, Ill., and Knoxville native 
Kylann Scheidt, a setter from Farragut High School, 
are ranked among the top-32 seniors in the nation 
by PrepVolleyball.com.
  Tennessee is one of just four schools in the 
country, joining Penn State, Cal and Southern 
California, to have three incoming players ranked 
among the top-third of the Web site’s “Senior Aces” 
list.
  Ranked No. 19 on the PrepVolleyball.com 
Senior Aces list, Robinson is a 6-2 outside hitter 
that spent her high school career at Wheaton-St. 
Francis, where she was a three-year starter and 
two-time captain for the perennial Illinois high 
school power.
  A 6-1 outside hitter from Bartlett High School, 
Sahagian is rated as the 32nd-best senior in the 
country by PrepVolleyball.com. A three-time all-area 
selection and four-year starter for the Hawks, she led 
the Fox Valley region in kills as a senior with 422 in 
848 attempts, while hitting at a blistering .357 clip.

  Both Robinson and Sahagian have played 
alongside each other for the past two seasons as 
teammates on the Sports Performance Volleyball 
Club’s 16 and 18-Elite squads.
  The fi rst signee from Knoxville in Patrick’s 13-
year tenure at Rocky Top, Scheidt, ranked No. 21 on 
PrepVolleyball.com’s Senior Aces chart, prepped 
at Farragut High School where she started for 
three seasons, earning captain status as a senior. 
Originally from Firth, Nebraska, she played her 
freshman campaign at Norris High, claiming 
all-state honorable mention and top newcomer 
awards. She was recently named to the 2009-10 
Under Armour Girls High School All-American 
Team and will join the UT program in January.

LADY VOLS NO. 19 IN MOST RECENT 
NCAA RPI RANKINGS
  In the fi nal batch of the 2009 NCAA Division 
I Volleyball RPI released before the national 
tournament, the University of Tennessee found 
itself in good position as it was ranked 19th in 
the nation. With a record of 23-7 overall and a 
16-4 mark in Southeastern Conference action, 
the Lady Volunteers have also worked their 
way back into the American Volleyball Coaches 
Association’s weekly poll, earning 50 votes in the 
most recent version of the rankings, to place 27th, 
unoffi  cially.
  The NCAA RPI rankings take into account 
strength of schedule, as well as the team’s record 
both on the road and at home. The Big Orange is 
9-7 against regionally-ranked teams and 4-5 versus 
top-50 squads with a sweep of No. 14 Notre Dame,  
3-1 triumphs at No. 21 Kentucky and vs. No. 16 
Florida and another sweep over No. 34 Lipscomb. 
UT has now won 16 of its last 19 contests dating 
back to a 3-0 victory over Arkansas on Sept. 25.
  Tennessee is one of four SEC teams currently 
ranked among the top-25 in the nation, behind 
No. 12 LSU and 16th-rated Florida and the 21st-
ranked Wildcats. That number is one more than the 
Big 12, ties the Big Ten and trails only the Pac-10 
conference’s total of six squads in the top-25. 

BONUS VOLLEYBALL
  The Lady Vols must like giving fans their 
money’s worth, because they have needed to go 
past regulation to close out a set a total of 16 times 
this season. UT has gone 7-9 in those frames and 
had won fi ve straight such sets, including the fi fth 
and deciding set in its come-from-behind victory 
over Louisville, 17-15, on Sept. 30, until LSU won 
back-to-back sets by the score of 27-25 on Oct. 
26.

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DEEE-FENSE!!!
  A trademark of Rob Patrick-coached teams, 
defense has been a priority for the Lady Vols in 
2009 as usual. Tennessee finished the regular 
season ranked fi rst among SEC squads and 14th 
in the nation with 2.71 blocks per set. It also tops 
the league with an opponent hitting percentage of 
just .161 and an average of 16.42 digs per frame.
  Individually, senior Farren Powe ranks 44th in 
the country and third in the SEC with 1.21 blocks 
per set this season, while fellow middle blocker 
Leah Hinkey stands fourth in the league and 50th 
in the nation at 1.18 per set. Senior Chloe Goldman 
led all conference players and ranks 53rd in the 
country with 4.75 digs per set.

MEET THE DIGGERS: 300 DIGS AND 
COUNTING
  Long known for being a great defensive team, 
Tennessee is the only  squad in SEC this season to 
have three players accumulate 300 or more digs.  
SEC Libero of the Year senior Chloe Goldman’ leads 
the way with 537 scoops, while junior Nikki Fowler 
has 373 and senior Kylie Marshall has 346. The trio 
accounts for 61.7 percent of the team’s digs total.  
South Carolina and Georgia are the only other SEC 
teams to even have two players over 300 digs this 
season.

TAMING THE WILDCATS
  For the second straight season, the Lady 
Volunteers traveled to Memorial Coliseum in 
Lexington, Ky., and took out a ranked Wildcat 
squad on Wednesday, Oct. 21.
  The Big Orange defeated UK in four sets, 
25-23, 23-25, 25-23, 25-22, in front of 2,291 fans 
and a national television audience on ESPNU.  

Junior Nikki Fowler posted her most impressive 
performance of the season, blasting out 20 kills 
and collecting 17 digs for her fourth consecutive 
double-double and 25th of her career. The Dallas, 
Texas, native also had four blocks, two assists 
and an ace in the victory. Senior Chloe Goldman 
paced the squad defensively with 23 digs, while 
sophomore Kayla Jeter hit at an impressive .325 
clip with 14 kills and just one error on 40 swings.  
 The win over the seventh-ranked Wildcats 
marked the highest-rated opponent Tennessee 
has defeated since it took out No. 2 Penn State 
in State College, Pa., on Dec. 9, 2005, to advance 
to the Elite Eight for the fi rst time in program 
history.

TAKING OUT THE GATORS
  Playing in front of the third-largest crowd in 
program history, Tennessee claimed an impressive 
come-from-behind triumph over 13th-ranked 
Florida on Friday, Nov. 20, winning in four sets, 
22-25, 25-23, 25-15, 25-22, at Thompson-Boling 
Arena. A total of 1,532 Orange and White-clad 
faithful witnessed the Lady Volunteers’ second 
victory over a ranked team this season and fourth 
in the past three years.
  A s a team, the Big Orange outhit the Gators, 
.219 to .139, holding UF to its second-lowest 
hitting percentage of the season. It also collected 
more kills (58 to 53), had nine more digs (81-73) 
and six more assists (55 to 50). It was a tale of two 
halves, as Tennessee kept the Florida off ense in 
check over the course of the fi nal two sets, holding 
the Gators to a miniscule .002 attack average (21-
19-90) after they hit .265 (32-10-83) in the opening 
two frames.

PATRICK EARNS 250TH CAREER WIN
  Already the all-time winningest coach in 
Tennessee Lady Vol volleyball history, Rob Patrick 
reached another milestone on Sept. 25 as he 
earned his 250th career victory with a sweep 
over Arkansas. Patrick’s record currently stands 
at 266-142 (.652).  His record in matches against 
conference foes is 138-93 (.597).

FOWLER BECOMES UT’S 17TH MEMBER 
OF 1,000 KILLS CLUB
  With a 14-kill performance in a 3-1 win 
at Alabama on Oct. 16, UT junior Nikki Fowler  
became the 17th member of the Lady Vol version 
of the 1,000 career kill club. The Dallas, Texas, 
native now has a career total of 1,228, which ranks 
13th all-time in Tennessee volleyball history. Prior 
to Fowler reaching the milestone mark, Yuliya 
Stoyanova and Sarah Blum were the most recent 
players to accomplish the feat, having both done 
so during the 2006 campaign.

MODEL OF CONSISTENCY
  Since her arrival at Rocky Top from her 
hometown of Puyallup, Wash., in 2006, senior Kylie 
Marshall has been a mainstay in the UT lineup, 
playing in 98.9 percent of the team’s sets, missing 
just fi ve of 465 in four seasons. 
   Only four-year starter Julie Knytych has 
played in a higher percentage of sets during her 
UT career, as she did not miss even a single frame 
from 2002-05.
  Marshall has been a rock in the back row both 
passing and digging, tying with fellow classmate 
Chloe Goldman for the team-high with a .970 
reception percentage during that time, as well as 
rising to No. 3 on UT’s career digs chart with 1,351 

scoops.
  The 5-11 outside hitter has also been 
a standout in the classroom, having already 
earned a bachelor’s degree in accounting with 
a concentration in fi nance in May of 2009. She is 
currently pursuing a Master of Accountancy and 
will work at Ernst & Young in Chattanooga upon 
fi nishing her coursework. 

LADY VOLS HELP “DIG FOR THE CURE”
  For the second consecutive season, the Lady 
Vols hosted a “Dig for the Cure”  event as part of 
National Breast Cancer Awareness Month, doing 
so on Sunday, Oct. 11, when it defeated Auburn 
in three sets. 
  In conjunction with the Knoxville affi  liate of the 
Susan G. Komen Foundation and Zeta Tau Alpha 
sorority, Tennessee was able to help raise over $1,000 
for breast cancer awareness and research. UT also 
participated in  “Dig for the Cure” contests at South 
Carolina on Oct. 2 and at Alabama on Oct. 16.

LADY VOLS LOOK GOOD IN T WO 
APPEARANCES ON THE WORLDWIDE 
LEADER
  In its two matches on ESPNU this season, 
the Big Orange has posted a pair of impressive 
performances, sweeping Ole Miss on Sept. 27 and 
downing No. 7 Kentucky on the road on Oct. 21.
  Tennessee’s showdown with the Wildcats 
last Wednesday on ESPNU marked its fourth-ever 
appearance on the ESPN family of networks. The 
Lady Vols were previously seen on the Worldwide 
Leader in Sports twice in 2005. First on ESPNU 
against Missouri in the NCAA Regional Final on  
Dec. 10 at Penn State and then again against 
Washington in the NCAA Final Four on Dec. 15. 
That match was also shown live on ESPNU and 
tape-delayed on ESPN2.

LADY VOLS PERFECT ON THE TUBE
  The Lady Vols have been featured on regional 
or national television a program-high fi ve times 
in 2009, going a perfect 5-0 with a pair of sweeps. 
Over the past seven seasons, UT has made a total 
of 20 television appearances.
  This year, Tennessee was fi rst showcased on 
ESPNU on Sept. 27, when it made quick work of 
Ole Miss in Knoxville. The Big Orange was just as 
impressive in its second appearance as it swept 
Georgia on SportSouth at Thompson-Boling Arena 
on Oct. 9. It was the third television eff ort that may 
have been its best though, as Tennessee took out 
No. 7 Kentucky live on ESPNU in four sets on the 
road on Oct. 21.

1,000 CAREER KILLS CLUB
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  For its fourth time on the tube, the Big 
Orange traveled to Oxford, Miss., where it picked 
up its second victory over Ole Miss on television, 
downing the Rebels in four sets on Oct. 30.
  Tennessee’s fi nal television appearance of 
the 2009 regular season came on Comcast Sports 
Southeast on Nov. 15, when it outlasted a strong 
eff ort by Georgia to win in fi ve frames.
  A total of 16 SEC volleyball matches were 
broadcast this season under the league’s new 
television deal with ESPN. That more than triples 
the number of contests that were televised in 2008 
and is the most in conference history. All matches 
were broadcast live.

HINKEY NEARLY PERFECT AGAINST 
MARSHALL
  UT junior Leah Hinkey made certain that 
opponents knew she was back at full speed after 
suff ering a season-ending knee injury last year with 
the best off ensive performance of her career against 
Marshall on Sept. 12 at the Carolina Classic.
  The Glenwood Springs, Colo., native recorded 
the second-best single-match hitting percentage 
in school history, hitting at a .923 clip with 12 kills 
and no errors on 13 swings against the Thundering 
Herd.  She tallied kills on her last 11 attacks of the 
contest. She then proceeded to notch six kills 
on her fi rst10 attacks in UT’s next match at LSU 
on Sept. 18 before recording her fi rst error. In all, 
Hinkey took 24 consecutive swings without an 
error.

NUMEROUS RECORDS FALL AGAINST 
THUNDERING HERD
  After a rough start to the Carolina Classic, 
Tennessee fi nally put together a complete eff ort 
in the tournament fi nale with a sweep of Marshall, 
setting a number of records in the process.  
 The fi rst set did not come easy for the Lady 
Vols as they squeaked out a 37-35 victory. That 
stands as the third-highest score for a single-set 
during an NCAA Division I contest in the 25-point 
rally scoring era and the highest in Tennessee 
history since it dropped a 37-35 set to LSU in 
Knoxville on Sept. 15, 2006.
  UT then proceeded to take the following sets 
by scores of 25-15 and 25-12, giving it a team total 
of 87 points (37-25-25) for the match. That ranks 
as the second highest three-set total by an NCAA 
Division I team in the 25-point rally scoring era, 
behind only Michigan’s total of 88 (25-25-38) in a 
sweep of Indiana on Oct. 18, 2008.
  During the third frame, the Big Orange set yet 
another record, scoring 15 straight points. After 
an Elizabeth Herman kill gave Marshall the fi rst 
point of the set, the Lady Vols kept the Herd off  
the board for the next 15 plays. With Kylie Marshall 
serving, the Big Orange went on the longest run 
in school history, surpassing the streak of 13 
points that it scored with Julie Knytych serving 
against Lipscomb on Aug. 27, 2005. The 15-point 
spree also ties Kylie Marshall for the fi fth-longest 
consecutive points served streak in NCAA Division 
I history.

LADY VOL PAIR NAMED TO CAROLINA 
CLASSIC ALL-TOURNAMENT TEAM
  A pair of Lady  Vols were named to the 
Carolina Classic All-Tournament team after leading 
UT to a runner-up fi nish at the competition, Sept. 
11-12 in Chapel Hill, N.C.
  Junior Leah Hinkey earned a spot on the 
squad after posting a .383 hitting percentage, 25 

kills and a team-high 19 blocks over the course of 
the weekend. 
  Joining her on the team was senior libero 
Chloe Goldman who was the team’s defensive 
catalyst with a total of 56 digs in the tournament. 
She averaged 4.67 digs per set and passed at a 
remarkable .990 clip with just a single reception 
error in a team-high 101 attempts.

FOWLER EARNS LADY VOL ATHLETE OF 
THE WEEK HONORS AFTER MVP EFFORT
  Following an MVP performance at the 
seventh annual Comcast Lady Vol Classic in UT’s 
opening weekend of play, junior outside hitter 
Nikki Fowler  earned the initial Lady Vol Athlete of 
the Week award of the 2009-10 campaign. She led 
the Big Orange to the tournament title with three 
wins in two days.
  The Dallas, Texas, native fi nished among the 
top three of all tournament performers in kills, 
digs, aces and blocks. She paced the Big Orange 
in kills in all three matches, fi nishing with 41 for 
the weekend.
  In the opening contest against the Golden 
Eagles on Saturday morning, Fowler tallied a stellar 
.455 hitting percentage with 11 kills and just a 
single error on 22 swings. Later that evening, she 
showed off  the defensive portion of her game 
against the Hilltoppers, collecting a career-high 25 
digs along with 15 kills to notch her fi rst double-
double of the season and 19th of her career.
  On Sunday, Fowler continued to lead the 
Tennessee off ensive attack, with 15 putaways and 
36 attacks. She narrowly missed out on her second 
double-double in as many days with nine digs, in 
addition to posting six blocks.
  Fowler was also UT’s top passer for the weekend, 
passing at a .975 clip with only two reception errors 
in a team-high 80 attempts. In all, she had over 40 
percent of the team’s reception attempts and 21 
more than any other player on the team.

UT HISTORY IN HOME OPENERS
  Throughout the years, the University of 
Tennessee volleyball team has amassed a stellar 
26-5 (.839) record in home openers, including a 
3-0 triumph over Tennessee Tech on Aug. 29 this 
season. During the Rob Patrick era, the Lady Vols 
have been even better with an 12-1 (.923) mark in 
his 13 years at the helm. The lone loss during that 
span was to LSU on Sept. 21, 2001.
  This season marked just the third time in the 
past 19 years that the Big Orange has opened the 
season at home. The team last did it in 2006 when 
it welcomed Virginia, Centenary and Miami (Ohio) 
to Knoxville for the Comcast Lady Vol Classic. Prior 
to that, UT had not opened a campaign at home 
since it hosted Chattanooga on Sept. 6, 1991.

FOWLER NAMED TO PRESEASON ALL-
SEC TEAM
  For the second straight season, University of 
Tennessee junior outside hitter Nikki Fowler was 
named to the 2009 preseason All-Southeastern 
Conference team. The team consisted of nine 
players, as voted on by the league’s head 
coaches.
  Fowler was one of just two players on the squad 
that were named to the team last season as well, 
sharing the honors with Florida senior libero Elyse 
Cusack. In total, fi ve seniors, two juniors, including 
Fowler and two sophomores made the list. The Gators 
topped all schools with three selections, followed by 
Kentucky with two. The Eastern Division had seven 

players recognized, while the West only had two.
  A 2008 American Volleyball Coaches 
Association Honorable Mention All-American, 
Fowler fi nished her sophomore campaign ranked 
second in the conference with 3.80 kills per set, en 
route to becoming the only unanimous selection 
to the All-SEC First Team.
  The Dallas, Texas, native, also led UT in kills 
(427), kills/set (3.62), attacks (1139), points (493.0) 
and points/set (4.18). Fowler enters the 2009 
campaign ranked third in the UT career record book 
with 9.57 attack attempts per set and eighth with 
3.44 kills per set after two years at Rocky Top.

UT PICKED TO FINISH THIRD IN SEC
  For the third consecutive season, the 
University of Tennessee volleyball team was picked 
to fi nish third in the Southeastern Conference 
Eastern Division, as determined by a vote of the 
league’s 11 head coaches.
  The Lady Vols fi nished behind Florida and 
Kentucky with a total of 25 points, including one 
fi rst-place vote.
  Following Florida (16 points), Kentucky (17) 
and Tennessee (25) in the East were South Carolina 
(36) and Georgia (46). LSU, meanwhile, was the 
unanimous selection to win the Western Division 
for the second straight year, with Ole Miss (24), 
Alabama (25), Auburn (41), Arkansas (44) and 
Mississippi State (51) rounding out the group.
  The Gators received the majority of the 
votes for SEC champion with seven, while 
Kentucky earned three and UT picked up a single 
nomination in the preseason survey.
  Points were compiled on a 1-2-3-4-5-6 basis 
for the Western Division and 1-2-3-4-5 for the 
Eastern Division. Each coach was not allowed 
to vote for his or her own team, and each coach 
also voted for one team as an overall conference 
champion.

UT ADDS CHAMPIONSHIP-LEVEL TALENT 
TO COACHING STAFF
  UT Head Coach Rob Patrick announced the 
hiring of Dani Busboom as an assistant coach on 
March 30, 2009
  A former standout player at Nebraska, 
Busboom brings a wealth of experience to Rocky 
Top, having guided the Huskers to a 124-10 record, 
three conference championships, two NCAA fi nals 
appearances and a national title during her four-
year career in Lincoln.

2009 SEC Libero of the Year

UT Career Digs Leader

  Following, arguably, the most impressive 
season of defensive play in school history, 
Tennessee senior Chloe Goldman was named 
the SEC Libero of the Year. During the 2009 
campaign, she became the fi rst player in UT 
history to reach 500 digs in three consecutive 
seasons en route to taking over the top spot 
on the career digs chart.  
  With 30 digs in a 3-1 road victory over 
SEC-rival Alabama on Oct. 16,  Goldman 
broke the previous career digs mark of 1,474 
set by Kristy Dobson18 years ago in 1991. 
  Goldman, who stands in a tie for fi fth 
on the SEC career digs list, also holds a 
commanding lead on the Lady Vol digs per 
set chart with a four-year average of 4.36. 
The next closest player is Amy Morris, who 
averaged 4.01 scoops per frame from 2003-
05 and was named the SEC Defensive Player 
of the Year in 2004.
  In 2008,  Goldman earned AVCA 
Honorable Mention All-Region honors after 
accumulating 511 digs to finish with the 
second-highest single-season total in school 
history. That mark falls behind only her own 
record of 628 digs set in 2007, while her 
average of 4.56 digs per set ranked third all-
time in the program’s single-season annals. 
  This season, the Monterey, Calif., product 
paces the UT squad with 537 digs and ranks 
fi rst in the SEC with an average of 4.75 digs 
per set.

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Duke Blue Devils (27-5)

  Duke makes the trip to Knoxville for the second 
time in four years, this time with a 27-5 record after 
fi nishing second in the Atlantic Coast Conference 
behind No. 3 Florida State. The NCAA Tournament 
appearance in the Blue Devils’ fi fth straight. They have 
won their fi rst round contest in each of the previous 
four years.
  The best defensive team in the ACC, having held 
opponents to a .156 hitting percentage, Duke ended 
the season on a six-match winning streak. 
  The Blue Devils are paced by 5-10 senior outside 
hitter Rachael Moss. A three-time AVCA Honorable 
Mention All-American and three-time All-ACC award-
winner, Moss averages 3.38 kills per set and 2.96 digs 
per frame with totals of 351 and 308, respectively. 
Not far behind her, however, are junior Becci Burling 
and sophomore Sophia Dunworth. Burling has 
accumulated 328 kills (2.83/set) this season, while 
Dunworth has a total of 290 putaways (2.61/set). 
  Defensively, junior Claire Smalzer holds down 
the fort with a squad-best 418 digs, good for an 
average of 3.98 per frame. Burling and freshman 
Christiana Gray have been the team’s most eff ective 
players at the net with block totals of 114 (0.98/set) 
and 110 (0.97/set), respectively.

THIS WEEK’S OPPONENT BREAKDOWNS

No. 11 Minnesota Gophers (24-8)

  No. 11 Minnesota completed its regular season 
with an overall record of 24-8 and enters the NCAA 
Tournament as the nation’s 11th seed. The Gophers 
will face Louisville in the fi rst round at 5 p.m. on 
Friday.
  Despite the departure of its leading attacker 
Brook Dieter (3.94 kps) at midseason, Minnesota has 
played extremely well down the stretch, winning 
seven of its last eight matches, including a 3-0 sweep 
over No. 5 Illinois in its regular-season fi nale. 
  The Gophers had three players earn Big Ten 
honors, as junior Lauren Gibbemeyer was named 
to the league’s fi rst team, senior Christine Tan was 
tabbed to the honorable mention team and Tabitha 
Love was selected to the all-freshman squad. 
  A 6-2 middle blocker, Gibbemeyer has taken 
over off ensively in Dieter’s absence, blasting out a 
team-high 355 kills for an average of 3.26 per set. 
One of the premier blockers in the country, she also 
tops the squad with 162 putbacks (1.49 per set). As a 
team, UM ranks 11th in the country with 2.81 blocks 
per set this year.
  Outside of Gibbemeyer, the Gophers have a 
number of diff erent options off ensively with fi ve other 
players having crossed the 100-kill threshold. On the 
defensive end, Tan has scooped up 410 attacks and 
ranks ninth in the Big Ten with 3.73 digs per set.

Louisville Cardinals (21-10)

  Louisville, which enters the NCAA Tournament 
with a 21-10 record, earned an automatic bid to the 
competition after defeating Syracuse, Notre Dame 
and Cincinnati in the BIG EAST Tournament. The 
Cardinals enter the competition in the midst of a 
seven-match winning streak dating back to Nov. 8.
  Like Minnesota, U of L is one of the top blocking 
teams in the nation, averaging an even 3.00 putbacks 
per set to rank fifth among all Division I squads. 
Leading the way is senior Lecia Brown, who ranks 
sixth in the country individually with 1.50 blocks per 
set and a total of 177 putbacks. 
  Off ensively, the Cardinals turn to freshman Lola 
Arslanbekova to take the majority of their swings. The 
5-11 outside hitter has over a third of the team’s kills 
with a total of 513. That equates to 4.35 putaways per 
set, which ranks 19th in Division I. 
  Brown has also been a force on off ense, hitting 
at an incredible .413 clip with 246 kills and just 55 
errors on 462 swings. That attack average places her 
sixth in the country as well. 
  Because so few balls get through Louisville’s 
block, it averages just 12.3 digs per game. Most of 
those come from junior libero Lindsey Mango who 
has 415 this season (3.61/set).

SERIES HISTORY
  Duke leads the all-time series with Tennessee by 
the slimmest of margins, having won 10 and losing 
nine. The two teams have met just twice this decade, 
with UT claiming a 3-0 sweep on Sept. 4, 2004 at the 
Loyola Marymount Four Points Sheraton Classic in 
Los Angeles, and the Blue Devils winning in four sets 
on Dec. 1, 2006, in an NCAA First Round matchup in 
Knoxville.  

LAST MEETING
  Duke and Tennessee last met on Dec. 1, 2006, 
ironically, in an NCAA Tournament First Round contest 
in Knoxville. Just a year after advancing to the Final 
Four, the Lady Vols were ousted by the Blue Devils in 
the opening round, dropping a 30-22, 26-30, 30-25, 
30-27, decision.

SERIES HISTORY
  Tennessee and Minnesota have met on the 
hardwood just four times in history, with the Gophers 
claiming the fi rst three of those contests and the Lady 
Vols taking the most recent matchup.

LAST MEETING
  Tennessee had to stage a dramatic fourth-set 
comeback, but it was able to rally from being down  
25-20 to emerge with a 30-19, 24-30, 20-30, 30-27, 15-
11, victory over then-No. 17 Minnesota in the second 
round of the NCAA Tournament in Knoxville on Dec. 3, 
2005.  The Lady Vols would go on to defeat No. 2 Penn 
State and No. 10 Missouri en route to the program’s 
fi rst NCAA National Semifi nal appearance.

SERIES HISTORY
  The only team in Knoxville this weekend that 
Tennessee has an all-time winning record against is 
Louisville, as it leads the series, 12-7. Since resuming 
the series in 2004 after playing just one match in nine 
years, the teams split six straight contests before the 
Lady Vols broke that streak with a come-from-behind 
fi ve-set triumph in Louisville earlier this year.

LAST MEETING
  It came down to the bitter end, but Tennessee 
squeaked out a thrilling 3-2 victory on the road 
against Louisville on Sept. 30. After dropping the fi rst 
two sets, UT stormed back to take a 23-25, 21-25, 25-
18, 25-9, 17-15, triumph back home. The last time the 
Lady Vols had come from down two sets to win was 
against No. 7 Notre Dame on Nov. 26, 2005 in South 
Bend, Ind.
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 Two-time National Coach of the Year Rob Patrick has developed 
a tradition of excellence since coming to Tennessee 12 years ago. 
Following his arrival at Rocky Top, Patrick has become one of the 
nation’s top coaches and helped the Lady Vols attain levels of success 
never before reached in Knoxville, as evidenced by NCAA Tournament 
berths in four of the last fi ve years, including a run to the Final Four in 
2005. His nine-year stretch of winning seasons from 1998-2006 marks 
the longest-such run in program history, topping the previous high of 
seven, set from 1978-84. The Big Orange has won 20 or more matches 
in four of the last six campaigns and has done so six times in a nine-
year span. Prior to Patrick’s arrival at UT in 1997, the Lady Vols last 
recorded a 20-win season in 1988. 

 Patrick joined the UT program in July of 1997 after spending the previous three seasons 
as an assistant coach with national powerhouse Stanford. From 1994 to 1996, he helped lead 
the Cardinal to a combined 92-6 record and two NCAA championships, including title-game 
victories over UCLA and Hawaii in 1994 and 1996, respectively. During that stint, Stanford never 
lost a home match en route to participating in the 1995 NCAA Final Four and winning three 
consecutive Pac-10 titles.

  When Tennessee volleyball coach Rob 
Patrick was a walk-on quarterback and captain 
of the volleyball team at Miami University, he 
was surrounded by a coaching tradition that 
has been a “huge infl uence on his career.”

Hinkey, the University of Tennessee volleyball team (6-3) closed out the 
Carolina Classic on a high note with a hard-fought sweep of Marshall 
(10-2), 37-35, 25-15, 25-12, Saturday night at the Dean E. Smith Center 
in Chapel Hill, N.C. Hinkey recorded the second-best single-match 
hitting percentage in school history, hitting at a .923 clip with 12 kills 
and no errors on 13 swings.
 “This was a great way to fi nish off  a tough weekend,” UT Head 
Coach Rob Patrick said. “We have been preaching off ensive consistency 
throughout our preseason and we were able to fi nally see the fruits of 
that labor today by the even distribution of sets to our hitters, which 
allowed us to keep Marshall off  balance defensively.”

KNOXVILLE, Tenn. - Playing at home for the fi rst time in almost a month, 
the University of Tennessee volleyball team (7-4, 1-1 Southeastern 
Conference) fed off  the energy provided by the 852 Orange and White 
faithful in attendance as it gave Lady Vol Head Coach Rob Patrick his 
250th career victory with a sweep over Arkansas (7-4, 1-1 SEC), 25-19, 
25-20, 26-24, at Thompson-Boling Arena in Knoxville on Friday night. 
 “It’s always good to get a win at home and the crowd really helped 
us tonight,” Patrick said. “We started off  pretty slow in the fi rst set, but 
once we got things going, our fans really got behind us and pushed us 
along.

- Playing before the fourth-largest crowd in 
University of Tennessee volleyball history, the Lady Volunteers (8-4, 
2-1 Southeastern Conference) made a good impression in their fi rst 
television appearance of the season, taking out Ole Miss (6-8, 0-4 SEC) 
in straight sets, 25-12, 27-25, 25-20, in front of 1,168 Orange and White 
faithful Sunday evening at Thompson-Boling Arena in Knoxville. The 
match was televised live on ESPNU.

She also 
hit .333 with just four errors in a team-high 30 swings and added fi ve 
blocks to round out a solid all-around performance.

UT STAGES REMARKABLE COMEBACK TO CLAIM FIVE-SET 

THRILLER OVER LOUISVILLE
 
LOUISVILLE, Ky. - It took all it had, but the University of Tennessee 
volleyball team (9-4) was able to shrug off  a two-set defi cit to edge 
Louisville (8-6) in a fi ve-frame thriller, 23-25, 21-25, 25-18, 25-9, 17-15, 
Wednesday evening at Cardinal Arena in the Derby City. The last time 
the Lady Volunteers came from down two sets to win was against No. 7 
Notre Dame on Nov. 26, 2005 in South Bend, Ind.. The win also marked 
the fi rst time that a visiting team has won a match in the UT-Louisville 
series since it became an annual tradition in 2004.
 “This was a great team win against a very physical and well-
coached Louisville team,” UT Head Coach Rob Patrick said. “We were 
shooting ourselves in the foot in the fi rst two sets with some unforced 
serving and hitting errors that really stopped our momentum. However, 
the team responded in a very mature manner by regrouping during the 
break and getting more focused at the task at hand.

 Handling the majority of the load off ensively for Tennessee were 
junior Nikki Fowler and sophomore Kayla Jeter.

 “We had a great week of practice and our team really did a nice 
job of taking that to the court tonight,” UT Head Coach Rob Patrick said. 
“We came out with a lot of energy and stuck to our game plan the entire 
match. I’m really proud of the focus our team showed today. 
 “We’re pretty hard to defend when we are able to spread the ball 
around to all of our hitters, like we did tonight,” Patrick said. “Obviously, 
that starts with our passing which was terrifi c once again. I was also 
pleased with how tough we were able to serve tonight. That was an 
emphasis for us this week and I was glad to see that it took hold.
 Much of Tennessee’s success came from the fact that senior libero 
Chloe Goldman just would not allow Georgia to get a kill, scooping up 
23 Bulldog attacks. That ranks as the second-highest dig total in a three-
set match by an SEC player this season and the fi fth-best eff ort in a 
three-set contest in school history. With a career total of 1,458 digs, she 
now stands just 15 away from becoming the program’s career leader in 
that category. The Monterey, Calif., native also doubled her season total 
in aces with three on Friday.
 Off ensively, the Lady Vols were a machine, pounding out 40 kills 
with just seven errors on 90 swings for an impressive .367 hitting 
percentage, their second best eff ort of the 2009 campaign. Sophomore 
Kayla Jeter paced the attack, hitting at a career-high .611 clip with a 
match-high 11 kills on 18 attacks without a single miscue. Senior 
Farren Powe was even more effi  cient, blasting away to the tune of a 
new personal-best .700 hitting percentage (7-0-10), while fellow middle 
blocker Leah Hinkey fi nished just behind her with a .667 attack average 
(6-0-9). 
 “Our blockers did a great job of following their respective hitters, 
which allowed Chloe to control a lot of Georgia’s attacks,” Patrick said. 
“I was also excited about the options our setters chose tonight. They 
distributed the ball eff ectively and put our hitters in position to only 
have seven errors in 90 attempts, which is pretty amazing.
 “Kayla Jeter is starting to become a consistent option off ensively for 
us,” Patrick said. “The thing she has improved on is not making unforced 
errors and taking what the defense gives her. To have no errors in 18 
attempts against a talented team like Georgia is an impressive feat.”

 “What a great turnout to help support such a worthy cause,” UT

GOLDMAN, FOWLER REACH CAREER MILESTONES IN 3-1 
VICTORY AT ALABAMA

TUSCALOOSA, Ala. - On a night when senior Chloe Goldman and 
junior Nikki Fowler both reached career milestones, the University of 
Tennessee volleyball team (13-5, 6-2 Southeastern Conference) was able 
to outlast a spirited Alabama squad (6-13, 4-5) in a hard-fought four-
set battle, 26-24, 25-22, 22-25, 25-23, Friday evening at the Coleman 
Auxiliary Volleyball Extension in Tuscaloosa, Ala.
 “That was a gut-check performance by our team today,” UT Head 
Coach Rob Patrick said. “We really took Alabama’s best shot and stood 
up to the challenge. They were crushing serves at us all night and had 
a very aggressive game plan, but we were fortunate to pull out a great 
road win. I give a lot of credit to Alabama, they played with a nothing-
to-lose mentality and made us fi ght for every single point.
 A three-year starter at libero for the Lady Volunteers, Goldman 
collected a season-high 30 digs to move past Kristy Dobson on the 
UT career digs chart.

 While Goldman paced the squad defensively, Fowler continued to 
be the Orange and White’s most consistent off ensive weapon, notching 
a team-high 14 kills to become UT’s 17th member in the 1,000 kills club. 

She also 
notched her fi fth double-double of the season and 23rd of her career 
with 15 digs, in addition to adding six blocks.
 “To have 1,000 kills so early in a career is a great achievement,” 
Patrick said. “Nikki has been an off ensive force from the moment she 
stepped on our campus and I look forward to watching her accumulate 
even more kills for us during the rest of her career. She came up big for 
us in all phases of the game once again tonight, especially off ensively 
as she has always done.”

LEXINGTON, Ky. - There’s something magical about Memorial Coliseum 
and it has nothing to do with the Kentucky basketball teams of old. For 
the second straight season, the University of Tennessee volleyball team

 “First of all, LSU played really well tonight,” UT Head Coach Rob 
Patrick said. “We took some big swings and they were able to tag them 
with their block, slow them down and make some plays.

KNOXVILLE, Tenn. - The University of Tennessee volleyball team (18-6, 
11-3 Southeastern Conference) wasted little time sweeping Mississippi 
State (6-20, 2-13) in front of 805 Lady Volunteer faithful Friday evening, 
dominating virtually every aspect of the game and trailing for a total 
of just two points in a 25-13, 25-14, 25-19, victory at Thompson-Boling 
Arena in Knoxville.
 “We’ve been playing a lot of tight matches lately, so it was nice 
to have one with a little breathing room,” UT Head Coach Rob Patrick 
said. “I thought we controlled the ball pretty well which allowed us to 
score some real points in transition and our serving took them out of 
their off ense a little bit. We also did a nice job setting up our block and 
making some adjustments during the match to stop what Mississippi 
State was trying to do to get kills.”
 For the eighth consecutive contest, junior Nikki Fowler registered a 
double-double with match-high totals of 10 kills and 16 digs. The Dallas, 
Texas, product hit at a .364 clip with just two errors in 22 swings as she 
moved into 13th all-time on UT’s all-time career kills chart, increasing 
her career total to 1,109 to surpass Sarah Blum’s mark of 1,101 which 
she set from 2003-06.
 Junior Leah Hinkey also tallied 10 putaways in the contest, doing 
so on .600 hitting as she had only a single error in 15 attacks. Fellow 
middle blocker senior Farren Powe added a match-best seven blocks, 
as well as six kills and three digs.

 “We always want to get our middles involved in our off ense and 
we hadn’t been too eff ective with that in the last couple of matches so 
we wanted to establish them early,” Patrick said.

UT REACHES 20 WINS WITH FIVE-SET VICTORY AT GEORGIA

ATHENS, Ga. - It took a full fi ve sets, but the University of Tennessee 
volleyball team (20-7, 13-4 Southeastern Conference) was able to hold 
off  an ornery Georgia squad (15-13, 6-11) in its fi nal road match of the 
season to reach the 20-win mark for the seventh time in the last 10 years 
and 18th time in school history. The Lady Vols also remained perfect in 
television matches, moving to 5-0 in 2009 with the 24-26, 25-17, 25-
18, 19-25, 15-10, triumph, which was broadcast live on Comcast Sports 
Southeast Sunday from the Ramsey Student Center in Athens, Ga.
 “I am extremely proud of our players for reaching 20 wins, especially 
with how they have had to persevere through some injuries and a very 
tough schedule,” UT Head Coach Rob Patrick said. “We’ve played 17 of 
our last 24 matches on the road, and the fact that we’ve had as much 
success as we have just shows the toughness that this team plays with.
 “Georgia is a much-improved team from earlier in the year and 
we were able to take their best shot and still come out with a win on 
the road today,” Patrick said. “I felt we had a chance to control most of 
the match, but we lost some focus and made some unforced errors at 
inopportune times that allowed Georgia to gain some momentum at 
the end of the fi rst and fourth sets.”
 Junior Nikki Fowler put on a show for the 602 fans in attendance, 
recording her 11th consecutive double-double and narrowly missing 
her second career triple-double. The Dallas, Texas, native smashed out a 
career-best 29 kills in the victory with just eight errors on eight swings 
for a stellar .382 hitting percentage. She also tallied 13 digs and tied her 
season-high with eight blocks.
 Both sophomore Kayla Jeter and junior Leah Hinkey also reached 
double-digits in kills with 12 and 10, respectively, while redshirt 
freshman DeeDee Harrison took full advantage of her fi rst career start, 
collecting eight kills and seven blocks. Coming into Sunday’s match, 
Harrison had just two putaways and three blocks all season.
 “DeeDee has been practicing at a consistently high level and 
earned a starting spot in today’s match,” Patrick said. “She will be a 
tremendous side-out attacker in time, but I was proud of how well she 
stayed organized when she was blocking and in transition. She did a 
very nice job today and her future is extremely bright.”
Also matching or setting career highs were senior Kylie Marshall and 
sophomores Amanda Friday and Kelsey Mahoney. A 5-11 outside 
hitter, Marshall recorded a personal-best eight blocks, while Friday and 
Mahoney tallied career highs of 10 digs and 57 assists, respectively. 
Mahoney just missed out on her third-straight double-double with nine 
digs as well. As a team, the Lady Vols tied their season high with 68 kills 
and set new campaign-bests with 63 assists and 19 blocks.
 “Kelsey did a very nice job of running our off ense today,” Patrick 
said. “She set the ball with consistent tempo and found the right hitters 
most of the time.

LADY VOLS DEFEAT NO. 13 FLORIDA IN FRONT OF
THIRD-LARGEST CROWD IN SCHOOL HISTORY

KNOXVILLE, Tenn. - Playing in front of the third largest crowd in 
program history, the University of Tennessee volleyball team (21-7, 14-4 
Southeastern Conference) claimed an impressive come-from-behind 
triumph over 13th-ranked Florida (20-5, 14-4) on Friday evening, 
winning in four sets, 22-25, 25-23, 25-15, 25-22, at Thompson-Boling 
Arena in Knoxville. A total of 1,532 Orange and White-clad faithful 
witnessed the Lady Volunteers’ second victory over a ranked team this 
season and fourth in the past three years.
 “I could not be more proud of our team,” UT Head Coach Rob Patrick 
said. “This was just a great win for our program. Our team played a very 
focused and determined match. We could have easily packed our bags 
after the fi rst set, but we showed tremendous resiliency in fi ghting for 
each point the rest of the way. This was a battle between two top-20 
teams, but we were able to make a couple of big plays at the right times 
to come away with the win.
 The winner of the last two SEC Off ensive Player of the Week awards, 
junior Nikki Fowler continued her incredible play with a match-high 19 
kills and 16 digs to increase her consecutive double-double streak to 
12 and give her 33 in her career. She now has 22 matches with double-
digit kill totals in her three years at Rocky Top and 18 contests with 10+ 
digs.
 As a team, the Big Orange outhit the Gators, .219 to .139, holding UF 
to its second-lowest hitting percentage of the season. It also collected 
more kills (58 to 53), had nine more digs (81-73) and six more assists (55 
to 50). It was a tale of two halves, as Tennessee kept the Florida off ense 
in check over the course of the fi nal two sets, holding the Gators to a 
miniscule .002 attack average (21-19-90) after they hit .265 (32-10-83) 
in the opening two frames. Leading the Orange and White’s defensive 
eff ort was senior Chloe Goldman, who notched a team-high 21 digs in 
the win, marking the 35th time in her career that she has surpassed 20 
scoops in a single match.
 Senior Kylie Marshall also notched a double-double, her second of 
the season, with 11 kills and 15 digs. The Puyallup, Wash., native hit at 
a stellar .321 clip with just two errors in 28 attempts and added three 
blocks, while moving into fourth on UT’s all-time career digs chart. She 
now has a total of 1,319 scoops in her four years at Rocky Top, surpassing 
Stephanie Ehlers lifetime total of 1,312. Fellow classmate Farren Powe 
also had a strong showing, hitting .292 for the match with 10 kills and a 
squad-high four blocks.
 Pacing the Lady Vol attack was sophomore setter Kelsey Mahoney, 
who became the third player on the squad to record a double-double 
on Friday with 46 assists and 14 digs. She picked up a pair of blocks, 
including the fi rst solo putback of her career, an ace and a kill as well. 
Also standing out on the stat sheet for Tennessee was sophomore 
Kayla Jeter, who fi nished second on the team behind Fowler with 12 
putaways, in addition to collecting six digs and three blocks.

LADY VOLS DOMINATE SOUTH CAROLINA ON SENIOR DAY

KNOXVILLE, Tenn. - The University of Tennessee volleyball team (22-7, 
15-4 Southeastern Conference) posted one if it’s most impressive 
off ensive showings of the season on Sunday, outhitting South Carolina 
(14-15, 5-14), .333 to .050, en route to its 13th sweep of the season, a 
25-10, 25-19, 25-14 drubbing on Senior Day at Thompson-Boling Arena 
in Knoxville. The Lady Volunteers honored their four seniors - Carol 
Cheade, Chloe Goldman, Farren Powe and Kylie Marshall - in a ceremony 
prior to the contest.
 “I was really happy with the focus of our team today, especially 
after an emotional win on Friday,” UT Head Coach Rob Patrick said. 
“It was great to see the team play so hard for our seniors. These four 
players have done some great things for our program. Their work ethic, 
sacrifi ce and talent has kept Tennessee volleyball near the top of the 
SEC. They are all playing the best volleyball of their careers right now as 
well, which is always a neat thing to see.”
 All four seniors started on Sunday, fi nishing with a combined total 
of 10 kills, 10 blocks and 31 digs. In the sixth start of her career, Cheade 
hit at a season-best .400 clip with a trio of kills and just one error on 
fi ve swings. Powe was extremely effi  cient as well, delivering three 
putaways of her own on 10 errorless swings for a .300 attack average. 
The Mobile, Ala., native also collected a match-high tying seven blocks, 
while Marshall posted four kills, 12 digs, a block and the 100th ace of 
her career. Goldman paced all players defensively with 17 digs to go 
along with three assists.
 As a team, the Big Orange tallied its fi fth-best attack average of the 
season, hitting .333 with 49 kills and just 12 errors in 111 swings. On the 
other side of the net, the UT defense stymied the Gamecock off ense, 
holding it to its second-lowest hitting percentage of the season, a 
miniscule .050, as they had almost as many errors (20) as kills (29). The 
kill total was SC’s lowest of the 2009 campaign, falling three short of its 
totals against Kentucky and Arkansas.
 A prime example of that off ensive philosophy was sophomore 
Kayla Jeter who blasted out a match-high 19 kills with just a pair of 
errors on 30 swings for a monster .567 hitting percentage. The Solon, 
Ohio, native was spectacular at the net defensively as well, tying Powe 
for the most blocks in the contest with seven, matching her previous 
career best in the process. She also dug up four Gamecock attacks and 
registered an assist and an ace.
 As usual, junior Nikki Fowler was also a standout on the stat sheet, 
notching her 13th consecutive double-double and 34th of her career 
with 16 kills and 10 digs. The 6-2 outside hitter from Dallas, Texas, 
also hit .355 (16-5-31) and picked up three blocks and a pair of assists. 
Sophomore Kelsey Mahoney, meanwhile, fell just short of her eighth 
double-double of the season, posting a 40-assist, nine dig, two-ace 
eff ort.

UT TOPS NO. 10 KENTUCKY IN FIVE-SET THRILLER

KNOXVILLE, Tenn. - It certainly wasn’t easy, but the University of 
Tennessee volleyball team (23-7, 16-4 Southeastern Conference) was 
able to walk away with a thrilling, fi ve-set victory and sweep the season 
series over No. 10 Kentucky (27-4, 17-3) in its regular-season fi nale on 
Wednesday night, 25-16, 25-14, 24-26, 17-25, 16-14, at Thompson-
Boling Arena in Knoxville. The Lady Volunteers fought off  four match-
points in the fi fth frame to knock off  their second top-15 opponent in 
fi ve days.
 With the victory, Tennessee claimed its 16th conference win of the 
year, setting the school record in the process. The Orange and White 
had previously won 15 league contests on three diff erent occasions, 
most recently accomplishing the feat last season. The team’s 31 SEC 
triumphs since the beginning of the 2008 campaign mark the most 
productive two-year stretch in school history, surpassing the 28 wins it 
accumulated between 2004 and 2005.
 Also of note is the fact that Wednesday’s win was the 750th in 
program history and gave UT a 12-1 mark at home in 2009, tying the 
2004 squad for the most home victories during a single season. With 
758 fans in attendance to witness Wednesday’s triumph, Tennessee 
broke its single-season attendance record, moving its 2009 total to 
10,019, surpassing the previous mark of 9,565 set in 2005. It also set 
the record for average attendance with 771 fans coming through the 
turnstiles for each contest in Thompson-Boling Arena in 2009.
 For the second season in a row, the Big Orange kept the Wildcats 
from winning their fi rst SEC championship since 1988, as LSU can now 
lay sole claim to that title in 2009 with an 18-2 record in conference play. 
Kentucky fi nishes second at 17-3, while Tennessee sits in third. Florida 
can tie UT for third if it defeats South Carolina at home later this week.
 On Wednesday, the Lady Vols held Kentucky to its lowest hitting 
percentage of the season at .171. The Wildcats came into the match 
boasting the seventh-best team attack average in the nation and top 
mark in the SEC at .286. 
 As they have done almost all season, sophomore Kayla Jeter 
and junior Nikki Fowler led the way off ensively for Tennessee. The 
troublesome twosome accounted for nearly 70 percent of the squad’s 
kills with totals of 23 and 17, respectively. Jeter did so while hitting 
at an astounding .422 clip with just four errors on 45 swings. Fowler, 
meanwhile, notched her 14th consecutive double-double and 35th of 
her career, as she picked up 12 digs in addition to tallying four blocks 
and an assist.
 On the defensive side of the court, senior Chloe Goldman and 
junior Leah Hinkey were both outstanding, amassing match-high totals 
of 27 digs and 13 blocks. Goldman’s dig total gives her a career mark 
of 1,724, tying her with Alabama’s Amy Pauly (2005-08) for the fi fth-
most in SEC history heading into postseason play. With her 13 blocks, 
meanwhile, Hinkey notched the fi fth-best single-match total in school 
history and fi nished just one off  her career high.
