POSTGAME INTERVIEWS
The Texas locker room is closed to the media. All postgame interviews 

will be conducted in the press room. No interviews with Texas players or 
coaches are permitted on the court following the game, except for the origi-
nating television broadcast. After a 10-minute cooling off period, the visiting 
coach and select players (if approved by the visiting SID) will be escorted 
to the press room first. Following a 10-minute interview window with the 
visiting team, UT coach Gail Goestenkors and requested Texas players will 
be available in the press room. 

MEDIA ENTRANCE/WILL CALL: Media members are to enter and 
leave the Erwin Center through the Red River entrance (main entrance on 
the west side of the arena). Local television stations that must move equip-
ment in and out may use the south service entrance. Media will call opens 
two hours prior to tip.

PARKING: Press parking is located in lots No. 19 and No. 23. The lots 
are across the street from the media entrance on Red River Street. We sug-
gest you approach the lots from the north. Parking passes are limited and 
available on a first-come, first-serve basis.

PRESS ROOM: From the bottom of the escalator/stairs at the Red River 
Entrance, the press room is located three doors down on your right. All 
working press are provided with game notes and statistics, game posters, 
media guides, rosters and complete statistics (box score, play-by-play and 
shot charts). Statistics will be distributed individually and as a complete 
book following the game. Postgame quotes are also available.

TELEPHONES: Telephone lines will be made available in the press room 
if requested at least 48 hours in advance. Long distance calls require a credit 
card for billing. To get an outside line, you must dial 9 and then the number. 
You will not hear a tone after dialing 9.

MEDIA SEATING: Please locate the seating chart in the press room 
to find your seat location. In general, the visiting team’s radio network 
is seated at the scorer’s table next to its team bench. Home radio and the 
originating television broadcast crew are located at mid-court on the side 
opposite from the benches. All other media are seated in the press section, 
located in the lower portion of Section 39 in the arena. We ask that all media 
enter and leave the arena floor using the entrance by Section 39. 

VISITING RADIO: The University of Texas provides three courtesy 
lines and an ISDN line for visiting radio. The visiting radio location is at the 
scorer’s table next to the visiting team bench. Three can sit comfortably in the 
area provided. A stats monitor will be provided at the location. Please contact 
Ashley Cushman for visiting phone line numbers at the location. The Erwin 
Center press row phone number (for emergencies only) is 512/471-4246.

Gale Valley, now in her fifth year at UT, came to Texas after serving 
on the Duke coaching staff for 18 years, the last 15 by the side of 
Gail Goestenkors. In September 2011, Valley was named the Texas 

Women’s Basketball Special Assistant. In this capacity, Valley manages 
day-to-day program responsibilities, coordinates basketball video work and 
serves as the program’s liaison for community relations efforts that are coor-
dinated through UT student services and marketing.
	 Valley initially joined the Texas staff in the spring of 2007 as Goestenkors’ 
first hire on the Forty Acres. A highly-regarded recruiter and floor coach, 
Valley was an assistant coach for the Longhorns from 2007-11.
	 Throughout her coaching career, Valley became widely known as a 
guard-coaching specialist. Valley coached Duke’s guards during her first 
nine years in Durham and then moved to coach the post players the next 
five years. In 2002-03, she moved back to working with the guards, a role she 
continued with the Longhorns.
	 Valley’s work with UT’s backcourt resulted in 12 All-Big 12 honors in 
four seasons between five players. Ashleigh Fontenette emerged as one of the 
top point guards in the league during the 2009-10 season when she earned 
honorable mention accolades after picking up All-Freshman Team honors 
for her efforts in 2008-09, and Chassidy Fussell was a contender for the 2011 
Big 12 Freshman of the Year title.
	 After Valley’s tutelage, Brittainey Raven was selected No. 33 in the 2010 
WNBA Draft by Atlanta on the heels of collecting her third-straight All-Big 
12 Second Team honor.
	 In Valley’s second season at UT, Carla Cortijo and Kathleen Nash each 
earned league honorable mention honors, and Nash went on to pick up back-
to-back honors again in 2010 and 2011.
	 Prior to joining Goestenkors at Texas, Valley’s stellar recruiting and 
bench coaching was instrumental in helping Duke gain 13 consecutive NCAA 
Championship bids from 1995-2007, a run of NCAA excellence which includ-
ed four Women’s Final Four appearances in 1999, 2002, 2003 and 2006.
	 Duke advanced twice to the NCAA championship game (in 1999 and 
2006), and the Blue Devils were national semifinalists in 2002 and 2003. In 
addition, the Duke squads made three Elite Eight showings in 1998, 2004 and 
2005 and were NCAA Sweet 16 participants in 2000, 2001 and 2007.
	 In 2007, Duke finished 32-2 and was ranked No. 1 in the Associated 
Press final regular season poll. Duke went 29-0 in the regular season, becom-
ing the first Atlantic Coast Conference (ACC) team, and only the 14th in 
NCAA history, to finish the regular season undefeated.
	 With Goestenkors and Valley at the forefront of recruiting, Duke 
produced national top-seven recruiting classes each year from 1999-2007. 
(Duke’s recruiting class for 2007-08 was ranked as the nation’s third-best 
class according to Scout/HoopGurlz.com recruiting service.)
	 Among the top nationally-ranked recruiting classes were Duke’s 2000, 
2001, 2002 and 2003 classes which were ranked No. 1 nationally, and the 
2005-06 class (ranked second by both the All-Star Girls Report and Blue Star 
Report recruiting services).

	 Valley was influential in guiding the careers of several successful Blue 
Devils over the years. She coached former All-ACC point guard Kira Orr to 
Duke’s all-time assist record in 1997; and in 1998-99, she played a role in the 
success of 6-6 center Michele VanGorp, who went on to become Duke’s first 
Kodak All-America selection and first WNBA Draft pick. She also worked 
extensively with All-America forwards Iciss Tillis and Monique Currie along 
with two standout guards - Alana Beard and Lindsey Harding. Beard was the 
2004 State Farm Wade Trophy National Player of the Year and three time 
Kodak All-American (2002, 2003, 2004), while Harding went on earn numer-
ous player of the year and All-American honors in 2007.
	 A native of Lapeer, Michigan, Valley is a 1981 Michigan State University 
graduate, and she was a four-year letterwinner and two-time team captain for 
the Spartans. Valley graduated from MSU with a degree in physical education 
and a minor in biology.
