
Texas defeated TCU in the second round to advance to its fourth straight NCAA Regional 
and its 15th all-time ... the Horns are making their 26th NCAA Tournament appearance 
and their victory over Texas State improved UT’s all-time NCAA First Round record to 24-0 
... the Longhorns are now 55-22 all-time in NCAA Tournament action.

The Longhorns are ranked No. 2 in the most recent AVCA Division I Coaches Poll (Nov. 30) 
... Texas’ No. 2 preseason ranking was its highest ranking in the AVCA poll since UT fin-
ished the 1995 season ranked second ... UT has now been ranked in the Top 10 for 57 
straight weeks ... UT opponents in the poll include, No. 3 Hawaii, No. 5 Iowa State, No. 7 
Nebraska, No. 10 California and No. 22 Saint Louis.
  
Texas holds the No. 2 spot in the current Volleyball Magazine Poll (Nov. 30) ... the Horns 
trail two-time defending NCAA Champion Penn State in the poll by 14 points 260-to-246 
... Big 12 foes Iowa State and Nebraska hold the No. 6 and No. 9 positions, respectively ... 
two of Texas’ non-conference opponents are ranked (No. 3 Hawaii, No.10 California).

Texas’ win over Oklahoma (Nov. 25) earned the Horns its third straight Big 12 
Championship and its first outright title since 1997 (co-champs in 2007 & 2008) … the 
championship is Texas’ fourth Big 12 Conference Championship.

Texas’ 2009 senior class of All-America opposite hitter/setter Ashley Engle, All-America 
outside hitter Destinee Hooker and libero Heather Kisner have posted a 106-16 record 
in their four seasons … their winning percentage of .869 is the highest of any class in UT 
history ... their 106 wins are the most in the Jerritt Elliott era and most since the ‘93 class.

The Longhorns rank atop the Big 12 and rank second in the nation with their .339 team 
hitting percentage ... UT ranks No. 4 in the NCAA in blocking with 3.04 blocks per-set ... 
senior All-America setter Ashley Engle ranks No. 5 in the conference in hitting with a .340 
attack mark, while senior All-America outside hitter Destinee Hooker ranks second in hit-
ting (.357) and leads the league with 4.88 kills and 5.90 points per-set.
