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TULANE OPENS TWO-GAME ROAD SWING AT UCF:

* The Tulane Green Wave (15-11, 5-7 C-USA) opens a
two-game road swing against UCF this Wednesday at the new
UCF Arena in Orlando, Fla. Tip-offis set for 6 p.m. (CST).

TU plays its final two road games of the regular season
and will look to get back into the win column after dropping
its last two contests away from home at Marshall (68-54) and
UTEP (66-64). Prior to its two losses, the Green Wave put
together three straight road victories during the first half of
Conference USA play.

The Green Wave is 4-5 overall on the road this season, but
sports a 3-3 mark away from home in C-USA play.

For the year, Tulane is averaging 67.2 points and 34.6
rebounds per game and is shooting 44.9 percent from the field,
32.4 percent from behind the three-point line and 70.9 percent
from the free-throw line.

David Gomez and Kevin Sims lead the Green Wave is
scoring with 14.5 and 12.3 points per game, respectively.

Gomez is also the team’s top rebounder with 5.9 boards
per game, respectively, while Sims leads the squad in assists
and steals with 4.0 and 1.4 per contest, respectively.

SCOUTING THE GOLDEN KNIGHTS:

* UCF (14-12, 7-5 C-USA) halted a three-game skid with
a victory over Marshall on Feb. 6 and has won two out of its
last three games before suffering a 71-66 loss to the Thunder-
ing Herd during a rematch in its last outing.

The Golden Knights, last season’s runner-up team in
league play, enters the Tulane game in a three-way tie for sixth
place in the league standings with UTEP and Southern Miss.

UCF boasts an overall home record of 10-4 in its first sea-
son in UCF Arena and has a mark of 4-2 in conference games
on its home floor.

The Golden Knights are averaging 74.5 points and 35.3
rebounds per game and are shooting 45.8 percent from the
field, including 36.7 percent from behind the three-point line,
and 70.5 percent from the foul line.

Jermaine Taylor leads the charge for the Knights with
21.3 points per game, while Dave Noel and Mike O’Donnell
are second and third with 12.8 and 11.8 points per outing,
respectively. Tony Davis is UCF’s top rebounder with 6.2
boards per contest.

NEXT UP:

* Tulane plays its final road game of the regular season
this Saturday, March 1 at Bartow Arena in Birmingham, Ala.,
against UAB at 7 p.m.

TU also played the 2007 season finale at UAB and its last
second victory over the Blazers gave the Green Wave a first
round bye in the Conference USA Tournament with a fourth-
place finish.

ROOKIES RICHARD, MAYHANE STEPPING UP:

* Tulane first-year players Kris Richard and Johnny
Mayhane have each stepped up their play in their last two out-
ings.

Both players came into last week averaging just below 3.0
points per game. However, the duo raised tﬁeir scoring aver-
age to double figures following the two outings against No.

1 Memphis and Southern Miss with Richard putting up 11.5
points and Mayhane at 10 points per contest.

Richard came off the bench against No. 1 Memphis and
registered a career-best eight points and added four rebounds
and four assists. His effort earned him a start against Southern
Miss in the following game and the freshman responded with a
career—hi%h 15 points, six assists and added five rebounds.

Mayhane, a red-shirt freshman, produced a career-high
11 points and four rebounds vs. the top-ranked Tigers an
%mnl contributed nine points and five rebounds vs. the Golden

GOMEZ’S STREAK ENDS AT 13:

* For 13 straight games, David Gomez proved to be un-
stoppable with 13 straight double figure scoring performances.

During the stretch, Gomez averaged 17.7 points per con-
test and did not score fewer than 12 points.

However against Southern Miss on Feb. 23, the Golden
Eagles held Gomez to just four points, his lowest output since
finishing scoreless against St. John’s on Dec. 22, 2007.

He has scored in double digits 19 times in 26 games this
season, including a season-best 24 points two times and totaled
23 points vs. No. 1 Memphis.

Gomez’s previous longest double figure scoring stretch
was eight last season.

LOUISME CHECKS IN:

* Robinson Louisme began his junior season by canning
his first 13 field goals. He continued to shine during non-con-
ference season by putting up eight double digit games, includ-
ing five straight at one point. He tied his single game scoring
mark with 21 points vs. St. John’s at the Outrigger Classic.

However since Conference USA play began, Louisme has
reached double figures just four times. Even worse, he saw his
double figure scoring average drop to single digits after scor-
ing just 22 points in the four games prior to Memphis.

Against the top-ranked Tigers last week, Lousime broke
out of%lis slump when he notched his first double-double of
the year with 12 points and 11 rebounds. The 11 boards tied
his career single game record sat last season at Rice.

SIXTH MAN OF THE YEAR:

* Senior Donnavan Stith has customarily been the first player off
Tulane’s bench this year, and gives the Wave a balance of oftense and defense
when he is on the floor.

Stith has come off the bench in 25 games this season (he earned one
starting assignment against Rice on Jan. 19) and has scored in double figures
seven times, grabbed five or more rebounds 13 times, including eight or more
four times, and is third on the team in blocks with 29.

He notched double-doubles with 15 points and 10 rebounds vs. Gardner-
Webb and put up a 12-point, 10-rebound effort at Marshall.

PLAYING WITH A PURPOSE:

* Donnavan Stith is known more for his rebounding and shot blocking
abilities than his offensive game, but don’t tell that to Stith.

The senior has reached double figures in five out of the last eight games,
including back-to-back 15-point performances on the road at Rice and UTEP.

Over the past five games, he is averaging 9.2 points and 7.0 rebounds.

SIMS CAN SCORE TOO:

* David Gomez isn’t the only Green Wave averaging double figure scor-
ing on a consistent basis. Kevin Sims has a team-leading 21 double figure
scoring games, and has finished with 10 or more points in 14 out of his last 17
games.

GOMEZ A VERY PRODUCTIVE STARTER:

* David Gomez’s has been a quick starter for Tulane this season. Gomez
has reached double figures eight times in the first half alone in 2007-08, and
has scored eight or more points in the opening period on 11 occasions. His
best outing in the first 20 minutes was 15 against No. 1 Memphis.

GREEN WAVE WINS FIVE STRAIGHT:

* Tulane posted an 84-77 win at Rice on Feb. 2 to increase its win streak
to a season-best five straight, which marked the first time in eight years that
Tulane has strung together five consecutive wins. The last time was in 1999-
2000, when the Wave had a stretch of nine and five straight wins.

Prior to its loss at UTEP, Tulane reeled off its five wins over Tulsa (67-
65), SMU (67-52), East Carolina (72-56) and two over Rice (61-56/84-77).

Conference USA will hold four men’s bas-

NOTING TULANE:

* David Gomez was named the Louisiana Sports Writers Association for the
week of Jan. 21-27. He averaged 18 points, 5.5 rebounds, 2.0 blocks and 1.5 steals
and connected on 15-0f-30 (.500) field goal attempts in two wins.

* In just his second season of collegiate basketball, sophomore Kevin Sims
surpassed 600 points in his 55th career game with a 14-point effort against No. 1
Memphis on Feb. 20. Sims currently has 620 career points (11.1 ppg).

¢ TU has either out-rebounded or tied its opponents in 13-0f-26 games.

* Seniors Donnavan Stith and David Gomez are ranked fourth and fifth
among the school’s top shot blockers with 134 and 133 blocks, respectively.

* Kevin Sims has reached double figures in 21 of 26 games this season, and has
finished in double digits 37 times in 56 career games.

* Robinson Louisme has shot 60 percent or better from the field in 17 of 26
games this season.

* Kevin Sims’ 37 steals this season is not only the best by a Tulane player, but
ranks eighth among C-USA players. Sims’ six steals at Syracuse is tied for the best
single game effort in the league this season.

» Matt Wheaton ranks sixth on the school’s list for career three-point field goal
percentage (.365).

A FORMIDABLE FRONTCOURT:

* One of Tulane’s strength this season has been the frontcourt play of David
Gomez, Robinson Louisme, Donnavan Stith and Asim McQueen.

Together this group is averaging 33.4 points and 18.2 rebounds per game, and
has a combined shooting percentage of 53.2 percent (321-603).

This season, Gomez has led the team in scoring 15 times, while Louisme has
been TU’s top scorer three times and Stith was in the season opener.

The group has scored in double figures a combined 40 times in 2007-08.

INSIDE THE PAINT UPDATE:

* Through 26 games, Tulane has outscored its opponents in the paint, 768 to
5h38i and has a record of 14-6 when the Green Wave wins the scoring battle inside
the lane.

TICKLIN’ THE TWINE:

* In 26 games, junior Robinson Louisme and senior David Gomez are hitting
better than 50 percent per clip from the field.

Leading the way is Louisme, who is shooting 63.1 percent from the field
(99-157) on the year, while Gomez has connected on 53 percent (132-249) of his
attempts.

Together, the duo is shooting a combined 57 percent (231-406) from the field.

TULANE CONTINUES BLOCK PARTY IN 2007-08:

* Tulane averaged 6.3 blocks per game last season and concluded the year with
a school and Conference USA record 188 blocks, which ranked as high as 10th
nationally.

This season, the Wave has 144 blocks for a 5.5 average, which ranks third in
Conference USA, and is 18th nationally. TU has a total of 332 through the last 56
games (5.9).

David Gomez leads TU with 39, while Robinson Louisme and Donnavan
Stith each have 31. TU’s total has been a team effort with a total of five players
achieving 10 or more blocks and all but one player (Jake Henderson) having at
least one block this season.

SMOTHERING D-FENCE:

* One constant for Tulane last season was its defense. The Green Wave held 17
of 30 opponents to a field goal percentage of 40 percent or lower. In its 17 wins,
TU’s opponents combined for a shooting percentage of 37.8 percent (385-1018).

Through 26 games, Tulane has held 13 opponents to 40 percent or less and has
a 10-3 record in those games.

For the year, TU’s opponents are shooting 39.9 percent (590-1477) from the
field, including just 31.9 percent (162-508) from behind the 3-point line. TU’s
field goal percentage defense ranks second in the league and 28th in the country.

FOGELMAN MAGIC:

* Tulane head coach Dave Dickerson has turned the Green
Wave into a very selfish team on its home floor. Through 38
games at Fogelman Arena under Dickerson’s direction, TU is 26-
12 (.684), including an 8-5 record this season, an 11-4 mark last
season and a 7-3 home mark in 2005-06.

Since Fogelman (then Tulane Gym) opened in 1933, the
Green Wave has posted a 545-267 (.671) record in the venerable
arena. TU’s 77-62 victory over Auburn in the 2007-08 season
opener marked the 800th game played at Fogelman Arena.

SEC CHAMPS!:

* The Green Wave is 3-0 against teams from the Southeast-
ern Conference this season with wins over Auburn, Georgia and
LSU. Conference USA is a combined 5-4 against the SEC this
season and TU has three of the five wins.

The Green Wave finished with a perfect record against the
SEC for the first time since the 1943-44 season when TU was
a leagdue member and captured the conference title with a 4-0
record.

TU also has a win over Gardner-Webb, who defeated SEC
member Kentucky earlier this season.

A PERFECT EFFORT:
* After not attempting a free throw in the first half of its last
%ame at Syracuse, Tulane drained all 15 attempts in the second
alf and finished 15-of-15 from the charity stripe, which marked
the first time TU had finished perfect from the free-throw line
since Jan. 7, 1998, when the Wave connected on all 10 attempts
against Saint Louis.

DICKERSON REACHES 40-WIN PLATEAU:

* Tulane head coach Dave Dickerson reached a milestone in
the Green Wave’s 67-65 overtime win at Tulsa. Dickerson reg-
istered his 40th career win a little over midway through his third
season (76 games).

He joins Clifford Wells (67 games), Charles Moir (71
games), Ned Fowler (61 games) and Perry Clark (84 games) are
the only coaches in the 97-year history of Tulane basketball to
win 40 games in under three seasons.

Dickerson’s 76 games are the fourth fewest games in school
history needed to attain 40 wins, and he currently ranks seventh
for career coaching victories at TU.

SPEAKING OF OVERTIME:

 With its overtime win at Tulsa, Tulane now has an overall
record of 32-32 in overtime games.

Prior to the Tulsa game, the last team to take Tulane to over-
time was Rice last season in Houston before prevailing, 75-70,
over the Green Wave.

In its 97-year history that spans 2,155 games, Tulane has
been involved in 53 single overtime contests, seven double
overtime affairs, two three overtime games and two four overtime
marathons.

GOMEZ RECORDS HISTORY ONCE AGAIN:

* Senior David Gomez achieved two career landmarks in
December. First, in Tulane’s game against Huston-Tillotson on
Dec. 5, Gomez became the 29th player in school history to reach
the 1,000-point plateau.

In the final game of the month, Gomez became the 14th
player in the 98-year history of Tulane basketball to register
career marks of 1,000 career points and 500 rebounds.

Gomez currently has 585 career boards, which ranks 16th on
the school’s career rebounding list.
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LAST SECOND HEROES:

* Senior David Gomez joined classmate Matt Wheaton in
Tulane’s “Last Second Hero Club” with his game-winning shot
against Georgia.

Gomez, who finished with 24 points, drained a three-pointer
with 0:09 remaining against Georgia to give the Green Wave a
70-69 come-from-behind victory, which marked his first career
game-winning shot on the collegiate level.

Wheaton has two career game-winners and both game chang-
ing shots happened last season, including a put-back 1n the final
seconds against Arkansas-Pine Bluff, and a three-pointer at UAB
with 10 seconds remaining that gave the Green Wave a first round
bye in the 2007 Conference USA Tournament.

TULANE REWARDS DICKERSON WITH EXTENSION:

* On Jan. 11, 2008, Tulane University Director of Athletics
Rick Dickson announced that head men’s basketball coach Dave
Dickerson has received a two-year contract extension. Dicker-
son’s extension will keep him on the Tulane sidelines through the
2013 season.

“It became apparent during the latter part of last year’s
conference schedule and through the completion of this season’s
non-conference schedule that Dave (Dickerson) and his staff has
re-established the Tulane men’s basketball program on a solid
foundation that will continue to rise,” Dickson said.

TULANE INKS TWO TEXAS STANDOUTS:

* Tulane head coach Dave Dickerson signed two prep
standouts from the state of Texas- Trent Rogers and Kendall
Timmons- to national letters-of-intent during the early period of
national signings for high school players.

A 6°3” combination guard from Houston’s Strake Jesuit High
School, Rogers was an all-district choice for head coach Wayne
Jones as a junior when he averaged 10 points and 3.4 rebounds
per game. Heading into his senior year, Rogers was named to the
Houston Chronicle’s All-Greater Houston preseason second team,
and was also selected as one of the top players in District 17-5A.
He ranks as the 17th-best player in Texas’ 2008 Class by Texas-
Hoops.com and is rated as a three start shooting guard and 11th in
the state by Rivals.com.

Timmons is a 6°5” guard from Southwest High School in
Fort Worth, Texas. During his junior season, he averaged 18.2
points, 7.6 rebounds, 3.1 assists and 2.8 steals per game, and was
named the District 7-4A Player of the Year. Timmons was also
selected to the Fort Worth Star-Telegram All-Area second team,
and to the Texas Association of Basketball Coaches All-Region
team. Timmons concluded the season ranked No. 29 among “Top
Juniors” in state of Texas’ 2008 class by HoopScooponline.com.

Entering his senior campaign, Timmons was named to the
Star-Telegram’s “Starting Five” and is rated as the 27th-best
player in the state of Texas’ 2008 class by TexasHoops.com.

New Orleans - Senior Donnavan Stith led three Tulane
players into double figures with 12 points and all

10 Green Wave players that saw action reached the
scoring column to take out Southeastern Conference
member Auburn, 77-62, in the season opener for both
squads at Fogelman Arena.

Both teams stormed out of the gates and blis-
tered the nets from behind the arc. Auburn (0-1) buried
its first three three-pointers to take a 9-4 lead, but
Tulane (1-0) roared back and tied the game on a trey by
sophomore Eric Vianney.

TU Senior leads all scorers with 22 Points

Charleston, S.C. - Senior David Gomez led all scorers
with 22 points and Tulane outlasted Charleston South-
ern, 66-60, at the North Charleston Coliseum.

New Orleans — Junior Robinson Louisme led four Tulane
players in double figure scoring with a team-best 14
points and the Green Wave won its 16th straight game
against Nicholls State with a 73-51 victory in front of
1,935 at Fogelman Arena.

David Gomez leads the Wave with 15 points

New Orleans — Senior David Gomez scored 15 points
and Tulane shot 51 percent for the game, but the Green
Wave suffered 19 turnovers and its attempt to come-
back from a 17-point deficit fell short in a 74-67 loss in
front of 3,074 at Fogelman Arena.
Tulane (3-1) suffered its first loss of the year, and
much like the last time the Green Wave opened with
a 3-0 mark in 2003-04, New Orleans (3-0) was there to
hand TU its first loss of the season on its home floor.

Kevin Sims paces the Wave with 15 points

Buffalo, N.Y. - Senior David Gomez and sophomore
Kevin Sims combined for 28 points, but a dismal first
half shooting performance was too much to overcome
in the second half and the Green Wave fell to Buffalo,
65-51, in front of 1,887 at Alumni Arena.

For the third straight game, Tulane (3-2) fell
behind early and for the second consecutive contest
the Green Wave was unable to overcome its first half
woes.

David Gomez surpasses 1,000 career points

NEW ORLEANS - Junior Robinson Louisme led three
Tulane players into double figures with 14 points and
the Green Wave snapped a three-game skid with a
75-43 victory over Huston-Tillotson in front of 1,149 at
Fogelman Arena.

Tulane (4-3) never trailed in the game and used a
10-2 run early in the contest to sprint out to a double-
digit lead and never looked back. Sophomore Asim Mc-

the run. The Green Wave needed less than nine minutes
to reach double figures and put the game away.

Gomez leads TU with 24 points

HONOLULU - Senior David Gomez's long wait for his
first collegiate game-winning shot is finally over. Gomez
nailed a three-pointer from the top of the key with nine
seconds remaining to lead Tulane to a 70-69 come-
from-behind victory over Georgia in front of 6,077 in
the consolation bracket of the 2007 Outrigger Hotels
Rainbow Classic at the Stan Sheriff Center.

Trailing by a single point, Tulane’s Donnavan Stith
was forced to foul Dave Bliss with 19 seconds remaining.

However, Sims alertly looked back to the top of the key
where Gomez was standing all alone with no Georgia
player within eight feet. Sims popped a quick pass to
Gomez and the Baton Rouge, La., native squared up and
launched the ball in one motion, and sank his first game
winner with nine ticks on the clock.

Georgia dribbled the length of the floor and did
get a shot off, but the desperate attempt hit the rim and
bounced away as the buzzer sounded.

The game featured seven ties and 14 lead chang-
es. Tulane trailed for much of the second half, but never
by more than five points. The Green Wave stayed within
striking distance and trailed by two points or less nine
times during the first 10 minutes of the second half.

Green Wave notches first win over Tigers in 25 years

NEW ORLEANS - Senior David Gomez registered a dou-
ble-double with 19 points and 12 rebounds and junior
Daniel Puckett nailed the go-ahead basket for Tulane
with 1:16 remaining in the game and the Green Wave
tacked on five more points in the final minute to snap a
25-year drought with a 68-63 victory over in-state rival
LSU in front of 3,690 at New Orleans Arena.

In an emotionally-filled contest between two
rivals meeting for the 208th time since 1911, Tulane (10-
4) registered its first victory over LSU (7-6) since March
12, 1982, and the win was the first for Tulane in New
Orleans since Feb. 3, 1971.TU extended its win streak
to a season best four straight victories, but a more
impressive feat in the current times is the Wave's perfect
3-0 record against Southeastern Conference teams this
season.

Tulane trailed LSU by one point, 63-62, with 2:15
remaining after Anthony Randolph nailed two free
throws to give the Tigers their final lead of the game.

Green Wave snaps Tulsa’s home win streak

TULSA, OKLA. - Senior David Gomez scored six of his
team-high 16 points in overtime and sophomore Kevin
Sims knocked down six free throws in the extra session
to lead Tulane to a thrilling 67-65 overtime victory in
front of 6,101 at the Donald W. Reynolds Center.

The Green Wave (11-6, 1-2 C-USA) used a 14-6 run
in the final 8:11 of regulation to erase an eight point
deficit and forced overtime when junior Daniel Puckett
broke free for a lay-up with 19-seconds remaining to
tie the game at 47-47.

Gomez, Sims each finish in double figures

NEW ORLEANS - Senior David Gomez came off the
bench to score a game-high 17 points, including a late
jumper that broke a 50-50 tie, and Tulane used an 11-6
run in the final three minutes to dispatch a feisty Rice
squad, 61-56, in front of 2,223 at Fogelman Arena.

It was a tale of two halves for Tulane (12-6, 2-2

NEW ORLEANS - Senior David Gomez led all scorers
with 18 points and the Green Wave used a 27-7 second
half run over the final 10 minutes to erase a five point
deficit and post a 67-52 Conference USA victory over
SMU in front of 1,868 at Fogelman Arena.

Green Wave wins fifth straight

Katy, Texas — Sophomore Kevin Sims led three Green
Wave into double figures with a season-high 22 points
and Tulane used an 18-7 second half run to break open
a tight game and post its fifth straight win with an 84-77
victory over Rice at the Merrell Center.

Tulane (15-6, 5-2 C-USA) led Rice (3-17, 0-7 C-USA)
by just a single point, 42-41, early in the second half
when senior David Gomez followed a missed shot with
a put-back that sparked a 9-0 run, and eventually led to
the 18-7 spurt that proved to be too much for the Owls
to overcome.

Sims gave TU its first double digit lead, 53-43,
at the 11:58 mark and the Green Wave maintained its
double figure advantage for the majority of the final 10
minutes. Tulane built a 14 point lead when Sims came
up with a steal and finished on the other end with an
uncontested lay-up at 5:40.

A majority of the Wave's points during its second
half surge came from sophomore Asim McQueen who
tallied 12 of his career high 15 points in the second pe-
riod, which included a pair of dunks. McQueen’s second
dunk, which came off a long pass from junior Daniel
Puckett, gave the Wave its largest lead of the game, 80-
64, with 2:57 play.
