CITY OF NEW ORLEANS

Renowned for its Creole and Cajun flair, jazz, the
French Quarter and Mardi Gras, the city of New Orleans
often serves as an extension of the Tulane University
campus, inviting students to share in its cultures and
traditions. Downtown New Orleans is only 15 minutes
from Tulane’s uptown campus, and city buses provide
easy and affordable transportation.

The city, located between Lake Pontchartrain
and the Mississippi River, was founded in
1699 by French explorer Pierre LeMoyne and
was later named for the Duc d'Orleans, regent
to King Louis XV, in 1718.

It is a tenacious city that has survived many
challenges throughout its history, but noth-
ing like the challenge it faced in late August
2005, when New Orleans was devastated

by Hurricane Katrina, the largest disaster on
American soil in our country’s history. Nearly
80% of the city was flooded in the storm’s
aftermath, with the flooding occurring in
outlying neighborhoods, most developed post
World War Il. The historic and tourism core

of the city, including the Faubourg Marigny,
Bywater, French Quarter, Central Business Dis-
trict, Garden District and Uptown, remained
relatively dry, as these areas of New Orleans
were established along the bend of the Mis-
sissippi River on ground created by the river’s
sediment.

Today, the city is well on its way to recovery,
although evidence of the devastation will
remain for quite some time. New Orleans still
basks in its own brand of elegance and deca-
dence. One of the most authentic and historic
cities in the world, it is rich in tradition, seduc-
tive, sultry and sweet. It is a place that is also
steeped in family tradition, and people with
ties to single neighborhoods dating back
generations. Although its population has not
returned to its pre-Katrina numbers, more
and more residents continue to return to their
beloved home, a testament to the resolve and
resiliency of this city's people.

A beacon for tourists the world round, New
Orleans, consistently described as one of
America’s most walkable cities, continues to
offer a little something for everyone in its
myriad of cultural events and activities. At the
center of the city stands the French Quarter
(the “Vieux Carre”), which takes the visitor
back in time some two hundred years with

its blend of Spanish and French architecture.

Here, you can take a tour through history,
sample some of the world’s finest cuisine,
enjoy a jazz set or a street performance or
indulge in the shopping treats of the French
Market. Of course, for the more daring,
there is Bourbon Street, wildly-known for its
carnival-like atmosphere but also home to a
number of restaurants and shops.

“Uptown” New Orleans is home Tulane Uni-
versity, just across historic St. Charles Avenue
from Audubon Park, an urban oasis in the
heart of this stately neighborhood. Uptown

is also home to the Garden District, with its
grandiose mansions and sweeping oaks. Each
year, the French Quarter and Garden District

serve as the hubs for the world’s largest party:

Mardi Gras. Parades, costumes, masks and
beads decorate the city for over two weeks,
culminating in “Fat Tuesday.”

While Mardi Gras is New Orleans’ most
famous festivity, it is not the city’s only one.
Other annual events have carved their niche
into the “Big Easy's” traditions, most notably
the New Orleans Jazz and Heritage Festival,
held each May at the city’s Fairgrounds in
mid-city.

In addition to its entertainment and cultural
appeal, the city also offers a host of educa-
tional and family-oriented activities. Audubon
Zoo and Botanical Gardens, consistently
ranked among the top five zoos in America,
offers 58 acres of lush landscaped tropical
vegetation, sculptured gardens, waterfalls,
pond and grasslands and provides a natural
setting for more than 1,000 animals. The
Aquarium of the Americas, located down

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town on the Mississippi River, boasts a con-
stantly-changing display of exotic fish and has
regularly set attendance records since opening
in Sept. 1990. For the history buffs, the Na-
tional World War Il Museum, formerly known
as the National D-Day Museum, features a
collection of artifacts and archives on World
War Il within its 70,500-square foot building.

With its blend of old world charm and cosmo-
politan style, New Orleans attracts thousands
of visitors a year, and tourism continues

to play a major role in the city's economic
landscape.

To this end, sporting events are no exception
to the rule. The city has played host to the
2004 NCAA Women's Basketball Final Four,
2003 NCAA Men’s Basketball Final Four and
the 2002 NCAA Women'’s Volleyball National
Championship.

As well, this coming January, the city
will welcome the BCS National Champion-
ship. In the fall of 2006, the city welcomed
home its beloved New Orleans Saints and
the reopening of the Louisiana Superdome,
as Hurricane Katrina forced the team to find
a temporary home for the 2005 season.

That first game back in New Orleans was
played on Monday Night Football, before a
sell-out crowd in the dome and more than
10,800,000 homes across the nation.

Aside from its cultural, educational and sport-
ing opportunities, New Orleans is also an ideal

place for the outdoor enthusiast. A semitropi-
cal climate and thousands of acres of public
parks allow for year-round jogging, bicycling,
golfing and tennis. Surrounded by lakes, rivers
and bayous, the city is outstanding for fishing
and water sports.

But while that's food for thought, here’s
something you can really sink your teeth into
after a day of strolling the Mississippi banks,
soaking up the French Quarter or discovering
new species of fish and animals. It's America’s
most delicious city, where its residents live to
eat.

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FULANE UNIVERSITY

Founded in 1834, Tulane University is one of the most
highly regarded and selective independent research
universities in the United States. Tulane’s schools and
colleges offer degrees in the liberal arts, science and
engineering, architecture, business, law, social work,
medicine, and public health and tropical medicine.

The university is a member of the presti-
gious Association of American Universities,

a select group of the 62 leading research
universities in the United States and Canada
with “pre-eminent programs of graduate

and professional education and scholarly re-
search.” Tulane also is ranked by the Carnegie
Foundation for the Advancement of Teaching
as a university with “very high research activ-
ity.” Of more than 4,300 higher educational
institutions rated by the foundation, Tulane
remains in a prestigious category that includes
only 2 percent of universities nationwide.

Located in New Orleans, Tulane traces its
origins to the Medical College of Louisiana,
the Deep South’s second oldest medical
school, which was founded in 1834. By 1847,
the Medical College was part of the newly
established public institution, the University of
Louisiana.

Tulane emerged as a private university in 1884
when the public University of Louisiana was
reorganized and named in honor of benefac-
tor Paul Tulane, a wealthy merchant who
bequeathed more than $1 million to endow

a university “for the promotion and encour-
agement of intellectual, moral and industrial
education.” A native of Princeton, N.J., Paul
Tulane had made his fortune in New Orleans
and his gift expressed his appreciation to this
Southern city on the Mississippi River. In 1886,
the H. Sophie Newcomb Memorial College for
Women was established as part of the uni-
versity, which has since merged with Tulane’s
college for undergraduate men to form the
Newcomb-Tulane College.

Tulane moved to its present campus on St.
Charles Avenue in 1894. The Tulane University
Health Sciences Center in downtown New
Orleans includes the School of Medicine and
School of Public Health and Tropical Medicine,
while the Tulane National Primate Research
Center is in Covington, La.

Research in many disciplines has flourished at
Tulane through the establishment of centers
such as the Roger Thayer Stone Center for
Latin American Studies, the Middle American
Research Institute, the Tulane/Xavier Center
for Bioenvironmental Research, the Murphy
Institute, the Tulane Cancer Center, the Tulane

Center for Gene Therapy and the Newcomb
College Institute.

In the fall of 2005, Tulane weathered Hur-
ricane Katrina, the nation’s worst natural
disaster. A renewed Tulane emerged from
the storm as a stronger institution focused
on an exceptional undergraduate program
complemented by superb graduate, profes-
sional and research programs based on the
university’s historical strengths and distinctive
characteristics.

Tulane’s programs have been shaped by the
university's experience with Hurricane Katrina,
providing faculty, staff and students with
unprecedented research, learning and com-
munity service opportunities.

Tulane has also re-launched “Promise and
Distinction: The Campaign for Tulane.” Pub-
licly announced just months before Katrina,
“Promise and Distinction” has already raised
over $600 million toward its goal of raising
$700 million by June 30, 2008.

Realizing this goal will enable Tulane to
continue to attract and retain the very best
students, faculty and staff as it moves forward
toward its goal of universal recognition as one
of the world’s most preeminent educational
and research institutions.

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STUDENT SERVICES

STUDENT-ATHLETE SERVICES

The primary objective of the Office of Student-
Athlete Services is to assist student-athletes in
their efforts to complete their degree require-
ments and to develop the skills necessary to be
productive citizens.

The academic counselors within the Office of
Student-Athlete Support Services assist student-
athletes in their pursuit of an undergraduate
degree through the development and evaluation
of their academic plans based upon educational
and career objectives. Furthermore, the office
assists student-athletes in the clarification of
their life and career goals. The academic staff
extends a caring, committed effort in helping
students’ intellectual, cultural, physical and
social development.

ACADEMIC ADVISING CENTER

The Office of Student-Athlete Support Services
is located on the first floor of the James W.
Wilson Jr. Center. The suite houses an upgraded
computer lab, the offices of the athletic aca-
demic counselors, and a quiet study area. The
computer lab consists of 18 fully-equipped com-
puters with several software programs, Internet
access, and e-mail capabilities.

In addition to the computer lab and staff offices,
a general study area allows student-athletes to
study in a quiet and controlled environment.

ACADEMIC COUNSELING

Advising Tulane student-athletes during their
pursuit of an undergraduate degree is the single
most important function of the Office of Stu-
dent-Athlete Support Services. The staff uses a

collaborative approach that involves the student-
athletes, department and college advisors, and
the counselors of the Student-Athlete Support
Services unit. Together, this group works to
develop a unique plan of action for every Tulane
student-athlete.

Each varsity sport at Tulane is assigned an aca-
demic counselor who understands the mission
of Tulane University and the academic policies
and philosophies that govern the University.
Furthermore, the academic counselors provide
accurate knowledge of university and college
degree requirements, as well as NCAA stan-
dards. This knowledge includes an understand-
ing of university and department academic
courses, course content, and prerequisites
needed for academic degrees.

Tulane’s athletic academic counselors also pos-
sess skills that allow for one-on-one counsel-
ing. Student-athletes discuss their academic
interests, personal needs and crisis situations
with their counselors. If referrals to specialists
are needed, Tulane’s athletics department works
closely with on-campus counseling organiza-
tions that provide professional counseling on a
confidential basis.

TUTORIAL PROGRAM

The tutorial program for student-athletes at
Tulane is one of the most comprehensive in
Conference USA. The tutoring program is
designed to supplement the knowledge that
students gain in the classroom with direct one-
on-one interaction with a tutor. Only the most
qualified tutors are hired to work with Tulane
student-athletes, and any student-athlete can
request a tutor for any course.

CHAMPS/LIFE SKILLS

Student-athletes are presented with many chal-
lenges in balancing academics and athletics at
the Division | level. To meet these challenges,
the NCAA developed the CHAMPS/Life Skills
program to assist universities with the prepara-
tion of their student-athletes for life beyond
collegiate athletics. The CHAMPS/Life Skills pro-
gram helps bridge the gap between participat-
ing in intercollegiate athletics and experiencing
campus life.

STUDENT-ATHLETE ADVISORY COUNCIL

The Tulane Student-Athlete Advisory Council
(SAAC) represents the students’ concerns to the
athletics administration and coordinates several
of the Green Wave's annual community service
project. Made up of representatives from each
of Tulane’s sports programs, the board meets
monthly to discuss community service projects,
campus outreach programs, and issues faced by
Tulane University student-athletes.

SAAC encourages all varsity athletes to become
involved in its programs, including coordinating
the National Student-Athlete Celebration, plan-
ning the Varsity Ball, Tulane’s All-Sports Awards
Banguet and organizing donation projects.

Student-athletes at Tulane University are role
models for youths in New Orleans. During the
year, student-athletes undertake community
service projects like participating in a mentoring
program at a local school, visiting children in lo-
cal hospitals and working camps for underprivi-
leged youths.



STRENGTH & CONDITIONING/SPORTS
MEDICINE

With eight certified athletic trainers, a
state-of-the art weight room staffed by five
strength and conditioning coaches, and the
resources of the nearby Tulane Institute of
Sports Medicine, Tulane student-athletes are
provided with the best opportunities to gain a
physical edge as well as maintain health and
athletic wellness. In addition, Tulane’s wellness
staff includes a nutritionist available to meet
with student-athletes to provide a program
for healthy diet and nutrition in accordance
with each individual’s goals.

THE EARL “BUBBA” PORCHE ATHLETIC
TRAINING ROOM

Named in honor of longtime Tulane trainer
Earl “Bubba” Porche, the Tulane Athletic
Training Room is the primary medical treat-
ment facility for all Tulane student-athletes,
where all practice preparation, illness and
injury prevention and treatment, and rehabili-
tation takes place. The staff stays apprised of
the latest in injury treatment and rehabilita-
tion, and uses state-of-the-art modalities and
equipment, including electrical stimulations/
ultrasound machines, whirlpools, a full-size
Jacuzzi and a Biodexisokinetic testing/rehabili-
tation unit to provide the utmost in student-
athlete care. The athletic training staff stays
on the cutting edge of medical technology by
using computerized injury tracking systems
that are PDA compatible.

Under the supervision of head athletic trainer,
Andy Massey, the Tulane athletic trainers work

closely with the physicians and staff at the Tu-
lane Institute of Sports Medicine (TISM) — one
of the premier sports medicine facilities in the
nation. Located adjacent to the McWilliams
Athletics Complex , TISM integrates clinical
management, research and education with
the resources of a world-renowned medical
school and hospital.

TISM includes physicians’ offices where the
Tulane team physicians see patients, a physical
therapy department, a biomechanics lab, full
x-ray capabilities and a magnetic resonance
imaging (MRI) unit. These facilities, along with
the athletic training room, allow the sports
medicine staff to provide Tulane student-
athletes with the highest quality of sports
medicine care.

THE HENRY FRNKA WEIGHT ROOM

Located in the Wilson Center, the Henry Frnka
Weight Room is where Tulane student-ath-
letes dedicate themselves to maximize their
athletic potential through a year-round train-
ing opportunities. Featuring more than 5,500
square feet of training space and more than
20,000 pounds of weights and equipment,
every student-athlete at Tulane utilizes the
state-of-the-art facility and receives personal
attention for all of his or her training needs.

Under the direction of interim head strength
and conditioning coach Gavin Ozaki and as-
sistants Derick Atchley and Chris Keenan, the
facility has developed an intense and hard-
working, yet enjoyable, atmosphere. Ozaki
and his staff closely monitor the implementa-
tion and progress of a proactive sport-spe-

cific program designed to improve flexibility,
speed, power, agility and strength.

The goals of the staff are to help each
student-athlete reach his or her peak physical
performance while maximizing injury preven-
tion. All student-athletes receive personal
training and instruction that specifically en-
hances athletic performance in their respective
sport. The strength and conditioning facility is
an integral part of Tulane’s on-field success.

The weight room is furnished with equip-
ment from Powerlift, Life Fitness and Hammer
Strength. The facility also is equipped with
Dynamax medicine balls, hurdles, plyometric
boxes and assorted speed and agility equip-
ment. The weight room also features Life
Fitness stationary bikes, elliptical cross trainers
and treadmills to ensure cardiovascular fitness.

Strength and conditioning is a critical element
in the wellness plan for every Tulane student-
athlete.
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FULANE FACILITIES

Home of Tulane Athletics for more than 16 years, the
James W. Wilson Jr. Center for Intercollegiate Athletics
is a central location and gathering place for the Green
Wave’s more than 320 student-athletes. Nearly all of
Tulane’s intercollegiate athletics facilities are located
within a stone’s throw of the Wilson Center in the
McWilliams Athletic Complex.

A $7.2 million facility, the Wilson Center
opened in 1990 and houses the training
room, weight room, equipment room, locker
and meeting rooms, and academic support
area. The Wilson Center also houses offices
for each Tulane coach, as well as the Athletics
Ticket Office and Gift Shop. All of Tulane
Athletics’ administrative offices are located in
the Wilson Center.

Two centerpieces of the building are the Hen-
ry Frnka Weight Room and the Bubba Porche
Training Room, both located on the first floor
along with the Student Services Area and the
Gift Shop and Ticket Office.

The Wilson Center also features Ben Weiner
Hall, which showcases the success of all Green
Wave teams, past and present. Dedicated

in November 2001, Weiner Hall features
trophies, game balls and medals of teams,
players and coaches, past and present.

Directly behind the Wilson Center is the
George G. “Sunny” Westfeldt Practice and

Competition Facility, which is used by the
women’s soccer, track and field and football
teams for competition (soccer) and practice
(track and field, football). New Astroplay fields
and a new track were installed in 2001, result-
ing in a much-improved and more durable
surface for all Tulane student-athletes.

The facility, which includes the Danny Thiel
Track and the Barney Mintz Auxiliary Field, is
fully lit, with a grandstand that seats 1,200.
Thiel Track has hosted a number of quality
track meets and Mintz Field provides Green
Wave teams an 80-yard, artificial surface (Mo-
mentum Tuf by SportExe) on which to practice
and work out.

Other components of the McWilliams Com-
plex are Turchin Stadium and the Theresa
Sofio Hitting Facility, home of the Green Wave
baseball team, and Goldring Tennis Complex,
which features six lighted tennis courts.

The newest grand jewel to the Green Wave's
facilities belongs to Tulane’s nationally recog-

nized Baseball team. Turchin Stadium recently
completed its largest renovations since its con-
struction in 1990. The changes will increase
seating capacity to almost 5,000 while adding
many amenities, including a new press box
and suites.

Goldring was the site of the 2001 Confer-
ence USA Men’s and 2003 C-USA Women'’s
Tennis Championships, and hosted NCAA
Tennis Regionals in 2003 and 2005. Turchin
Stadium played host to the 2001 and 2005
New Orleans NCAA Baseball Regionals and
has hosted three conference baseball cham-
pionships, most recently the 2003 C-USA
Tournament, and will once again serve as the
focal point for the Conference USA Baseball
Tournament in 2008.

In the center of the Tulane campus is Fogel-
man Arena, home of the Green Wave men'’s
and women'’s basketball and volleyball teams.
As part of continuing upgrades to the facility,
Fogelman was fitted with new scoreboards
for the 2006-07 seasons. One of the most
difficult arenas for opposing teams to play in
due to the Green Wave fans’ close proxim-
ity to the court, Fogelman Arena served as
the host site of the 1999 Conference USA
Women's Basketball Championship and the
2003 C-USA Volleyball Tournament.

The volleyball and basketball teams all
practice and play the majority of their home
games in Fogelman, but all three squads

play select games in the New Orleans Arena,
located a short five-mile drive from campus.
The 17,000-plus-seat facility, which opened in
1999, serves as the home of the NBA's New
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Orleans Hornets. Tulane served as host institu-
tion for the 2004 NCAA Women's Basketball
Final Four in the Arena and the first- and -8
second-round of the 2007 NCAA Men's '8
Basketball Tournament. g
