Stacey Gaudet became Tulane’s
first All-American in 1987, named
by the Women's Sports Federa-
tion. As a senior, Gaudet averaged
a school-record 21.8 points, 8.0
rebounds and 3.8 assists per game.
She held or tied for the team lead
in scoring in 25 of 28 games dur-
ing the 1986-87 season, and was
named New Orleans MVP by the
Sugar Bowl Committee.

Her 609 points as a senior came
without the luxury of a 3-point
basket (the 3-pointer did not come
into play until the 1987-88 season),
and she was named Women's
Sports Federation National Player
of the Week on Jan. 18 after scor-
ing 81 points in three games.

Gaudet finished her career as just
the sixth female player from the

TULANE ALL-AMERICANS

state of Louisiana to score 2,000 or
more points, and ranked in the Top
20 nationally in free throw percent-
age all four years of her career.

She was the first female student-
athlete in Tulane history to have
her number retired, and was in-
ducted into the Tulane Hall of Fame
and the Louisiana American ltalian
Sports Hall of Fame in 1993.

Ten years after Stacey Gaudet be-
came the first All-American in Tu-
lane history, Barbara Farris earned
honorable mention recognition
on the WBCA/Kodak squad after
leading the Green Wave to a 27-5
record, the C-USA regular-season
and tournament titles, and a third
consecutive trip to the NCAA
Tournament.

A first-team All C-USA selection,
Farris led the Green Wave, finished
second in the conference and
ranked eighth in the NCAA with

a .623 field goal percentage, and
paced the squad with 13.7 points
and 7.7 rebounds per game.

Farris finished with double-digit
scoring totals in 21 games as a

junior, and tallied five double-
doubles. She was named Confer-
ence USA Player of the Week on
Jan. 13, earned MVP honors of
the Tulane/Doubletree Classic and
claimed a spot on the Conference
USA All-Tournament Team after
helping the Green Wave claim the
tournament championship.

She earned
honorable mention recogniton on
the WBCA/Kodak squad in each of
her final three years, was named
to the Associated Press honorable
mention team as a junior, and
claimed third-team AP All-America
honors as a senior.

During her three All-American cam-

paigns, Daley never scored fewer
than 550 points, pulled down at
least 100 rebounds and dished
out at least 70 assists each year. In
the three-year span, she averaged
20.8 points, 5.3 rebounds and
3.3 assists per game, and shot an
astonishing .503 from the field
(604-0f-1200).
