





2011 TULSA WOMEN'S SOCCER

Kyle Cussen
Head Coach
FOURTH YEAR

Kyle Cussen is in his fourth year at the helm of the Tul-
sa women'’s soccer program. Cussen was announced
as the sixth head coach in school history on January
21, 2008. His teams have made steady improvement
each season and have more than doubled the wins
in the last three seasons from the year prior to his
appointment.

TU posted an 8-9-2 overall record and picked up three
wins in Conference USA play in the 2010 campaign.
The Golden Hurricane scored 31 goals, 18 of which
were scored by freshmen, and had a .495 shots-on-
goal percentage. Freshman forward Claire Nicholson
had a team-best 11 goals, while freshman midfielder
Jordan Q'Brien posted three goals and one assist. For
her efforts, 0'Brien was tabbed as the C-USA Fresh-
man of the Year, while both Nicholson and O'Brien
were selected to the All-Freshman Team and earned
All-C-USA honors. Tulsa was also successful in the
classroom, as 18 players were named to the Tulsa and
C-USA academic lists.

In 2009, the Golden Hurricane concluded the season
with a 7-10-2 overall recard, including five shutout vic-
tories, and a 4-7 mark in C-USA. TU scored 25 goals,
four more than its opponents, and had a .490 shots-
on-goal percentage. Four players earned all-C-USA
accolades, the first for Tulsa since joining the league
in 2005. The Golden Hurricane was also successful
in the classroom, with three players named to the C-
USA All-Academic Team, two players picked to the
ESPN The Magazine Academic All-District team, and
14 student-athletes honored to the Tulsa and C-USA
academic lists.

In his first year at Tulsa, Cussen took a team that
posted a 3-14-2 mark and scored just seven goals in
the previous year to an 8-9-3 record and 41 goals in
2008. He nearly tripled the amount of wins and his
team scored almost six times as many goals. TU had
seven shutouts on the season, and 17 student-ath-
letes scored a goal, including 11 that scored multiple
goals. Cussen's team was successful off the field as
well, as 14 players earned C-USA academic honors.

Cussen spent the previous 10 years as the head wom-
en’s coach at Oral Roberts University. He posted an
overall record of 110-74-15 in his 10 seasons, while
compiling an eight-year conference mark of 35-15-8.

During his ORU tenure, Cussen’s teams won three reg-
ular season Mid-Continent Conference titles (2000,
2002 and 2004) and two Mid-Con Tournament crowns
(1999, 2004), while appearing in the Mid-Con Tourna-
ment Championship game for six straight seasons
(1999-2004). Cussen also led ORU to its first NCAA
Tournament appearance in the program’s 12-year his-
tory in 2004.

In his time at ORU, Cussen coached 46 all-conference
performers, 22 Mid-Con all-tournament team selec-
tions and five Mid-Continent Player of the Year hon-

orees. He had one player earn Mid-Con Newcomer
of the Year honors and had two Mid-Con Tournament
MVP selections. Cussen also had 64 student-athletes
earn academic all-conference accolades during his
tenure, while three of his players earned all-Central
Region honors.

Cussen was named the Mid-Continent Conference
Coach of the Year in 2002 after leading his team to the
regular season championship, while going undefeated
in league action.

An Oklahoma native, Cussen played collegiately at
Southern Nazarene University in Bethany, Okla. He
graduated from SNU in 1994 with a bachelor’s degree
in business administration. Cussen then served as
an assistant women's soccer coach for the SNU Red-
skins, helping to build a program in its early stages.
While there, Cussen helped the team post an over-
all 51-9-1 record and qualify for the NAIA Regional
all three years, including an NAIA Final Four berth in
1995.

Cussen spent time playing professionally for the Okla-
homa City Slickers and the Tulsa Roughnecks. In 1999,
he earned a master’s degree in education at ORU.

He and his wife, Misti, have two daughters; Cassie
Grace and Caia Faith.

Jim Rhein

Assistant Coach
FOURTH YEAR

Jim Rhein is in his fourth season as an assistant
coach with the women’s soccer program at The
University of Tulsa.

Rhein helped TU post an 8-9-2 overall record and pick
up three wins in Conference USA play in 2010. The
Golden Hurricane scored 31 goals, 18 of which were
scored by freshmen, and had a .495 shots-on-goal
percentage. Freshman midfielder Jordan O'Brien was
tabbed as the C-USA Freshman of the Year, while
bath Claire Nicholson and O'Brien were selected to
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the All-Freshman Team and earned All-C-USA honors.

In 2009, Tulsa concluded the season with a 7-10-2
overall record, including five shutout victories, and
a 4-7 mark in C-USA. TU scored 25 goals, four more
than its opponents, and had a .490 shots-on-goal per-
centage. Four players earned all-C-USA accolades,
the first for Tulsa since joining the league in 2005.

In his first season, Rhein helped Tulsa post an 8-9-3
record and 41 goals in 2008, nearly tripling the win
total and scoring almost six times as many goals as
the 2007 edition. The Golden Hurricane recorded
seven shutouts on the year, and 17 student-athletes
scored goals, including 11 players with multiple goals.

Rhein, 39, came to Tulsa from Bixby High School
where he compiled a career 131-53-2 coaching record
in 13 years as the Spartans’ head girls coach. He
coached 21 players to all-state accolades and guided
the team to the state tournament in each of his 13
seasons. His teams advanced to the state quarter-
finals six times and the state semifinals in 2002 and
2007. Rhein also coached the Spartans to 11 district
championships and two runner-up performances.

On the Club level, Rhein served as the Technical
Assistant to the Director of Coaching for the Hurricane
Futball Club. Rhein helped the HFC ‘84 record 15
tournament titles, including the state championship
in 2002, while that team also earned a No. 6 national
ranking in July 2002 by NationalSoccerRanking.com.
Rhein has also worked with the HFC ‘88 boys and girls
teams, as well as the HFC '94 girls team.

Rhein was a four-year letterwinner at Northeastern
State, where he received a bachelor's degree in sec-
ondary education and social studies in 1993.

He and his wife, Amy, have two children; Ali and Eli.

Kayla Chambers is in her first season as a graduate
manager for the women’s soccer program.

A four-year letterwinner at Tulsa, Chambers (2006-09)
netted nine goals and had two assists for 20 paints
from her defender position. She helped TU post 25
wins during her career, including 21 shutouts, and
was named to the All-Conference USA second team
as a senior.

A native of Highland Village, Texas, Chambers
received her bachelor's degree in exercise sports
science in December 2010, and is currently working
towards her master’s degree in business.

Upham

President

Steadman Upham currently serves as the 17th president
of The University of Tulsa, a position he has held since
2004. Prior to coming to TU, he served as president and
chief executive officer of Claremont Graduate Univer-
sity, a doctoral research university and a member of the
Oxford-style consortium known as The Claremont Col-
leges in Claremont, California.

Upham received his Ph.D. degree in anthropology in
1980 from Arizona State University. In 1981, he joined
New Mexico State University where he held the posi-
tions of chief archaeologist and assistant professor of
archaeology. He achieved the rank of tenured professor
of archaeology in 1989. Before leaving New Mexico
State in 1990, he also served as the faculty affiliate,
Center for Social Research (1985 — 1990); curator of
Archaeology, University Museum (1984 — 1990); and
associate dean of the Graduate School (1987 — 1990).
From 1990 to 1998, Upham worked at the University
of Oregon as vice provost for research and dean of the
Graduate School and professor of anthropology.

Upham is a widely published archaeologist, having writ-
ten or edited 10 books and more than 75 book chapters
and journal articles. He has lectured extensively in
the United States and Canada. Throughout his career,
Upham has been singled out for his achievements as
an educator and administrator. In 2001, he received
the Academy Gold Medal of Honor by the Academy of
Transdisciplinary Learning and Advance Studies. He
was named to the Graduate College Hall of Fame by Ari-
zona State University and named an ASU Distinguished
Alumnus in 1998. The University of Oregon presented
Upham its Martin Luther King, Jr. Award and Director’s
Award for Service and Achievement, both in 1998. Early
in his academic career, Upham’s teaching skills were
recognized by New Mexico State University, which pre-
sented him the Donald C. Roush Award for Excellence
in Teaching, 1987, and a year later named him a Master
Teacher.

Upham's extensive professional service and accomplish-
ments include commissioner of the Western Assaciation
of Schools and Colleges; chairman of the Board of Di-
rectors of the Council of Graduate Schools; president,
National Physical Science Consortium; director of The
American Mutual Funds; director of the St. Francis
Health System; director of the Tulsa Chamber of Com-
merce; director of the American Council on Education;
director of the National Collegiate Athletic Association,
and member of the Fund for the Improvement of Post-
secondary Education National Board.

In spring 2011, Upham announced he would retire as
president on June 30, 2012, and he will return to the
faculty as President Emeritus and University Professor
to teach and conduct research.
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Bubba

Cunningham
Director of Athletics

Bubba Cunningham is in his seventh year as the Director
of Athletics at The University of Tulsa. He was named to
the position on October 7, 2005, and began his tenure
at Tulsa on November 11, 2005. Cunningham came to
Tulsa following three years as the athletics director at
Ball State University.

In June 2009, Cunningham was honored as the 2008-09
FBS Central Region Under Armour Athletics Director of
the Year, an award presented by the National Association
of Collegiate Directors of Athletics at the Annual NACDA
Convention.

During his tenure at Tulsa, Cunningham has guided TU
through its infancy of membership in Conference USA
and has spearheaded a $60 million athletics initiative,
which included a $20 million renovation to Skelly Field at
H.A. Chapman Stadium, a goal of $20 million for an ath-
letics scholarship endowment and $20 million for coach’s
salary endowment.

Cunningham has implemented and continues developing
a strategic plan for personal and professional growth
and development for TU's student-athletes, coaches and
athletic staff. He also continues developing relationships
with national sponsors.

During Cunningham’s tenure, Tulsa has won a league-
best 34 Conference USA Championships. In addition,
the sports of men's and women'’s basketball, men’s and
women'’s cross country, men’s and women's golf, men’s
soccer, softball, men’s and women'’s tennis and volleyball
have made national post-season tournament play. The
Tulsa football has made five Bow! appearances in the last
six years, winning four of those games.

In December 2005, Cunningham spearheaded a ticket
campaign that saw over 15,000 Golden Hurricane fans
storm Memphis, Tennessee for the 2005 AutoZone Lib-
erty Bowl. In the spring of 2006, he oversaw Tulsa's fun-
draising campaign that surpassed a goal of $2.2 million,
and in each year since then the annual campaign contin-
ues to meet its fundraising goals.

Academic success has thrived under Cunningham's
leadership. Tulsa has 17 ESPN The Magazine Academic
All-America performers over the last five years, while
each year more than 170 student-athletes have earned
Conference USA Commissioner's Honor Roll accolades,
including a high of 199 for the 2009-10 academic year.
Tulsa has had a total of 11 student-athletes earn C-USA
Scholar Athlete of the Year honars.

Tulsa had the school’s best-ever ranking in the Division |
Learfield Sports Directors’ Cup Standings for the 2010-11
season, as the Hurricane ranked 51st with 397 points in
the final standings. Tulsa's previous highest ranking has
also come during Cunningham's tenure with a 61st-place
ranking in 2008-09.

Since Cunningham’s arrival, Tulsa has also hosted con-
ference, regional and national events. On the national
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level, TU hosted the 2011 NCAA Basketball Second &
Third Rounds at the BOK Center, the 2008 NCAA Men's
and Women’s Division | Tennis National Championship as
well as NCAA Men's Tennis Regional Tournaments at the
Michael D. Case Tennis Center. Tulsa has also hosted Con-
ference USA Championships for men's soccer, men's and
women'’s basketball, women’s golf, men’s and women's ten-
nis and track and field.

In his tenure at Ball State, Cunningham guided a program
with 19 intercollegiate sports and a budget of $12.4 million.
In his final year, Ball State completed a $12M campaign
to renovate the football stadium. In raising those funds,
Cunningham secured the largest single gift in Ball State
Athletics history.

He implemented a variety of firsts for the Cardinals. The
football team played the first-ever night game in Ball State
Stadium and the first-ever weeknight home game in the
university's 78-year history in 2003. Cunningham also de-
veloped and implemented a marketing plan for a record
football attendance mark in 2003. He was able to secure
funding exclusively from private donors to have permanent
lights installed at Ball State Stadium.

Prior to his appointment at Ball State, Cunningham spent
15 years working in the athletics department at the Univer-
sity of Notre Dame.

At Notre Dame between 2000-02, Cunningham served as
associate director of athletics for external affairs. He rene-
gotiated the school’s footwear contract, developed a com-
munications and marketing plan, created marketing teams
for all 26 varsity sports, increased corporate sponsorship
income, created a financial/equity plan for the department
and served as chairman of the NCAA Division | Women's
Golf Committee.

Before that, he served as associate athletics director for
finance and facilities (1995-2000). In that time, Cunningham
was responsible for a $30 million budget and all business
affairs.

In that capacity, Cunningham was responsible for de-
veloping and implementing an equity plan to meet Title
IX requirements, completed the master plan for Notre
Dame athletic facilities, coordinated the bid process and
negotiation with Westwood for football radio rights and
helped plan and complete the $50 million renovation and
20,000 seat expansion of Notre Dame Stadium. He also
coordinated the planning and construction of the Warren
Golf Course, an 18-hole championship course on the Notre
Dame campus.

Cunningham earned his bachelor's and master’s degrees in
business administration, both from Notre Dame, in 1984
and 1988, respectively. He played on the Irish golf team in
1982-83.

Cunningham serves on the NCAA Division | Men’s Golf
Committee and a member of the Rotary Club of Tulsa. He
is also a member of the NACDA Executive Committee, Ex-
ecutive Committee of the Board of Directors for the Tulsa
Sports Commission, the Alzheimers Association of Okla-
homa Board of Directors and the Folds of Honor Foundation
Board. Cunningham also served on the Gatorade National
Advisory Board and has been a featured speaker at numer-
ous NACDA and |-A institute conferences.

Born in Flint, Mich., and raised in Naples, Fla., Cunningham
and his wife, Tina, have four children: Matthew, Michael,
John and Sarah.

All C-USA institutions sponsor Division |-A football,
along with several other men’s and women's athletic
programs, many of which compete regularly for NCAA
Championships. C-USA sponsors competition in 20 sports
- nine for men (baseball, basketball, cross country, foot-
ball, golf, soccer, tennis and indoor and outdoor track and
field) and 11 for women (basketball, cross country, golf,
rowing, softball, soccer, swimming and diving, tennis,
indoor and outdoor track and field and volleyball).

The league sponsors numerous academic awards,
including the Commissioner's Honor Roll and the
Commissioner's Academic Medal, indicative of outstand-
ing achievement in the classroom.

C-USA annually awards 12 postgraduate scholarships,
along with the Sport Academic Award, Scholar Athletes

of the Year and the Institutional Academic Excellence
Award. Conference USA also added a Spirit of Service
Award, recognizing student-athletes three times a year
for a combination of significant community service
efforts, good academic standing and participation in
their elected sport.
