Daniel Reaches Milestone

- Senior Mahogany Daniel recorded her 100th career game against Texas
A&M-Corpus Christi on Monday (Jan.15) while surpassing the 500-point
mark in her fourth year as a Lady Bronc. Daniel joins Naima Williams
(1999-03) as the only two Lady Broncs to record more than 500 points and
500 rebounds in their careers. Currently, the lone senior on the squad is sixth
all-time in steals (143) and first in blocks (124) in her career while also rank-
ing among UTPA’s best in a season in blocked shots (51), a category she
already ranks fourth in when she totaled 34 blocked shots in the 2004-05 cam-

paign.

Lady Broncs Dominate Weekly Awards

- Tamara Vaughn and Rose Esther Jean were honored in the opening week
of college basketball as the Lady Bronc newcomers swept the weekly
Independent awards.

- Vaughn was selected as Independent Player of the Week as the UTPA junior
finished with a team-high 24 points as the Lady Broncs defeated Centenary,
65-46, in the season opener. She becomes the first player in UTPA history to
be selected as the Idependent Player of the Week for her efforts in the Lady
Broncs victory.

- Jean was selected as Independent Newcomer of the Week as she became the
first freshman in program history to record a double-double (points-rebounds)
in her first game with the Lady Broncs.

- UTPA freshman Aleeya Grigsby has earned Independent Newcomer of the
Week on two occassions this season. Grigshy was selected for her
performance at the CenturyTel Bobcat Classic hosted by Texas State. She
was selected to the CenturyTel/Bobcat Classic All-Tournament Team at
Texas State University where the UTPA forward averaged 12.5 points per
game. Most recently, she was named Independent Newcomer of the Week
for her efforts during the week of Dec. 3-Dec. 10. Against Texas, she scored
11 points on 5-0f-16 shooting while pulling down six rebounds on the road.
Grigsby barely missed a double-double against Texas State when she put up
16 points and grabbed nine rebounds while adding two steals in 34 minutes on
the court.

- LeKeisha Gray was named Independent Newcomer of the Week for the
week of Nov. 27-Dec. 3. During, UTPA’s three-game road trip, Gray
averaged 12.3 points on 14-32 shooting (44%), including 5-13 (38%) from
behind the arc. Through the trio of games, she averaged just 27 minutes per
contest and scored 12 of the teams 16 first-half points against Big 12 foe
Nebraska.

- Most recently, Gray earned Independent Newcomer of the Week honors on
January 23rd. She led the Lady Broncs with 13.5 scoring average to go along
with 5.5 rebounds and one steal per game in a 1-1 week for UTPA. Gray
finished with a game-high 18 points on 7-0f-12 shooting, including a trio of
three-pointers, to go along with seven rebounds, two steals and one assist in a
54-48 victory over Texas A&M-Corpus Christi on Jan. 15. In one stretch,
Gray scored 13 of the Lady Broncs’ 17 points during a 17-3 scoring run
during the first half of victory over the Islanders. She also finished with a
team-high nine points on the road at Oral Roberts on Jan. 19.
