The UC Davis Ticket Office will be on-site for each UC Davis Athletic Event at
the site of competition, and will begin selling tickets 1 hour prior to the scheduled start of the
event. Will call tickets will also be available at the site of competition starting 1 hour prior to
the scheduled start of the event.

COMPLIMENTARY TICKETS

Complimentary ticket agreements vary by sport. Please check your respective Big West
complimentary ticket guidelines, or individual game contracts for complimentary ticket num-
bers. If your team is entitled to complimentary tickets, your list must be delivered to the Event
Manager at least 1 hour prior to the start of the event. Lists will not be permitted to be changed
once the gates have opened. Complimentary ticket pickup will be located at the entrance to the
venue of competition.

TO PURCHASE TICKETS

Tickets may be purchased at the UC Davis Ticket Office from 10am to 5pm, Mon-
day through Friday. The Ticket Office accepts Cash, Check, Visa, Mastercard, Discover, and
American Express. Ticket orders may also be placed by phone by calling (530) 752-1915.
There is a $5 per order fee for all UC Davis Ticket Office phone orders placed. General admis-
sion tickets will not be mailed and will be available for pick-up in advance or at will call with
picture identification.

To maintain a safe, enjoyable environment for all participants and spectators attending events
held at the University of California, Davis, the following items, actions, and behaviors are
prohibited and may result from expulsion from the site of competition.

* Offensive or obscene language on clothing or banners
* Possession of open containers, glass bottles, or alcoholic beverages

* Fighting, threatening to fight or cause physical harm to other spectators, employees,
or sports officials

* Lewd behavior and/or indecent exposure
* Entering the competition area

* Refusing to move from an area or seat that the spectator does not have access to or
tickets for

* Vandalism

* Violation of any California Penal Code, UC Regulation, or Policy, Chancellor Direc
tive, or NCAA Athletic Policy
