The UC Davis track and field teams look forward to our competition with your team on April 14, 2007, 
for the open portion of the Woody Wilson Track & Field Open. A time schedule is enclosed.

Our facility has an Atlas-BMSS surface with eight lanes all around. Spikes required on this track are 3/16 
to 1/4-inch. The javelin, long jump, triple jump, pole vault, high jump and steeplechase approach are also 
of the same material.

The shot put and discus areas are located inside the track. The new hammer ring is located across campus 
near the health science complex and the Schaal Aquatics Center. Please note that the hammer ring 
has moved: in previous years, it was located at the intersection of Hutchison Drive and La Rue 
Road. Now the hammer throw takes place at the intersection of Garrod Drive and La Rue Road, 
immediately south of the aquatics facility (approximately 400 yards southeast of the previous loca-
tion). Parking for the hammer throw is available in Lot 56, adjacent to the Schaal Aquatic Center.

Weigh-ins for the shot, discus and javelin are located at the track stadium near the southwest 
entrance. Weigh-ins for the hammer will take place at the hammer site. 

Changing rooms and shower facilities are located next to the track inside Hickey Gym. Have your ath-
letes bring their own towels and/or locks. For your convenience, there is a variety of eating facilities close 
to the campus, to which we can direct you at the completion of the meet. The campus is hosting its 
annual Picnic Day event on the day of the meet, drawing thousands of visitors to campus. As a 
result, this will dramatically affect the availability of parking.

Have a safe and comfortable trip to Davis. We look forward to a great meet with your team.

The entry process is the same as last 
year so please adhere to all of the instructions on individual and team entries described in this 
packet. Registration is only available through EZMeets.com. Instructions for both affiliated and 
unattached entries are noted below.

University of California, Davis – Woody Wilson Track (Map enclosed)

This meet is sanctioned by the USATF.

The Woody Wilson Open will be held on the Woody Wilson track. We have the ability to run the 
sprints and hurdles in either direction. All jumps and throws are located within the track. The new 
hammer ring is located directly south of the Schaal Aquatics Facility. (see enclosed map)

The team entry process will take place online at EZMeets.com. Telephone and FAX entries will not 
be accepted. Late entries also will not be accepted.

In order to enter athletes at EZMeets.com you will need a password for the site. Please FAX the 
registration form to the UC Davis Athletics Media Relations office at (530) 754-5674. Once the 
form is received, you will be sent your EZMeets password via email. While we will make every 
effort to email your password ASAP, please allow 24 hours. Due to time constraints, all registra-
tion forms need to be received by noon on April 9. Thus, you should seek to submit requests for 
passwords BEFORE the entry deadline of Monday, April 9.

NOTE: Unattached athletes or athletes not being entered with a team need not submit the 
registration form and WILL NOT RECEIVE a password. Instead, email your entry informa-
tion (name, events and seed marks) to merobles@ucdavis.edu. Media Relations will register 
ALL unattached athletes and athletes not being entered with a team. A confirmation email will 
be sent.

After receiving your password, please visit EZMeets.com and follow the link for the Woody Wilson 
Open. Follow all instructions and be sure to print a receipt at the end of your session. The dead-
line to make additions or changes to your entry list is 11:59 p.m. on Monday, April 9, 2006. 

Please note that due to the time constraints and meet size, NOT ALL ENTRIES WILL BE AC-
CEPTED. The final accepted entry list will be posted at http://www.ucdavisaggies.com no later 
than Wednesday, April 11.

Trials in the field events will consist of three attempts for each competitor. The top eight will 
advance to the finals. Be sure to see information on minimum standards to be measured in 
the field events.

All athletes in the running events must check into the Bullpen (located at the north end of the 
track), 30 minutes prior to their event. The athlete could be scratched if he/she fails to check in.

Bring locks and towels. Hickey Gym is located next to the track.

Entry fees are $15.00 per entered athlete PER EVENT, $20.00 per relay team, or a team fee 
of $225.00 each (14 athletes or more including relays). No refunds for scratched or unaccepted 
entries. Fees for men’s and women’s teams will be considered separate. ALL FEES ARE NONRE-
FUNDABLE. All checks or money orders are payable to “UC Regents”. Entry fees are to be paid at 
packet pick up on the day of the meet. 

Parking is available in the parking structure and other lots on campus. Passes will not be issued 
as parking is free on weekends. However, remember this the Woody Wilson Open takes place on 
the University’s Picnic Day, which draws thousands of people to campus. Parking will be severely 
limited, so plan ahead!

Due to Picnic Day, admission will not be charged.
