AGGIES FACE GAUCHOS IN BIG WEST TOURNAMENT

* The No. 3 seed UC Davis men’s soccer team will travel to face No. 2 seeded UC Santa
Barbara in the first round of the Big West Conference Tournament on Wednesday.
 The match is set to begin at 7 p.m.

SCOUTING UC SANTA BARBARA

* Wins over Cal State Northridge and Cal Poly last week drove the Gauchos up the stand-
ings as they finished as the No. 2 team in the Big West Conference.

e Luis Silva was named the Big West’s Offensive Player of the Week for the second straight
week after scoring in both games last week... He has scored in the last five games and has
15 goals on the year which leads the league.

* Silva and Dom Sarle also lead the conference in assists with eight apiece.

» UCSB finishes in the top two of the league for the 11th straight season.

* Goalkeeper Andre Grandt has been credited with seven shutouts.

ALL-TIME AGAINST THE GAUCHOS

* Wednesday’s meeting marks the third this year between UC Santa Barbara and UC Davis.
» UC Santa Barbara took a 2-1 overtime win in Davis on Oct. 8 then won by a 3-1 margin
in Santa Barbara on Oct. 26.

* The Aggies are now 2-11-2 all-time against the Gauchos.

e The last UC Davis win at Harder Stadium was a 2-0 victory on Oct. 11, 2008.

ONE FOR THE RECORD BOOKS

* Last weeks ties against Cal State Fullerton and UC Riverside marked the tenth and 11th
overtime games this season for UC Davis.

» UC Davis tied a Div. I record for most overtime games in a single season with Saturday’s
extra periods against UC Riverside.

e Saint Louis accomplished the feat in 2003 while San Diego State repeated in 2009.

e Saint Louis’ 11 overtime games included overtime wins in the second and third rounds of
the NCAA Tournament... San Diego State’s occurred solely during the regular season.

WELCOME BACK

» UC Davis returns to the Big West Tournament for the first time since 2008, the first year
of the Big West Tournament.

 The Aggies were the No. 4 seed and faced top-seeded UC Irvine, dropping a narrow 1-0
decision in Irvine.

* UC Davis still received an at-large bid to the NCAA Tournament that year, advancing to
the second round before falling to Michigan 1-0.

* The Aggies’ third-place finish in the Big West is the highest since the 2007 season - UC
Davis’ first year as an official Div. I program... UC Davis finished second in the league and
advanced to the NCAA Tournament.

AGGIES DRAW WITH TITANS, HIGHLANDERS

e In its final games of the 2011 season, UC Davis tied both Cal State Fullerton and UC
Riverside 1-1.

» UC Davis and Cal State Fullerton scored within two minutes of each other on Nov. 2 in
Davis, but would settle for the double overtime tie.

» UC Riverside scored with four minutes left in regulation to send Saturday’s game into
overtime... Neither team could find the back of the net, despite a combined 15 shots over
the course of both overtime periods.

* He ranks third in the Big West Conference with a 1.04 goals
against average and is fourth in save percentage (.756)... His 62
saves rank him fifth in the league.

* Sheldon’s breakout game against Cal State Northridge on Oct. 15 marked the first time since 2009 that a single player has scored multiple
times in a game for UC Davis.

* Additionally Sheldon assisted Wiesenfarth on his goals against Sacramento State (9/23) and UC Santa Barbara (10/8).

* Wiesenfarth’s shot on goal percentage is .486 while Sheldon’s is .550... They have combined for 57 shots, 30 of which have been on goal.
