UC Irvine opens its 2008 Big West Conference home schedule
this week, facing league preseason favorite UC Santa Barbara
Thursday and Cal Poly Saturday. The Anteaters have not played
a home game since Dec. 15 as they are coming off a streak of
five straight road contests.

The Anteaters are 5-9 overall and 0-1 in the Big West following a
93-83 road loss to Cal State Fullerton last Friday night. Senior
forward Patrick Sanders led UCI with a career-high 27 points.

Senior center Darren Fells added 16 points and a team-high eight
rebounds while junior guard Brett Lauer scored 12 points, hitting 4
of 8 threes in the second half, and junior forward Kevin Bland had
11 points and three assists.

UCI hit 10 of 19 threes in the game for 52.6 percent and the
Titans converted 13 of 21 from beyond the arc for 61.9 percent.



• UCI‘s nine losses this season have come against
teams with a combined winning percentage of .680
(85-40) entering the week. Texas A&M is 14-1 and
Sam Houston State is 12-1 with the second-longest,
non-conference home winning streak (44) in the nation.

The Anteaters, according to the Jan. 8 Sagarin ratings,
have the 38th-toughest schedule in the nation of the
328 Division I teams.

• Senior center Darren Fells leads the Big West Con-
ference in field-goal percentage at .622. That percent-
age ranks 17th nationally entering the week. He has
shot 65.4 percent (51 of 78) over the past seven con-
tests. He has averaged 19.8 points over the past four
games.

Fells has 963 points and 609 rebounds in his career as
he is on target to become the 11th player in UCI history
to record 1,000 points and 600 rebounds.

Fells ranks 11th at UCI in career rebounds with 609.
He is two boards behind No. 10 Ricky Butler and five
away from Nos. 8 Jeff Von Lutzow and Jerry Maras.

Fells is eighth in the league in scoring average (14.4)
and fifth in steals per game (1.58). He has scored in
double figures in 10 of the 12 games he has played in
this season.

• Senior forward Patrick Sanders has averaged 17.3
points over the last seven games after scoring a
career-high 27 points at Cal State Fullerton last Friday.

Sanders ranks seventh in the Big West in scoring aver-
age (14.6). In his UCI career, he has 842 points and
388 rebounds.

• Junior forward Kevin Bland is first in the Big West in
steals with an average of 2.00 per game and he ranks
ninth in rebounding with a 5.8 average.

• Junior guard Brett Lauer ranks sixth in the Big West
in three-point field goal percentage at .453.

• UCI ranks second in the Big West Conference in
assist/turnover ratio at 0.97.

• The Anteaters are averaging 8.1 steals per game to
the opposition’s 6.4. UCI averaged 4.4 steals per
game last season.

• UCI is averaging 13.1 turnovers per game, which
ranks 42nd nationally (of 328 teams) for the fewest per
game.

• UC Irvine is 153-119 all-time in the Bren Events Cen-
ter. The Anteaters have won 71 of their last 93 games
(.763) in the Bren dating back to February 2000.

‘EATER NOTES

• UC Irvine, which is playing seven of its first 10 Big West
games on the road this season, plays two of its home games in
that stretch this week against UC Santa Barbara and Cal Poly.

The Anteaters defeated the Gauchos, 70-52, in the
quarterfinals of last year’s Big West Conference Tournament.

UCI split with Cal Poly last season as each team won on its
home floor.



HEAD COACH PAT DOUGLASS: Pat Douglass, in his 11th
season as head coach at UC Irvine, is six victories away from
becoming the career wins‘ leader in Anteater men’s basketball
coaching history. He enters the UCSB game with a UCI
record of 158-147 and has led the program to a Big West Con-
ference finish of first or second four times in the last seven
years, with back-to-back league titles in 2001 and 2002 and
runner-up showings in 2003 and 2006.

Over the last seven seasons, his Anteater teams have won 76
percent (68-22) of their home games and have compiled a
total of 124 wins for an average of 17.7 per season.

Douglass leads all Big West Conference coaches with 534 vic-
tories at the four-year collegiate level. In his 27th season in
the four-year ranks, he is 534-266. Douglass gained victory
No. 500 in his four-year collegiate coaching career when the
Anteaters stunned then-No. 13 Stanford, 79-63, at Maples
Pavil ion Nov. 19, 2005. He ranks No. 13 among the
winningest, active Division I coaches by victories and 26th in
winning percentage (.673).

ABOUT UC SANTA BARBARA: Coach Bob Wil-
liams‘ Gauchos are 12-3 overall and 1-1 in the Big
West. UCSB split at home this past week, defeating
Long Beach State, 79-64, and losing to Cal State
Northridge, 88-84.

Senior guard Alex Harris leads the Gauchos and the
Big West in scoring at 22.1 points per game.

Junior forward Chris Devine is averaging 13.9 points,
5.7 rebounds and is shooting 53.1 percent from the
field.

Sophomore guard James Powell is averaging 11.0
points.

UCSB leads the Big West in scoring defense (65.3),
free-throw percentage (.782) and three-point field
goal percentage defense (.303).

The Gauchos won both regular-season meetings
last season before the Anteaters recorded a 70-52
win in the quarterfinals of the Big West Conference
Tournament at the Anaheim Convention Center.

UCSB has won nine of the last 12 games in the
series.

ABOUT CAL POLY: Coach Kevin Bromley‘s Mus-
tangs are 6-8 overall and 1-1 in the Big West enter-
ing a Thursday night game at Cal State Fullerton.

Cal Poly split at home last week, losing to Cal State
Northridge, 80-59, and defeating Long Beach State,
64-52.

Junior guard Trae Clark leads Cal Poly with a 9.3
scoring average and sophomore guard Lorenzo
Keeler is averaging 9.2 points.

Keeler is second in the Big West in free-throw per-
centage at .867 and senior forward Dreshawn Vance
is second in blocked shots at 1.36 per contest.

The Anteaters and Mustangs split last season as
UCI won 66-62 at the Bren Center and Cal Poly 89-
80 in San Luis Obispo.

UCI has won four of the last six games in the series.

SANDERS NAMED TO BIG WEST PRESEASON TEAM:
UCI senior forward Patrick Sanders was named to the Big West
Conference preseason team by the media. Sanders led the
Anteaters in scoring last season with an 11.9 average and
topped the Big West with 51 blocked shots.

UCI PICKED 4TH, 5TH IN BIG WEST PRESEASON POLLS:
UCI was picked fourth in the preseason media poll at Big West
Conference Media Day Oct. 24 at the Irvine Marriott.

UC Santa Barbara was chosen first with 152 points (13 first-
place votes), Cal Poly was second with 138 (2), Cal State Ful-
lerton third with 114 points (1) and UCI totaled 109 points for
fourth.

The Anteaters were fifth in the coaches‘ poll with UC Santa
Barbara first, Cal Poly second, and Pacific and Cal State Fuller-
ton tying for third.



A LOOK AT THE LAST TWO GAMES

CAL STATE FULLERTON DOWNS UC IRVINE IN BIG
WEST OPENER: UCI senior forward Patrick Sanders scored
a career-high 27 points but Cal State Fullerton capitalized on
62-percent shooting from three-point range to top the Anteat-
ers, 93-83, in the Big West Conference opener for both teams
Friday night at Titan Gym.

Fullerton hit 13 of 21 threes in the game, led by Marcus
Crenshaw‘s 4-of-5 night from beyond the arc. Crenshaw
scored 16 points. Josh Akognon, who led the Titans with 22
points, canned a trio of treys as did Frank Robinson, who
added 17 points and had 10 rebounds for a double-double.

Senior center Darren Fells had 16 points and eight rebounds
for UCI while junior guard Brett Lauer scored 12 points, hitting
4 of 8 threes in the second half. Junior forward Kevin Bland
added 11 points, Sanders pulled down seven boards and
sophomore guard Michael Hunter had a career-high five steals.

UCI also was effective from three-point range, hitting 10 of 19
for 52.6 percent for the game.

Fullerton closed out the first half with a 12-5 run over the last 4
½ minutes to lead 44-37 at intermission, shooting 63 percent
from the field in the first 20 minutes.

Hunter’s three with 15:49 remaining in the game tied the game
at 52-52, but Robinson countered with a three and the Titans
never trailed, leading by as many as 15 points down the
stretch.

This was the 84th meeting in the series, which is the longest-
running one for UCI. Fullerton holds a 45-39 lead in the cross-
country rivalry.

ANTEATERS OVERCOME 18-POINT DEFICIT TO
DEFEAT HARVARD IN OVERTIME: Senior forward Patrick
Sanders scored eight points in overtime and senior center
Darren Fells had a career-high 24 points as UC Irvine rallied
from an 18-point deficit in the second half to defeat Harvard,
80-77, in overtime Dec. 30 at Lavietes Pavilion in Cambridge,
Mass.

Sanders scored all 13 of his points in the final 8 ½ minutes of
regulation and overtime as the Anteaters snapped a three-
game losing streak. The win marked UCI‘s f irst non-
conference road victory in one year to the day as the last
came against UC Davis, 68-48, Dec. 30, 2006.

Fells was 10 of 14 from the field and added seven rebounds
and a career-high five steals and four blocked shots before
fouling out with 3:56 left in overtime.

Senior guard Marcus McIntosh scored a career-high 13 points,
hitting 6 of 10 field goals, and junior guard Brett Lauer added
10 points.

The Anteaters were down 50-32 with 14:11 remaining in
regulation after a pair of free throws by Harvard’s Evan
Harris. UCI closed the gap to 61-56 on a three-point
play by Fells with 2:41 left, but the Crimson still led by
seven at 65-58 with 51 seconds remaining on two free
throws by Drew Housman.

UCI sophomore guard Michael Hunter hit a jumper with
38.5 seconds left to pull UCI within 65-60 before he
stole the inbounds pass and converted a layup to close
the gap to 65-62 with 34 seconds remaining.

After Housman hit one of two free throws to put Harvard
up 66-62 with 27.6 seconds left, Fells was fouled in the
act of shooting at the other end and converted both foul
shots to draw the Anteaters within 66-64 with 22.6 sec-
onds remaining.

Housman, an 88-percent shooter from the line, hit one
of two free throws after being fouled on the inbounds
play to put the Crimson up 67-64.

UCI called timeout with 15.8 seconds left in regulation
and Lauer nailed a three from beyond the right side of
the key with 13.3 ticks remaining to tie the score at 67-
all. Sanders blocked Harris‘ attempt just before the final
horn to send the game into overtime.

Jeremy Lin, who had a team-high 20 points, scored Har-
vard’s first eight points in the extra session to help the
Crimson to a 75-71 lead with 2:49 left.

Sanders then hit a jumper and Lauer canned another
trey to give UCI a 76-75 lead with 1:46 remaining.

Harris hit two free throws to put Harvard back on top at
77-76 with 1:20 left, but UCI junior forward Kevin Bland
scored underneath on an assist from freshman guard
Patrick Rembert with 1:11 left and Sanders hit a basket
with 21.2 seconds left to give UCI an 80-77 lead. Har-
vard was off-target on three shots in the closing seconds
as the Anteaters claimed the improbable victory.

Harvard, which out-rebounded UCI 45-24, committed 26
turnovers, 18 in the second half.

The senior center leads the Big West in field-goal percentage
at .622….has averaged 19.8 points over the last four
