NCAA championship on Saturday as the No. 7 Minutemen host Patriot
League champion No. 25/23 Fordham at McGuirk Alumni Stadium. The
Minutemen will be featured in a nationally-televised game for the
second week in a row as ESPNU covers UMass again. Clay Matvick and
former Miami coach Larry Coker call the action with a 12:03 p.m.
kickoff. The Minutemen (9-2 overall, 7-1 CAA), are ranked No. 7 by
the Sports Network and No. 7 by the FCS Coaches. UMass was awarded
the CAA’s automatic qualifier after it won coin toss was held last Sat-
urday when the Minutemen finished tied with Richmond after three
tie -breakers and the conference athletic directors determined the
teams were indistinguishable. Fordham went 8-3 overall and 5-1 in
the Patriot League clinching the title with a 24-21 win over Holy Cross
two weeks ago.

The Minutemen captured their 22nd conference title with this year’s
crown, the first awarded by the CAA. UMass shared the title with
Richmond after the Minutemen downed then-No. 22 Hofstra, 27-5 on
Long Island last Saturday. UMass has won the conference title in three
of the last five years. UMass previously won conference crowns 21
times: Yankee Conference (1960, 1963, 1964, 1966, 1967, 1969, 1971,
1972, 1974, 1977, 1978, 1979, 1981, 1982, 1986, 1988, 1990) and
Atlantic 10 Conference (1998, 1999, 2003 and 2006).

The game will be broadcast live on the UMass Sports Network with
Bob Behler returning for his ninth year as “Voice of the Minutemen.”
Former kicker Matt Goldstein will handle the color commentary. The
pregame show begins at 11:30 a.m. on WRNX (100.9 FM), the flagship
of the network. The game can also be heard live online at
UMassAthletics.com. An in-stadium feed can be heard on 102.7 FM.

UMASS IN THE NCAA TOURNAMENT

= This year, Division I-AA has been renamed the Division | Football Cham-

pionship Subdivision (FCS). UMass has played in seven previous play-
offs under the I-AA name spanning 25 years from 1978 through 2006.

head coach. Last season, he led UMass’ charge to the national title game. He led Northeast-
ern to the NCAA’s in 2002 when the Huskies captured the Atlantic 10 championship. North-
eastern lost to Fordham, 29-24 in the first round. That was the only time Brown coached
against Fordham.

= Brown’s greatest run in the NCAA Tournament came as the defensive coordinator with the

1998 and 1999 UMass teams. Brown headed up the defensive corps for those two seasons as
UMass went 5-1 in the post season in capturing the 1998 title.

* Brown is 35-13 in four seasons at UMass and has a chance to tie for the fourth-winningest

coach in UMass history with a victory in the NCAA First Round. Brown is currently tied with
Mike Hodges with 35 wins in Amherst. Next on the list are Bob Pickett (36-28) and Jim Reid
(36-29-2). Vic Fusia (59-32), Mark Whipple (49-26) and Dick MacPherson (45-27) top the list.

* Brown is now 8-2 while on the sidelines at UMass in NCAA Tournament games.
* He was the head coach at Plymouth State in leading the Panthers to the NCAA Division llI

Tournament in 1994, reaching the quarterfinals and in 1995, falling in the first round.

UMASS’ MAROON PLATOON

« Don Brown has continued the tradition started by former head coach and current Pittsburgh

Steelers quarterbacks coach Mark Whipple of UMass wearing the same color jerseys and
pants in the playoffs after wearing alternating jerseys and pants in the regular-season. At
home, UMass wore maroon tops and white pants until week one of the playoffs when the all-
maroon look returned at home. Whipple started the look in the championship season of
1998, when UMass wore all white in three of its four games on the way to the title in
Chattanooga.

2005. Over the last 37 games, spanning three years, UMass
is allowing just 13.4 points per game.

After a slow start, UMass’ defense has risen to the top of the CAA, standing first six defensive
categories. UMass leads in scoring defense, giving up just 16.36 points per game, which ranks
11th nationally. UMass is also leading the CAA in total defense (287.0) to rank eighth in the
NCAA; rushing defense (102.91 per game), which is ninth nationally; pass efficiency defense
with a mark of 102.62 which is ninth nationally; sacks with 3.55 per game, which is third in the
nation and tackles for loss at 7.7 per game, which is 16th in the country.

Since week one (when they allowed 30 points to Holy Cross), UMass has allowed just 150 total
points (15.0 per game). After a slow start to begin 2007, UMass buckled down starting with the
second half at Colgate (9/8) of Week 2. The Minutemen allowed just seven points and limited
the Raiders to just 82 total yards in the final 30 minutes. Most impressively, Colgate’s All-
American tailback Jordan Scott was held to just 11 yards in the second half after 92 in the first
30 minutes. Scott is now first in the NCAA in rushing with 170.45 per game. His lowest rushing
game (103), came against UMass.

In the win over Towson (9/15), UMass limited the Tigers to just 22 yards on the ground while
piling up five sacks and three interceptions.

Again at Maine (9/22), the defense was stellar with its best defensive showing, limiting the
Black Bears to just seven points and a total of 243 net yards. Through the air, Maine only had
67 yards passing. It was the seventh time in 19 games, that UMass held an opponent to single-
digits.

Playing against FBS team Boston College (9/29), UMass held the Eagles to their fewest points
of the season to-date in a 24-14 decision (BC was limited to 14 points in a win at Virginia Tech
on Oct. 25). UMass also limited the Eagles’ Heisman Trophy candidate Matt Ryan to a season-
low 204 passing yards.

In the second half against Northeastern (10/20), UMass blanked the Huskies, giving up just 90
yards. The Minutemen held tailback Maurice Murray to just 89 yards, as he came into the
game averaging more than 120 per game.

In the hurricane conditions, UMass held Rhode Island (11/3), which ranked in the top five in
the nation in rushing yards per game to just 109 yards on the ground, a season-low.

The defense was stout against New Hampshire (11/10) posting eight sacks, the most since
tying the school-record with 11 against American International in 2002. UMass held UNH to
just 44 rushing yards and limited Walter Payton Award winner to just 221 passing yards.

UMass held Hofstra (11/17) to eight first downs and only 39 rushing yards and 168 total yards.

Jason Hatchell and Charles Walker are once
again atop the UMass’ tacking chart in 2007.
Walker leads the way with 104 stops. Hatchell,
who has led the team with more than 100 in
each of the last two years has 96 to stand sec-
ond on the list. Walker is eighth in the CAA in
tackles per game at 9.45, which is 38th, na-
tionally.

Hatchell has been one of the top tacklers in the
nation over the last three years. He has 10 or more
tackles in four of the 11 games this season (Holy Cross, Maine,
Northeastern and Rhode Island). He has led or tied for the team
lead in tackles in 21 of the last 37 games. In 2006, he racked up
134 tackles, second in the conference. He ranked fifth in the
league in tackles per game at 8.93 and 44th in the nation.
Hatchell has 14 career 10-tackle games, and UMass is 10-4.

Hatchell is currently fourth in career assisted tackles with
196. Next on the list is Vito Perrone (199). In his career, Hatchell
has 341 total tackles to stand tied for seventh with Shannon
James on the career tackles list. He moved onto the top-10
chart with a season-best 16 tackles at Rhode Island (11/3).
Next on the list is Justin Riemer (358 in 1993-96).

Walker teams with Hatchell for a dynamic 1-2 punch. Walker
has 328 career tackles with 104 stops this season. He is 11th
in career tackles in UMass history. He has led the team in
stops in five of 11 games, with 10 career games with double-

Walker was
honored as the Co-UMass Athlete of the Week after the Colgate (9/8) game where he topped
the team with 10 tackles along with a forced fumble and fumble recovery as Colgate (9/8)
drove to UMass’ 1-yard line and a TFL. In 2006, he had 131 last season, third in the conference.

Walker had 94 assisted tackles last season to rank as the

fourth-best single-season mark.

Walker tied UMass’ single-game tackles record with 24 against Delaware in 2004.

Sophomore Josh Jennings has been a monster of late as he piled up a career-high 12 tackles
against Villanova (10/13) and added 10 more at Rhode Island (11/3). After a slow start, Jennings
has moved to fourth on the team in tackles with 60 tackles. Giving UMass’ linebackers three of

the top four spots.

DEFENSIVE LINE CREATES CHAOS

* UMass’ defensive line prides itself on creating chaos and it has done that
very well in 2007. Playing with a senior leader in CAA First-Teammer David
Burris along with three sophomores (CAA Third-Teammer Brandon Collier,
Michael Hanson and Kyle Harrington), UMass is first in the CAA in sacks
with 39, which ranks third in the nation in sacks per game with 3.55 per
game. UMass also has 83 TFLs in 11 games (7.73 per game), which also |
leads the CAA. UMass had a season-best eight sacks vs. New Hampshire and &
Walter Payton Award winning quarterback Ricky Santos on Nov. 10.

The major tackler for loss on the defensive side is Burris,
who makes his name with stops behind the line of scrim-
mage. Burris leads the CAA with 9.0 sacks and is second to
Hanson in TFLs with 12.5 this season. He ranks tied for 12th
in the nation in sacks per game (0.82) and tied for 54th in
tackles for a loss per game (1.14). Burris is third on UMass in
tackles with 62 in 2007.

Burris has moved to sixth in career sacks with 22.5. With his
9.0 sacks this season in eight games he is already tied for
10th-most sacks in a single-season. Four others have 9.0 sacks.
Todd Rundle had 9.5 in 1985 while three others had 10.0 to
rank sixth.

Burris has three sacks in a game twice this season, most
recently vs. Northeastern (10/20). He began 2007 with a
career-high three sacks against Holy Cross including a pair in

« UMass lost two mainstays on the offensive line
in All-American Alex Miller and all-conference
guard David Thompson heading into 2007. But
the Minutemen figure to not miss a beat on the
offensive line as all five starters this year saw
action last season.

e Senior All-American and CAA First-Teammer
Matt Austin anchors the line, he has 41 career
starts in 45 games overall. Austin has started B
in four different positions on the line: right
tackle, left tackle, left guard and center. In
2007, he started once at left guard and the last five games at cen-
ter. Austin has been part of an offensive line that has led of been
tied for the league lead in fewest sacks allowed in each of the last
three years. UMass allowed just 16 sacks in 15 games in 2006, 1.07
per game, tops in the league, 14th in the nation.
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(- After 15 sacks this season in 11 games, UMass has allowed just 52

sacks in 49 games since 2004.

= Along with Austin, UMass looks to senior and CAA Third-Teammer
Nick Diana, giving UMass a pair of preseason all-conference perform-
ers. With Austin moving to center, he swapped with Diana, who re-
turned to left guard after playing the Holy Cross game at center.
Diana, a second-team all-conference player last year is joined by
senior Chris Hopkins, a former tight end, who started the final 14
games of 2006. Junior CAA Second-Teammer Sean Calicchio mans
right tackle, where he started in 2006, but broke his arm in the first
game of the season. After missing 11 games in a row, Calicchio re-
turned in the NCAA Quarterfinals and played in the final three play-
off games. Sophomore Vladimir Ducasse, who played in three games
in 2006, is starting at left tackle.

= With some injuries of late senior Matt Stolte, a converted defen-
sive lineman started three games at left guard (Oct. 13-27) and has
had success. Juniors Biff Gotthrer and Ben Coblyn also also filled
in admirably.

McGUIRK MAGIC

= UMass has been tough to beat in the friendly confines of McGuirk
Alumni Stadium since the start of the 1998 season. The Minutemen
have gone 48-11 (.814) at home over the last seven years, improv-
ing their all-time record at McGuirk to 156-72-2 (.684). UMass is 5-
0 at home this season after going a perfect 8-0 at home in 2006,
setting the school-record for best record at home, set in 2003.

= Since 1992, UMass has had a losing record at home only once, while
posting a home mark of 68-23 (.747) during that span. In 2003, UMass
went 7-0 at home to set the former record for most home victories
in the 40-year history of McGuirk Stadium.

e UMass has won 17 of its last 18 games at home after dropping the
2005 home regular-season finale to New Hampshire on Oct. 29. They
are 24-3 dating to 2003.

Evans, is a graduate
student after four years -- playing three at ‘Cuse -- and scored on a
4-yard catch in Week 2.

QUARTET OF CAPTAINS IN 2007

= UMass have four team captains in 2007. On the offensive side of the
ball, the Minutemen will be led by senior offensive lineman Matt
Austin and senior wide receiver J.J. Moore. On defense, the lead-
ers will be senior linebackers Jason Hatchell and Charles Walker.

LOOKING BACK AT 2006

= UMass reached the 2006 National Championship game where they
lost to defending national champion Appalachian State, 28-17, in
Chattanooga, Tenn. The Minutemen finished with a school-record
13 wins as they finished ranked No. 2 in the nation. The Minutemen
went a perfect 8-0 in the Atlantic 10, the first team to go unde-
feated in league play since Villanova in 1997. UMass also went 8-0 at
home, to set a record for home wins in a season.

* The UMass football team captured the 2006 Lambert Trophy, sym-
bolic of the team top team in the East, presented by the ECAC. The
Minutemen were the winners in the I-AA/FCS Division.

= To advance to the NCAA final, UMass topped Lafayette, 35-14 in the
first round; conference foe New Hampshire, 24-17 in the Quarterfinals
and won at hostile Montana, 19-17 in the Semifinals.

PRESEASON POLLS & HONORS

« The Minutemen were ranked No. 3 in the first poll of the FCS Coaches
for 2007. Head coach Don Brown is a voter in the poll. UMass was
also No. 3 in the Sports Network poll of the media and sports infor-
mation directors.

= The Minutemen were were picked to capture the inaugural CAA Foot-
ball Championship in 2007 according to a vote of the league’s 12
head coaches and selected media. The results of the poll, along
with the 2007 All-CAA Football Preseason squad, was announced
during Wednesday’s CAA Football Media Day at the ESPNZone in Bal-
timore, Md.

e The Minutemen, who earned a record 20 All-Conference honors in
2006, placed a total of seven on the Preseason All-Conference squad
this season.

Don BROWN

The 2006 AFCA Region | Coach of the Year, 2006 Atlantic
10 Coach of the Year, 2006 New England Football Coach of the
Year and architect of the defense that led UMass to the 1998
national championship, Don Brown was named the 27th head
coach in the 124-year history of the UMass football program on
February 9, 2004. Brown returned to UMass after four seasons as
the head coach at Northeastern University. Recognized as one of
the top defensive minds in college football, he previously served
as defensive coordinator for the Minutemen during the 1998 and
1999 seasons.

Brown has a 87-39 (.690) career mark, including a 35-13
(.729) mark in his three seasons at the helm of UMass. He coached
his 100™ career game in the 2005 finale at Hofstra. He has led
UMass to a 9-2 regular-season mark in 2007, beginning 4-0, the
best since 1986. The Minutemen captured their second
conference title in a row with a 7-1 mark in 2007.

Brown is one of the winningest coaches in UMass history with 35
victories. He is closing in on Bob Pickett (36) Jim Reid (36) and is
tied with Mike Hodges (35) on the all-time list.

In leading UMass to the 2006 A-10 crown, Brown became the sec-
ond coach to win the A-10 title with two teams leading the Minute-
men to the crown this year after his title at Northeastern in 2002.
Jim Reid was the first coach to do so at UMass and Richmond. Brown
coached an Atlantic 10 record 20 All-Conference selections in 2006
in leading the Minutemen to the NCAA Division | Championship game.
UMass led the nation in scoring defense until that title game.

In 2005, Brown led the Minutemen to the nation’s top scoring
defense as UMass allowed just 13.27 points per game. As UMass
posted a 7-4 overall record and 6-2 in the A-10 North. The Minute-
men led the Atlantic 10 in five defensive categories including scor-
ing defense. They also led in net punting (38.35) - which led the
nation; total yardage defense (261.18) - which ranked third na-
tionally; passing defense (145.09)— which ranked fifth nationally
and pass efficiency defense (106.83). On the offensive side, UMass’
line allowed the fewest sacks in the A-10, just 1.0 per game, which
was eighth in the nation.

The Minutemen jumped out to a 7-2 start in 2005 and were ranked
as high as fifth in the nation, finishing the year 19th in polls. UMass’
best win came over No. 4 James Madison and catapulted UMass to a
No. 5 national ranking. The Minutemen also beat ranked Rhode Is-
land and Delaware teams. The win at the Blue Hens, was their worst
home loss in 20 years, a 35-7 Minuteman win.

UMass featured two All-Americans and 10 All-Atlantic 10 play-
ers. Punter Christian Koegel was named the A-10 Special Teams
Player of the Year as well as a Walter Camp first-team All-Ameri-
can. Safety Shannon James was named a consensus first-team All-
American for the second year in a row as well as being a finalist for
the Buck Buchanan Award - as the top defensive player in Division
I-AA — for the second year in a row. Joining Koegel and James on
the A-10 First Team were tailback Steve Baylark, center Alex Miller
and defensive end Keron Williams. James, Williams and R.J. Cobbs
were all invited to NFL training camps in 2006.

Over his four seasons at Northeastern (2000-03), Brown led a total
transformation of the Huskies” program. After taking over a team
coming off a 2-9 record, with just two winning seasons in the previous
12 before his arrival, Brown led Northeastern to a 27-20 mark during
his four seasons. The Huskies posted winning records each of his last
two seasons, going a combined 18-7 during that two-year span, and
made the program’s first-ever NCAA playoff appearance.

Prior to his time at Northeastern, Brown served as UMass’ de-
fensive coordinator under Mark Whipple during the 1998 and 1999
seasons. He helped UMass to two of the best seasons in school
history, as the 1998 team posted an overall record of 12-3 and won
the Division I-AA national championship. The 1999 season was also
a successful one, as the Minutemen went 9-4 overall, claimed a
share of the Atlantic 10 title with a 7-1 mark in league games, and
made a second straight trip to the Division I-AA playoffs. UMass’
21 victories during Brown’s two years as defensive coordinator set
a school record for most wins during any two year-span.

During the 1996 and 1997 seasons, Brown served as Whipple’s
defensive coordinator at Brown University. In 1997, the Bears posted
an overall record of 7-3, matching the school’s best record in 20
years.

From 1993-95, Brown spent three seasons as the head coach at
Plymouth State (N.H.) College. He led the Panthers to a pair of
Freedom Conference titles in 1994 and 1995, while posting an over-
all record of 25-6 (6-4 in 1993, 10-1 in 1994 and 9-1 in 1995).
Brown was named Freedom Conference Coach of the Year during
each of his three seasons, and led Plymouth State to a pair of
Division Il playoff appearances in 1994 and 1995. In addition, he
was named the American Football Coaches Association District |
Coach of the Year in 1994.

A native of Spencer, Mass., Brown began his collegiate coach-
ing career as an assistant at Dartmouth in 1982, helping the Big
Green to the vy League title. He moved on to Mansfield (Pa.)
University as an assistant coach in 1983, before returning to
Dartmouth as defensive coordinator from 1984-1986. Brown then
served as defensive coordinator at Yale from 1987-1992, helping
lead the Elis to the 1989 Ivy League crown. His coaching career
started at Hartford High School in White River Junction, Vt., where
he served as an assistant football coach and physical education
instructor from 1977-1982.

The 51-year old Brown (born July 31, 1955) is a 1977 graduate
of Norwich University in Northfield, Vt., where he starred as a
running back for the Cadets’ football team. Brown was inducted
to the Norwich University Hall of Fame on Sept. 22, 2007. He
went on to earn a master’s degree from Plymouth State College in
1996.

Brown and his wife, Deborah, reside in South Hadley. The couple
has four children: Echo, Zachariah, Rana and Chelsea. Brown be-
came a grandfather for the first time as his oldest daughter gave
birth to Lola on Nov. 4, 2004 (8 Ibs, 3 0z, 21 inches).

AMHERST, Mass.-- Courtney Robinson had the first kickoff return for a touchdown at
UMass since 1982 while Matt Lawrence had a career high in rushing yards and J.J. Moore had
a career-high in receiving yards as UMass beat Holy Cross, 40-30 in Saturday's season opener.
Robinson had a 100-yard return in the first quarter, tying for the third longest return in
Minuteman history. Lawrence gained 153 yards on the ground while Moore hauled in 163
yards through the air. Quarterback Liam Coen threw for 272 yards as he moved to second in
career passing yards.

The Minutemen (1-0) jumped out to a 30-9 halftime lead before the Crusaders used a big
second half to narrow the gap. Holy Cross (0-1) quarterback Dominic Randolph aired the ball
out 62 times - a UMass single-game record for an opponent - for 296 yards and two touchdowns.

However, the combination of Lawrence and Moore on the UMass side proved the edge in
the season-opening shootout between the Baystate rivals.

Both players used career-high days with Lawrence's running providing UMass the ability
to run clock, while Moore snagged several first-down grabs.

Coen had an efficient day in the air going 19-for-32 for 272 yards and hit eight different
UMass receivers.

The Minutemen started the scoring with a career-long tying 48-yard field goal from Chris
Koepplin. Lawrence scored the first of his two touchdowns on the day five minutes later as
UMass grabbed an early 10-0 lead.

Following a Holy Cross two-yard touchdown dive by Terrance Gass, the Minutemen
responded with a 100-yard kick-off return by Robinson to go up 17-7.

Lawrence closed the first half with a 28-yard touchdown scamper giving UMass a 30-9
lead. Coming out of halftime, UMass extended that lead to 37-9 when Moore hauled in a 28-
yard strike from Coen.

Holy Cross answered with 21 unanswered points as Randolph continued his aerial assault.

With 6:01 to play, the Crusaders regained possession but the UMass defense forced a
three-and-out. Mike Holloway's punt traveled just 15-yards setting the Minutemen up at the
25 yard line.

After UMass failed to move the ball, Koepplin nailed a 37-yard field goal to give the final
10-point margin.

HAMILTON, N.Y.-- Playing just 45 minutes from where they both began their college careers
at Syracuse, sophomore Jeremy Horne and graduate student Breyone Evans scored UMass’ first
two touchdowns as the No. 2 Minutemen defeated Colgate, 35-17 at Andy Kerr Stadium on
Saturday. UMass moves to 2-0 overall, winning at Colgate for the first time in history after four
losses. The Raiders fell to 1-1.

For the second week in a row, UMass had a special teams touchdown as J.J. Moore had a
58-yard punt return for a score midway through the third quarter. It was UMass’ first punt
return for a TD since 1996.

Senior tailback Matt Lawrence gained more than 100 yards for the second week in a row
with 122. Junior quarterback Liam Coen threw for 204 yards on 17-0f-26 and three touchdowns.
Moore also had 4 catches for 40 yards to move to sixth in career receiving yards at UMass with
1523. Rasheed Rancher had 4 catches for 65 yards.

In his first start at quarterback, Colgate’s Alex Relph threw for 218 yards on 17-0f-31 and
two touchdowns. Tailback Jordan Scott went over the 100-yard mark for the 15th time in his
career with 103. Erik Burke had nine catches for 142 yards, his first career 100-yard game.

UMass buckled down on defense in the second half. They held Colgate to seven points and
limited them to 82 yards after giving up 230 in the first 30 minutes.

Tony Nelson’s late runs sealed the game as he set up Moore’s second score of the day on
an 11-yard reception from Coen.

Colgate cut the UMass lead to 28-17 as Relph tossed a 3-yard pass into the far left corner
of the end zone to Burke, his second score of the day, with 8:24 left in the fourth.

UMass had thwarted a Colgate drive late in the third quarter as senior linebacker Charles
Walker forced and recovered a fumble by Jordan Scott on UMass’ 2-yard line. Scott had just
gone over the 100-yard mark on the previous carry.

Moore’s dashed down the right sideline for his 58-yard punt return for a touchdown making
it 28-10 in favor of the Minutemen.

lan Jorgensen hauled in a 15-yard touchdown with 8:39 left in the third quarter to give
UMass a 21-10 lead.

Colgate’s Mike Buck kicked a career-long 47-yard field goal as time expired in the first
half, making it 14-10 UMass at halftime.

The Minutemen took advantage of Robinson’s interception late in the first half as they
went ahead 14-7 on the ensuing drive. Evans snagged a 4-yard pass from Coen to give UMass the
lead with 1:21 left in the first half.

UMass struggled in the first quarter but managed to end the period tied at 7-7. Colgate
outgained the Minutemen 131-22 in the first 15 minutes.

Colgate tied the game at 7-7 on Relph’s first career touchdown pass, a 30-yard strike to
Burke with 29 seconds left in the first quarter.

After being in negative yardage the entire first quarter, UMass finally broke into positive
yards on the game’s first score, a 25-yard pass to Horne with 1:41 left in the first.

AMHERST, Mass. - Sean Smalls’ 90-yard interception return for a touchdown sealed No.
3/2 UMass’ 36-13 victory over No. 23 Towson on Saturday at McGuirk Stadium in the inaugural
CAA game for both teams. UMass moves to 3-0 for the first time since 1986, when the
Minutemen began 4-0. UMass’ defense racked up four sacks, had three interceptions and
held Towson to just 22 yards rushing.

Liam Coen was 16-0f-21 for 196 yards and two touchdowns. He threw scoring strikes to
Rasheed Rancher (35 yards) and Michael Omar (10 yards). Omar also had a 10-yard run for
the final score of the game.

Smalls’ interception return was the longest at UMass in 10 years since Tehran Hunter
had a 100-yard return at Buffalo on Oct. 18, 1997. His run back made the score 29-13 with
14:05 left in the fourth.

UMass took a 22-13 lead with 2:18 left in the third quarter on a Chris Koepplin 21-yard
field goal.

The early third quarter featured four turnovers in the first seven minutes. Liam Coen
was intercepted by Towson’s Raymond White. Then with Towson driving into UMass’ red
zone, Courtney Robinson picked off Sean Schaefer in the end zone. His second pick in an
many weeks.

On UMass’ first play from scrimmage after gaining possession, Coen was sacked by
Towson’s Richard Lee, who also forced him the fumble which was recovered by John
Sutherland at the UMass 12-yard line. Towson kicked a 30-yard field goal. Coen was injured
on the sack and missed the next series. Sophomore Scott Woodward replaced him.

On Woodward’s first completion to Omar, Omar fumbled and lost possession as Drew
Mack recovered at the Towson 47-yard line.

Michael Meggett’s block of a 34-yard field goal attempt in the second quarter keyed
UMass at the end of the first half. Following Meggett’s block, the Minutemen drove down
the field and scored an a sensational circus 35-yard touchdown reception by senior Rancher
with just over three minutes left in the first half.

The first quarter saw lots of offense as the teams combined for 231 yards as UMass led
12-10 in a period that took 54 minutes of real time. The Minutemen took their first lead of
the game on a safety with 51 seconds left in the quarter as Towson snapped the ball over
their punter’s head for a 12-10 UMass edge.

UMass had tied the game at 10-10 on a 10-yard touchdown reception by Omar with 1:56
left in the first. Towson opened the scoring with a 1-yard touchdown run by Rahseed
McClaude. That drive was keyed by a 59-yard bomb from Schaefer to Paul Perry.

SEPT. 22, 2007 « ALFOND STADIUM

ORONO, Maine - No. 3 UMass ripped off three touchdowns in the first 5:07 of the
game and never looked back as the Minutemen moved to 4-0 with a 38-7 win at Alfond
Stadium on a cloudy Saturday afternoon. Senior Matt Lawrence had his third 100-yard
rushing game in four weeks as he gained 176 on 20 carries along with a career-best three
touchdowns. Joining Lawrence in the ground attack was redshirt sophomore Tony Nelsonwho
rushed for 104 yards on 18 carries. It was the first time UMass had two rushers with more
than 100 yards since 2003 when Steve Baylark and Rich Demers did it against Richmond.

UMass’ defense was tremendous in best showing of the season. UMass limited to Black
Bears to just 242 yards of offense including just 67 passing yards. It was the fewest passing
yards for a UMass opponent since Navy had 21 last season. UMass outgained Maine, 431-242
overall with 289 rushing yards for the Minutemen.

UMass dominated early as it built a 24-0 lead in the first quarter including two
touchdowns just 15 seconds apart. UMass shot out of the gate early. On the second play
from scrimmage, Lawrence took a handoff 62 yards as he broke three tackles and dashed
for a 7-0 UMass lead, just 1:47 into the game.

On Maine’s ensuing drive, on its first play, sophomore Jeromy Miles popped free a
fumble by Matthew Mulligan which was recovered by Michael Meggett at Maine’s 2- yard
line. On the next play, redshirt junior quarterback Liam Coen hit fullback Chris Zardas for
his first-career touchdown on a 2-yard reception, just 2:02 into the game.

The Minutemen continued to pile it on as Lawrence finished a drive with a 4- yard
rush, giving UMass a 21-0 lead in just over five minutes. Senior kicker Chris Koepplin
finished the scoring of the first half with a 45-yard field goal, his eighth-career 40-plus
yard kick.

UMass’ defense was stellar all half, limiting Maine to just 22 passing yards.

The Minutemen stopped Maine on their longest drive of the half, lasting 5:38 as new
kicker Bobby Donnelly missed a 25-yard field goal with 40 seconds left in the first half.

Lawrence became the first UMass player with three rushing touchdowns in a game
since Nelson (last season vs. William & Mary) with a 1-yard rush with 9:17 left in the third
quarter.

The Black Bears broke the shutout with their first passing touchdown of the season on
an Adam Farkes 18-yard pass with Mulligan with 9:32 left in regulation.

J.J. Moore had seven catches to move to third in career receptions in UMass history.
He passed Arizona Cardinal Marcel Shipp (126) with a catch in the third quarter and now
has 130. Coen moved to second in career touchdown passes with his throw to Zardas. He
broke a tie with Jeff Krohn (44). Coen finished 15-0f-19 for 142 yards before giving way to

BOSTON (AP) -Matt Ryan led Boston College on a 96-yard drive to give the Eagles a 17-
point lead over UMass.

Then after UMass surprisingly cut the lead to a field goal, Ryan got BC moving again.

Ryan threw for 204 yards and a touchdown to lead No. 12 BC to a 24-14 victory over
UMass.

Andre Callender ran for 115 yards and two touchdowns on a career-high 32 carries,
and Rich Gunnell caught six passes for 97 yards as the Eagles improved to 5-0 - their best
start since 1954. Ryan was sacked once, roughed once illegally, forced to scramble three
times and knocked down on a half-dozen or more other plays, but he picked apart the
UMass defense when he needed to.

The BC quarterback completed 24-of-42 passes in all, going 7-for-8 on the 96-yard
drive that made it 17-0 with just over 2:00 left in the first half. (Another completion was
waved off because of a UMass penalty.) And, after the Minutemen made it 17-14, Ryan was
5-for-7 with a 14-yard scramble for a first down on a 61-yard drive that put the game away.

The Minutemen hadn't lost since falling to Appalachian State in the Division I-AA
championship game last season; Appalachian State is better known as the team that beat
Michigan 34-32 in the season opener - one of the biggest upsets in college football history.

Liam Coen went 12-for-21 for 151 yards and two touchdowns for the Minutemen before
leaving the game with a sprained left knee early in the fourth quarter. Scott Woodward led
UMass from its own 6 - scrambling for a key first down on a third-and-7 from the BC 41 -
before Chris Koepplin missed a 46-yard field goal that would have pulled the Minutemen
within one score.

Coen re-injured the same knee he hurt two weeks ago against Towson, but said it
wasn't serious. Brown said he didn't know his quarterback's status for next week's game
against Villanova.

Rasheed Rancher caught four passes for 84 yards and a touchdown for UMass.

BC opened a 17-0 halftime lead on a 37-yard field goal, Callender's 1-yard run and a 9-
yard pass to Justin Jarvis that capped a drive that started on the Eagles 4. But BC's lackluster
play began to cost it in the second half.

While the Eagles went three-and-out on their first three possessions of the third quarter,
UMass made it 17-7 on its first play of the half when Coen found Rancher streaking down
the right sideline for a 41-yard touchdown. After two more fruitless BC possessions, the
Minutemen took over at the BC 38 with 6:45 left in the third quarter.

GAME #6 » #4 UMASS 32, RV VILLANOVA 24 (40T) )
OCT. 13, 2007 =« McGUIRK STADIUM

AMHERST, MASS. - No. 4 UMass outlasted the Villanova Wildcats, 32-24, in a four-
overtime thriller on a beautiful New England afternoon on Saturday. The 16th-largest crowd
in McGuirk Stadium history, 16,174, witnessed a grand comeback by UMass on Band Day.

Matt Lawrence’s 11-yard touchdown run in the fourth overtime proved to be the
difference as the Minutemen escaped McGuirk Stadium with a victory.

It was the longest game in UMass history since Sept 19, 1987 when the Minutemen
fell at Richmond, 52-51 also in four overtimes. It was the longest game in all of Division |
football (FCS and FBS to date).

The Minutemen needed a late fourth-quarter touchdown pass by quarterback Liam
Coen and four grueling overtimes to outlast the Wildcats, 32-24.

UMass improved to 5-1 (3-0 CAA) while the Wildcats, who were directed by a true
freshman quarterback making his first college start, fell to 4-3, 2-2.

Coen completed 21-0f-34 passes for 355 yards and a pair of regulation touchdowns,
but it took him nearly three quarters to feel the flow of the game. Villanova’s defense was
effective on third down and in the red zone, and that kept the game close.

Wildcats QB Chris Whitney wasn’t rattled by the Minutemen’s intimidating blitz
package, which recorded four sacks. He completed nine timely passes for 134 yards and a
touchdown while rushing for 83 more yards (and a touchdown in the second OT). Whitney
put Villanova up 12-7 with an 18-yard touchdown pass to Matt Sherry with 9:11 to play in
regulation. Whitney then hit Sherry on the two-point conversion to go ahead by seven.

UMass came up empty on two visits to the red zone in the fourth but got lucky on the
third to secure the equalizer. On second-and-5 from the Villanova 38, Coen put the ball on
the ground while being sacked by Terence Thomas. UMass right tackle Sean Calicchio
recovered the ball back on the Minutemen’s 44, leaving Coen with a third-and-23.

Coen got it all back with a 39-yard pass through double coverage to Rasheed Rancher,
who caught a career-high eight passes for 155 yards. Coen tied the game with a 17-yarder
to Joe Sanford with 2:09 to play in regulation.

Both teams turned the ball over in the first OT. UMass went ahead, 21-14, on a 4-
yard run by Matt Lawrence (26 carries, 106 yards), but Whitney responded with a scramble
from the 9 to tie the game. Both teams made field goals in the third OT and UMass got the
ball to open the fourth. Lawrence put UMass up with an 11-yard touchdown run followed
by a conversion pass from Coen to J.J. Moore. Villanova had a first-and-goal from the 8 but
Whitney misfired on three passes to the end zone.

Wildcats tailback Matt Dicken (35 carries, 172 yards) exploited gaps along the UMass
interior defense to help stake Villanova to a 6-0 lead at the half.

AMHERST, Mass. - No. 4 UMass continued their dominance over Northeastern, winning
for the 21st time in the last 22 meetings and improving their record over the Huskies at
McGuirk Stadium to 12-0 with a 24-7 win on Saturday afternoon. The Minutemen, who are
now 19-1 against FCS teams over the last two years, improved to 6-1 overall and 4-0 in the
CAA. Northeastern is now 1-6 and 0-4 in conference play.

Senior tailback Matt Lawrence piled up his fifth 100-yard rushing game of the season
running for 110 yards and a touchdown on 25 carries. Redshirt senior wide receiver J.J.
Moore had 7 catches for 97 yards to lead UMass receivers as he moved to second all-time at
UMass in career receptions with 149. Redshirt junior quarterback Liam Coen threw two
touchdown passes (to Moore and Rasheed Rancher) to give him 51 in his career, tying him
for UMass' all-time mark in touchdown passes. Senior linebackers Jason Hatchell and Charles
Walker each posted double figures in tackles with 12 and 11, respectively.

All of the scoring took place in the first half as neither team mustered much on offense
in the second half. Junior defensive back Courtney Robinson ended a Northeastern drive
into UMass territory early in the fourth quarter with his third interception of the season.

The Minutemen took their largest lead of the game, 21-0, in the second quarter after
Lawrence capped a nine play, 76-yard drive with a one-yard touchdown run. Senior wide
receiver Michael Omar hauled in a 29-yard pass from Coen to setup the play.

Junior quarterback Anthony Orio was able to respond for Northeastern with a 29-yard
pass himself to setup a scoring play on Northeastern's next possession. Orio then ran the
ball into the end zone to give Northeastern their first points against UMass since 2004 after
156:22 of play.

Senior kicker Chris Koepplin capped the scoring in the half with a 37-yard field goal.
Northeastern reached the 20-yard line near the end of the half, but Redshirt junior defensive
back Michael Meggett stopped the threat by picking off Orio in the end zone for his first
career interception.

Coen left the game near the end of the first with an injury. Sophomore Scott Woodward
replaced him and played the remainder of the game.

UMass took charge from the start, forcing Northeastern to go three-and-out and then
driving 57 yards on eight plays to the end zone on their first possession. Coen completed a
15-yard pass to Redshirt senior wide receiver Rasheed Rancher for the score.

Northeastern was able to move the ball on the preceding possession, but Robinson
knocked the ball away from Orio at the end of a 17-yard run to the UMass 23-yard line and
sophomore defensive end Michael Hanson was there to recover it.

UMass took a 14-0 lead on their next possession as Liam Coen tied Todd Bankhead for
the UMass record in career touchdown passes with 51 on a 25-yard pass to J.J. Moore.

WILLIAMSBURG, Va. - A game filled with miscues on both ends saw No. 4 UMass extend its regular-
season win streak against FCS teams to 17 games, including a 13-0 mark against conference teams
over the last two seasons, with a 48-34 win at William & Mary, spoiling the Tribe’s homecoming. The
Minutemen rallied from a 24-13 deficit in the third quarter, scoring the game’s final 14 points, taking
advantage of two fumbles by the Tribe and four missed field goals. UMass had plenty of mistakes of its
own with a pair of interceptions, two bad snaps on a kick and punt, setting up the Tribe.

Matt Lawrence scored the final two touchdowns including the game-winning touchdown on a 1-
yard plunge with 3:46 left in regulation. He added a 7-yard scoring run with 35 seconds left in regulation
for the icing on the cake. He finished with a career-high 186 rushing yards on a career-best 34 carries
and three scores. It was his sixth 100-yard game of the season.

In the win, junior quarterback Liam Coen became UMass’ career passing touchdown leader with
54. That included the first two scoring strikes to Rasheed Rancher. The game started out very promising
for UMass as Coen connected with Rancher on a 60-yard score on the first play from scrimmage, 16
seconds into the game. Coen broke Todd Bankhead’s former record of 51 set in 1998-99.

Coen finished with 218 yards on 17-0f-27. Rancher’s two catches were both scores, totaling 67
yards. J.J. Moore had five catches for 79 yards, making him the fourth player in UMass history with
more than 2,000 career receiving yards.

Lawrence redeemed himself after a fumble, scoring the game’s final two touchdowns. Lawrence
gained 75 yards in the fourth quarter along with the two touchdowns. In fact, all three of his touchdowns
came in the final 16:35 of the game.

The teams traded pairs of fumbles in the second half. William & Mary’s Josh Rutter forced Lawrence
to fumble at the UMass 24-yard line, picked up the ball and returned it to the 2-yard line. Brian Pate,
who had missed four field goals in a row, kicked a 20-yard field goal with 7:31 left in the fourth.
UMass’ defense was stout keeping the Tribe from a touchdown with just two yards to gain after the
turnover. The score tied the game at 34-34. On that defensive stand, Michael Hanson, David Burris and
Jeromy Miles were huge. Burris and Miles each finished with a team-high nine tackles.

William & Mary scored on a 42-yard fumble return by Michael Pigram with 9:26 left in the fourth
quarter making it 34-31. Pigram picked up the ball on a bad pitch by Coen to Tony Nelson and dashed
down the field for the score.

A pair of Tribe fumbles bridging the third and fourth quarters aided the Minutemen’s comeback.
lan Jorgensen hauled in an 8-yard pass from Coen early in the fourth quarter to make it 34-24 UMass.
That play was set up by a fumble of a kickoff, which was recovered by Anthony Rouzier after Chris
Zardas forced Thomas Schonder to lose control of the ball.

UMass took advantage of William & Mary’s first turnover as Brian Ellis recovered a fumble by
Drew Atchison, forced by Josh Jennings which set up the go-ahead score for the Minutemen. After
Matt Lawrence’s 25-yard rush brought UMass to the 13-yard line, Tony Nelson finished the drive with
his first touchdown of the season, making the scored 27-24. The drive took just 18 seconds, the
Minutemen’s third scoring drive of the day, which took less than a minute.

Lawrence brought the Minutemen to within, 24-20 with 1:35 left in the third on an 11-yard
touchdown rush up the middle. He finished off a 75-yard drive, which took just 50 seconds following
William & Mary’s fourth missed field goal on the afternoon.

KINGSTON, R.1. - Playing in horrendous weather conditions caused by Hurricane Noel, the
No. 3 UMass football suffered its first conference loss in two seasons, in a 12-6 overtime
defeat at Rhode Island on Saturday afternoon. With driving rain and winds gusting up to 50
miles per hour, the Minutemen were unable to muster much offense all afternoon, coming up
with just seven first downs and 139 yards offense. On defense, UMass tied its own NCAA FCS
(former 1-AA) record with three safeties in a game. The Minutemen had set the record back in
2005 against Albany.

D.J. Stefkovich took a 12-6 lead in overtime on a 1-yard rush up the middle. On the first
play of overtime, Stefkovich hit Tim Allen on a 22-yard pass to set up URI’s score.

UMass missed out on a chance to score on its opportunity in overtime and saw its 13-game
conference win streak end as well as its 17-game win streak against FCS opponents dating to
last season.

Senior linebacker led UMass with 16 tackles. Four others were in double-figures with
Brandon Collier (11), Kyle C. Harrington (10) and Josh Jennings (10).

Rhode Island had a chance to take the lead on a potential 42-yard field goal by Giannechini,
but the snap was fumbled by holder Shawn Leonard and UMass’ Jennings tackled him ending
the drive with 8:52 left in regulation.

The Minutemen tied the game at 6-6 on its third safety of a game as UMass nose tackle
Harrington sacked URI quarterback Stefkovich in the end zone with 14:24 left in regulation.

UMass tried to take the lead as they went for it on fourth-down at the URI 3-yard line, but
Matt Lawrence was stopped at the 1-yard line just seven seconds into the fourth quarter.
The Minutemen used two timeouts in the final seconds of the third quarter in an effort to
score with the wind it their backs, but were unsuccessful on back-to-back rushes by Lawrence
on second and third down.

Lawrence went over the 1,000-yard mark for the season on a 12-yard burst up the middle
with less than a minute left in the third quarter. He finished the day with 83 yards and has
1066 in his senior campaign.

Rhode Island punter/kicker Giannecchini played a role in the first four scoring plays of
the game. He kicked two field goals for the Rams (from 26 and 23 yards). As a punter, he was
tackled in the end zone twice by UMass on poor snaps caused by the weather conditions.

UMass had a chance to take a lead at 7-6, but kicker Chris Koepplin missed a 32-yard
field goal, which was pushed wide left by the wind. The Minutemen took possession on Rhode
Island’s 22-yard line after a punt attempt by quarterback D.J. Stefkovich was kicked into the
back of one of his own linemen.

The Minutemen took advantage of the poor URI snapping for the second time 1:45 into
the second half as sophomore Victor Cruz tackled Giannecchini in the Ram end zone presenting
the highly-unusual score of 6-4.

Rhode Island took a 6-2 lead with 1:10 left in the first half on Giannecchini’s second field
goal of the half, from 23 yards out. The drive was set up by the tight end Akil Chester’s first
reception of the season which went for 26 yards.

UMass got on the board as a snap on a URI punt went over the head of punter Giannecchini
with 1:54 left in the first half. Giannecchini was tackled in the end zone by Keiron Brown for
a safety, making the score 3-2 in UMass’ favor.

Rhode Island took advantage of a fumble on UMass’ first offensive play as Rasheed Rancher
dropped the ball on a reverse giving URI the ball on the UMass 13-yard line. Giannecchini

converted a 26-yard field goal, 1:27 into the game.

AMHERST, Mass. - UMass football claimed the first CAA North title as senior tailback
Matt Lawrence rushed for 139 yards and two touchdowns while Liam Coen became UMass’
career passing yardage leader as the Minutemen celebrated Senior Day with a 27-7 win
over rival New Hampshire on a wonderful fall afternoon in New England. The defense was
stellar as it posted eight sacks and limited UNH’s Walter Payton Award winner Ricky Santos
to just 221 passing yards. With the win, UMass moves to 8-2, 6-1 in the CAA as the Minutemen
strengthen their stance for an NCAA Tournament berth. New Hampshire fell to 6-4, 3-4 in
the CAA and effectively saw their playoff chances disappear.

Lawrence was named the Bill Knight MVP as the game’s most valuable player.

Coen finished with 191 passing yards giving him 7133, passing Todd Bankhead’s mark
of 7,018. Senior Rasheed Rancher was his top target with seven catches for 62 yards.
Senior J.J. Moore had four catches for 29 yards.

The defensive effort was headed up by senior captains Charles Walker (10 tackles and
two sacks) and Jason Hatchell (eight tackles), who combined for 18 stops and junior
Courtney Robinson who had nine tackles and one sack. Michael Hanson had two sacks for
UMass.

Another senior Michael Omar hauled in a 21-yard touchdown on a post-pattern with
5:17 left in the third quarter, making the score 24-7 in favor of UMass. Senior Chris Koepplin
capped the scoring with a 29-yard field goal with 6:05 remaining in the game,

UMass opened the second half with a heavy ground game. Lawrence finished off a
workhorse drive with his second score of the game with 5-yard TD rush with 9:29 left in the
third making it 17-7 UMass. Of the 11 plays on the drive, Lawrence carried 10 times for 80
of the 88 yards. The lone non-rush play of the series, Coen set the UMass’ career passing
record with an 8-yard strike to tight end lan Jorgensen.

New Hampshire got on the board with 7:46 left in the second quarter. Chad Kackert
took a pitch from Santos and ran to the left post for the touchdown making it 10-7. Santos
kept the scoring drive alive as he willed his way to a first down on a fourth-and-two from
the 14-yard line. He initially looked like he was stopped, but his offensive line helped
pushed him for the first down to continue the would-be scoring drive.

UMass took a 10-0 lead late in the first quarter. The Minutemen got on the board as
senior kicker Koepplin booted a career-long 51-yard field goal with 2:07 left in the first
quarter. That kick was the second-longest in UMass football history (twice before 52-yard
field goals were made). Santos’ second interception of the quarter set up the Minutemen’s
first touchdown of the day. After a return of 23 yards by Michael Meggett to the UNH 9-
yard line, senior Lawrence scored on a 9-yard run with 25 seconds left in the first quarter.

UMASS WINS CAA CHAMPIONSHIP

HEMPSTEAD, N.Y. - UMass made its case for a top-four seed and multiple home playoff
games with a 27-5 win at No. 22 Hofstra on Saturday afternoon. The Minutemen captured their
22nd conference title and second in a row by virtue of the victory. UMass (9-2, 7-1 CAA) shares
the title with Richmond (9-2, 7-1), which defeated William & Mary, 31-20. UMass received the
league’s automatic qualifier following a conference call between the CAA Athletic Directors.
The teams (UMass and Richmond) were determined indistinguishable, so it went to a coin
flip, in which UMass won.

Senior wide receiver J.J. Moore caught two touchdowns (7 and 42 yards) and had 11
catches for 155 yards as he tied for the third-most catches in a game in UMass history. It was
Moore’s sixth-career 100-yard receiving game. Quarterback Liam Coen threw for 309 yards on
22-0f-34 and four touchdowns. Senior tailback Matt Lawrence rushed for 101 yards; it was his
eighth 100-yard rushing game this season.

The defense was once again on top of its game, allowing just 168 yards by the Pride
including 39 rushing yards. The Minutemen have the top scoring defense, rushing defense and
pass defense in the CAA and continued to show strong. Charles Walker and David Burris led
the way with 11 and nine tackles, respectively. Hofstra had just eight first downs in the game,
including only four through the first three quarters. The Minutemen had four sacks after racking
up eight last week vs. New Hampshire.

The Minutemen sealed the victory with a 10-yard pass from Coen to tight end lan
Jorgensen with 4:47 left in regulation to make it 27-3. The Pride scored on a defensive two-
point conversion as DeWayne Whitaker raced 99 yards to score two points for Hofstra making
it 27-5.

Moore scored on a 42-yard touchdown pass from Coen to seal the game with 9:25 left in
regulation. Moore grabbed the screen pass and ran 42 yards for the 21-3 UMass lead.

On the first play of the fourth quarter UMass’ Jason Hatchell recovered a fumble on the
exchange from center to quarterback as Pride starter Bryan Savage was injured late in the
third quarter. New QB Scott A’Hara never got the snap and UMass took over on its own 40-yard
line. The Minutemen were unsuccessful in scoring as they did not convert a fourth-down attempt
with 12 minutes left in regulation.

UMass dominated the first half, building a 14-3 lead as the Minutemen outgained the
Pride 247-62. The Pride had just 14 rushing yards in the first 30 minutes. Coen threw for 175
yards in the first half, his most in a first half this season.

Rob Zarrilli booted home a 27-yard field goal for Hofstra to get the Pride on the board
with 9:05 left in the first half. UMass’ defense was stout following a fumble on the punt return
by Moore, giving the Pride possession on the 34-yard line.

Rasheed Rancher hauled in a 35-yard pass from Coen just 45 seconds into the second
quarter. That made it 14-0 UMass.

UMass took advantage of a Hofstra miscue on the Pride’s first play from scrimmage as
Jeromy Miles intercepted a pass by Bryan Savage, which was deflected first by Walker and
then Michael Meggett. The Minutemen finished off a 48-yard drive with a 7-yard touchdown
pass from Coen to Moore making it 7-0.
