
TAR HEELS TO FACE KANSAS WITH FINAL FOUR BERTH ON THE LINE
u Top-seeded North Carolina (32-5) defeated 13th-seeded 

Ohio 73-65 in overtime on Friday night in the semifinals of 
the NCAA Tournament Midwest Regional at the Edward 
Jones Dome in St. Louis.

u The Tar Heels, a No. 1 seed for an NCAA-record 14th 
time, advance to Sunday’s regional final against No. 2 seed 
Kansas (30-6) at 5:05 p.m. Eastern Time (4:05 p.m. Central 
Time in St. Louis).

u The game will be televised nationally by CBS, with 
Marv Albert (play-by-play), Steve Kerr (analyst) and Craig 
Sager (reporter) calling the action.

u The Jayhawks reached Sunday’s Elite Eight matchup by beating No. 11 seed NC 
State in Friday’s second semifinal in St. Louis.  UNC and Kansas will meet in the 
NCAA Tournament for the fifth time (series tied, 2-2).

u The winner of Sunday’s game will advance to next Saturday’s Final Four in New 
Orleans and will face the winner of Saturday night’s East Regional championship game 
between No. 1 seed Syracuse and No. 2 seed Ohio State.

u The Tar Heels are making their 26th appearance in an NCAA regional final.  Carolina is 18-7 in 
regional finals and has won nine of its last 11 Elite Eight contests, advancing to the Final Four in 1991, 
1993, 1995, 1997, 1998, 2000, 2005, 2008 and 2009 during that stretch.  Since a 1988 loss to Arizona, 
Carolina’s only losses in regional finals came in 2007 (to Georgetown) and last season (to Kentucky).

u Carolina has advanced at least to the regional finals six times in nine seasons under head coach Roy 
Williams, including Final Four trips in 2005, 2008 and 2009.  

u With Friday’s win over Ohio,  UNC has won 11 consecutive Sweet 16 games and is 6-0 in regional 
semifinals under Williams. 

u Carolina has won 19 of its last 21 games in NCAA Tournament regional play.  
u The Tar Heels won Friday’s Sweet 16 contest over Ohio without injured sophomore point guard 

Kendall Marshall, who broke a scaphoid bone in his right wrist in the second half of last Sunday’s 
NCAA third-round win over Creighton in Greensboro.  Doctors performed surgery on Monday, insert-
ing a screw in Marshall’s wrist to stabilize the fracture.  Marshall’s status for Sunday’s game is unde-
termined.

u The Tar Heels are seeking their third NCAA championship in the last eight years, having won the 
2005 national title here in the Edward Jones Dome in St. Louis and the 2009 championship in Detroit.

u UNC is a No. 1 seed in the NCAA Tournament for the 14th time and the fifth time under Williams.

CAROLINA IN THE ELITE EIGHT
u Carolina’s win over Ohio sent UNC to the regional finals for the 26th time overall, the fifth time 

in the last six years and the sixth time in nine seasons under head coach Roy Williams.  
u The Tar Heels have advanced to at least the regional finals under Williams in 2005, 2007, 2008, 

2009, 2011 and 2012, reaching the Final Four in 2005, 2008 and 2009 and winning the national cham-
pionship in ‘05 and ‘09.

u A win on Sunday over Kansas will earn the Tar Heels their NCAA-record 19th Final Four berth 
and mark Carolina’s eighth consecutive decade with at least one Final Four appearance (every decade 
starting in the 1940s).

u UNC is 18-7 in its 25 previous NCAA Tournament regional finals and has won nine of its last 11 
Elite Eight games since 1988 — wins in 1991. 1993, 1995, 1997, 1998, 2000, 2005, 2008 and 2009 
and losses in 2007 and 2011.

u Carolina has appeared in the regional finals (Elite Eight) 26 times: 1941, 1946, 1957, 1967, 
1968, 1969, 1972, 1977, 1981, 1982, 1983, 1985, 1987, 1988, 1991, 1993, 1995, 1997, 1998, 2000, 
2005,  2007, 2008, 2009, 2011 and 2012.

u UNC’s 26 regional final appearances rank second in NCAA history behind Kentucky’s 33.
u The Tar Heels have reached the regional finals five times in the last six years, making such a run 

for the first time in school history.  
u Carolina has won 19 of its last 21 games in NCAA Tournament regional play (including 2-0 

records in 1993, 1995, 1997, 1998, 2000, 2005, 2008 and 2009, a 1-1 mark in 2007 and 2011 a 1-0 
record this season). 

u Carolina won nine of its first 10 regional championship games (losing in 1941 but winning in 
1946-57-67-68-69-72-77-81-82) before losing four straight in the 1980s (1983-85-87-88).

u Roy Williams is 7-3 in NCAA Tournament Elite Eight games as a head coach (4-1 at Kansas and 
3-2 at Carolina). The Jayhawks beat Arkansas in 1991 and Indiana in 1993, lost to Syracuse in 1996, 
beat Oregon in 2002 and beat Arizona in 2003.  At UNC, Williams-led teams in the Elite Eight beat 
Wisconsin in 2005, Louisville in 2008 and Oklahoma in 2009.  The Williams-coached Tar Heels lost 
to Georgetown in 2007 and Kentucky in 2011 in the Elite Eight.

MARSHALL’S STATUS UNKNOWN WITH BROKEN WRIST
u Point guard Kendall Marshall has a broken bone in his right (non-shooting) wrist and did not 

play in Friday’s win over Ohio.  His availability for Sunday’s Sweet 16 game against Kansas is not 
yet known and could be a game-time decision.

u Marshall suffered the injury with 10:56 to play in the second half last Sunday against Creighton 
when he drove to the basket and was knocked to the floor.  Marshall went to the bench shortly there-
after but returned to the game and played seven more minutes until coming out with 1:54 to play.

u X-rays after the game in the Greensboro Coliseum revealed a broken scaphoid bone in his right 
wrist.  On Monday, doctors performed surgery on the wrist in Chapel Hill, inserting a screw to stablize 
the fracture.  

THE SERIES VS. THE JAYHAWKS
u Carolina leads the all-time series with Kansas, 6-3.  
u Sunday’s game will be the fifth meeting between UNC and Kansas in the NCAA Tournament, 

with the series tied 2-2 in the first four installments.  All four previous NCAA Tournament meetings 
came the Final Four (UNC victories in the 1957 NCAA championship game and the 1993 national 
semifinal and Kansas wins in the 1991 and 2008 national semifinals).  UNC went on to win the 1993 
NCAA title after beating Kansas in the semis and Kansas did the same in 2008 after beating Carolina.

u Previous NCAA Tournament meetings between Carolina and Kansas:

u The most recent meeting between the schools came in the 2008 Final Four in San Antonio, 

when the Jayhawks defeated the Tar Heels, 84-66 (see more details below).
u Prior to the 2008 NCAA semifinals, the last meeting between Carolina and Kansas had come 

in the Preseason NIT during the 2002-03 season, Roy Williams’s last season as the Jayhawks head 
coach.  On Nov. 27, 2002, in the Preseason NIT semifinal in Madison Square Garden in New York 
City, the unranked Tar Heels beat the No. 2-ranked Jayhawks, 67-56.  UNC held Kansas to 40.7 
percent shooting in the game. Freshman Rashad McCants hit 10 of 15 shot attempts and scored 
25 points in the game, earning tournament MVP honors two days later.  Jawad Williams scored 
15 points, Sean May had eight points and 11 rebounds and Raymond Felton had 10 points and 
four assists for the Tar Heels.

u Carolina is 5-3 against Kansas in games played at neutral sites, with wins in 1956-57 (NCAA 
championship game in Kansas City), 1959-60 (regular season in Raleigh), 1981-82 (regular sea-
son in Charlotte), 1992-93 (NCAA Final Four in New Orleans) and 2002-03 (Preseason NIT

semifinal in New York City).  Kansas beat UNC in 1980-81 (regular season in Kansas City), 1990-91 
(NCAA Final Four in Indianapolis) and 2007-08 (NCAA Final Four in San Antonio).

u The two teams also met once at Kansas, a 78-70 Tar Heel win on Dec. 17, 1960, in Lawrence, 
Kansas.

u Sunday’s game will mark the second head-to-head meeting between Carolina and Kansas since 
UNC head coach Roy Williams took the Tar Heel job in 2003 after 15 seasons as the Jayhawk coach. 
Williams was the Kansas head coach for 15 seasons from 1988 to 2003. Williams served as an assis-
tant coach at Carolina under Dean Smith for 10 seasons prior to taking over the program at Kansas.  

u Williams was 1-1 against Carolina as the Kansas head coach, winning his first matchup against 
his alma mater in the 1991 Final Four in Indianapolis and losing to UNC in the 1993 Final Four in 
New Orleans. Saturday’s game will mark Williams’s first contest as a head coach against Kansas.  
The Tar Heels went 1-1 against the Jayhawks while Williams was an assistant coach at UNC (losing 
in 1980-81 in Kansas City and winning in 1981-82 in Charlotte).

u UNC assistant coaches Steve Robinson, Jerod Haase and C.B. McGrath all served on Wil-
liams’s staff at Kansas prior to coming to Carolina with Williams, as did director of operations Joe 
Holladay and strength & conditioning coordinator Jonas Sahratian.  Haase and McGrath also 
played at Kansas under Williams prior to joining his staff.

u Carolina is 5-5 all-time in NCAA Tournament play against No. 2 seeds, most recently beating 
Michigan State in the 2009 national championship game in Detroit.

LAST MEETING: KANSAS TOPS TAR HEELS IN 2008 FINAL FOUR, 84-66
u Carolina fell behind by 28 points in the first half, then mounted a furious rally and pulled within 

four at 54-50 before falling to Kansas, 84-66, in the 2008 national semifinals in San Antonio, Texas.
u Wayne Ellington (18 points and six rebounds), Tyler Hansbrough (17 points and nine boards) 

and Danny Green (15 points and five rebounds) led the Tar Heel effort. Brandon Rush led Kansas 
with 25 points and seven rebounds.

u Carolina went 9:03 without a basket in the first half as the KU lead grew to 40-12.  The Kansas 
lead jumped from nine points (with 12:49 left in the first half) to 23 in just over three minutes (33-10 
at the 9:31 mark).

u UNC hit just 29.0 percent of its shots (9 for 31) in the first half while Kansas shot 54.5 percent. 
u The Tar Heels hit 5 of 24 three-point attempts in the game and were out-rebounded, 42-33. 
u Carolina shot a season-low 35.8 percent and had a season-low tying seven assists against 18 

turnovers. The 66 poinst also tied a season-low and the 27 first-half points were a season low.

TAR HEELS DOWN OHIO TO REACH REGIONAL FINAL
u Carolina led by as many as 15 points in the first half, then allowed Ohio to come back and take 

the lead in the second half before clawing back to force overtime, eventually defeating the Bobcats 
73-65 on Friday night in the Midwest Regional semifinals in St. Louis.

u The Tar Heels won despite Ohio hitting 12 three-pointers and holding the Tar Heels to 40 per-
cent shooting in the game.  Carolina's defense held the Bobcats to 32.4 percent shooting from the 
floor, including 22.9 percent in the first half.

u Sophomore point guard Kendall Marshall did not play due to a broken right wrist.  Freshman Stilman White made his first career start in Mar-
shall’s place, played a career-high 32 minutes (his previous high was 11 minutes) and finished with a career-high six assists (his previous high was three 
vs. Mississippi Valley State) and zero turnovers.  White had had six assists in his previous 16 games combined prior to the win over Ohio.  Eight Tar 
Heels played in the game, and seven of them committed at least two turnovers.  The only one not to do so was White.

u Tyler Zeller finished with 20 points, 22 rebounds and a season-high four blocked shots.  The 22 rebounds were a career high for Zeller and the 
most ever by a Tar Heel in an NCAA Tournament game.  It was Zeller’s 11th 20-point game of the season and his 14th double-double in 2011-12.

u Zeller’s performance was the first 20/20 game in NCAA Tournament play since Wake Forest’s Tim Duncan in 1997 and the first-ever 20/20 NCAA 
Tournament game by a Tar Heel.  The only players to post a 20/20 NCAA Tournament game in the last 30 years are Duncan, Houston’s Hakeem Ola-
juwan, Maryland’s Joe Smith and Zeller.

CAROLINA’S 18 NCAA REGIONAL CHAMPIONSHIPS

u The game was the first in UNC’s NCAA Tournament history when three players had double-doubles, led by Zeller’s 20 points and 22 rebounds, 
Reggie Bullock’s 17 points and 10 rebounds and John Henson’s 14 and 10.

u Bullock’s 17 points were his top scoring output since he had 23 against Tennessee State on Nov. 22.  His five three-pointers were his most since 
he had six in that same game against Tennessee State.  Bullock is 10 for 21 from three-point territory in UNC’s three NCAA Tournament games this 
season.  It was Bullock’s second career double-double (the other was vs. Nicholls on Dec. 19).  His 10 three-point attempts are a career high and the 
most by any Tar Heel in a game this season.

u Henson posted his 18th double-double this season and 37th in his career.
u UNC committed a season-high 24 turnovers (had 22 at Florida State on Jan. 14).  It was the most turnovers by UNC in an NCAA Tournament 

game since committing 26 against Loyola Marymount in 1988.
u Carolina out-rebounded Ohio, 63-30.  The +33 rebound margin is the largest in UNC’s NCAA Tournament history.  The Previous high was +26 

(48-22) against Mount St. Mary’s in 2008.
u The 63 rebounds were the second-most ever by UNC in NCAA Tournament play and the most since Carolina had 64 against Princeton in 1967.
u Ohio’s 13 steals were a season high by a UNC opponent in 2011-12.
u Walter Offutt’s six three-pointers equal the fourth-most by an opponent against UNC in NCAA Tournament play.
u Ohio’s 12 three-pointer field goals equal the fourth-most against UNC in an NCAA Tournament game.
u Ohio’s 26 points off UNC turnovers were the most by a Carolina opponent this season (previous was 21 by Florida State on Jan. 14).  Carolina’s 

last three opponents (Florida State, Vermont and Creighton) had combined to score 26 points off turnovers.
u The win was Williams’s 675th as a head coach, tying him with Denny Crum for 21st in NCAA history.

SEEKING AN NCAA-RECORD 19TH FINAL FOUR
u North Carolina made its NCAA-record 18th Final Four appearance in 2009.  The Tar Heels reached at least one Final Four in seven consecutive 

decades (1940s through 2000s).  
u Carolina’s 18 Final Four appearances have come in 1946, 1957, 1967, 1968, 1969, 1972, 1977, 1981, 1982, 1991, 1993, 1995, 1997, 1998, 2000, 

2005, 2008 and 2009 (NCAA championship seasons in bold).

NINE FINAL FOURS IN 21 YEARS
u The Tar Heels are seeking their 10th NCAA Final Four appearance in the last 22 seasons.
u Carolina has advanced to the NCAA Final Four nine times in the last 21 seasons. 
u Starting with the 1990-91 season, Carolina has reached the Final Four in 1991, 1993, 1995, 1997, 1998, 2000, 2005, 2008 and 2009, winning the 

NCAA championship in 1993, 2005 and 2009.

ROY WILLIAMS & THE FINAL FOUR
u Roy Williams has led seven teams to the NCAA Final Four appearance as a head coach. 
u Williams led Kansas to the Final Four in 1991, 1993, 2002 and 2003 and the Tar Heels to the 2005, 2008 and 2009 Final Fours, winning NCAA 

titles in ‘05 and ‘09. Williams is fourth in NCAA history in Final Four appearances. 
u The 2009 NCAA title made Williams the 13th coach in history to win multiple NCAA championships as a head coach and the fourth active coach 

to do so (joining Mike Krzyzewski of Duke, Jim Calhoun of Connecticut and Billy Donovan of Florida).
u Williams is the first coach to lead two different schools to multiple appearances in the championship game (Kansas in 1991 and 2003, UNC in 

2005 and 2009).

u Williams (Kansas in 1991 and 2003 and UNC in 2005 and 2009) is the 
third coach to lead two different teams to the NCAA championship game. 
All three coaches in NCAA history to lead two different teams to the NCAA 
title game have Carolina ties. Williams joins Larry Brown (UCLA 1980 and 
Kansas in 1988) and Frank McGuire (St. John’s in 1952 and UNC in 1957) 
in doing so. Brown is a 1963 Carolina graduate and former Tar Heel assistant 
coach.

u Williams has a record of 6-5 as a head coach in Final Four games. He 
has led his teams to the championship game in 1991, 2003, 2005 and 2009, 
winning the 2005 NCAA and 2009 titles with Carolina.

u Williams guided his teams to five Final Four appearances in eight sea-
sons from 2002-09 (back-to-back trips in 2002 and ‘03 in his final two seasons 
at Kansas and three trips in his first five years at Carolina in 2005, ‘08 and 
‘09). Only John Wooden, Mike Krzyzewski and Williams have led teams to at 
least five Final Fours in an eight-year stretch.

u Only John Wooden (12), Dean Smith (11) and Mike Krzyzewski (11) 
have coached more teams to the Final Four than has Williams. 

u Williams is the 11th head coach to lead two different programs to the 
Final Four. Of those 11 coaches, Williams was the quickest to take his second 
team to the Final Four, leading Kansas to the NCAA semifinals in 2003 and 
UNC in 2005.

u Williams (2005-08-09) is the fifth head coach to guide the Tar Heels to 
the Final Four, joining Ben Carnevale (1946), Frank McGuire (1957), Dean 
Smith (1967-68-69-72-77-81-82-91-93-95-97) and Bill Guthridge (1998 and 
2000).

u Williams is the third Tar Heel head coach to win an NCAA champion-
ship, joining Hall of Famers Frank McGuire (1957) and Dean Smith (1982, 
1993).

ROY WILLIAMS IN NCAA PLAY
u Carolina is 27-5 (.844) in NCAA Tournament games under head coach 

Roy Williams. That is the best winning percentage in NCAA history by a 
coach at one school (minimum 25 NCAA Tournament games).  Williams’ 34-
14 mark (.708) at Kansas is the 11th-best figure and Dean Smith’s 65-27 
record (.706) at UNC is 12th-highest. 

u Williams has 61 all-time NCAA Tournament wins, second among all 
active coaches and third all-time (Duke’s Mike Krzyzewski has 79 and Dean 
Smith had 65 at UNC).  

u Williams’ Tournament winning percentage of .763 (61-19) ranks second 
among active coaches.

u Williams is making his 22nd NCAA Tournament appearance in the last 
23 years.  He took 20 teams in a row to the Tournament prior to missing the 
NCAA field in 2010.  The first 14 of Williams’ 22 NCAA appearances were at 
Kansas and the last eight have been at Carolina.

u Williams’ 20 straight NCAA appearances (1990-2009) was the second-
longest streak in NCAA history, trailing only the 23 in a row by Carolina’s 
Dean Smith (1975-97).

u Williams has coached in 80 NCAA Tournament games, the third-most 
all-time behind Mike Krzyzewski (103) and Dean Smith (92).
