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According to the NCAA, a Booster is defined as 
any individual whom has ever:

 (example: the Ram’s Club) 

  Contributed to the UNC Athletics 
 Department or its Booster Organization 

  Assisted in recruitment of prospects for 
 UNC 

  Provided benefits to enrolled               
 student-athletes 

  In any way promoted the Athletics      
 Program at UNC 

As a Booster, you may not be involved in the recruit-
ment of a prospective student-athlete in any way. This 
includes finding employment, providing transportation, 
contacting/calling, or providing anything to  a student-
athlete or their family for the purposes of the athlete 
attending UNC. Also, you may not provide an extra 
benefit to current student-athletes. (An extra benefit is 
defined as a special arrangement with a student-athlete, 
and/or his or her family, which would provide a benefit 
unavailable to the general student population.)
