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Seniors To Be Honored Saturday: Nevada seniors Erin Gar-
vey (Argyle, Texas), Tatiana Santiago (Kahuku, Hawaii) and Brit-
tni Yates (White Plains, Md.) will be honored prior to the start
of Saturday’s match with Idaho. The three will be recognized
for their contributions to Wolf Pack volleyball.

WOLF PACK NOTES

- Senior setter Tatiana Santiago became the sixth player in
school history to record 2,000 assists in a career accomplishing
the feat in the Sept. 9, Sacramento State match. Her 2,568 as-
sists ranks fifth in school history.

- Both of Nevada’s WAC victories this season were 3-0 sweeps
over Louisiana Tech on Oct. 8 and Nov. 3. The first victory over
the Lady Techsters snapped a five-match losing skid and an
eight-match WAC losing streak dating back to last season.

- Senior right side hitter Erin Garvey hit .786 in the Pack’s 3-0
home victory over Louisiana Tech on Oct. 8. Garvey finished
with a team-high 11 kills with no errors on 14 attempts.

- Santiago’s 63 assists in the Aug. 26 Portland match is one off
her career-high of 64 set versus Idaho on Nov 4, 2010.

- Santiago has six of Nevada’s 11 double-doubles on the season
with two coming in the Portland Nike Invitational. Junior out-
side hitter Elissa Ji recorded her third at Idaho with 11 kills and
13 digs. Sophomore outside hitter Grace Anxo has the other
two Pack double-doubles.

- Freshman middle blocker Tessa Lea’ea posted a career and
match-high 18 kills in the win at Portland. Lea'ea is hitting
.310 to rank seventh in the WAC. In WAC play she ranks sixth
in blocks averaging 1.08 per set.

- Lea’ea had a career-high eight blocks in the Pack’s match at
Fresno State on Oct. 22. She totaled one solo and seven as-
sisted blocks in the match. As a team Nevada had a season-
high 12.5 blocks.

- Libero Kelly Chang totaled a career-best 22 digs at San Jose
State on Oct. 1. It was her second 20 plus dig match of the
season with the other being 21 versus Butler on Sept. 2.
Chang has led the Pack in digs 16 times this season with six
being match highs. Her 3.40 digs per set is fifth in the WAC as
is her 3.42 per set in WAC play.

- Junior middle blocker Janelle Batista is hitting .306 which
ranks ninth in the conference. Batista is ninth in points (3.36
pps) and 10th in kills (2.75 kps) in the WAC.

- Lea’ea (.650) and Batista (.613) both hit over .600 in the first
Portland match on Aug. 26. Lea'sa hit .636 against Louisiana
Tech on Oct. 8.

- Santiago’s 9.59 assists per set ranks fifth in the WAC and
9.75 in WAC play are fifth.

- Sophomore outside hitter Grace Anxo leads the WAC in aces
averaging .36 per set. In WAC play Anxo is sixth averaging .30
per set.
