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USC:  AMERICA’S BOWL TEAM

USC has a remarkable record in bowl games.  The Trojans have the nation’s fourth highest bowl winning percentage (.660) among
the 72 schools that have made at least 10 bowl appearances (behind Utah’s .786, Toledo’s .700 and Oregon State’s .667).  USC is tied
with Alabama for most bowl victories (31). Troy’s 47 bowl appearances are tied for third with Tennessee, behind only Alabama (55) and
Texas (48).  USC once won 9 consecutive bowl games (the 1923-30-32-33-39-40-44-45 Rose Bowls and 1924 Christmas Festival);
only Florida State has won more in a row (11).

USC’s overall post-season record is 31-16.
USC is appearing in its ninth consecutive bowl, the longest streak in school history.  The Trojans were a bowl participant each year

they were eligible from 1972 to 1990 (USC was banned from bowl participation in 1980-82-83).
Troy has appeared in an unprecedented 32 Rose Bowls, where it has a 24-9 mark (.727). That’s not only the most Rose Bowl wins

of any team, but also the most wins by a school in a single bowl. USC has won 11 of its last 14 Rose Bowls. USC is the only team to have
won 3 consecutive Rose Bowls (2007-08-09).  USC twice played in 4 consecutive Rose Bowl games (1967 to 1970 and 2006 to 2009);
Ohio State (1973-76) is the only other team to have done so.

USC has also appeared in 11 other bowls—the Christmas Festival, Liberty Bowl, Bluebonnet Bowl, Fiesta Bowl, Aloha Bowl,
Florida Citrus Bowl, Sun (John Hancock) Bowl (twice), Freedom Bowl (twice), Cotton Bowl, Las Vegas Bowl and Orange Bowl (twice).
USC made an NCAA-record 7 consecutive BCS bowl appearances (2003 Orange Bowl vs. Iowa, 2004 Rose Bowl vs. Michigan, 2005
Orange Bowl vs. Oklahoma, 2006 Rose Bowl vs. Texas, 2007 Rose Bowl vs. Michigan, 2008 Rose Bowl vs. Illinois, 2009 Rose Bowl vs.
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USC FOOTBALL EMERALD BOWL NOTES

RANKINGS
USC and Boston College are not ranked by AP or USA Today.  It’s the first
time since the final 2001 poll that USC has not been ranked in the AP Top
25.

SERIES
USC leads its series with Boston College, 2-0.

The teams first met in 1987 in the Coliseum, a 23-17 Trojan victory.
QB Rodney Peete threw for 248 yards with a pair of 50-plus yard TD
passes to WRs Ken Henry and John Jackson and TB Steven Webster
rushed for 119 yards as USC won its first game under new head coach
Larry Smith (after losing the opener).  Henry caught 6 passes for 120
yards.  The loss snapped Boston College’s 10-game winning streak.  The
Eagles got to USC’s 33-yard line with 3 minutes to play, but LB Delmar
Chesley made a tackle on fourth-and-2 to thwart them.  BC QB Michael
Power threw for 243 yards with a score and RB Jim Bell ran for 96 yards
and a TD

In 1988 in Chestnut Hill, No. 8-ranked USC kicked off its 100th

anniversary of football with a 34-7 win in Chestnut Hill.  Peete threw for
271 yards to lead the offense to 502 total yards.  TB Aaron Emanuel
scored a pair of short touchdowns and WR Erik Affholter had 8 receptions
for 85 yards.  BC ran for just 65 yards, lost 3 fumbles and had just 15 first
downs as USC held the ball for 37:09.  The Eagles’ score came on a 60-
yard catch by SE Tom Waddle.  The mid-week game marked USC’s first
appearance on ESPN.

IN DECEMBER
USC has a 39-24-7 (.607) all-time record while playing in the month of
December.

SEASON ENDERS
USC is 64-41-11 (.599) in all season finales.

NIGHT GAMES
USC owns a 139-35-4 (.792) record at night (games after 5 p.m.), including
86-18-4 in the Coliseum, 39-12 on the road and 14-5 at neutral sites.  The
Trojans have a 31-game winning streak at home at night.

DIAMONDS
USC’s most recent football games in a stadium with a baseball field were
the 2003 and 2005 Orange Bowls in Pro Player Stadium in Miami (beating
Iowa and Oklahoma, respectively) and a 2005 win over Hawaii in Honolulu’s
Aloha Stadium, although the infield skin was covered with grass in all 3
games.  During 1992 and 1993, USC played 4 games in a stadium with a
baseball field:  Troy opened 1992 in Jack Murphy Stadium in San Diego
(tying San Diego State), then played in Anaheim Stadium in the 1992
Freedom Bowl (loss to Fresno State), 1993 Disneyland Pigskin Classic
(loss to North Carolina) and 1993 Freedom Bowl (win over Utah).  USC
also has played 3 times in domed stadiums that doubled as baseball
venues:  beating Washington State in Seattle’s Kingdome in 1976, Texas
A&M in the 1977 Bluebonnet Bowl in Houston’s Astrodome and Houston
in the Astrodome in 1996.  Before all those, the last time USC played on
a baseball field was in 1961, when the Los Angeles Memorial Coliseum
(Troy’s home stadium) also was home to the Los Angeles Dodgers (1958-
61).

IN SAN FRANCISCO
Although USC regularly plays in nearby Palo Alto (versus Stanford) and
Berkeley (versus Calfiornia), this will be just the third time that USC has
played a game in San Francisco.  The Trojans twice played in the city’s
Kezar Stadium, losing to Stanford in 1942, 14-6, and defeating USF in
1943, 34-0.

USC-BC IN THE FUTURE
USC and Boston College are set to meet in a home-and-home series in
the near future.  USC hosts the Eagles in 2013 (Sept. 14) and then visits
BC in 2014 (Sept. 13).

USC VS. ACC
USC has an 11-6 (.647) record against current Atlantic Coast Conference
teams:  3-0 versus Duke, 2-0 versus Boston College, 2-1 versus Georgia
Tech, 1-0 versus Clemson, Virginia and Virginia Tech, 1-1 versus Miami
and 0-2 versus Florida State and North Carolina.  USC last faced an ACC
foe in the 2008 season opener, a 52-7 win at Virginia.  On the other hand,
Boston College is 4-4 against the Pac-10:  1-0 versus Arizona State and
California, 2-2 versus Stanford and 0-2 versus USC.  The Eagles last
played a Pac-10 opponent in 2002, a 34-27 home win over Stanford.

COMMON OPPONENTS
USC and Boston College both played at Notre Dame in 2009.  The Trojans
recorded a 34-27 win on Oct. 17, while BC lost the following week, 20-16.

BOSTON CONNECTIONS
USC has no players from Massachusetts, while QB Codi Boek is Boston
College’s only Californian (Del Campo HS in Fair Oaks)…USC head coach
Pete Carroll was the head coach of the New England Patriots for 3 years
(1997-99)…USC senior associate athletic director Mark Jackson played
football at Xaverian Brothers High in Westwood, Ma., and then worked
with the New England Patriots in media relations (1994-95) and as a
coaching assistant (1998-2000)…Former USC CB Will Poole (2003)
previously played at Boston College (he was a starter there in 2000) and
also was on the Eagles basketball team…In its history, only 2 USC
lettermen were Massachusetts natives:  C Dave Morgan (1959-61) from
Natick HS and All-American LB Lofa Tatupu (2003-04) from Plainville
(he attended Wrentham’s King Philip Regional HS).

BAY AREA CONNECTIONS
USC has 5 players who previously attended a Bay Area school:  WR
Brandon Carswell (Milpitas HS), TE Rhett Ellison (St. Francis HS), LB
Kevin Greene (Sacred Heart Cathedral Prep), S Drew McAllister (Monte
Vista HS) and DT Derek Simmons (Armijo HS)…USC head coach Pete
Carroll has Bay Area roots:  he was born in San Francisco, played football
at Redwood High in Larkspur, Marin Junior College and Pacific, then was
an assistant coach at Pacific (1974-76, 1983) and with the San Francisco
49ers (1995-96)…USC tight ends coach Brennan Carroll attended
Saratoga High…USC linebackers coach Ken Norton Jr. played 7 years
(1994-2000) with the San Francisco 49ers…USC offensive coordinator/
wide receivers coach John Morton was an assistant with the Oakland
Raiders (1998-2004) and before that worked in the club’s personnel
department…USC cornerbacks graduate assistant coach Kris Richard
played for the San Francisco 49ers in 2005…USC defensive line coach
Jethro Franklin played football at Yerba Buena High in San Jose and at
San Jose Community College…USC senior associate athletic director
Mark Jackson was director of football development with the Oakland
Raiders for 2 years (2007-08)…USC director of football operations Matt
Capurro worked in the Oakland Raiders’ front office from 1998 to 2008
after graduating from USF…The fathers of USC TE Rhett Ellison (Riki
Ellison) and TB Marc Tyler (Wendell Tyler) played for the San Francisco
49ers…USC’s 1999 All-American pitcher Barry Zito now pitches for the
San Francisco Giants, while Giants media relations staffers Maria Jacinto
and Jim Moorehead and marketing staffer Jana Steel are former interns
in the USC sports information office.

SAN FRANCISCO TROJANS
In its history, 26 USC lettermen claim San Francisco as their hometown:
LT John Aguirre (1941, 45) of Galileo HS, C John Baccitich (1966) of
St. Ignatius HS, RT Frank Bennett (1939) of Lowell HS, S Mike Carey
(1976-77) of Riordan HS, NG Dave Corsinotti (1981) of Riordan HS, DT
Al Cowlings (1968-69) of Galileo HS, S Willie Crawford (1977-78) of
Mission HS, RG-C Phil Debovsky (1957) of San Francisco Poly HS,
RHB Gordon Gray (1943-44, 46-47) of San Francisco Poly HS, QB Frank
Hall (1954-56) of San Francisco Poly HS, S Zuri Hector (1989-92) of
Washington HS, PK Eric Hipp (1979-80) of Riordan HS, TB Jabari

(where the 2009 USC team will conduct Emerald Bowl practices).  Also,
RHB Art Battle (1946, 48-49) transferred to USC from USF.

ALL-AMERICANS
S Taylor Mays was named to the 2009 Walter Camp All-American first
team.  This is the third consecutive year that Mays has made an All-
American first team;  he becomes USC’s fourth 3-time All-American first
teamer (joining LB Richard Wood in 1972-74, QB Matt Leinart in 2003-05
and OT Sam Baker in 2005-07).  LB Chris Galippo made the 2009
Collegefootballnews.com Sophomore All-American first team.  DE Nick
Perry made the 2009 Phil Steele’s Freshman All-American and
Collegefootballnews.com Freshman All-American first teams.

ALL-PAC-10
Four USC football players—safety Taylor Mays, wide receiver Damian
Williams, offensive guard-center Jeff Byers and offensive tackle Charles
Brown—were named to the 2009 All-Pac-10 first team.  It was the second
consecutive year that Mays made the first team.  Williams made the first
team as both a wide receiver and punt returner.  Defensive end Everson
Griffen, cornerbacks Josh Pinkard and Kevin Thomas made the All-
Pac-10 second team, as did quarterback Garrett Green (he was honored
as a special teams player).  Nine Trojans made All-Pac-10 honorable
mention: tailbacks Allen Bradford and Joe McKnight, defensive tackles
Jurrell Casey and Christian Tupou, linebacker Chris Galippo, safety
Will Harris, offensive linemen Butch Lewis and Tyron Smith and tight
end Anthony McCoy.

USC TEAM AWARDS
WR Damian Williams was voted by his teammates as USC’s MVP, while
TB Stafon Johnson was the Most Inspirational Player.  OG-C Jeff Byers
and DTs Christian Tupou and Jurrell Casey were named the Offensive
and Defensive Linemen of the Year.  QB Garrett Green was the Special
Teams Player of the Year Award.  TB Allen Bradford was named Player
of the UCLA Game and TE Anthony McCoy was Player of the Notre
Dame Game.  C Michael Reardon and LB Marquis Simmons were the
Offensive and Defensive Service Team Players of the Year.  DT Christian
Tupou won the Bob Chandler Award (athletics/academics/character) and
DE Devon Kennard won the John McKay Award (competitive spirit).  Byers
and Ss Will Harris and Taylor Mays were the Co-Lifters of the Year.  S-
CB Josh Pinkard won the Courage Award.  Green was the Trojan Football
Alumni Club Award winner (top G.P.A.).  Mays won the Jack Oakie “Rise
and Shine” Award (biggest hit).

LOOKING TO 2010
On USC’s current 48-man 2-deep (including the punter and kicker), 38
players (17 offense, 17 defense, 4 kickers) are non-seniors, including 17
starters (8 offense, 7 defense, 2 kickers).  That does not include such
potential 2-deepers as injured senior TB Stafon Johnson, who might
petition to return for a fifth year in 2010, junior CB Shareece Wright, who
was ineligible in 2009 until the post-season, or a trio of injured juniors
(WR David Ausberry, DT Hebron Fangupo and S Marshall Jones), nor
does it consider potential early departures for the NFL.  Here’s the schedule

USC’S WINNINGEST SPANS
USC’s 96 wins during these last 9 years (2001-09) is the winningest 9-
year span in Trojan annals.  Troy’s 88 wins during 2001-08 is the program’s
winningest 8-year span and its 82 wins during 2002-08 marks the
winningest 7-year span.  USC’s 71 wins during 2003-08 is the winningest
6-year span in school history.  Its 59 wins during 2004-08, 2003-07 and
2002-06 are tied for its best 5-year runs. Its 48 wins during both 2002-05
and 2003-2006 are tied for its best 4-year spans.  Troy’s 37 wins from
2003-05 represent the winningest 3-year period in Trojan history.  USC’s
25 wins during both 2003-04 and 2004-05 are tied for its best 2-year
spans.  And USC posted its first 13-win season in 2004, its eighth perfect
(unbeaten, untied) season ever.

SCHEDULE
As usual, USC’s 2009 schedule was imposing, as 7 of USC’s opponents
will be playing in a bowl this season.  Six of USC’s first 9 games were on
the road (for the first time since the 1993 season) and 4 of those contests
were against teams ranked in the AP Top 25 at the time (the Trojans went
3-1).  USC’s 2009 schedule currently is ranked the nation’s 12th most
difficult in the Sagarin rankings.  Half of the teams on the slate played in
bowl games last season (5 won their bowl) and 5 opponents posted at
least 8 victories in 2008.  After opening 2009 by hosting San Jose State
on Labor Day weekend, the Trojans traveled to Ohio State for the first
time since 1990.  Troy then opened its Pac-10 season at Washington.
Two more league contests (versus Washington State and at California)
and a bye followed before USC made its biennial trip to Notre Dame.  The
Trojans returned to conference play to host Oregon State.  Games at
Oregon and Arizona State followed before USC concluded the regular
season with a 3-game homestand:  versus Stanford, UCLA following a
bye and Arizona.  Whether at home or on the road, USC football has
been a popular attraction lately.  In the past 5 years, Troy has averaged at
least 85,000 fans in the Coliseum and 72,000 for any game.  During head
coach Pete Carroll’s tenure, USC has set Pac-10 records for home total
and average attendance and school standards for overall total and average
attendance.

WIN STREAKS
USC owns several active winning streaks:

—home night games (31);
—non-conference games (15);
—non-conference home games (14);
—non-conference road games (11, not including 6 neutral site wins

and 1 neutral site loss).

HIGH RANKING
USC was ranked in the AP Top 25 for its past 103 games, a school record.
Troy has been in the AP Top 10 for 86 of its past 95 games, including a
since-snapped school record of 62 consecutive games.  The Trojans have
been in the AP Top 5 in 62 of the last 91 games.

7 CONSECUTIVE
From 2002 to 2008, USC had a streak of 7 consecutive Pac-10 crowns (a
league record) and BCS bowls (an NCAA record) and 11-win seasons
(also an NCAA record) and AP Top 4 finishes (including national
championships in 2003 and 2004).

USC’S PAC-10 TITLES
After sharing the Pac-10 championship in 2002, USC won the 2003 Pac-
10 title outright (its first outright crown since 1989) and again in 2004 and
2005 before sharing it in 2006 and 2007 and winning it outright in 2008.
Those 7 consecutive conference titles are unprecedented in Pac-10 history.
USC has won the league title 38 times, more than twice as much as any
other school.

INJURED STARTERS
This season, 12 starters or projected starters have missed games with
injuries:  WR David Ausberry (missed 6 games), WR Ronald Johnson
(5), DE Armond Armstead (5), C Kristofer O’Dowd (4), LB Malcolm
Smith (3), DT Averell Spicer (3), FB Stanley Havili (2), TE Anthony
McCoy (2), WR Damian Williams (1), QB Matt Barkley (1), S Taylor
Mays (1) and DE Everson Griffen (1).  And that doesn’t include CB
Shareece Wright (12), who was ineligible in the regular season.  Also, a
number of key backups have missed contests due to injury:  TB Stafon
Johnson (8), DT Hebron Fangupo (8), CB Marshall Jones (8), LB Luthur
Brown (7), CB Brian Baucham (6), LB Jordan Campbell (5), OG Zack
Heberer (4), LB Jarvis Jones (4), S Drew McAllister (3), TE Blake Ayles
(3) and OT Nick Howell (1).

IN THE NFL
USC is always well-represented in the NFL.  At the start of training camp
this summer, there were 50 ex-Trojans on NFL rosters.  Last year, there
were 32 Trojans on opening day NFL rosters, including players such as
QBs Carson Palmer, Matt Leinart and Matt Cassel, RBs Reggie Bush,
Justin Fargas and LenDale White, LBs Junior Seau, Lofa Tatupu and
Keith Rivers, DBs Troy Polamalu, Sammy Knight and Brian Kelly, DLs
Willie McGinest, Shaun Cody, Mike Patterson, Sedrick Ellis and Lawrence
Jackson, WRs Steve Smith and Keary Colbert, OLs Taitusi Lutui, Ryan
Kalil and Sam Baker and TEs Fred Davis and Billy Miller.  Three NFL
head coaches have USC ties (either as former players or assistants):
Jacksonville’s Jack Del Rio, Tennessee’s Jeff Fisher and San Diego’s
Norv Turner.  Sixteen current USC players have relatives with NFL playing
backgrounds:  WR Brice Butler (father, Bobby), TE Rhett Ellison (father,
Riki Gray Ellison), FB Adam Goodman (father-in-law, Mark Boyer), QB-
WR Garrett Green (stepmother’s husband, John Elway), OG Khaled
Holmes (brother, Alex), OT Nick Howell (father, Pat), OT Matt Kalil
(brother, Ryan), DE Devon Kennard (father, Derek), C Abe Markowitz
(cousin, Jesse Sapolu), C John Martinez (cousin, Doug Kaufusi), S Taylor
Mays (father, Stafford), S T.J. McDonald (father, Tim), LB Malcolm Smith
(brother, Steve), SNP Cooper Stephenson (father, Curt), DT Christian
Tupou (brother, Fenuki) and TB Marc Tyler (father, Wendell).  Myke
Horton, father of LB Shane Horton and DE Wes Horton, played in the
USFL and CFL, while OT Matt Kalil’s father, Frank, played in the USFL.
Additionally, head coach Pete Carroll was an NFL head coach and
assistant coach, and assistants Jeremy Bates, Jethro Franklin, Todd
McNair, John Morton, Pat Ruel and Brian Schneider were NFL
assistants.  Five assistant coaches played professionally: Jethro Franklin,
Ken Norton Jr., Todd McNair and Kris Richard were in the NFL, while
John Morton was in the CFL and NFL Europe.  Football staffers Mark
Jackson and Matt Capurro previously worked in the Oakland Raiders’
front office.

ON TV
USC is one of America’s most televised teams.  The Trojans have appeared
on live national, regional or local telecasts 397 times, including 264 of the
past 266 games (USC’s last 105 games have been televised live).  In
fact, USC had a streak of 111 consecutive games on some form of live
television from 1988 to 1997 (snapped against Oregon State) and another
streak of 48 in a row from 1997 to 2001 (broken against California).

ACADEMICS
Twenty-two Trojans have cumulative grade point averages of 2.75 or
higher, including 11 with 3.00 or better.  Among the top scholars on the
2008 Trojan squad are:  WR Steve Blackhart (4.00, business
administration), QB-WR Garrett Green (3.50, business administration),

USC tight ends coach Brennan Carroll caught a 3-yard touchdown
pass against Boston College in 2000 while playing tight end at
Pittsburgh.  Current USC flagship radio (710 ESPN Radio KSPN)
sideline reporter John Jackson, who lettered as a Trojan wide
receiver from 1986-89, played in both previous USC-Boston College
games (1987-88).  In the 1987 contest, Jackson caught a 51-yard
TD pass in the fourth quarter that proved to be the winning points.

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PETE CARROLL
USC HEAD FOOTBALL COACH

Energetic and charismatic ninth-year USC head football coach Pete
Carroll has returned the Trojan football program to national prominence.

He is 96-19 (83.5%) in 9 years (2001-2008) as a college head coach
(all at USC), the second best winning percentage of any current Division
I coach with at least 5 years of experience.  His 88 victories through 2008
tied Bob Pruett of Marshall for most by a Division I coach in their first 8
seasons since 1900 (Penn’s George Woodruff had 102 before then).  He
reached 50 career USC wins faster than any head coach in Trojan history.
After starting off his Trojan career 2-5, he has gone 94-14 (87.0%) with a
pair of national championships (2003-04).  He is 62-14 in Pac-10 games,
giving him an 81.6% winning mark (a league record).  His 62 Pac-10
wins—the most of any active Pac-10 coach—are ninth most in league
history (it’s more victories than any other league coach with just 9 years
tenure, as the coaches above him on the win ladder have at least 12
years of experience).  He has 35 victories over AP Top 25 teams (35-9
overall, 79.5%).  From 2002 to 2008, his teams won an unprecedented 7
consecutive Pac-10 titles, appeared in an NCAA-record 7 consecutive
BCS bowls (including a pair of BCS Championship Games), recorded at
least 11 victories in each of those 7 seasons (an NCAA record) and finished
ranked in the AP Top 4 in each of those 7 seasons.  USC’s 13, 25, 37, 48,
59, 71, 82, 88 and 96 wins during 1-, 2-, 3-, 4-, 5-, 6-, 7-, 8- and 9-year
spans under Carroll represent the winningest periods in Trojan history.
He is 6-2 in bowl games, including 6-1 in BCS games.

Under Carroll, USC is riding winning streaks of 31 home night games,
15 non-conference games, 14 non-conference home games and 11 non-
conference road games (not including 7 neutral site contests).  His USC
teams also had a number of other since-broken winning streaks:  a Pac-
10 record 35 consecutive home games (and another of 12 in a row), Pac-
10-record 34 overall games, 28 November games, a Pac-10-record 27
Pac-10 games, a Pac-10 record 24 consecutive league home games (and
another of 9 in a row), a school-record 18 road games (not including 4
neutral site contests), 18 October games, 16 non-conference games, 16
games against AP Top 25 teams (and another of 10 in a row), 15 September
games and a school-record 13 Pac-10 road games.  His Trojans also set
a no-longer-active NCAA record by scoring at least 20 points in 63
consecutive games.  USC was AP’s No. 1 team for a national-record 33
straight polls (including 2 pre-season polls) and was ranked in the AP Top
10 for a school-record 63 consecutive games.  His teams were ranked in
the AP Top 25 for 102 consecutive games, a school record.  He is 29-1 in
November (he won his first 28 November games).  He has gone 16-2
against traditional rivals Notre Dame and UCLA.

Also under Carroll, USC is the first school to have 3 Heisman Trophy
winners in a 4-year span.  He has also coached winners of the Walter
Camp, Chuck Bednarik, Johnny Unitas, Doak Walker and John Mackey
Awards.  Carroll has produced 34 All-American first teamers and 53 NFL
draft picks (including 14 first rounders, with a No. 1 selection in Carson
Palmer and a No. 2 in Reggie Bush).  His USC program had the nation’s
most draftees in 2006, 2008 and 2009.  His last 7 recruiting classes have
been ranked in the Top 10 nationally (including first 5 times by some
experts).  In 2009, he was named Coach of the Decade by Lindy’s.  He
also served as USC’s defensive coordinator in his first 5 seasons at Troy.

For the first time since 2001, his young, rebuilding, injury-plagued
2009 USC team had an up-and-down season, going 8-4 overall and tying
for fifth in the Pac-10 at 5-4 to earn an Emerald Bowl berth.  The Trojans
beat 3 of the 4 ranked teams they played (Ohio State, California and
Notre Dame, all on the road) and swept traditional rivals Notre Dame and
UCLA.  USC’s defense was in the Top 25 nationally in scoring defense
and pass efficiency defense.  Safety Taylor Mays was an All-American
first team pick.  He was a finalist for the 2009 Liberty Mutual Coach of
the Year.

USC posted an 12-1 record in 2008 and for a record seventh
consecutive year won a Pac-10 title (going 8-1), advanced to a BCS bowl
(a fourth consecutive Rose Bowl) and won 12 games.  Troy beat Penn
State, 38-24, to become the first team to win 3 straight Rose Bowls.  In
the polls, the Trojans finished ranked second by USA Today and third by
AP.  Included was a sweep over rivals Notre Dame (the seventh in a row)
and UCLA.  USC ranked in the Top 20 in almost every national offensive
and defensive statistical category, including first in scoring defense (at
9.8, its finest in 41 years), pass defense (at 134.4, its best in 31 years)
and pass efficiency defense and second in total defense (at 221.8, its
best in 41 years).  USC surrendered just 14 touchdowns in 2008.
Linebackers Rey Maualuga (the Pac-10 Defensive Player of the Year and
USC’s first-ever Bednarik Award winner) and Brian Cushing and safety
Taylor Mays were named All-American first teamers.  Carroll was among
9 finalists for the 2008 Eddie Robinson Coach of the Year Award.  In
the 2008 pre-season, he was picked as the nation’s top head coach by
CBSSports.com.

In an injury-riddled 2007 season, USC went 11-2 and finished second
in the USA Today poll and third in the AP poll (it held the AP No. 1 ranking
for the season’s first 4 games) for its sixth AP Top 4 ranking in a row, was
7-2 in the Pac-10 to share an unprecedented sixth consecutive league
crown and advanced to a third straight Rose Bowl (and record sixth BCS
bowl in a row), its fourth trip to Pasadena in 5 years (its 49-17 win over
Illinois equaled the most points ever in a Rose Bowl).  Troy swept traditional
rivals UCLA (giving Carroll his 75th Trojan victory) and, for the sixth straight
year, Notre Dame.  USC’s defense was in the top 6 nationally in total,
scoring, rushing and pass efficiency defense (second in the first 2).  Troy
broke the school record for overall attendance and overall average
attendance in 2007.  Five Trojans—offensive tackle Sam Baker, defensive
tackle Sedrick Ellis, tight end Fred Davis, linebacker Keith Rivers and
safety Taylor Mays—were named All-American first teamers (Baker
became USC’s third-ever 3-time All-American, while Ellis was an All-
American for the second year in a row and was named the Pac-10
Defensive Player of the Year and Davis won the 2007 Mackey Award as
the nation’s top tight end).

In 2006 in what was considered a rebuilding year after losing a pair
of Heisman winners and 11 NFL draftees from 2005, USC went 11-2,
finished No. 4 in the final polls and shared the Pac-10 title at 7-2 to capture
an unprecedented fifth straight league crown.  Troy did this despite starting
just 4 seniors, playing 15 first-year freshmen and facing what was the
nation’s second toughest schedule according to the Sagarin rating (USC
played 9 bowl teams).  The Trojans beat Michigan in the Rose Bowl and
came within a regular season-ending 4-point loss at UCLA to advancing
to a third consecutive BCS Championship Game.  USC was ranked in the
AP Top 10 all season and beat rival Notre Dame for the fifth year in a row.
The Trojans were in the national Top 25 statistically in scoring, total and
passing offense, as well as rushing, pass efficiency, total and scoring
defense.  USC broke its Pac-10 record home average attendance record
for the fourth consecutive year and its Pac-10 record home total attendance
record for the second straight season, plus it set the school record for the
third straight year for home sellouts (6), regular season sellouts (10) and
season sellouts (11).  Five Trojans—wide receivers Dwayne Jarrett and
Steve Smith, offensive tackle Sam Baker, center Ryan Kalil and defensive
tackle Sedrick Ellis—were All-American first teamers (Jarrett and Baker
for the second year in a row).  Carroll was named the 2006 Pac-10 Coach
of the Year (for the third time) and was 1 of 15 semifinalists for the
2006 George Munger Coach of the Year Award.

In 2005, his Trojans held AP’s No. 1 ranking for the entire regular
season.  USC went 12-1 overall (while facing 6 AP Top 25 teams) to
advance to the BCS Championship Game in the Rose Bowl, where it
barely fell to Texas, and 8-0 in the Pac-10 to win its fourth straight league
title.  The Trojans, who finished second in both polls, played the nation’s
ninth most difficult schedule according to the NCAA.  USC swept rivals
Notre Dame and UCLA for an unprecedented fourth season in a row.
Troy’s offense was in the national Top 6 in every offensive category,
including tops in total offense (579.8) and second in scoring offense (49.1),
and set Pac-10 records for total offense yardage, points scored,
touchdowns and PATs.  The Trojans won games by an average of 26.2
points.  USC became the first school to have a 3,000-yard passer, a pair
of 1,000-yard runners and a 1,000-yard receiver in a season.  And USC
was second nationally in turnover margin (+1.6).  For the third consecutive
year, USC set Pac-10 records for total home attendance and home
attendance average and school marks for overall attendance and overall
attendance average.  The Trojans also set school standards for the second
straight year for home sellouts (4), regular season sellouts (9) and season
sellouts (10).  For the second consecutive year, a school-record 6 Trojans
were All-American first teamers, including Heisman Trophy-winning
tailback Reggie Bush.  Carroll was the 2005 Playboy Pre-Season All-
American team Coach of the Year and was named by The Sporting
News as the top coach in the nation.  He received the United States
Sports Academy Amos Alonzo Stagg Coaching Award.  He was the
2005 Pac-10 Co-Coach of the Year, as well as the American Football
Coaches Association Division I-A Region 5 Coach of the Year.  He
was 1 of 5 finalists for the 2005 Bear Bryant Coach of the Year Award,
1 of 6 finalists for the Eddie Robinson Coach of the Year Award and
1 of 12 semifinalists for the George Munger Coach of the Year Award.

In 2004, he guided No. 1-ranked USC to its second consecutive
national championship with a convincing win over Oklahoma in the BCS
Championship Game in the Orange Bowl.  USC became only the second
team ever to hold its AP pre-season No. 1 ranking all the way through a
season.  It was only the 10th time that a team won back-to-back AP
crowns.  His team was 13-0 (a school record for wins) and went 8-0 in the
Pac-10.  He also led the Trojans to their third consecutive Pac-10 title
and their third straight season sweep of traditional rivals UCLA and Notre
Dame (a first at Troy).  Troy was in the national Top 10 in every defensive
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statistical category (its total defense average was USC’s lowest in 15
years), including first in rushing defense (for the second year in a row)
and turnover margin and third in scoring defense.  USC outscored
opponents by 25.2 points (including a school-record 8 games with a margin
of at least 30 points).  USC played before 3 home sellouts, 7 regular-
season sellouts and 8 season sellouts, all school marks.  And Troy set a
USC and Pac-10 record for home attendance average, as well as school
records for total home attendance, overall attendance average and total
overall attendance.  A school-record 6 Trojans (Heisman Trophy
quarterback Matt Leinart, tailback Reggie Bush, defensive linemen Shaun
Cody and Mike Patterson, and linebackers Matt Grootegoed and Lofa
Tatupu) were named All-American first teamers.  Carroll was the 2004
National Quarterback Club College Coach of the Year and a finalist
for the 2004 Bear Bryant Coach of the Year Award, the Eddie Robinson
Coach of the Year Award and the ESPY Best Coach of the Year Award
and a semifinalist for the George Munger Coach of the Year Award.
He was the 2004 ESPN.com Pac-10 Coach of the Year.

The 2003 season–his third at Troy–was one of the best in USC history.
The Trojans won the AP national championship (USC’s first national crown
since 1978) and entered the Rose Bowl also ranked No. 1 in the USA
Today/ESPN poll but weren’t allowed to keep the top spot after winning
that bowl because of a contractual agreement which required the coaches
to vote the Sugar Bowl winner as their poll’s champion (USC ended up
second).  USC was 12-1 overall (the only loss was by 3 points at California
in triple overtime) and, at 7-1 in the Pac-10. Troy won its second
consecutive league title for the first time since 1988-89 (and its first outright
crown since 1989).  His Trojans won their last 9 games and posted back-
to-back seasons of double digit wins for the first time since 1978 and
1979.  For just the second time in history (the other time also was 1978
and 1979), USC swept traditional rivals UCLA and Notre Dame in
consecutive years.  His 2003 squad featured a potent offense, a stingy
defense and productive special teams.  USC had a stretch of 11
consecutive 30-point games (also a school mark) and 7 straight 40-point
contests (a Pac-10 record).  USC’s 534 points was a Pac-10 record.  The
defense led the nation in rushing defense and was second in turnover
margin, forced 42 turnovers and scored 8 touchdowns.  And the Trojans
topped the nation in net punting.  Five Trojans–wide receiver Mike Williams,
offensive tackle Jacob Rogers, defensive end Kenechi Udeze, punter Tom
Malone and quarterback Matt Leinart–were first team All-Americans
(Leinart and Williams finished sixth and eighth, respectively, in the Heisman
Trophy voting).

For all this, Carroll was named the 2003 American Football Coaches
Association Division I-A Coach of the Year, Home Depot National
Coach of the Year, Maxwell Club College Coach of the Year, ESPN.com
National Coach of the Year, Pigskin Club of Washington D.C. Coach
of the Year and All-American Football Foundation Frank Leahy Co-
Coach of the Year.  He also was the Pac-10 Co-Coach of the Year
(USC’s first honoree since Larry Smith in 1988), a finalist for the Paul
“Bear” Bryant Coach of the Year, 1 of 6 semifinalists for the Eddie
Robinson/Football Writers Association of America Coach of the Year
and American Football Coaches Association Division I-A Region 5
Coach of the Year.  In early 2004, he received the Chuck Benedict
Founders Award (for special achievement) from the Southern
California Sports Broadcasters Association, the Orange County Youth
Sports Foundation Sportsman of the Year Award, the Spirit of Los
Angeles Award from the Los Angeles Headquarters Association and
the Vincent T. Lombardi Hall of Fame Award from the Boy Scouts of
America San Gabriel Valley Council.

In 2002, just his second season at USC, his Trojans thrived despite
playing what was ranked by the NCAA, Sagarin and the BCS as the nation’s
most difficult schedule (facing 9 AP-ranked teams and 11 bowl squads).
USC—which beat Iowa in the Orange Bowl—posted an 11-2 overall record
and a No. 4 ranking in the final polls, and won the Pac-10 championship
while going 7-1.  The Trojans also won their last 9 home games.  It was
USC’s first 11-win season since 1979 and its highest ranking since 1988.
Troy won its final 8 games (scoring at least 30 points in each), including
blowouts of traditional rivals UCLA and Notre Dame (the first time USC
beat both in the same season since 1981 and the first time in back-to-
back games since 1978).  USC led the Pac-10 in total offense (449.3)
and total defense (284.9), as well as scoring offense (35.8) and scoring
defense (18.5), and was in the NCAA’s Top 25 in nearly every team
statistical category on both sides of the ball.  Heisman Trophy-winning
quarterback Carson Palmer and safety Troy Polamalu were first team All-
Americans.  Carroll was 1 of 8 finalists for the 2002 Paul “Bear” Bryant
Coach of the Year Award and was 1 of 4 runners-up for the 2002
American Football Monthly Schutt Sports Division I-A Coach of the
Year Award.

Carroll brought big doses of experience, enthusiasm and leadership
in his quest to revive the USC football program when he was named the
Trojans’ head football coach on Dec. 15, 2000 (he signed a 5-year
contract).  After USC started off his opening 2001 season slowly at 1-4,
Carroll stayed the course and got his troops to rally by winning 5 of their
last 7 games (including the final 4 regular season contests) to finish at 6-

6 overall.  USC, which won its last 5 Pac-10 games after beginning league
play at 0-3, placed fifth in the conference at 5-3 and earned a berth into
the Sega Sports Las Vegas Bowl.  Putting an exclamation point on the
regular season was a 27-0 blanking of No. 20 UCLA, USC’s first shutout
in the crosstown rivalry since 1947 and the series’ biggest margin of victory
since 1979.

The 58-year-old Carroll has 35 years of NFL and college experience,
including 17 on the college level.

He was the head coach of the NFL’s New England Patriots for 3
seasons (1997-99) and New York Jets for 1 year (1994).  He guided the
Patriots into the playoffs in his first 2 seasons, winning the AFC Eastern
Division title at 10-6 in 1997 and advancing to the second round of the
playoffs, then posting a 9-7 regular season mark in 1998.  His overall
record in New England was 27-21 in the regular season (including 8-8 in
1999) and 1-2 in the playoffs.  He owns the franchise’s second-best winning
percentage (54.9%).

After serving as the Jets’ defensive coordinator for 4 seasons (1990-
93), he became the team’s head coach the following season.  His 1994
Jets went 6-10.  Only 3 other Jets head coaches won more games in their
rookie campaign.

He spent the next 2 years (1995-96) as the defensive coordinator
with the San Francisco 49ers, who won the NFC Western Division title
both seasons.  The 49ers were 11-5 in the 1995 regular season when
they had the NFL’s top-ranked defense and then went 12-4 in 1996.

Carroll began his coaching career at the college level, serving as a
graduate assistant at his alma mater, Pacific, for 3 years (1974-76), working
with the wide receivers and secondary.  He then spent a season as a
graduate assistant working with the secondary at Arkansas (1977) under
Lou Holtz as the Razorbacks won the 1978 Orange Bowl, and then a
season each as an assistant in charge of the secondary at Iowa State
(1978) under Earle Bruce (the Cyclones played in the 1978 Hall of Fame
Bowl) and at Ohio State (1979) under Bruce.  That Buckeye squad lost to
USC in the 1980 Rose Bowl.  He next spent 3 seasons (1980-82) as the
defensive coordinator and secondary coach at North Carolina State, then
returned to Pacific in 1983 as the assistant head coach and offensive
coordinator.

He entered the NFL in 1984 as the defensive backs coach of the
Buffalo Bills, then held a similar position with the Minnesota Vikings for 5
seasons (1985-89).  The Vikings advanced to the playoffs his last 3 years
there, getting to the NFC Championship game in 1987.  The 1988 team
was 11-5 in the regular season and the 1989 squad won the NFC Central
Division crown with a 10-6 mark.  His secondary averaged 25 interceptions
a season and led the NFL in passing defense in 1989.

Carroll spent the 2000 season as a consultant for pro and college
teams, doing charitable work for the NFL and writing a column about pro
football for CNNSI.com.

Carroll was a 2-time (1971-72) All-Pacific Coast Conference free
safety at Pacific and earned his bachelor’s degree in 1973 in business
administration.  He received his secondary teaching credential and a
master’s degree in physical education from Pacific in 1976.  He was
inducted into the Pacific Athletic Hall of Fame in 1995.

After he graduated from Pacific, he spent a year trying out for the
World Football League and selling roofing materials in the Bay Area.

He was a 3-sport (football, basketball and baseball) standout at
Redwood High in Larkspur, Calif., earning the school’s Athlete of the Year
award as a senior.  He played quarterback, wide receiver and defensive
back.  He was inducted into the inaugural Redwood High Athletic Hall of
Fame in 2009.

He then played football at Marin Junior College in Kentfield, Calif., in
1970 (he also was on the team in 1969, but did not letter).

He was born on Sept. 15, 1951 in San Francisco.  He and his wife,
Glena, who played volleyball at Pacific, have 3 children: sons Brennan,
30, who played tight end at Pittsburgh (he previously played at Delaware)
and is now an assistant football coach at USC, and Nate, 22, a senior at
USC, and daughter Jaime, 27, who played on the Women of Troy’s highly-
ranked volleyball team which competed in the 2000 NCAA Final Four.  He
also is the grandfather to Brennan’s newborn son, Dillon.

In 2003, he helped develop “A Better L.A.,” a non-profit group
consisting of a consortium of local agencies and organizations working to
reduce gang violence by empowering change in individuals and
communities.  He received the Courageous Leadership Award from
Women Against Gun Violence in 2005, as well as being named a
Cedars-Sinai Sports Spectacular Honoree.  In 2008, he was honored
at the Summa Children’s Foundation’s “Night of Inspiration.”  In the
fall of 2008, he helped organize “LA LivePeace 08,” a march and rally at
the Coliseum to promote gang intervention and non-violence in Los
Angeles.  In late 2008, he was named the coach on the Orange Bowl’s
75th anniversary all-time team.  In the spring of 2009, he received the
Crystal Heart Award from the USC School of Social Work for his
involvement with “A Better L.A.” (the Pete Carroll Scholarship was
established for students pursuing graduate study in the school).  In late
2009, he received the Roy Firestone Award from the Westcoast Sports

GAME 1 – September 5, Los Angeles Coliseum

Freshman QB Matt Barkley completed 79% of his passes for 233 yards in a
historic debut and Trojan tailbacks—behind TB Joe McKnight’s 145 yards—ran for
6 touchdowns as No. 4-ranked USC began its 2009 season by demolishing San
Jose State, 56-3, on a hot day in front of 84,325 fans in the Coliseum and a national
FSN cable audience.

It was USC’s 12th straight win in an opener, as well as its 10th home victory in a
row, 11th consecutive win, 13th straight non-conference victory and 14th non-conference
home win in a row.  It was USC’s first game against San Jose State since Pete
Carroll’s Trojan debut in 2001.

Barkley became the first USC true freshman to ever start a season opener at
quarterback (and the first true freshman quarterback to start an opener for an AP Top
5 team since No. 3 Michigan’s Rick Leach did so in 1975).  He was also just the third
Trojan true freshman signalcaller to ever start a game, joining Rob Johnson (1 start
in 1991) and Carson Palmer (5 starts in 1998).  He hit 15-of-19 passes with a
touchdown and no interceptions.

After getting off to a slow start in the first quarter (Troy’s 5 series resulted in 2
lost fumbles and 3 punts) and falling behind 3-0 on SJSU PK Tyler Cope’s 41-yard
field goal, USC scored on its next 6 possessions, including a 28-point second quarter.
TB Stafon Johnson had a pair of short scoring runs (4 and 2 yards, the second
following DT Jurrell Casey’s strip and fumble recovery), then TB Allen Bradford
jetted 43 yards for a score (a career-long run) and McKnight had a 6-yard TD run just
before halftime.  USC’s 28 second-quarter points were its most in a quarter since
getting 28 in the third quarter of the 2005 Fresno State game.

Then, on the third play of the third quarter, McKnight had an amazing 54-yard
zig-zag scoring run.  Barkley threw his first career touchdown pass midway through
the third quarter, a 4-yarder to TE Rhett Ellison.

With USC’s backups playing in the final quarter, TB Marc Tyler scored on a 1-
yard run (it came 2 plays after his impressive career-long 63-yard burst), then QB
Aaron Corp hit FB D.J. Shoemate on a 13-yard TD toss on USC’s next series.

McKnight’s 145 yards (his fourth career 100-yard outing) came on just 14 carries,
Tyler had 72 yards on 5 carries and Bradford added 53 yards on 4 tries.  Ten Trojans
caught passes, including 3 each by WR Damian Williams (67 yards), TE Anthony
McCoy (64 yards) and FB Stanley Havili (26 yards).

USC had 620 total yards (averaging 9.1 yards per play), including 342 on the
ground.

The Trojan defense limited the Spartans to just 121 total yards, including only 9
rushing yards (the fewest allowed by USC since Arizona had -16 in 2006), and just 8
first downs.  SJSU converted only 1-of-16 third downs and punted 12 times (the most
against USC since at least 1984).  USC had 16 tackles for losses (its most since
getting 19 against California in 1997), including 5 sacks.  LB Chris Galippo, making
his first start, had a game-high 9 tackles, including 3 for losses, and a forced fumble.
Three of DE Nick Perry’s 4 tackles were for losses, with 2 sacks.  DE Wes Horton
recovered a fumble.

For SJSU, QBs Kyle Reed (9-of-17 for 66 yards) and Jordan La Secla (5-of-10
for 43 yards) split time, RB Patrick Perry ran for 48 yards on 14 attempts and WR
Kevin Jurovich had a game-best 5 receptions for 64 yards.

There was a pre-game midfield handshake between both team’s starters, as
promoted by the American Football Coaches Association.

No. 3 USC put together a memorable 86-yard drive, capped by TB Stafon
Johnson’s 2-yard touchdown scamper with 1:05 to play, to overcome No. 8 Ohio
State, 18-15, before a capacity Ohio Stadium record crowd of 106,033 deafening
fans and a national ESPN cable audience.  Troy had to fight challenging field position
all night in the defense-oriented contest.

It was the Trojans’ first visit to Columbus since 1990.  It was their seventh
consecutive win over the Buckeyes (and 10th straight over a Big Ten squad).  It was
also Troy’s 14th non-conference victory in a row, 12th consecutive win and 10th straight
non-conference road game win.  It was Ohio State’s sixth straight loss to an AP Top
5 team.

In its 14-play game-winning drive that erased a 5-point deficit, USC used some
key plays by QB Matt Barkley (55 passing yards, 2 sneaks for first downs) and TB
Joe McKnight (32 yards rushing, 21 receiving yards and a 2-point conversion catch).
In the game, McKnight had a game-best 60 rushing yards on 16 carries and added 2
catches for 45 yards to earn Pac-10 Offensive Player of the Week honors, while
Barkley completed 15-of-31 passes for 195 yards despite suffering a bruised throwing
shoulder in the second half.

The Trojans got off to a quick start after LB Chris Galippo returned an
interception 51 yards on the game’s third play to set up a 1-yard TD run by Johnson
with just 3:32 off the clock.  But Ohio State responded on its ensuing possession
when WR Dane Sanzenbacher’s 56-yard reception of a throw by QB Terrelle Pryor
led 2 plays later to a 2-yard scoring run by TB Dan Herron.

The Buckeyes, who dominated the first quarter statistics (5-0 in first downs,
148-5 in total yards, 20-10 in plays, 10:31-4:29 in possession time), then took the
lead on PK Aaron Pettrey’s 18-yard field goal on the first play of the second quarter
(OSU had first-and goal at the 2, but couldn’t get into the end zone).

But the Trojans tied the game at the first half gun on PK Jordan Congdon’s
21-yard field goal that culminated an 8-play, 77-yard, 48-second drive (on USC’s
previous series, Congdon’s 44-yard field goal attempt bounced off the crossbar).
USC held OSU to just 12 yards and no first downs in the second quarter.

The Buckeyes then took a 15-10 lead in the third quarter on a safety (USC
snapped the ball out of the end zone on a punt attempt) and a 22-yard Pettrey field
goal on their next possession, necessitating Troy’s dramatic finish.

The Trojans held a healthy advantage in the final statistics:  18-10 in first downs,
313-265 in total yards, 72-55 in plays and 32:27-27:33 in possession time.  The
Buckeyes converted just 4-of-13 third downs.  In the final 3 quarters, OSU had just 5
first downs and 117 yards.  USC was able to contain the multi-threat Pryor, who
completed just 11-of-25 passes for 177 yards and ran for just 36 yards on 10 tries.
Herron had 44 yards on 18 carries, while WR DeVier Posey caught 6 passes for 81
yards.

The Buckeyes won the field possession battle all night, as 10 of Troy’s 12
possessions started at no better than its 26-yard line.

WR Damian Williams led USC with 5 catches for 51 yards.  S Taylor Mays
topped the Trojans in tackles with 8, despite spraining his knee in the first half (he
was named U.S. Army All-American Bowl College Player of the Week), while LB
Michael Morgan added 7 stops (2 for losses) and DE Everson Griffen had 6 tackles
(with a sack).

It was the largest crowd USC has played in front of since the 103,450 in the
1990 Rose Bowl.  ESPN also showed the game in 3D in select nationwide theaters.

PK Erik Folk kicked a 22-yard field goal with 3 seconds to play to lift unranked
Washington to a 16-13 upset over No. 3 USC in the teams’ Pac-10 opener in Seattle
in front of 61,889 fans and a regional ABC-TV audience.

The win snapped USC’s 12-game winning streak and 8-game Pac-10 victory
streak, and it also gave Washington—nearly a 3-touchdown underdog—its second
straight win after a Pac-10 record-tying 15-game losing streak.  It was the Huskies’
first win over the Trojans since 2001, snapping a 7-game losing skid to Troy (USC
was the highest ranked team the Huskies have beaten in Seattle since 1981).  It
ended UW’s 10-game Pac-10 losing streak.  It was the fifth time in USC head coach
Pete Carroll’s 9 years at Troy that the Trojans dropped their Pac-10 road opener
and the fourth consecutive year they lost to an unranked team.

Washington was guided by first-year head coach Steve Sarkisian, who previously
was a long-time Trojan assistant (5 of his staffers also came from USC).

USC was hindered by 3 turnovers inside the UW 30-yard line, some untimely
penalties (8 overall), its fewest passing yards (110) in the Carroll era (its least since
getting only 87 yards versus Penn State in 2000) and a lack of success in 10 third
down conversion attempts (and 0-of-1 on fourth downs).  The Trojans also had the
first half clock run out before they could get off a 46-yard field goal attempt that split
the uprights.  Troy played without starting QB Matt Barkley (bruised shoulder) and
Taylor Mays (knee sprain), sidelined by injuries suffered in the previous week’s win
at Ohio State.

USC had more total yards (360 to 293) and limited Washington to just 56 rushing
yards, but the Huskies held the ball 13 more plays (68 to 55) and for 34:11 while
having no turnovers.

USC jumped out to a 10-0 lead on its first 2 possessions, as TB Joe McKnight
scored on a 7-yard run to culminate an 80-yard drive and then PK Jordan Congdon
kicked a 42-yard field goal.  But UW answered on its next series, with QB Jake
Locker running 4 yards for a TD near the end of the first quarter.

The Huskies then took the lead on a pair of Folk field goals (28 yards late in the
first half and 46 yards midway through the fourth quarter).  Congdon tied it with a 25-
yard field goal with 4:07 to go, but the Huskies then marched 63 yards in 10 plays to
set up Folk’s game winner.

Locker completed 21-of-35 passes for 237 yards, including 7 aerials to WR
James Johnson for 72 yards and 3 to WR Jermaine Kearse for 70 yards, while TB
Chris Polk ran for 71 yards on 25 carries (he also caught 3 passes for 22 yards).

For USC, McKnight gained 100 yards on 11 carries, TB Stafon Johnson added
64 yards on 10 tries and FB Stanley Havili had 59 yards on 6 rushes along with 4
catches for 36 yards.  QB Aaron Corp made his first career start and hit 13-of-22
passes for 110 yards.  LB Chris Galippo led USC’s defense with 8 tackles, while S
Will Harris and LB Malcolm Smith added 6 stops each and DE Nick Perry had 2 of
Troy’s 4 sacks and LB Michael Morgan had 3 of the team’s 10 tackles for losses.

No. 12 USC scored 20 first-quarter points and used a sack-happy defense for
a bounce-back victory over Washington State, 27-6, before 75,216 fans in the
Coliseum and a national FSN cable audience.

It was USC’s 29th consecutive home night victory, its 11th straight win in the
Coliseum and its seventh victory in a row over Washington State.

The Trojans—with QB Matt Barkley back in the lineup after missing the previous
game with a bruised shoulder—got on the scoreboard just 3 plays into its opening
possession, as TB Joe McKnight ran for a 3-yard touchdown.  Then, late in the first
quarter, Troy scored a pair of TDs in 9 seconds:  Barkley hit WR Brice Butler for a
29-yard score and then, after PK Jacob Harfman recovered his own onside kick,
WR Damian Williams hauled in a 57-yard Barkley TD bomb on the ensuing play.

USC didn’t score again until the top of the fourth quarter (a 6-yard TD run by TB
Stafon Johnson), although the Trojans did have several other opportunities (they
failed to convert twice on fourth down at the WSU goal line and missed a field goal).

The Cougars averted a shutout with just 22 seconds to play, as TB Dwight
Tardy scored on a 2-yard run against USC’s reserves.

USC had 403 total yards and averaged 7.9 yards on its 51 plays, but held the
ball just 23:51 (its lowest possession time since getting 21:20 at Notre Dame in 2005),
was penalized 13 times for 115 yards and lost a pair of fumbles.  The Cougars managed
only 229 total yards (85 rushing), with 144 of those coming in the final quarter mostly
against the Trojan backups.  At halftime, WSU had just 66 total yards.

Barkley completed 13-of-22 passes for 247 yards although still somewhat
hampered by a sore shoulder.  Williams caught 5 passes for 100 yards and returned
6 punts for 80 yards, while TB Allen Bradford had a game-high 55 yards on 6 carries.

The Trojan defense came up with 3 turnovers (fumble recoveries by DT Jurrell
Casey and DE Devon Kennard and an interception by S-CB Josh Pinkard) and
posted 8 sacks (its most since getting 9 versus Oregon State in 2007) and 14 tackles
for losses.  LB Jordan Campbell led USC with 8 tackles in his first career start, LB
Michael Morgan had 2.5 sacks and DE Nick Perry added 2 sacks.

QB Jeff Tuel came off the bench for WSU midway through the second quarter
and ended up hitting 14-of-22 passes for 130 yards in place of QB Marshall Lobbestael
(2-of-9 for 14 yards).  Tardy had 44 yards on 16 rushes, while WR Gino Simone
caught 8 passes for 82 yards for the Cougars.

Behind some big plays on offense and special teams and the continued stingy
play of its defense, No. 7 USC easily prevailed at No. 24 California, 30-3, on a blustery,
windy night in front of a capacity crowd of 71,799 fans and a regional ABC-TV audience.

It was the Trojans’ sixth straight win over the Golden Bears (including the second
in a row surrendering just 3 points) and it snapped Cal’s 9-game home winning streak.
It was the first time since 1998 that the Bears—who entered the game averaging 37
points and 418 total yards—were held without a touchdown at home.

Cal started the game quickly, driving to the USC 6-yard line before S Taylor
Mays intercepted QB Kevin Riley’s pass in the end zone (the first time Riley was
picked off in 2009).  The Trojans then marched 80 yards for a score, with TB Joe
McKnight jetting the final 38 yards.  USC got a 28-yard field goal by PK Jordan
Congdon on its next possession.  Then, early in the second quarter, WR Damian
Williams returned a punt 66 yards for a touchdown (USC’s first scoring punt return
since Reggie Bush did so in 2005 at Washington).  Congdon added a 25-yard field
goal late in the quarter to give USC a 20-0 halftime lead.

Troy then got another Congdon field goal (23 yards) on the opening drive of the
third quarter.  Cal didn’t score until early in the fourth quarter, when the Bears got the
ball at midfield after an interception and PK Vince D’Amato hit a 29-yard field goal.
But USC responded on the next series, driving to a 4-yard scoring run by McKnight.

USC had 457 total yards to Cal’s 285 and held the ball for 36:46.  McKnight ran
for a game-best 119 yards on 20 carries, while TB Allen Bradford added 53 yards on
12 attempts.  Williams had 8 receptions for 101 yards, both game highs, and was
named Pac-10 Special Teams Player of the Week and Lott Trophy Impact Player of
the Week honors.  QB Matt Barkley was 20-of-35 for 283 yards, with a pick.  Mays
led USC with 10 tackles to earn Pac-10 Defensive Player of the Week honors, while
LB Shane Horton added 7 stops in his first career start (he and his brother, DE Wes
Horton, became the first brothers to start a game at USC since Don and Craig Gibson
started the final 7 contests of 1990).

For Cal, Riley was just 15-of-40 for 199 yards and TB Jahvid Best (who was
averaging 116.8 rushing yards and had 7 consecutive 100-yard outings) was held to
47 yards on 14 tries.

USC was motivated by TB Stafon Johnson, who remained hospitalized
following a 7-hour surgery earlier in the week after suffering a near-tragic weightlifting
accident, when the weight bar fell out of his grasp and crushed his throat and voice
box.

No. 6 USC built a 20-point fourth quarter lead behind QB Matt Barkley’s career-
high 380 passing yards and 2 touchdowns but then had to stave off No. 25 Notre
Dame’s furious comeback as the Trojans turned away the Irish 4 times near the goal
line at game’s end to win, 34-27, on a chilly afternoon in front of a sold-out crowd of
80,795 at Notre Dame Stadium and a national NBC-TV audience.

It was USC’s eighth consecutive win over the Irish and its fourth in a row in
South Bend, both extending school records.  The Trojans join Michigan and Michigan
State as the only schools to beat ND 8 straight times.  In each of those 8 wins, USC
scored at least 34 points.  It was also Troy’s 15th straight non-conference win, 11th

consecutive non-conference road victory and 10th straight win over an AP Top 25
team.

After USC went up 34-14 early in the fourth quarter on a 1-yard scoring run by
TB Joe McKnight, ND stormed back on a 2-yard TD run by QB Jimmy Clausen on
the next series and then, after an interception on the Trojans’ subsequent possession,
a 15-yard Clausen TD pass to WR Golden Tate with 7:28 to play.  The Irish forced
USC to punt on the next series and then they marched to the 8-yard line with 35
seconds to play (getting to the 4 for the final 3 plays because of a penalty), but they
couldn’t score as Clausen threw 4 incomplete passes (the last with a second to go).

USC got on the board first as Barkley threw a 20-yard scoring strike to WR
Damian Williams midway through the first quarter.  The Irish tied it on a 2-yard run
by FB Robert Hughes late in the first period, extending its drive with a successful
fake field goal.  A pair of second quarter field goals by PK Jordan Congdon (24 and
37 yards) gave the Trojans a 13-7 halftime lead.  Notre Dame had just 121 total yards
in the half.

USC then scored touchdowns on its first 3 possessions of the second half:  a
41-yard Barkley pass to Williams (after stopping the Irish on fourth-and-1 on their
opening drive), a 3-yard run by TB Allen Bradford (to answer Clausen’s 45-yard
scoring bomb to Tate) and McKnight’s short run at the top of the final quarter.

USC had 501 total yards to ND’s 367 and the Trojans averaged 8.1 yards per
play, but they had just 62 plays (13 less than the Irish).

Barkley completed 19-of-29 passes overall, including going 11-of-14 for 234
yards in the second half (at one point, he hit 8 in a row) and earned O’Brien National
Quarterback of the Week honors.  TE Anthony McCoy set a USC game record for
receiving yards by a tight end with 153 on 5 receptions and was named the Mackey
National Tight End of the Week.  Williams added 108 yards on 4 catches.  McKnight
rushed for a game-best 79 yards on 19 carries and Bradford added 45 yards on 8
attempts.

DT Jurrell Casey and S Taylor Mays each had 10 tackles (Casey was the
Pac-10 Defensive Player of the Week), while LB Chris Galippo added 9 stops.

For ND, Clausen was 24-of-43 for 260 yards but was sacked 5 times, WR
Robby Parris caught 9 passes for 92 yards, Tate had 117 yards on 8 catches and HB
Armando Allen ran for 51 yards on 12 carries and caught 2 passes for 35 yards.

No. 4 USC survived a shootout against Oregon State, posting a 42-36 victory
before 89,718 fans in the sold-out Coliseum and an ABC-TV regional audience.

The Trojans avenged their only loss of 2008 and beat Oregon State in the
Coliseum for the 22nd consecutive time (dating to 1960).  It also was USC’s 30th

straight home night win, 12th consecutive home victory and ninth Pac-10 home win in
a row.  It was the most points that Oregon State scored against USC since getting 38
in the first game in the series in 1914 and the most points by any team against the
Trojans in the Coliseum since Fresno State had 42 in 2005.

Although USC never trailed in the game (its only home contest in October), the
Beavers seemingly answered every Trojan score.  USC got on the board first,
converting a fumble recovery by DE Everson Griffen that was forced by CB Josh
Pinkard deep in Oregon State territory (OSU’s first lost fumble of 2009) into an 8-
yard scoring pass from QB Matt Barkley to TE Anthony McCoy midway through the
opening quarter.  But the Beavers responded with a pair of 48-yard field goals by PK
Justin Kahut on their next 2 possessions late in the first quarter (the second following
an interception).

USC then went up 21-6 on a pair of second quarter touchdowns:  WR Ronald
Johnson stretched out to grab a 22-yard Barkley pass early in the quarter and then
Barkley had a 1-yard sneak late in the half.  But the Beavers put together a quick
drive that resulted in a 33-yard Kahut field goal with 5 seconds to go to cut USC’s
halftime lead to 21-9.  OSU held the ball for 18:36 of the first half, getting 42 plays to
USC’s 27, and they compiled 230 total yards.

In the second half, the Beavers scored 4 touchdowns on their 5 possessions.
TB Jacquizz Rodgers caught a 6-yard scoring pass from QB Sean Canfield early in
the third quarter, but USC countered with a 2-yard TD run by TB Allen Bradford.
OSU scored on its ensuing possession on a 15-yard Canfield pass to WR Damola
Adeniji, but USC came right back as Bradford jetted 43 yards for TD late in the
quarter.  USC’s defense stopped the Beavers on their next possession and WR
Damian Williams returned the punt 63 yards for a TD to open a 42-23 lead at the top
of the fourth quarter.  Oregon State scored on its next 2 drives, first on a 7-yard
Canfield pass to WR James Rodgers and then, after another interception, Jacquizz
Rodgers scored on a 1-yard run with 5:41 to play.  But the Trojans were able to run
out the clock.

USC was outgained (482-429) for the first time since the 2008 Oregon State
game and the Beavers’ total yardage was the most against the Trojans since Texas
had 556 in 2005.  USC was allowing just 260.0 total yards (67.7 rushing) and 11.7
points.  OSU’s 30 completions were the most against USC since Arizona’s 30 in
2007 and its 329 passing yards were the most versus USC since Nebraska had 389
in 2007.  OSU ran 77 plays to USC’s 58.

USC rushed for 227 yards against a Beavers’ defense that was allowing just
97.7 rushing yards a game and the Trojans averaged 6.9 yards on their 33 rushes.

For USC, Bradford ran for a career-high 147 yards on 15 carries (9.8 yards per
rush) to earn Pac-10 Offensive Player of the Week honors, TB Joe McKnight added
65 rushing yards on 11 tries, Johnson (99 yards) and Williams (58 yards) each caught
6 passes (he was named Pac-10 Special Teams Player of the Week for the second
time in 2009) and Barkley was 15-of-25 for 202 yards.

For OSU, Canfield was 30-of-43 for 329 yards, Jacquizz Rodgers gained 113
yards on 20 carries (including 95 yards in the second half) despite spraining his
ankle, James Rodgers had 194 all-purpose yards (56 on 7 receptions, 42 on 6 rushes
and 96 on 4 kickoff returns) despite suffering a knee bruise, TE Joe Halahuni had 9
catches for 127 yards and Adeniji had 5 grabs for 81 yards.

Defensively for USC, CB Kevin Thomas and S Taylor Mays each had 11
tackles, while LB Malcolm Smith added 10 stops.

It was the largest crowd to see a USC-Oregon State game.

No. 4 USC suffered its worst loss in the Pete Carroll era—and then some—as
No. 10 Oregon broke open a tight game in the second half and posted a frightening
47-20 win on Halloween night in front of an Autzen Stadium and state of Oregon
record capacity crowd of 59,592 loud fans and a national audience watching on ABC-
TV and ESPN2.

The loss put a dent in USC’s hopes for an eighth straight Pac-10 title and BCS
bowl trip, while Oregon took control of the league race as it won its seventh straight
game after dropping its opener.  It was the Ducks’ most points ever against the Trojans,
as well as the most points scored against USC since UCLA had 48 in 2 overtimes in
1996.  It was also Troy’s largest losing deficit since a 27-point loss to Washington in
1997.

Oregon gained 613 total yards, the second most ever against USC (behind
Notre Dame’s 623 in 1946), and ran for 391 yards (the most since Texas A&M had
486 in the 1977 Bluebonnet Bowl).  Oregon’s 31 first downs were the most against
Troy since UCLA had a USC opponent record-tying 32 in 1970.  Oregon averaged
7.7 yards on its 80 plays and had 25 scrimmage plays of at least 10 yards.  The
Ducks did this against a USC defense that was allowing just 291.7 total yards (including
79.9 rushing, fifth in the nation) and 15.1 points.

Oregon QB Jeremiah Masoli passed for 222 yards with a touchdown (going 19-
of-31) and ran for 164 yards with a score on 13 carries, while RB LaMichael James
rushed for a school freshman record 183 yards and a TD on 24 carries.  They became
the first duo to run for 100 yards against USC since Kansas State’s Josh Scobey and
Ell Roberson in 2001.  PK Morgan Flint kicked a career-best 4 field goals.

The first half was a shootout.  USC got on the board first on a 28-yard field goal
by PK Jordan Congdon on the game’s opening drive, but Oregon answered with a
32-yard Flint field goal.  The Ducks scored on their next possession, a 3-yard TD run
by Masoli late in the first quarter.  After S Will Harris recovered a Duck fumble (forced
by LB Malcolm Smith) on the ensuing drive, USC tied the game on QB Matt Barkley’s
3-yard pass to WR Ronald Johnson.  Oregon countered with a 1-yard TD run by RB
Andre Crenshaw, but USC tied it again on its next series as Barkley hit WR Damian
Williams for a 4-yard score.  But Oregon came right back to take a 24-17 lead late in
the half on Masoli’s 17-yard pass to former USC WR Jamere Holland.  It was the
most first half points surrendered by USC since Stanford had 28 in 2004.

The second half was all Oregon as the Ducks scored on all 5 of their
possessions.  Oregon had 369 total yards (233 rushing) and 20 first downs in the
second half, while USC had the ball for only 11:33 and gained just 134 total yards
(only 49 passing as Barkley was just 5-of-16).

Oregon opened the final half with a 35-yard Flint field goal on its first drive and
USC responded with Congdon’s 39-yard field goal.  Then James had a 5-yard scoring
run, RB Kenjon Barner added a 3-yard TD run as the third quarter ran out and Flint
hit 22- and 23-yard fourth quarter field goals.

Overall, USC had 327 total yards and 17 first downs, but converted just 4-of-14
third downs and all 6 of the Trojans’ penalties were for illegal procedure.  Barkley was
21-of-38 for 187 yards (he was intercepted on the game’s final play), TB Joe McKnight
ran for 95 yards on 15 carries and Williams caught a game-best 9 passes for 82
yards.  DT Jurrell Casey had a game-high 11 tackles, while Harris added 10 stops
with his fumble recovery.

It was USC’s fourth consecutive loss in the state of Oregon (twice to the Ducks
and twice to Oregon State).  It also snapped USC’s 10-game winning streak against
AP Top 25 opponents.  ESPN’s College GameDay pre-game show was on site.

A week after a disastrous defensive performance, No. 12 USC rebounded with
a stellar defensive outing—although its offense struggled—and held off turnover-
prone Arizona State, 14-9, before 55,282 fans on a warm evening in Tempe and a
regional ABC-TV audience.

It was the Trojans’ 10th consecutive win over the Sun Devils.  It also was the
100th straight game that USC was ranked in the AP Top 25 and it upped head coach
Pete Carroll’s record in November to 28-0.

A week after surrendering 47 points and 613 total yards at Oregon, USC held
ASU to its fewest points of the season and got 4 turnovers.  But the Trojan offense
had its lowest output of 2009, with just 258 total yards (its fewest since getting 205
against California in 2004), including only 112 passing (its 7 completions were the
fewest since 3 at Florida State in 1998), and 12 first downs (its fewest since 12 in that
2004 Cal game) while converting just 2-of-13 third downs and never penetrating the
red zone.  USC had 9 penalties for 98 yards.  ASU had 347 total yards, ran off 28
more plays (83-55) and held the ball 33:35, but converted just 5-of-18 third downs.

ASU’s turnovers were crucial.  The Sun Devils drove to the USC 13-yard line of
the game’s opening drive before DT Christian Tupou forced a fumble that S Josh
Pinkard recovered.  LB Chris Galippo had an interception near midfield at the start
of the second quarter.  Then, after ASU broke the scoreless tie late in the half on a
21-yard field goal by PK Thomas Weber and got the ball back again, S Will Harris
returned an interception 55 yards for a touchdown to give USC a halftime lead (he
was named Pac-10 Defensive Player of the Week).

Troy managed just 76 total yards and 7 first downs in the first half while going
0-of-5 on third downs conversions.  But on the second play of the second half, WR
Damian Williams took a short pass from QB Matt Barkley and zigzagged 75 yards
for a spectacular TD (it was USC’s longest pass since a 93-yarder from Carson Palmer
to Kareem Kelly in 2001 against Oregon).

After making a switch from QB Danny Sullivan to QB Brock Osweiler, ASU
drove 80 yards late in the third quarter, with Osweiler hitting WR Chris McGaha for a
23-yard score (Pinkard blocked the PAT).  But the Trojans held off ASU on its final 4
possessions, including a Harris endzone interception on a Hail Mary pass on the
game’s final play.

Barkley hit just 7-of-22 passes for 112 yards with an interception, while TB Joe
McKnight had a game-high 78 yards on 15 carries and TB Allen Bradford added 67
yards on 14 rushes.  Pinkard had a game-high 7 tackles.

For ASU, Osweiler was 11-of-27 for 153 yards and Sullivan was 12-of-23 for
113 yards, McGaha had 9 receptions for 118 yards and TB Cameron Marshall ran for
42 yards on 16 attempts.

Just 9 games into the season, USC played its sixth and final regular season
road game of 2009.

No. 25 Stanford, behind a powerful running attack and an opportunistic defense,
tallied the most points any team has ever scored against USC in a 55-21 upset over
the No. 11 Trojans before a near-capacity Homecoming crowd of 90,071 in the
Coliseum and a national FSN cable audience.

The 55 points surpassed California’s 52 in 1991 and was 20 more points than
the Stanford had ever scored on the Trojans (35 in 1957 and 1999).  It was USC’s
worst losing margin since a similar 34-point loss at Notre Dame in 1985 and its worst
at home since a 51-0 loss to the Irish in 1966 (as well as Troy’s worst Homecoming
loss).  It also was head coach Pete Carroll’s first loss in November while at USC
(snapping a string of 28 wins) and his first Homecoming loss after going 8-0, and it
ended USC’s 12-game home winning streak and 9-game Pac-10 home victory streak.
USC’s last 3 losses in the Coliseum have been to Stanford.

Stanford held a 14-0 lead after the first quarter, on a 4-yard pass from QB
Andrew Luck to FB Owen Marecic and then a 1-yard run by RB Toby Gerhart.  The
TDs were set up by a pair of Trojan turnovers.  That was the most first-quarter points
USC had allowed in the Coliseum since giving up 14 to California in 2002 and the
first time Troy had trailed by 14 in the first quarter at home since Arizona led 21-0 in
2001.

USC responded with an 80-yard scoring drive, capped by TB Allen Bradford’s
2-yard run early in the second quarter.  But Stanford answered right back with a 79-
yard drive, with Gerhart running in from the 3.  USC’s 21-7 deficit at halftime was its
largest at home since Arizona led by 15 in 2001.

The Trojans closed within 7 points twice in the third quarter.  On the first play
after S Taylor Mays recovered a fumble forced by LB Chris Galippo, WR Brice
Butler hauled in a 36-yard TD pass from QB Matt Barkley.  But Stanford struck right
back, with Luck running in for a 6-yard touchdown.  On its ensuing series, USC got it
to 28-21 as TB Joe McKnight jetted 28 yards for a TD late in the quarter.

But Stanford scored 4 unanswered TDs in the fourth quarter, outscoring USC
27-0 in the quarter:  first, Luck hit TE Coby Fleener on a 24-yard pass, then CB
Richard Sherman returned an interception 43 yards, then Gerhart ran 6 yards and,
following another interception by the Cardinal, RB Tyler Gaffney had a 1-yard run.  It
was the most points USC allowed in a quarter since UCLA had 27 in 1954 and it tied
the USC opponent record for the most touchdowns allowed in a quarter (4).

Overall, Gerhart rushed for 178 yards on 29 carries and RB Stepfan Taylor
added 62 yards on 8 carries.  Luck hit 12-of-22 passes for 144 yards and added 61
rushing yards on 7 tries.

The Cardinal outgained USC, 469-334 (including 325 on the ground), had more
plays (72-58) and first downs (24-17) and held the ball for 36:20.

For USC, McKnight rushed for 142 yards on 16 attempts, WR Ronald Johnson
(7 catches for 69 yards) and Butler (6 for 96 yards) each had career highs for receptions
and Barkley was 21-of-31 for 196 yards but threw 3 interceptions and lost a fumble.

Four Trojans were in double digits in tackles:  S Will Harris had a game-best
12, while Mays, S-CB Josh Pinkard and LB Malcolm Smith each had 11.

Behind a revived defensive effort that produced 4 takeaways and led to a pair
of touchdowns, No. 24 USC beat crosstown rival UCLA, 28-7, on a cold evening in
front of 85,713 fans in the Coliseum and a national FSN cable audience.

It was the Trojans’ third straight win over the Bruins and 10th in 11 games.  It
was the fifth straight year that USC held UCLA to less than 20 points and third year in
a row to just 7 points.  The final score was the same as the 2008 game.  It also was
USC’s 31st consecutive home night victory and came in Troy’s 600th conference game.

LB Malcolm Smith gave USC an early lead when he returned an interception
62 yards for a TD midway through the first quarter.  Those were the only points in the
game’s opening half, making it the lowest USC-UCLA halftime score since the Trojans
led by a similar margin in 1976.

Then midway through the third quarter, after S Will Harris’ interception, USC
marched 29 yards for a TD on TB Allen Bradford’s 1-yard run.  UCLA got on the
board with 5:41 to play on FB Chane Moline’s 2-yard run.  But USC countered with a
73-yard scoring drive, capped by Bradford’s 1-yard TD run with 1:30 remaining.  The
Trojans got the ball back on downs 36 seconds later and QB Matt Barkley took a
knee on first down, but UCLA called a timeout so USC responded with Barkley’s 48-
yard TD pass to WR Damian Williams.

The game’s statistics were fairly even, as both squads had 18 first downs while
USC had 336 total yards to UCLA’s 322 (the Bruins had 14 more plays than Troy’s
60), but USC was penalized 12 times for 107 yards.

S-CB Josh Pinkard came up with a pair of turnovers deep in USC territory (a
fumble recovery and an interception), Smith made a USC season-best 15 tackles
(the most by a Trojan since Troy Polamalu’s 20 against Utah in 2001), including 1.5
for losses, to earn Walter Camp Football Foundation National Defensive Player of
the Week and Pac-10 Defensive Player of the Week honors and S Taylor Mays had
9 tackles.

Bradford ran for a game-high 62 yards on 14 carries, TB Joe McKnight added
47 yards on 12 rushes, Barkley was 18-of-26 for 206 yards with a pick and both
Williams (82 yards) and WR Ronald Johnson (48 yards) had 5 receptions.

For UCLA, QB Kevin Prince was 10-of-22 for 90 yards with 2 interceptions and
also ran 7 times for 34 yards before injuring his shoulder in the third quarter and
being relieved by QB Kevin Craft, who was 8-of-17 for 98 yards with 1 interception in
addition to gaining 40 yards on 9 carries.  WR Nelson Rosario had 5 catches for 54
yards, Moline also had 5 grabs for 39 yards and WR Terrence Austin had 5 catches
for 66 yards.

The game’s 7 p.m. start was the second latest in series history (only the 8:30
p.m. start in 1945 was later) and it was just the sixth night game in the series (the first
since 1977).  It was the first time since 1977 that the game was played on Thanksgiving
weekend.  Both teams wore their home jerseys.

QB Nick Foles threw a 36-yard touchdown pass to WR Juron Criner with 3:14
to play to lift Arizona to a 21-17 victory over No. 20 USC in the regular season finale
before 83,753 fans at the Coliseum and a national ABC-TV audience.

The outcome sent the Wildcats into a tie for second place in the Pac-10 and a
Holiday Bowl berth, while the Trojans—suffering through their worst season since
2001—dropped into the Emerald Bowl with a fifth place tie in the league.  It snapped
USC’s 7-game winning streak over Arizona.

The Wildcats got on the board first, taking advantage good field possession
following an interception as Foles hit WR Delashaun Dean on a 4-yard scoring toss
midway through the first quarter.  But USC drove 80 yards early in the second quarter,
culminating with a 16-yard TD pass from QB Matt Barkley to WR Ronald Johnson.
But the Wildcats answered with a 90-yard drive on the ensuing series (the longest
drive allowed by USC in 2009), with Foles sneaking in for a 1-yard touchdown.

TB Allen Bradford’s 5-yard run late in the third quarter tied the game.  Then,
PK Jordan Congdon put USC ahead midway through the fourth quarter with a 37-
yard field goal, but the Wildcats then drove 80 yards on their next possession to set
up Criner’s winning score.

Both teams struggled offensively.  USC managed just 292 yards of offense and
converted just 5-of-13 third downs.  Arizona entered the game averaging 415.4 total
yards but was held to 321, including just 82 rushing.

Barkley was 20-of-37 for 144 yards with a pick, WR Damian Williams had 8
receptions for 51 yards and Johnson added 5 grabs for 50 yards, Bradford ran for a
game-best 66 yards on 11 carries, FB Stanley Havili added 37 yards on 5 rushes
and TB Joe McKnight became USC’s 26th 1,000-yard season rusher as he gained
35 yards on 9 tries.

LB Malcolm Smith had a game-best 10 tackles, S Taylor Mays added 9 stops
and broke up 2 passes and DE Devon Kennard had 8 tackles while starting his third
game at strongside linebacker.

For UA, Foles was 22-of-40 for 239 yards with an interception (by S Will Harris),
Criner had 6 catches for 71 yards and RB Keola Antolin ran for 51 yards on 13 carries
