Freshman midfielder/forward Ashley Casas (Mission Viegjo/Capistrano Val-
ley HS) tallied her first career goal on Oct. 12 in a 3-2 win against Arizona State while freshman
midfielder Kelly Blais (Redondo Beach/Mira CostaHS) scored off acorner kick on Oct. 14ina
2-0 decision over Arizona.

OREGON STATE NOTES — Oregon State is 7-6-1 on the season and 0-4 in Pac-10 Confer-
ence play. The Beavers are in the midst of afive-game losing streak after a 1-0 loss at Arizona
State and 2-1 overtime loss at Arizona last weekend. OSU returned seven starters from last
year's team that went 6-13-2. Junior midfielder Katie Henderson leads the team with six goals
and 16 points (6-4=16). Head Coach Steve Fennah isin his third season at Oregon State.

OREGON NOTES — Oregon is 7-5-1 on the season and 1-3 in Pac-10 Conference play. The
Ducks won 3-2 in overtime at Arizona State last weekend to snap a three-game losing streak.
Oregon returned nine starters from last year's squad that finished 4-15-1. Senior midfielder/
forward Chalise Baysaleads the team with seven goals and 18 points (7-4=18). Head Coach Bill
Steffen isin his sixth year at Oregon.

MCALISTER FIEL D — After sharing the practicefield with the footbal | team, the USC women's
soccer team moved to its own facility prior to the 1998 season. McAlister Field, located on the
corner of 30th and Hoover just north of the USC campus, is the permanent home for the team.
USC boasts an 12-3 (.800) record at McAlister Field.

THE COLISEUM — The Los Angeles Memorial Coliseum is one of the greatest and largest
stadiums in America, serving as the site for the 1932 and 1984 Olympics. The USC women's
soccer team has utilized the Coliseum for selected home games, including postseason matches.
In five seasons of play at the Coliseum, the Trojans have a 26-5-3 record (.809).

LAST SEASON — In 2000, the Women of Troy went 14-6-2 overall and placed fifth in Pac-10
play witha5-3-1 record. The Trojans madetheir third straight appearanceinthe NCAA Tourna-
ment, losing 3-0 at UCLA in the second round. It wasthe fifth straight season that USC won at
least 14 games.
