Utah (29-5), the No. 6 seed in the Austin Regional, received an at-large bid to the NCAA Tournament.
The Runnin’ Utes face No. 2 seeded Kentucky (27-5) in the regional semifinals on Friday at approximate-
ly 8:40 p.m. (CST) at the Frank Erwin Center (16,383) in Austin, Texas. Should Utah win the game, it will
face the winner of No. 1 Duke (27-5) and No. 5 Michigan State (24-6) on Sunday at a time to be deter-
mined. The Runnin’ Utes are making their fifth Sweet 16 appearance since the beginning of the ‘90s, but
their first since 1998.

On Television

CBS Sports has exclusive rights to the NCAA Tournament. Announcers for the Austin Regional semi-
final and final games are Jim Nantz (play-by-play), Billy Packer (analyst) and Bonnie Bernstein
(reporter).

All of the Utes’ games in the NCAA Tournament will be broadcast on the Utah Sports Network (Hot
Ticket 700/KALL-AM in Salt Lake City and affiliate stations). Matt Thomas (play-by-play), Mark Rydalch

NCAA Radio/Westwood One will also broadcast the games from the Austin Regional with Brad Sham
(play-by-play) and Kevin Grevey (analyst) providing the talent.

Quickly On Utah

The Runnin’ Utes are 29-5 and won the Mountain West Conference regular season title outright with
a 13-1 mark. Utah has won 24 of its last 26 games and is 6-2 on neutral courts this season.

Utah opened NCAA Tournament play last weekend with wins over No. 11 UTEP (60-54) in the first
round and No. 3 Oklahoma (67-58) in the second round last Friday and Saturday in Tucson, Ariz.

In the Mountain West Conference Tournament March 10-12 in Denver, Colo., Utah defeated Colorado
State (62-49) in the quarterfinals and UNLV (73-67) in the semifinals before falling to New Mexico (60-56)
in the championship game.

Utah was ranked in the Top 25 for the eighth consecutive week on March 14, coming in at No. 18 in
the Associated Press poll and No. 17 in the ESPN/USA Today poll.

Sophomore center/forward Andrew Bogut (7-0, 245), a candidate for national player of the year hon-
ors, leads the Utes in scoring (20.4 ppg), rebounding (12.2 rpg) and blocked shots (65), and is shooting
62.9 percent from the field. Bogut has 25 double-doubles this season to lead the nation in that category.
Senior guard Marc Jackson (6-1, 175) is second in scoring (10.7 ppg), hitting 45.8 percent of his three-
point attempts (60-of-130) and 85.8 percent of his free throws. Jackson is first on the team in assists (3.81
apg). Junior forward Bryant Markson (6-6, 190) is third on the team in scoring (10.5 ppg) and third in
rebounding (4.0 rpg). Sophomore forward Justin Hawkins is fourth in the team in scoring (8.6 ppg) and
second in rebounding (4.1 rpg). Junior guard Tim Drisdom (6-3, 203) is second on the team in assists (3.24
apg) and has a 2.06 assists to turnover ratio.

As of March 15, the Utes ranked second in the NCAA in field goal percentage (51.8), third in rebound
margin (+10.7), seventh in scoring defense (57.2 ppg), 16th in scoring margin and (+11.5 ppg) and 44th in
free throw percentage (73.0). Andrew Bogut was second in rebounding (12.3 rpg), fourth in field goal per-
centage (62.8) and 15th in scoring (20.7 ppg). Marc Jackson ranked 30th (85.5) in free throw percentage.

The Wildcats are making their 46th tournament appearance, their 14th consecutive, and own a 95-40
all-time tourney mark. Kentucky has been a two seed five times, including in 1998 when it beat Utah (78-
69) in the national title game. Head coach Tubby Smith is in his eighth season on the Kentucky bench
where he is 218-57. He owns a 342-119 career mark.

Utah vs. Kentucky Series Notes

¢ Kentucky leads the all-time series with Utah 8-2, winning six in a row.

¢ The Wildcats won the last meeting 74-54 on March 23, 2003 in the second round of the NCAA
Tournament in Nashville, Tenn.

¢ The Wildcats have a 6-1 edge in games played on neutral courts. Utah is 0-5 against UK in the
NCAA Tournament and 1-1 in the NIT postseason tournament, defeating the Wildcats 49-45 in New York
to capture the 1947 NIT Championship.

¢ Utah has been knocked out of the NCAA Tournament by Kentucky five times since 1993. The
Wildcats defeated the Utes in the second round in 1993 (83-62), in the regional semifinals in 1996 (101-
70), the regional finals in 1997 (72-59) and the national title game in 1998 (78-69).

o The Utes and Wildcats also met on Nov. 19, 1999 in the second round of the Preseason NIT in
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Lexington, Ky. The Wildcats won 56-48.

¢ Utah'’s last win over Kentucky was 70-68 Dec. 18, 1976 in Lexington, Ky.

¢ Utah is 8-18 all-time against the Southeastern Conference and 4-10 on neutral courts. The Utes
faced once SEC team this season, defeating LSU 69-55 on Jan. 3 in Salt Lake City.

Scouting Duke

Top-seeded Duke brings a 27-5 overall mark into the regional semifinal. The Blue Devils went 11-5 in
ACC action and finished third. However, Duke cruised through the ACC Tournament and won the league's
automatic bid by topping Georgia Tech (69-64) in the championship game. Duke got to the Sweet 16 with
wins over Delaware State (57-46) and Mississippi State (63-55) in Charlotte, N.C.

Junior guard J.J. Redick (6-4, 190) is among the nation’s leaders in scoring and paces Duke with
22.1 ppg. He leads the team in three-pointers (118) and hits them at a 40.5-percent clip. Junior forward
Sheldon Williams (6-9, 250) is second on the team in scoring (15.4 ppg) and is tops on the team with 11.3
rpg. Senior guard Daniel Ewing (6-3, 185) also averages double-digit scoring numbers (15.2).

Duke has made it to the NCAAs 29 times and is 83-25 all-time. The Blue Devils garnered the No. 1
seed for the seventh time in the past eight years and have advanced to the Final Four 14 times in program
history. Mike Krzyzewski is in his 25th season at Duke and is 648-186 there. His 30-year head coaching
mark stands at 721-245.

Utah vs. Duke Series Notes

¢ The Utes are 1-2 all-time against Duke with all three games taking place on neutral courts.

¢ Utah is 7-15 all-time against the ACC, including a 2-11 record on neutral courts.

» The teams most recently met in the first round of the postseason NIT on March 14, 1970 at Madison
Square Garden in New York. The Utes defeated Duke 78-75.

¢ The Blue Devils took the first two games in the series, winning 63-52 on Dec. 28, 1959 in Raleigh,
N.C., and 79-77 on March 19, 1966 in the NCAA consolation final in College Park, Md.

Scouting Michigan State

Fifth-seeded Michigan State owns a 24-6 season tally and finished second in the Big Ten, going 13-
3 in conference action. Michigan State earned an at-large bid to the NCAAs after losing to lowa (71-69) in
their first game of the Big Ten Tournament. The Spartans advanced to the regional semifinal after beating
Old Dominion (89-81) and Vermont (72-61) in the first and second rounds in Worcester, Mass.

Senior guard/forward Alan Anderson (6-6, 220) is tops on the team with a 13.6 scoring average. His
5.4 rpg and 56.9 shooting percentage are also team bests. Junior guard Maurice Ager (6-5, 195) adds 13.5
ppg while junior center Paul Davis (6-11, 255) scores 11.8 ppg. Sophomore guard Shannon Brown (6-4,
200) rounds out the team’s leading scorers in averaging 10.4ppg.

MSU is making its eighth straight NCAA Tournament appearance and its 19th overall. The Spartans
are 36-17 all-time in the tournament and that includes five Final Four showings. It has also won two NCAA
titles, most recently in 2000. Tom lzzo is in his 10th season at MSU, racking up a 207-90 career mark there.

Utah vs. Michigan State Notes

¢ The Utes are 4-1 all-time against Michigan State, including 2-1 on neutral courts.

¢ The teams have met twice before in the NCAA Tournament. Utah defeated the Spartans 85-84 in
double overtime in the second round on March 17, 1991 in Tucson, Ariz. Michigan State got past the Utes
73-61 in the second round on March 18, 2000 in Cleveland, Ohio.

¢ Utah is 17-17 all-time against the Big Ten Conference, including an 8-10 record on neutral courts.

Giacoletti With Most Wins Among Rookie Head Coaches

Utah’'s Ray Giacoletti has the most wins (29) and best winning percentage (.853) among head
coaches with new teams this season. UTEP’s Doc Sadler has the second most wins (27-8) among first-
year head coaches, while Mark Fox of Nevada (25-6) is third. Thirty-eight head coaches were new at NCAA
Division I-A institutions this season.

Giacoletti A Finalist For Naismith and Jim Phelan National Coach 0f The Year Awards

Utah head coach Ray Giacoletti has been named a finalist for two national coach of the year awards.
Giacoletti is one of 20 coaches announced as a candidate for the Naismith National Coach of the Year
Award presented by Coca-Cola and the Atlanta Tipoff Club. The winner will be recognized at the Naismith
Awards Banquet on April 8 in Atlanta.

Giacoletti is also one of 10 coaches up for the Jim Phelan National Coach of the Year Award, named
after the former Mount St. Mary’s head coach and presented by Collegelnsider.com. The winner will be
announced on April 1 at the Final Four in St. Louis, Mo.

Runnin’ Utes In The Polls

Utah is ranked in the Top 25 for the eighth consecutive week, falling three spots to 18th in the
Associated Press poll and two spots to 17th in the ESPN/USA Today polls released on March 21. The Utes
are vying to finish the season ranked in the Top 25 for the first time since the 1998-99 season, when they
were sixth in the AP poll and 10th in the Coaches poll.

The Utes peaked in the rankings for this season on Feb. 21, coming in at No. 12 in ESPN/USA Today
and No. 13 in AP. It was the highest Utah had been ranked in the AP poll since the 2000-01 season. That
year, Utah was No. 13 in the preseason poll, climbed to 12th on Nov. 14, then fell to 13th the following week.
The Utes were ranked five consecutive weeks, falling out after coming in at No. 22 on Dec. 5.

Before this season, Utah was ranked last in 2002-03. The U. was ranked No. 23 on Feb. 18 and No.
22 on Feb. 25. The Utes were ranked by AP for 12 weeks during the 1999-2000 season, but never got high-
er than its No. 15 ranking in the preseason poll. During the 1998-99 season, Utah was ranked 11 weeks
and peaked at No. 6 on March 9.

Utes On Nation's Best Gonference Championships Run

Utah continues to lay claim to a share of the nation’s best conference championships run since 1990-
91. The Utes have won 11 regular-season conference titles over the last 15 seasons. Kentucky captured
the regular season title in the SEC to stay

This season, Utah posted its best record in conference play in six
years with a 13-1 record. The Utes have finished with one loss in conference play three times since 1990
and went undefeated (14-0) in their last year in the WAC in 1999. This season marked just the seventh time
since 1955 Utah had one loss or less in conference play.
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Utah Putting Together One Of Its Winningest Seasons

The Runnin’ Utes’ 29 wins rank tied for the third-most in school history. Utah
needs one more victory to tie the single-season record of 30 wins set in 1990-91
(30-4) and 1997-98 (30-4). The Utes also won 29 games in 1996-97 (29-4).

With its win over San Diego State on March 5, Utah secured the 10th 25-
win season in school history. Seven of Utah’s 25-win seasons have come since
1990 with the previous one in 2002-03 (25-8).

Utah has also hit the 20-wins mark for the fourth consecutive season and
the 13th time in the last 16 years. The 2004-05 Utes took the fewest games need-
ed (23) to reach 20 wins since taking just 21 games during the 1997-98 season.

Since 1989-90, Utah has averaged 24 wins per year. A rundown of the Utes’
20-win seasons since the beginning of the 90s: 1990-91 (30-4), 1991-92 (24-11),
1992-93 (24-7), 1994-95 (28-6), 1995-96 (27-7), 1996-97 (29-4), 1997-98 (30-4),
1998-99 (28-5), 1999-2000 (23-9), 2001-02 (21-9), 2002-03 (25-8), 2003-04 (24-
9), 2004-05 (29-5).

Runnin’ Utes Run Away With Mountain West Championship

Utah clinched the 2005 Mountain West Conference regular season cham-
pionship outright with a 65-56 win at Air Force on Feb. 19. It is the fourth regular
season title Utah has won in the six-year history of the Mountain West
Conference; however, it is the first title the Runnin’ Utes have won outright. The
last time Utah won a regular season league championship outright was when it
won its division title in its last year in the WAC in 1998-99 with a 14-0 record. Utah
won Mountain West regular season titles in 2000, ‘01 and ‘03, and claimed MWC
Tournament title in 2004.

e Utah’s 13-1 record is the best in the six-year history of the Mountain West
Conference. The previous best record was 12-2 by Air Force in 2004. The Utes’
previous best record in MWC games was 11-3 in 2003.

¢ The Utes were the first team in the six-year history of the Mountain West
Conference to go 7-0 through the first half of the league schedule. The previous
best record at the half-way mark of MWC play was 6-1, archived seven times.
The Utes did it three times (2000, 2002, 2003) and went on to win at least a share
of the regular season championship in 2000 and 2003.

e Utah established the best road record in MWC history with a 6-1 mark.
The previous best mark was 5-2 achieved four times (Wyoming in 2002, Utah and
BYU in 2003, and Air Force in 2004). Utah was also the first team in MWC histo-
ry to win its first four conference road games.

e The U. outscored its MWC opponents by an average of 12.1 points per
game and outrebounded its opponents by 11.1 boards per contest to set league
records. No other MWC team had ever held a +10 advantage in either category
at season’s end.

¢ The Utes allowed just 54.8 points per game in league contests, which is
the second best scoring defense mark in league history. Air Force holds the top
mark of 54.4 points per game allowed in 2004.

¢ The largest deficit Utah had to come back from to win was 11 points
against both Air Force on Feb. 19 and BYU on Feb. 26. The Utes trailed the
Falcons 19-8 with 8:52 to play in the first half before winning 65-56. The Cougars
led the U. 20-9 with 8:18 remaining in the first half before Utah won 69-60.

They've Got The License To Shoot

In order to take a three-point shot, Utah players have to earn their license
first. The emphasis on being a good shooting team has helped the Utes connect
ata 51.8 percent from the field this season, which currently ranks as the fourth-
best single-season mark in school history.

¢ A Ute player earns his “License to Shoot” from the coaching staff by mak-
ing 35 of 50 three-pointers from all over the floor during a drill that can be attempt-
ed once a day before the season. It must be completed five times. Utes who have
earned their “License to Shoot” for 2004-05 are Andrew Bogut, Richard
Chaney, Tim Drisdom, Casey Iverson, Justin Hawkins, Marc Jackson, Jonas
Langvad and Bryant Markson.

e Utah ranked second in the NCAA in field goal percentage (51.8) as of
March 15. The U. has shot 50 percent or better from the floor 17 times this sea-
son, going 16-1 in those games.

e The Utes rank first in the MWC in field goal percentage (51.7). During con-
ference play, Utah shot 52.6 percent to rank first in the league.

e Utah is shooting 37.3 percent from three-point range this season, ranking
second in the Mountain West Conference. The Utes have shot 40 percent or bet-
ter 15 times this year—winning all of those games. Utah has shot at least 50 per-
cent in eight games, including a season-high 62.5 percent (5-for-8) against
Oklahoma in the second round of the NCAA Tournament.

¢ The Utes hit a season-best nine three-pointers against Wyoming on Jan.
15. Utah has made seven three-pointers on five occasions: High Point, Arizona,
Northern Colorado, LSU, UNLV on Jan. 10.

e The leading three-point shooter on the team among those with over 15
attempts is Marc Jackson, who is hitting 46.2 percent (60-0f-130) from beyond
the arc. Tim Drisdom (38.2) is second, followed by Andrew Bogut (37.5),
Bryant Markson (35.4) and Jonas Langvad (31.8).

e Utah has made a three-pointer in each of the last 65 games. The Utes had
made a three-pointer in 152 consecutive games before going 0-for-8 against
Georgia State in a 46-38 win on Nov. 17, 2003. The last time Utah didn’t make a
three before then was during an 0-for-12 outing at Long Beach State on Dec. 5,
1998.

¢ The Utes have ranked in the top 30 in the nation in field goal percentage
eight times in the last 11 years and in the top 35 in three-point percentage four
times in the last five years. Utah ranked 21st in the NCAA in three-point field goal
percentage (38.7) in 2003-04. That accuracy also helped the Utes rank 30th in
the nation in field goal percentage (47.1) last season.

Getting Defensive

One of the trademarks of Utah basketball in recent years has been a stifling
half-court defense. Since the 1989-90 season, Utah has finished in the top 30 in
the nation 12 times in scoring defense, 10 times in rebound margin, eight times
in field goal percentage defense and eight times in scoring margin.

¢ |n the NCAA statistical rankings released on March 15, Utah ranked third
in rebound margin (+10.7 rpg), seventh in scoring defense (57.2 ppg) and sec-
ond in fewest personal fouls per game (14.2).

¢ The U. has held 21 of its last 23 opponents to 60 points or less. The only
three teams to score more than 60 were New Mexico in a 60-56 loss in the MWC
Tournament championship game, UNLV in a 73-67 win in the MWC semifinals
and New Mexico in a 65-54 loss at The Pit on Feb. 21. During the last 23 games,
teams have averaged 54.7 points per game against the Utes while shooting 40.8
percent from the field and 33.4 percent from three-point range. Utah has also
held a 35.2 to 23.0 advantage on the boards.

¢ The Utes have outrebounded the opposition in 31 of the 34 games this
season—including the last 25—and had a push in one other game (vs. Stony
Brook in the season opener), going 29-3 in those contests.

e Utah has allowed just four opponents to shoot at least 50 percent from the
field this season: Washington (53.4 in a loss), Utah State (65.0 in a loss), Cal Poly
(54.5 in a win), and BYU on Feb. 26 (50.0 in a win).

e Utah has not allowed an opponent to score 80 points in 162 consecutive
games that have ended in regulation. The last team to score 80 points on the
Utes in a 40-minute game was Wyoming (88) on Feb. 28, 2000 in Laramie, Wyo.

Getting It Done At The Free Throw Line

The Utes have done an excellent job of getting to the free throw line and
converting this season. Through 34 games, Utah is shooting 72.3 percent from
the charity stripe, ranking second in the Mountain West Conference in that cate-
gory.

e Utah ranked 44th in the NCAA in free throw percentage (73.0) as of March
15.

¢ The Utes have made 536 free throws (15.8 per game) while their oppo-
nents have attempted just 411 and made 285 (8.4 per game). Utah is 26-1 when
it has more free throw attempts than its opponent this season, and is 1-0 when
free throw attempts are equal.

e Six Utes are shooting over 70 percent from the line this season: Richard
Chaney (86.8), Marc Jackson (85.8), Tim Drisdom (81.5), Andrew Bogut
(71.1), Bryant Markson (71.2) and Chris Grant (71.4).

Inside The Numbers
In Mountain West Conference games, Utah ranked fifth in the league scor-
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ing (66.9 ppg), first in field goal percentage (52.6) and third in three-point per-
centage (35.0). In nonconference regular season play in those categories, Utah
averaged 71.5 points per game while shooting 52.3 percent from the field and
40.0 percent from three-point range. ... Utah is 23-1 when leading at halftime and
29-1 when leading with 5:00 remaining in the second half this season. The U.’s
only loss in both of those categories was at Arizona on Dec. 11. ... The Utes have
come back to win from a halftime deficit four times (at Colorado State on Jan. 17,
trailing 34-30; at BYU on Jan 31, trailing 29-28; at Air Force on Feb. 19, trailing
32-26; and vs. Colorado State on March 10 in the MWC quarterfinals, trailing 29-
28) and a tie twice (Furman on Nov. 27, tied 24-24; BYU on Feb. 26, tied 29-29).
... Utah is 28-3 when holding opponents to less than 70 points per game this sea-
son with its only losses coming to Arizona (67-62) on Dec. 11, New Mexico (65-
54) on Feb. 21 and New Mexico again (60-56) on March 12. Utah is 19-0 when
limiting a team to under 60 points. ... The Utes are 14-1 when scoring at least 70
points this season and 5-0 when getting 80 points or more. ... Utah has scored
over 90 points twice this year: 98 vs. Montana-Western and 92 vs. Cal Poly ...

Turnovers Troubles?

Utah has averaged 14.4 turnovers a game this season, but that high num-
ber hasn't had a major impact on the Utes’ success. The Utes had a season-high
21 turnovers against Oklahoma in the second round of the NCAA Tournament
and had 19 in their win over UTEP in the first round of the NCAAs. They have
committed 20 or more turnovers four times this season, but are 4-0 in those con-
tests. On the flip side, the Utes are 10-2 when committing a dozen or fewer
turnovers. Their only two losses in those games were to New Mexico on Feb. 21
and March 12—Utah’s only losses in its last 26 games.

Recapping Utah's 18-Game Winning Streak

With its loss at New Mexico on Feb. 21, Utah’'s 18-game winning streak
came to an end. It was the second longest active streak in NCAA Division | at the
time it ended.

The Utes’ 18-game winning streak is tied for the second-longest in school
history, equalling an 18-game run from Dec. 15, 1997 through Jan. 29, 1998. It
was Utah’s longest winning streak since the 1998-99 season when the Utes won
a school record 23 consecutive games in a row. Ironically, Utah’s other 18-game
winning streak also came to an end with a loss at New Mexico (77-74) on Feb. 1,
1998.

Utah won by an average of 16.5 points per game during its recent 18-game
winning streak. Only three of the games were decided by fewer than 10 points.
The Runnin’ Utes won by four (57-53) at UNLV on Feb. 7, and by nine over
Wyoming (71-62) at home on Feb. 14 and at Air Force (65-56) on Feb. 19. Utah
won six times by 20 points or more.

Once Again, Utes Tough At Home In The Huntsman Center

Utah is 226-19 (.922) in the Huntsman Center over the last 16 seasons and
has never lost back-to-back home games.

The Utes were 16-0 at home this season to record one of seven undefeat-
ed seasons in the 36-year history of the Huntsman Center.

¢ The Runnin’ Utes ended the regular season riding a 17-game home win-
ning streak that ranks tied for the fifth-longest in NCAA Division .

e Utah has captured 48 of its last 50 games at home with their only two loss-
es coming to Colorado State on March 6, 2003, ending a 16-game home winning
streak, and a 59-57 loss to Air Force on Feb. 21, terminating a string of 15 con-
secutive home wins.

¢ Dating back to the 1993-94 season, the Utes have won 165 of their last
176 games in the Jon M. Huntsman Center.

¢ In conference home games over the last 11 years, Utah is 78-4 (.951).
That mark ranks first in the nation over that period, just ahead of Kansas which
is 81-5 (.941).

¢ Utah has won 33 consecutive nonconference games in the Huntsman
Center, last falling to Utah State (78-65) on Nov. 23, 2001.

Shooting Down Records Against Air Force
Utah shot 80.0 percent from the field against Air Force on Jan. 24 to break
the old school record of 73.7 percent set against Air Force on Feb. 19, 1987.

e The U. also broke the Mountain West Conference field goal percentage
record for all games and league games of 72.5 percent by BYU vs. Air Force on
Jan. 24, 2004.

e Utah'’s effort tied for the sixth-best single game performance in NCAA his-

tory.

Street & Smith’s Names Utah Program No. 11 All-Time

Street & Smith’s has recently produced a publication recognizing the “100
Greatest College Basketball Programs of All Time.” Utah is ranked No. 11 on
Street & Smith’s list. Kentucky is first, followed by UCLA, North Carolina, Kansas
and Duke in the top five. Indiana, Louisville, Arkansas, U Conn and Cincinnati
round out the top 10.

Other Mountain West Conference teams ranked are UNLV (28th), BYU
(36th), Wyoming (42nd) and New Mexico (98th). Weber State was ranked 51st
and Utah State 82nd.

The programs were graded on the basis of NCAA Tournament success, NIT
success, national championships, conference regular season and tournament
titles, all-time win-loss percentage, graduation rate, NCAA infractions, NBA first-
round draft picks and mascot ferocity.

The publication is available nationally on newsstands and in retail stores.

The Year 0f The Utes

It might be March Madness, but the madness began long before the month
of March at the University of Utah.

The Ute football team got the year rolling by chalking up a 12-0 mark and
its second consecutive Mountain West Conference title. Utah then became the
first non-BCS school to bust the system and garnered a bid to the Fiesta Bowl
where it beat Pittsburgh, 35-7. The Ute football team finished the season ranked
4th in the AP poll and 5th in the coaches’ poll.

The men’s basketball team picked up right where football left off, going 29-
5 in bringing home another MWC title to Salt Lake City. The two programs turned
in the best combined record in school history with a 41-5 (.891) tally. Quarterback
Alex Smith was named the national player of the year by Sports lllustrated, while
Andrew Bogut has already been named player of the year by ESPN.com and
Basketball Times.

The success doesn’t end there for the Crimson and White. The women’s
basketball and volleyball teams were MWC regular season co-champs and gar-
nered NCAA Tournament berths. The women’s soccer team won the Mountain
West Tournament and went the NCAAs, men’s and women’s skiing finished third
at the national championships, and men’s and women’s swimming and diving
teams both won the MWC regular season championship.

Utah is one of six schools in all of NCAA Division | that had both its men's
basketball and football teams claim regular season championships (Boston
College, Louisville, Miami University, Toledo and Oklahoma are the others).
However, Utah has the unique distinction of being the only school to win each a
football, men’s basketball and women's basketball regular season title this year.

Utah's Sweet 16/BCS Year A Rare Feat

The Utes are one of only six schools to win a BCS Bowl and advance to the
Sweet 16 in the same athletic calendar year. In fact, Utah has the dubious
distinction of being the only non-BCS school to earn such an honor. The
other schools that can lay claim to this are Florida, Wisconsin, Oregon,
Oklahoma and Ohio State.
