BOB BRADLEY SPIRIT & COURAGE
Virginia’s Debbie Ryan and NC State’s Kay Yow are the two 
winningest coaches in Atlantic Coast Conference history, 
each having guided their teams to more than 600 victories, 
but they have earned perhaps even more admiration and 
respect for their personal battles with cancer.

In recognition of their outstanding accomplishments as 
coaches and for their public display of perseverance and 
leadership in the fight against cancer, the Atlantic Coast 
Sports Media Association (ACSMA) presented its 2007 “Bob 
Bradley Spirit & Courage Award” to both Debbie Ryan and 
Kay Yow.

The Bob Bradley Award, named in honor of the late Clemson 
University sports information director who passed away 
in 2000 after a three-year battle with bone cancer, was 
established in conjunction with the ACC one year ago.  It 
is awarded annually to a male or female basketball player, 
coach or team administrator who has overcome significant 
injury, illness or adversity in life to become a valuable 
contributor to his/her program and university.

In 30 seasons as head coach at Virginia, Ryan has compiled 
a 649-276 record and been named ACC Coach of the Year 
a record seven times, most recently in 2000.  Later that 
same year, however, Ryan was faced with her most serious 
opponent, pancreatic cancer.

Ryan underwent surgery to remove a tumor and a series of 
radiation treatments during the offseason but remained as 
coach of the Cavaliers in the 2000-01 season.  Last year, she 
celebrated her fifth anniversary of being cancer-free and 
continues as an active leader in fund-raising events for the 
University of Virginia Cancer Center.

Yow’s 32-year career at NC State has seen her win 649 
contests (649-304 record) and more than 700 overall games, 
including a four-year stint at Elon.  She guided the United 
States team to the Olympic gold medal in 1988 and in 2002 
was inducted into the Naismith Basketball Hall of Fame.

During the past 20 years of her career, Yow has also waged a 
fight against cancer – a fight that remains ongoing.  She was 
first diagnosed with breast cancer in 1987 and underwent 
a modified radical mastectomy.  She endured a recurrence 
and further surgery in 2004.  Earlier this season the Wolfpack 
coach took a leave of absence from her duties to undergo 
chemotherapy and other treatment, but returned to the 
sidelines on January 25th.

NAMED ACC ROOKIE OF THE YEAR
Virginia’s Monica Wright was unanimously se-
lected as the 2007 ACC Rookie of the Year, the 
Atlantic Coast Sports Media Association (ACSMA). 
Wright was also an unanimous selection to the ACC 
All-Freshman Team.

Wright is the fifth Cavalier in school history to earn 
the Conference’s Rookie of the Year honor. She 
joins former UVa standouts Dawn Staley (1989), 
Tora Suber (1994), Schuye LaRue (2000), and 
Brandi Teamer (2002).

Wright has had an outstanding inaugural season 
with the Cavaliers. A starter in all 29 contests, she 
is the most decorated rookie in Virginia school 
history.  This season Wright earned ACC Rookie 
of the Week honors eight times, the most of any 
Cavalier.

After 29 games, Wright stands second in team 
scoring with 14.9 ppg, while leading all Confer-
ence freshmen in scoring.  Wright leads the ‘Hoos 
in steals with 67 and stands second is assists 
with 65.

DUKE’S GAIL GOESTENKORS
NAMED ACC COACH OF THE YEAR
For the seventh time in her 15 years at Duke, 
Gail Goestenkors was tabbed the Atlantic Coast 
Conference (ACC) Coach of the Year, by a vote 
of the Atlantic Coast Sports Media Association 
(ACSMA).  Goestenkors received 44 of 55 votes 
and now is tied with Virginia’s Debbie Ryan for 
the most ACC Coach of the Year selections with 
seven.

A native of Waterford, Mich., Goestenkors also 
won the award in 1995-96, 1997-98, 1998-99, 
2001-02, 2002-03 and 2003-04. 

In her 15 years, Goestenkors led Duke to a 394-98 
record. Goestenkors, a five-time National Coach 
of the Year, has led the Blue Devils to four NCAA 
Final Four appearances over the last eight years 
and five ACC Tournament crowns.

2004 and Monique Currie won the award in 
2005. Duke now has claimed the ACC Player of 
the Year honor eight different times, which is an 
ACC record. Chris Moreland also won the honor 
in 1987 for the Blue Devils. 

A fifth-year senior from Houston, Harding saved 
her best basketball for her final year with the 
Blue Devils as she averaged a team-leading 14.0 
points, 4.1 rebounds, 3.9 assists and 1.5 steals 
per game. Her scoring average was good for 
15th in the ACC and she ranked eighth in assists, 
as well. She had six 20 point performances, 
including four against ranked teams and is 
Duke’s career assist leader. She also shot 21-of-
56 (.375) from behind the arc.

Included in the class are 12 former student-ath-
letes that represent four decades of ACC Women’s 
Basketball competitors.  Below is a complete list 
of this year’s legends and the accolades from their 
playing careers. 

BOSTON COLLEGE - Sarah Behn (1989-93)
All-time leading scorer in BC women’s basketball 
history…Set record after record with the Eagles, 
grabbing 2,523 points, 682 rebounds and 250 
assists…Holds BC records of field goals made 
(867), field goals attempted (1,859), free throws 
made (683)….Still holds the record for most 
points scored in a game (39); most field goals 
attempted in a game (30), most free throws 
made in a game (17) and is tied with three BC 
alums for most field goals made in a single game 
(14)…Was inducted into Boston College Hall of 
Fame and the standout’s retired jersey hangs in 
Conte Forum today.

CLEMSON - Dr. Shantra D. Bryan (1989-93)
Four-year starter for Clemson, including the 1990-
91 team that reached the Elite Eight, Clemson’s 
best NCAA finish in history…In that season, the 
Tigers finished eighth in the final USA Today 
poll, the highest national ranking ever by Clem-
son…Earned Academic Honor Roll accolades 
(1991-93)…As a senior, averaged 18.7 points per 
game and was named second-team All-American 
by the American Women’s Sports Federation…Is 
still third in CU history in career scoring (1631), 
rebounding (874), career field goals (661) and 
free throws made (309)…Named the South 
Carolina Female Amateur Athlete of the Year in 
1993…Inducted into the Clemson Athletic Hall 
of Fame in 2006.

DUKE - Sue Harnett (1986-91)
Four-year letterwinner for the Blue Devils…One of 
only four players to average double figure points 
in each of her four years…Led Duke in scoring 
as a junior with 19.5 ppg and as a senior with 
17.5 ppg…Ranks fourth all-time at Duke with 
1,785 career points…Her 149 career blocks ranks

FLORIDA STATE – Latavia Coleman (1996-2000)
Lettered and started for the Seminoles from 1996 
to 2000…Two-time All-ACC second team selec-
tion…Named to the ACC All-Freshman Team in 
1996…Scored 31 points, a mark that at the time 
tied for fifth best in single game points in ACC 
Tournament history...Her 15 field goals in the 
Maryland win tied an ACC Tournament record…
Finished her career ranking fifth in points (1,428, 
now sixth), fifth in scoring average (15.7 ppg) and 
10th in rebounds (603, now 11th).

GEORGIA TECH - Dolores Bootz-Mulkey (1984-88)
Sits atop the Tech record books in career field-goal 
percentage (59.3%) and blocked shots (245)…Also 
stands as Georgia Tech’s scoring average leader 
(18.9 ppg)…The six-foot-seven Marlboro, N.Y. 
native is the tallest woman to ever wear a Yel-
low Jacket jersey…Ranks third in school history 
with 1,723 points, second in rebounds (978) and 

second in field goals made (730)…Became the 
first Yellow Jackets’ women’s basketball player 
to be named ACC Player of the Week on Jan. 5, 
1986…Inducted into the Georgia Tech Hall of 
Fame in 1994.

MARYLAND - Vicky Bullett (1986-89)
All-time leading scorer (1,928) and all-time lead-
ing rebounder (968) for the Terps… One of 22 
players to score over 1,000 career points…Named

NORTH CAROLINA - Bernadette V. McGlade (1976-80)
One of only 15 players in UNC history to notch 
over 1,500 career points…Was inducted into the 
prestigious Order of the Valkyries, one of the most 
respected North Carolina honor societies… Ended 
her career in the top five of several statistical 
categories and is currently the school’s leading 
rebounder (1,251) for both men’s and women’s 
basketball…Was hired at Georgia Tech in 1981 
as the first full-time female to coach any Yellow 
Jackets’ women’s sports team…In 1995, UNC 
selected her as an Honored Jersey recipient where 
her playing jersey hangs in the rafters of Carmi-
chael Auditorium…In 2000, was recognized as the 
WBCA National Administrator of the Year…Named 
to the ACC Women’s Basketball 50th Anniversary 
Team in 2003…Was inducted into the 1995 South 
Jersey Women’s Basketball Hall of Fame, the 2000 
Georgia Tech Athletic Association Hall of Fame, 
and, most recently, the 2006 Camden County 
Sports Hall of Fame.

NC STATE - Trudi Lacey (1977-81)
An All-American at NC State, whose jersey was 
retired in February 2000…Was the only Wolfpack 
player to be named All-ACC first team for four 
consecutive years…Ranks fifth on the all-time 
NC State scoring chart (1,957) and second in 
career rebounds (1,051)…Her 237 career steals 
ranks fifth in the NC State recordbooks…Was 
part of the 1980 Wolfpack squad to bring home 
the program’s first ACC Championship…In 2003, 
was named to the ACC Women’s Basketball 50th 
Anniversary Team…Named head coach of the 
WNBA’s Charlotte Sting in 2003, when she lead the 
squad to the Eastern Conference Playoffs…Also 
served as the General Manager and an assistant 
coach of the Sting…Is the founding President of 
LifeCoachDesigns, LLC, a sports & executive coach-
ing company…Has been an analyst for ESPN, 
FoxSportNet and C- Set.

KAY’S COURT

RALEIGH, N.C. – 
NC State named the Reynolds Coliseum bas-
ketball court in honor of Kay Yow on Friday, 

February 16.  The surface was christened “Kay 
Yow Court” prior to the Wolfpack’s 72-65 victory 

over second-ranked North Carolina.

In her 32 years at the helm of the Wolfpack 
Women’s program, Yow has guided her teams to 

647 victories.  

“No one in the history of NC State athletics has 
brought more honor to this university than Kay 

Yow,” said Chancellor James L. Oblinger.  “She is 
truly deserving of this recognition.”

Yow’s Wolfpack teams have advanced to 19 of 
the 25 NCAA Tournaments, a mark which ranks 

10th among active Division I coaches.  She 
directed NC State to the 1998 final four and to 

10 “Sweet 16” appearances. 

Entering this season, Yow had averaged 20 wins 
a year with the Wolfpack and on February 5, 
she became just the sixth Division I women’s 
basketball coach to earn 700 career victories.  
Her career mark now stands at 704-322 in 36 
seasons on the sidelines, including a 647-303 

slate with NC State.

This season has been a particularly tough 
one for Yow and the program. The Wolfpack’s 

mentor was forced to take a leave of absence in 
November after her doctor detected a progres-
sion of her breast cancer. Yow missed 16 games 
before announcing her comeback on January 

22.

Yow recorded her first win at NC State in 
Reynolds on January 10, 1976, a 68-64 win over 

Charleston.

her collegiate career ranked 18th in career scor-
ing (1,138) and third in assists (528)...Holds the 
school record for assists in a game with 14 (vs. 
Maryland, 2-23-93)…Named to the 1993 NCAA 
East Regional All-Tournament Team…In 2003, 
was named to the ACC Women’s Basketball 50th 
Anniversary Team.

VIRGINIA TECH - Robin Lee (1981-85)
Set three school records during a 29-point per-
formance against Florida State in 1981, which 
included 15-of-17 shooting from the free throw 
line...Despite shin splints her sophomore season, 
Lee started all but one game, helping the Hokies 
to back-to-back winning seasons for the first time 
in the program’s history…Became the program’s 
first player to register 1,000 points in a career, fin-
ishing with 1,147 career points, which still ranks 
her 10th all-time at Tech, 20 years later…Was 
inducted into the Virginia Tech Sports Hall of 
Fame in 2005.
 
WAKE FOREST - Nicole Andres (1991-94)
Won the Frances Pomeroy Naismith Award 
in 1994 as the top senior in the nation at 5-8 
and under…Second team All-ACC in 1992 and 
1994…Named to the ACC All-Tournament second 
team in 1994…Third all-time in program history 
with 1,663 career points…Led Demon Deacons in 
assists and free throw percentage all four years 
and in steals three times…Holds single-season 
records for three-point percentage and free throws 
made…Was inducted into the 2002 inaugural 
ceremony of the New England Basketball Hall 
of Fame…Played professionally in Germany in 
1995 and joined the WNBA during the inaugural 
season, playing for the Charlotte Sting.

JOINING THE 700-CLUBVS. NON-CONFERENCE
Kay Yow received steady play from her NC State Wolfpack 
to earn her 700th career victory, 68-51, over Florida State 
in Atlantic Coast Conference women’s basketball action 
Monday, February 5 at Reynolds Coliseum.

Yow joins an exclusive club, one that now features a mere 
six coaches at the Division I level that have compiled 700 
career wins. Yow joins Tennessee’s Pat Summit, Texas’ Jody 
Condradt, Rutgers’ Vivian Stringer, North Carolina’s Sylvia 
Hatchell and former LSU coach Sue Gunter.

The ACC and NC State welcomed back Coach Kay Yow to 
the reigns of the Wolfpack women’s basketball program in 
early December as the veteran coach rejoins her squad af-
ter a recurrence of breast cancer. In November, Yow took a 
leave of absence from her coaching duties as she began a 
series of new treatments, a combination of chemotherapy 
and newer targeted biologic therapies. 

The WBCA and committee members selected North 
Carolina’s Ivory Latta as January ’s National Player of 
the Month. 

Latta’s January average included: 19.6 points per game, 
3.2 assists with 48 percent shooting from behind the arc to 
help the Tar Heels (24-0, 8-0) dominate the month. Latta 
received the award for the third straight year, winning it 
in February 2006 and March 2005.

The senior point guard’s field goal percentage of 46 
pushed UNC into the No. 2 spot in the USA TODAY ESPN 
Div. I Top 25 Coaches’ Poll with wins over Connecticut, 
Georgia Tech, Virginia Tech, Virginia, Clemson and NC 
State. Latta’s game and season-high of 32 points helped 
the Tar Heels topple top-ranked Maryland and gave 
the defending NCAA Champions their first lost of the 
season.

Duke senior Lindsey Harding was selected as the 2007 
Nancy Lieberman Award winner as announced by the 
Rotary Club of Detroit.  The criteria for the award are the 
floor leadership, play-making and ball-handling skills 
that personified Hall of Famer Nancy Lieberman during 
her career.    

Duke’s Lindsey Harding, North Carolina’s Ivory Latta and 
Maryland’s Kristi Toliver were three of the 11 finalists 
for the Nancy Lieberman Award, given annually to the 
nation’s top collegiate point guard.

The ACC is the only conference to place three on the list. 

Among her many 2006-07 honors, she was selected ESPN.
com Player of the Year, the Women’s Basketball Coaches 
Association (WBCA) Defensive Player of the Year, ACC 
Player of the Year & Defensive Player of the Year and the 
Frances Pomery Award winner.

This most prestigious award, regarded as “The 
Heisman of Women’s Basketball”, debuted in 1978 
as the first-ever women’s national player of the year 
award in college basketball.

State’s Kay Yow holds the most ACC Tourna-
ment wins with 38.

54 - The 2006-07 schedule featured 54 tele-
vised games, the most in ACC women’s basket-
ball history. The television package included 
97 appearances, in which 29 matchups will 
be featured on the league’s regional sports 
network.

100 - Virginia Tech head coach Beth 
Dunkenberger captured her 100th career 
win on Feb 19, 2006, as the Hokies defeated 
Georgia Tech, 70-54.

152 - Last year’s 152 non-conference wins 
was the highest victory tally in the league’s 
29-year history of women’s basketball.

700- Kay Yow joined an exclusive club, one 
that now features a mere six coaches at the 
Division I level that have compiled 700 career 
wins. Yow joins Tennessee’s Pat Summit, Texas’
