San Juan is located in the Northern Coastal Plains region and has
three distinct areas: Old San Juan, the beach and resort area, and
the outerlying communities.

SIGHTSEEING

block neighborhood which was originally
conceived as a military stronghold has
evolved into a charming residential and
commercial district.
