 Midwestern State sits atop the LSC South with a 9-7 overall record, and a 1-0 record 
in Division play, entering Thursday’s game winning two of its last three games. The 
Indians fell at the University of Central Oklahoma, 93-85, before bouncing back to drop 
Northeastern State University, 67-54.  MSU edged Texas A&M-Commerce, 58-53, on 
Jan. 10 in the LSC South’s only game to date.
 TAMU-C brings a 13-3 ledger into the weekend, as the Lions head to Portales, 
N.M. on Thursday to take on Eastern New Mexico.  The Lions are ranked No. 13 in 
this week’s NABC Division II Top 25 Poll, slipping two spots from last week.  Though 
TAMU-C maintains the best overall record in the LSC South, the Lions sit in the division’s 
proverbial basement after a loss to South opponent Midwestern State on Jan. 10.  The 
loss at Midwestern broke a six-game winning streak, though the Lions rebounded to 
overtake Tarleton State, 62-60, in overtime on the road in their last game on Jan. 15.
 ENMU has a 7-8 record entering the weekend, as the Greyhounds host TAMU-
Commerce on Thursday and Midwestern State Saturday.  After a 22-point loss to 
Southeastern Oklahoma last Thursday, 84-62, ENMU bounced back to topple East 
Central, 83-70, on Saturday.

The Coaches
 WTAMU head coach Rick Cooper (Wayland Baptist, 1981), who is in his 12th year 
at the helm of the Buffs, is WTAMU’s all-time winningest head coach.  Cooper became 
WTAMU’s all-time winningest coach with the Buffs’ win at Southwestern Oklahoma on 
Jan. 8, 2004 for win No. 207, passing Sam Burton’s 206 wins from 1921-1933.  With a 
223-109 (.672) record, Cooper currently is fourth on WTAMU’s Best Winning Percentage 
list. {See WTAMU’s coaching log on Page 6}.  
 In his 18 years as a collegiate head coach, Cooper has a 375-157 (.705) career record, 
ranking him 13th among active NCAA-II coaches for winning percentage.  Cooper is also 
in the top 25 for total victories among active NCAA-II coaches.  Cooper is also 20th on the 
NCAA-II all-time coaching list for winning percentage.
 Cooper is a three-time LSC Coach of the Year (1993-’94, 1997-’98, 1998-’99), as 
well as NABC South Central Regional Coach of the Year (1997-’98).
 The Buffs have won three LSC titles under Cooper and been to the NCAA Regional 
Tournament five times, including three in the last four years.
 MSU is coached by Jeff Ray (Midwestern State, 1984) who is in his second stint 
leading the Indians’ program, as he directed MSU from 1995-2000, then returned to the 
bench last season.  Ray has compiled a 143-79 (.644) record in his eight seasons as a 
collegiate head coach.
 TAMU-C bench director Sam Walker (Sam Houston State, 1991) is in his fifth season 
leading the Lions.  Walker has a 69-58 (.543) record in his collegiate head coaching career.
 Eastern New Mexico head coach Shawn Scanlan (Kansas, 1978) is in his fifth year 
at the leash of the Greyhounds, maintaining a 66-59 (.528) record at ENMU.  In his 19 
years of head coaching, including junior college, Scanlan has a 334-219 (.604) career 
record.  Scanlan has led the Greyhounds to the LSC South crown the last two years, 
advancing to the NCAA-II South Central Regional Tournament last season.

 WTAMU has been outscored by the opposition, 64.1-63.0, as 
the Buffs rank 13th (next to last) in the LSC in scoring offense, but 
fifth in scoring defense.  The -1.1 scoring margin is good for 12th 
in the league.  WTAMU is still averaging just under 20 turnovers a 
game (287 in 15 games, 19.1 pg), ranking 12th in the conference 
in turnover margin (1.80).  The Buffs remain on the plus side in 
rebounding advantage, improving to +2.1 (34.5-32.5), moving up to 
eighth in the league.
 The Buffs are led by 6-6 senior forward Jamil Terrell, whose is 
averaging just under a double-double per outing (13.7 ppg, 9.7 rpg), 
adding 2.1 blocks per game as well.  Terrell is tied for the lead in 
the conference in blocked shots with 31 (2.1 bpg), and also ranks 
third in the league in rebounding and 17th in scoring, as well as 
15th in field goal percentage (.530).  
 Terrell has seven double-doubles on the season, including both 
games this weekend, tallying 11 points and 10 rebounds in the rout 
over ECU and added 14 points and 10 rebounds in the loss to SOSU.  
       Senior Carl Lamb (6-2, guard) tallies 9.7 ppg, and leads the 
team with 43 assists (3.1 apg), ranking 11th in the league in both 
assists and assist/turnover ratio (1.13).  Lamb netted nine points, 
shooting 3-of-4 from the field, and dished out two assists in the 
ECU win and six points and one assist in the SOSU, struggling 
from the field, shooting 2-of-11.
       Guard Govinda Thomas-Carter (junior, 6-3) also adds 9.7 
ppg, and is a team-best 32-of-35 (.914) from the free throw line 
on the season, which ranks second in the LSC.  Thomas-Carter is 
shooting 45-of-115 (.391) from the field, including 23-of-62 (.371) 
from 3-point land.
       Carlos Silva, a 6-9 senior forward, ranks third in the LSC in 
blocked shots (2.0 bpg) and netted a career-high 20 points in the 
win over ECU.  Silva averages 5.0 ppg.

WTAMU At Home
 WTAMU is 4-4 (.500) at home this season.  Overall, the Buffs 
are 28-13 (.683) at the WTAMU Event Center, and have won seven 
of their last 10 home games.

The Indians fell at the 
University of Central Oklahoma, 93-85, before bouncing back to 
drop Northeastern State University, 67-54.  MSU edged Texas A&M-
Commerce, 58-53, on Jan. 10 in the LSC South’s only game to date.
 Among the conference leaders in field goal percentage (4th, 
.467) and free throw percentage (3rd, .746), Midwestern State 
boasts the individual conference rebounding leader in Justin 
James, at 10.8 rpg.
 Senior 6-2 guard Jay January leads MSU’s offense with 16.4 
points per game, as well as sinking a team-high 49 3-pointers and 
is .875 (21-24) from the free throw line. Ranked eighth in the LSC 
in scoring, second in three point field goals made (49) and 15th in 
3-point field goal percentage (.402), January led the team with 17 
points in Saturday’s victory over Northeastern and had three steals 
on the night.
 Justin James, a  6-6 senior forward, is averaging a double-
double per game for the Indians, scoring 11.4 ppg and pulling down 
10.8 rpg. In his last game, James netted 12 points while grabbing 
10 rebounds.
 Sophomore 6-0 guard, Chad Rickett rounds out MSU’s 
leaders, averaging 12.3 ppg and 2.7 rpg. Rickett is ranked 25th in 
points per game and 13th in field goal percentage, and is eighth 
in field goal percentage, shooting 52-of-62 (.839) from the line, 
including going 7-of-8 in Saturday’s game against Northeastern.
 Thursday’s game will be a homecoming of sorts for 6-3 junior 
guard Tate Lombard, who is a native of Canyon and son of CHS 
girls basketball coach, Joe Lombard.  Tate Lombard tallies 6.4 ppg 
and 2.4 rpg.

Though TAMU-C maintains the best overall record in the LSC 
South, the Lions sit in the division’s proverbial basement after a 
loss to South opponent Midwestern State on Jan. 10.  The loss 
at Midwestern broke a six-game winning streak, though the Lions 
rebounded to overtake Tarleton State, 62-60, in overtime on the 
road in their last game on Jan. 15.
 The Lions top the LSC South in scoring margin (+9.6) and 
are second only to Central Oklahoma (+10.1) in the conference. 
TAMU-C is also among the conference leaders in both field goal 
defense (4th, .412) and 3-point field goal defense (4th, .310) as 
well as 3-point field goal percentage (2nd, .382). 
 Led by 5-8 junior guard Jermart Miller, the Lions are 
outscoring their opponents, 74.1 to 64.5.  Miller leads the team 
with a 15.8 ppg avg, ranking ninth in the league.  He has hit 40 
3-pointers this season, which ranks him fourth in the LSC with 
2.50/game.  Miller was the Lions’ second highest scorer in the 
Tarleton State game with 12 points.
 Matt Rager is averaging 12.4 points and 2.8 rebounds per 
game for the Lions. The 6-2 senior guard is shooting a team-high 
.836 (56-of-57) from the line, ranking him ninth in the LSC in free 
throw percentage. In his last game, Rager netted a team-high 16 
points, including 5-of-6 from the line, and pulled down five boards. 
 Jonathan Hopkins, a 6-9 senior center, anchors the Lions’ 
defensive front, leading Commerce in blocks with 16 (1.00 bpg). 
Ranked ninth in the LSC in blocked shots, Hopkins also averages 
5.0 rpg and has 12 steals in sixteen games, which is second 
and third on the team respectively. Hopkins sank only 3-of-8 
field goals and missed both free throws in last Saturday’s game 
against Tarleton State. 

Buffs-Lions Series History
 WTAMU leads the all-time series, 37-20, winning the last 
three tangles and 13 of the last 14 meetings.  The Buffs swept 
last year’s meetings, winning 82-65 at Commerce, and 77-63 at 
the WTAMU Event Center.
 The Buffs used 22 points from Eduardo Caviglia to tame 
the Lions in the last meeting, while TAMU-C was led by Poncho 
Reedy’s 22 points. The Lions’ leading scorer, Clay Lewkowski, 
was shut down by the WTAMU defense, going scoreless for the 
first time this season, and fouled out, receiving a technical on the 
way to the bench.
 After a see-saw first half, which saw six ties and seven lead 
changes, Caviglia hit a 3-pointer that swished through the net as 
the buzzer sounded to give WTAMU a 32-29 lead at intermission.  
That slid the momentum drastically into the Buffs’ favor, as they 
came out of halftime with a 5-0 run to go up 37-29, holding the 
Lions scoreless for the first two and a half minutes.
 After TAMU-C cut the lead to 43-40 with 13:27 on a layup 
from Summers, the Buffs regained control with an 11-3 run, 
capped by a pair of free throws by junior guard Carl Lamb to put 
WTAMU up 54-43 with 7:22 to play.
 The lead never dipped below nine again, and stretched to 17 
at 76-59 with 1:07 remaining.

About Eastern New Mexico
 The Greyhounds have a 7-8 record entering the 
weekend, as they’ll host TAMU-Commerce on Thursday 
and Midwestern State Saturday.  After a 22-point loss 
to Southeastern Oklahoma last Thursday, 84-62, ENMU 
bounced back to topple East Central, 83-70, on Saturday.
 Despite having their roster ravaged by injuries, free 
throws have proven to be the Greyhounds’ strength, as they 
find themselves ranked second in the LSC in free throw 
percentage, shooting a combined .749 from the line. 
 ENMU is led by 6-5 senior forward Jamaal Hunnicutt, who 
is posting an average of 15.3 ppg and 7.1 rpg.  This ranks 
Hunnicutt 13th and eighth in the LSC respectively.  He is also 
among the conference leaders in steals (4th, 27), blocked 
shots (T11th, 0.80/game) and defensive rebounds (10th, 4.47/
game). In his last game, Hunnicutt drained 7-of-10 field goals 
and 10-of-11 free throws for 24 points, while pulling down 11 
rebounds for the double-double.
 Jolen Montoya, a 5-9 junior guard, ranks in the LSC in 
assists (T13th, 3.00/game,) free throw percentage (4th, .912), 
three point field goals made (12th, 1.85/game) and three point 
field goal percentage (12, .414). Montoya is second on the 
team, averaging 10.5 ppg, and has 18 steals on the season. 
In last Saturday’s game, he shot 50%, including five of seven 
treys and both free throws for a total of 19 points.
 ENMU’s sole conference leader is 6-2 senior guard 
Irshaun Pinckney, whose .941 free throw percentage is tops 
in the LSC, but missed the last two games with a leg injury. 
In addition, Pinckney nets 9.5 points per game and grabs 3.4 
boards, and is shooting .409 from behind the arc.

WTAMU-ENMU Series History
 The Buffs hold a dominating 48-12 advantage over 
their border-rivals, but ENMU has won the last three tussles, 
including both match-ups last year: 89-74, at Portales, N.M.

That would remain the score as the 
clock wound down to 15 seconds when WTAMU’s Carlos 
Silva missed two free throws, but Prater garnered the rebound 
yet missed a layup and Hunnicutt rebounded and was fouled.
 Hunnicutt hit one of the two ensuing free throws with 11 
seconds left, missing the second, but the rebound bounced out 
of bounds off WTAMU. Hunnicutt hit two more free throws to 
put the Greyhounds ahead 75-71 with eight ticks on the clock.
 Prater was fouled with three seconds remaining and hit 
one of two free throws and ENMU’s Travazz Buckley put the 
exclamation point on the win with a dunk at the buzzer.
 Hunnicutt hit 7-8 free throws in OT, to finish with 14 points 
to go with his game-high 14 rebounds, registering his second 
double-double in the last three games, both against WTAMU, 
as he had 18 points and 10 boards in the Greyhounds’ 89-74 
victory the week before at Portales, N.M.

 WTAMU outrebounded SOSU, 31-28, including snaring 15 
offensive boards, however the Buffs shot a paltry 31.3 percent (15-
of-48) from the field, including 6-of-21 (28.6 percent) from 3-point 
land. The Buffs were 13-of-21 (61.9 percent) from the free throw line.
 WTAMU also committed 18 turnovers, which SOSU converted 
into 24 points, while the Buff defense only turned the 13 Savage 
turnovers into nine points.
 SOSU also held a dominating 30-16 advantage on points in the 
paint, getting a game-high 21 points from forward Jeremy Brown, 
while Eric Babers tallied 15 points for the Savages, who shot 51.2 
percent (22-of-43) from the field, including 12-of-21 (57.1 percent) 
in the second half.
