Team Notes

 With today’s win, the Cowboys improve to 3-4 overall. The win also breaks a three-game slide.

 Today’s game was the fourth over the past five days for the Cowboys. The last time the Cowboys played four games in
five days was during the 1955-56 season. That year, the Cowboys traveled east and played at George Washington (Dec.
27), at Duke (Dec. 29), vs. Villanova in Raleigh, N.C. (Dec. 30) and vs. Minnesota in Raleigh, N.C. (Dec. 31).

 The Cowboys forced 23 turnovers today, marking the fourth time this season that they have forced 20 or more in a game.
They have also forced 14 or more turnovers in all seven of their games this season.

« This is the first time this season that the Cowboys have played overtime. The last time the Pokes played overtime was
at TCU onJan. 21, 2009. The last time the Cowboys played an overtime game at home was on Jan. 16, 2008 against Air
Force.

« For the third time this season, every Cowboy that played scored at least one point. All of those Cowboys also had a
rebound..

Individual Notes

» Sophomore A.J. Davis scored a career high 20 points today. His previous career high was 19 against Denver this past
Wednesday.

 Davis added three steals to his Mountain West Conference leading total. He now has 19 steals this season, an average
of 2.7 per game.

» Sophomore Adam Waddell was named to the World Vision Challenge All-Tournament team. In the tournament, Waddell
scored 39 points and pulled down 19 rebounds.

» Waddell made a career high nine free throws today on 12 attempts.

» Waddell has now scored in double-figures in three straight games and in four of six games this season. He has scored
eight or more points in all six games that he has played.

* Redshirt sophomore JayDee Luster just missed his first career double-double and finished with nine assists and nine
points. He also had five steals in the game. Nine points matches Luster’s career high, which he scored last night against
Hampton. Five steals also matches his career high.

 With 15 points this afternoon, sophomore Thomas Manzano reached double-figures for the second time this season.

» UW centers Boubacar Sylla and Adam Waddell were a combined 14 of 19 (.737) from the free-throw line today.
