Cowboys Return a Great Deal of Talent and Experience in 2010-11--
Look to Return to Upper Echelon of Mountain West:

After being one of the youngest teams in the nation last season, the Wyoming Cowboy
basketball team will return with a great deal of talent and experience in 2010-11. The Pokes
return all five starters and nine letterwinners.

The Cowboys will be led by two of the best freshmen in the nation over of the past two
seasons in junior Afam Muojeke and sophomore Desmar Jackson. The Cowboy frontcourt
will be in good hands with the return of senior forward Djibril Thiam and junior center Adam
Waddell. The Pokes also return their starting point guard in junior JayDee Luster, as well as
many role players like junior guard Arthur Bouédo, sophomore forward Daylen Harrison,
sophomore forward Amath M’Baye and senior forward Rob Watsabaugh.

The Wyoming coaching staff is excited about the addition of a recruiting class that will
address some areas of need, specifically perimeter shooting and rebounding. The Cowboys
added three guards in the 2010 recruiting class, including two of the top junior-college shooters
in the nation and a talented young freshman. Francisco Cruz, who ranked No. 22 in the
nation in scoring with 20.0 points a game, and Luke Martinez, who was a Second Team JuCo
All-American after averaging 19.7 points a game, will both be juniors. True freshman Joe
Hudson, who averaged 23.6 points a game during his senior season in Escondido, Calif., will also
contribute to the Pokes’ backcourt. To address their rebounding needs, the Cowboys plucked
the top junior college rebounder in the nation out of the state of Louisiana. Brian Gibson, who
averaged 14.6 boards a game last season, will be just a sophomore. In addition, the Cowboys
added a top-55 national recruit by way of a transfer from USC in Leonard Washington.
Washington will sit out this season, but will redshirt and be a junior in 2011-12.

Desmar Jackson Named Freshman All-American
and Third Team All-MWC in 2009-10:

Wyoming guard Desmar Jackson had a spectacular freshman season last year and was rewarded by earning Freshman All-America
honors from Collegelnsider.com and Third Team All-Mountain West Conference accolades from the league’s media and head coaches.

Jackson was one of only 20 freshmen from across the nation to be named to the 2010 Collegelnsider.com Freshmen All-America Team.
He joined the top freshmen in college basketball including Kentucky’s John Wall, Eric Bledsoe and DeMarcus Cousins, as well as Kansas’
Xavier Henry.

Jackson was voted to the All-Mountain West Conference Third Team on March 8 in a vote by the league’s media and head coaches.

Jackson, a Warren, Ohio native, had a tremendous true freshman season for the Cowboys. He was the Pokes’ leading scorer and
averaged 11.8 points per game, which was the second-best average by a freshman in the MWC and the 11th-best overall average in the
league. Jackson scored in double figures in 11 of UW's last 12 games and averaged 18.5 points a game during that stretch. On the season he
scored 366 points, which is the ninth most by a freshman in MWC history.

Jackson also excelled on the defensive end of the floor and ranked fourth in the MWC with 1.4 steals per game.

Cowboys Will Team Two of the Best Freshman in the Nation over the Past Two Seasons Together
in Afam Muojeke and Desmar Jackson:

When the Wyoming Cowboys take the floor this season they will be led by two of the best freshmen in the nation over the past two
seasons, junior Afam Muojeke and sophomore Desmar Jackson.

Muojeke, who missed the final 11 games of last season with a knee injury, was selected as the Mountain West Conference’s Freshman
of the Year in 2008-09. Jackson was named to the MWC's Third Team following this past season.

Both Muojeke and Jackson received national media attention following their freshman seasons. Muojeke was selected as an Honorable
Mention All-Freshman by Collegehoops.net, becoming one of only 34 freshman in the nation to be recognized. He was named an All-
Freshman by Rivals.com for all conferences outside the ACC, Big East, Big Ten, Big XII, Pac 10 and SEC. Jackson was one of only 20 freshmen
in the nation to be named to the 2010 Collegelnsider.com Freshmen All-America Team.

“It is exciting that we have had a freshman honored nationally following each of the last two seasons,” UW head coach Heath Schroyer
said. “We are looking forward to having both Dez and Afam on the floor together for the next two seasons. To have young players like
them in our program is exciting as we look to the future of Cowboy Basketball. It was unfortunate that we didn’t have both of them on the
floor last season, but I'm excited to see them playing together for years to come.”

He scored in double figures in 11 of
those 12 games--21 against both Utah
and Air Force, 11 against UNLV, 16 at
Colorado State, 14 at San Diego State,
22 against TCU, nine at New Mexico, 26
against BYU, 31 at Utah, 12 against Air
Force, 21 at UNLV and 18 against Air
Force in the MWC Tournament.

The 31 points at Utah on Feb. 27
are a career high for Jackson. Itis also
the most points scored by a Cowboy
since Afam Muojeke scored 31 in the first
game of the 2008-09 season.

Jackson scored in double figures 18
times during the season. He also scored
20 or more points seven times and 30 or
more points once.

Thiam had a career high 13 rebounds
and also scored 13 points. It marked the
second double-double of his career.

Adam Waddell Matches All-Time MWC Record with 22 Rebounds
Against Utah:

Adam Waddell had a career night as the Cowboys beat Utah on January 27. The Cody,
Wyo. native matched the Mountain West Conference'’s all-time single-game record with 22
rebounds. He also scored 13 points to record his first career double-double.

Those 22 rebounds are the second most in a single game in Arena-Auditorium
history. They also match the sixth most in Wyoming history. Reginald Slater, UW's all-time
rebounding leader, holds both records with a 27 rebound night against Troy State on Dec.
14, 1991.

Waddell joins Colorado State’s Jason Smith (2-24-07 vs. Wyoming) and UNLV's Louis
Amundson (12-12-04 vs. Auburn) as the conference's single-game rebounding record holder.
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Despite Battling Injuries, Adam
Waddell Plays in 29 of 31
Games--Averaged 9.4 Points

and 5.4 Rebounds a Game:
Adam Waddell had an injury plagued
sophomore season to say the least.
However, he showed a lot of heart in
playing through injury and contributing
greatly to the Cowboys. On the year,
Waddell was UW's third leading scorer
with 9.4 points per game and the team'’s
best rebounder with 5.4 per game. He
played in 29 of 31 games and averaged
24.0 minutes a game.

Waddell began the season with
a sore right knee and was forced to
undergo arthroscopic surgery to repair
cartilage damage on Oct. 28, just days
before the season began. He returned to
the lineup three weeks to the day after
surgery and missed only UW's first game
of the season.

While battling with a sore knee,
Waddell sprained his left ankle during UW's
win over Utah on Jan. 27. That injury forced
him to miss UW's game at Air Force on Jan.
30. The sprained ankle developed into a
deep bone bruise and slowed Waddell for
the remainder of the season.

Then, to add icing to the cake,
Waddell broke his nose in the opening
round of the 2010 MWC Tournament.

Afam Muojeke Missed the
Final 12 Games of the 2009-

10 Season: University of Wyoming
men’s basketball coach Heath Schroyer
announced on Friday, January 22
that Afam Muojeke would miss the
remainder of the season due to a
ruptured patellar tendon in his left knee.
Muojeke injured the knee in the first half
of UW's game at BYU on Wednesday,
January 20. He missed the final 12 games
of the season.

Muojeke underwent successful
surgery on Wednesday, January 27. Heis
in the process of rehabbing the injury.

Junior Adam Waddell recorded his first two career double-doubles during the
2009-10 season. His first double-double came on Jan. 27, 2010 when he scored 13 points
and had 22 rebounds. Those 22 rebounds match the most in a single game in Mountain
West Conference history. Waddell recorded his second career double-double on Feb. 6 at
Colorado State. He scored 16 points and had 10 rebounds in that game.

Afam Muojeke is One of the Best Young Scorers in Wyoming
History--Despite Season Ending Knee Injury During Sophomore Season

Afam Muojeke is one of the best scorers in Wyoming history through his first two
seasons at UW. He has scored 723 career points through just 49 career games. That ranks
as the sixth most points in school history by a player at the conclusion of their sophomore
season. It also ranks No. 10 among all players through their first two seasons at Wyoming.

Muojeke’s total would have undoubtably been higher had he not missed the final 12
games of his sophomore season due to a season-ending knee injury. Muojeke had hoped
to join Brandon Ewing as the only player in school history to score 1,000 points before the
conclusion of his sophomore season.

Muojeke reached the 500-point plateau for his young career against Boise State on Nov.
21. He reached 500 points in just his 36th career game.

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Heath Schroyer Ranked No. 3 in the Nation Among Division | Coaches
in APR Improvements:

The University of Wyoming Cowboy basketball team and head coach Heath Schroyer
were recently recognized by FoxSports.com for the positive improvement they have made
over the past three seasons with their Academic Progress Rate (APR).

In fact, Schroyer is ranked No. 3 among all NCAA Division | coaches for the Cowboys’
APR improvements over the past three seasons.

Each academic year, the NCAA calculates a team’s APR. Each team’s APR is based on
eligibility, retention and graduation of each student-athlete receiving an athletic scholarship.

“First and foremost, this honor is a tribute to the young men in the Cowboy basketball
program who have made a serious commitment to being student-athletes,” UW Director of
Athletics Tom Burman said. “Secondly, this is a job well done by coach Schroyer and his staff
for recruiting young men who value academics, and putting them in a system where they can
succeed.”

“1 am really proud of all of our guys and my staff for their hard work and commitment
to academics,” Schroyer said. “This honor is a testament to a lot of hard work by many
people. | am excited about the academic culture we have established within our program.”

Since APR scores are released a season behind the current one, the improvements
made by the Cowboys began with the 2005-06 season and went through 2008-09. Schroyer
became the head coach of the Cowboys on March 23, 2007, and the 2007-08 season was his
first as the Pokes’ head coach.

The Cowboys have improved their single-year APR score 167 points, from a 771 for the
2005-06 season to a 938 for the 2008-09 season.

FoxSports.com’s rankings are not simply a list of the coaches with the top APR scores
in the country, but rather rank the coaches’ overall improvements during the last three
academic years. Overall improvement was measured by subtracting the 2005-06 APR score
from the 2008-09 total, even if the first score was inherited from another coaching staff. In
order to qualify for the rankings, a coach must have been with his current school during the
2007-08 season.

The author of the story, Jason Belzer, also gave Schroyer special accolades in closing his
article, calling UW'’s 167-point increase over two years “positively amazing”.

Cowboys Return from 17-point Deficit to Beat San Diego St. on Jan. 9:

On Saturday, January 9, the Wyoming Cowboys recorded an improbable come-from-behind
victory over San Diego State.

The Cowboys trailed by as many as 17 with 1:50 remaining in the first half before rallying
down the stretch of the second half. The Pokes outscored San Diego State 54-38 in the second
half and closed the game on a 13-3 run over the final 2:09. UW did not allow an Aztec field goal
over the final 2:09 and took their first lead, 85-82, with six seconds remaining.

Over the final 4:12, the Cowboys made six three pointers. They came from JayDee Luster
(3), Afam Muojeke (2) and Arthur Bouédo (1). Luster made the eventual game winner with six
seconds remaining.

Cowboys Break All-Time School Record for Points in a Game
with 123 Against Adams State--Score 120 Against Pperu State:

The Wyoming Cowboys broke the all-time University of Wyoming record for points
scored in a game on Saturday, Jan. 2 as they beat Adams State 123-71.

The previous school record of 121 points came against Mississippi Valley State in a 121-87
win on Nov. 30, 1979. That game was played in War Memorial Fieldhouse.

The 123 points against Adams State also breaks the all-time Arena-Auditorium record.

That marked the second time last season that the Cowboys put up big offensive numbers.
In a win over Peru State on Nov. 18, the Cowboys scored 120 points. That mark set the Arena-
Auditorium record at the time.

The previous AA record was 113 points on Nov. 27, 1987 in a 113-82 win over Denver.

The Pokes have now scored 120 points or more points five times in school history.

Afam Muojeke Named 2008-09
Mountain West Conference Freshman of the Year:

Afam Muojeke was selected as the 2008-09 Mountain West Conference Freshman of the
Year following the 2009-10 regular season. Muojeke was selected by a voting panel that
consisted of MWC head coaches and media members.

Muojeke, a Jamaica, Queens, N.Y. native, was the second Cowboy to be named the
MWC's Freshman of the Year. Jay Straight, who played for the Cowboys from 2002-05, was
selected as the MWC's Co-Freshman of the Year following the 2001-02 season.

Rankings: The Wyoming Cowboys
were recently selected as the 63rd best
program in the country, according to the
ESPN/Sagarin rankings of NCAA Division |
basketball programs.

The Cowboys finished above many
notable teams including Florida, Georgia
Tech, Boston College, Texas Tech, Arizona
State and many more. The Cowboys are
ranked No. 4 among current members of
the Mountain West Conference behind No.
19 Utah, No. 41 BYU and No. 58 UNLV.

The rankings came out prior to the
2009-10 season and were based on school’s
wins and losses and scoring margin from
1937-38 to the present.

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For Third Consecutive Year,
Cowboys Achieve Highest Annual APR:

The Cowboy basketball program has now achieved its highest single-year Academic
Progress Rate (APR) in each of the past three seasons.

The team'’s single-year APR improved to an all-time high of 938 during the 2008-09
season. The team set previous program highs of 928 in 2006-07 and 933 in 2007-08. With
that single-year improvement, the program’s multi-year score is now 892.

The 2007-08 season marked the first under head coach Heath Schroyer. In his first
full season at the helm of the Cowboy basketball program, the team'’s annual APR score
improved 162 points from an historic low of 771 during 2006-07 to a 933 for 2007-08.

Each academic year every Division | team calculates its APR. A team’s APR is based on
eligibility, retention and graduation of each student-athlete on scholarship. The multi-year
APR scores date back four academic years to the 2005-06 season.

Due to the Cowboys’ academic improvement and a favorable comparison based on
other academic and institutional factors, the Cowboys were allotted 13 scholarships for the
2009-10 season. That is the maximum number of scholarships allowed by the NCAA for
men’s basketball programs.

Heath Schroyer is “Five for Five":

In his coaching career, University of Wyoming head coach Heath Schroyer has guided
all five of the Division | teams that he has coached to either the postseason, a conference
championship or both.

Those coaching stops include head coaching jobs at Wyoming (2007-present) and
Portland State (2002-05), as well as assistant coaching jobs at Fresno State (2005-07),
Wyoming (2001-02) and BYU (1997-01).

Conference title outright. It was Wyoming's 16th regular-season championship in men'’s
basketball. UW's other two conference championships came in the form of conference
tournament titles in 1987 and ‘88. The Cowboys also tied for the MWC regular-season title
in the 2000-01 season with Brigham Young and Utah.

Basketball Hall of Fame coach Everett Shelton won the most conference titles for the
Cowboys. Shelton captured eight conference titles in his 19 seasons as head coach from
the 1939-40 season through the 1958-59 campaign. Coach Shelton also guided Wyoming
to its one NCAA National Championship in 1943. Jim Brandenburg ranks next among
Poke coaches with four conference titles in the ‘80s. Bill Strannigan won two Western
Athletic Championships in 1967 and ‘69. Steve McClain also captured two titles in 2001 and
2002. Benny Dees (1988) and Willard Witte (1932) are the other UW head coaches to win
conference titles. They each won one conference championship apiece.

Current Wyoming head coach Heath Schroyer was a vital part of that 2001-02 MWC
outright regular-season championship. Schroyer was an assistant coach for the Cowboys that
season.

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Heath Schroyer, Head Basketball Coach
University of Wyoming

Now entering his fourth season as the head basketball coach of the Wyoming Cowboys, Heath Schroyer
believes the pieces are in place to make a run in the very competitive Mountain West Conference.

Schroyer, who was hired as the 20th head coach in Wyoming Cowboy Basketball history on March 23, 2007,
is excited about returning a core of players that has gained a great deal of experience at the NCAA Division |
level.

At Wyoming, Schroyer has recruited two of the best freshmen in the country over the past two years in Afam
Muojeke and Desmar Jackson. Muojeke was the 2009 MWC Freshman of the Year and Desmar Jackson was
named to the MWC's Third Team in 2010. Muojeke was selected as a 2009 Honorable Mention All-Freshman
by Collegehoops.net. Jackson was one of only 20 freshmen named to the Collegelnsider.com Freshman All-
America Team in 2010. Muojeke is the MWC's all-time leading freshman scorer and Jackson ranks No. 9 on
that list.

During his coaching career, Schroyer has been involved in winning league championships at three different
NCAA Division | programs. He has also guided all five Division | teams that he has coached to a league championship, the postseason or to
both.

Throughout his career, Schroyer has had great success with building programs. At both his stops as a head coach, Wyoming and
Portland State, he has worked on successful rebuilding efforts. As an assistant coach, he helped rebuild both BYU and Fresno State.

After taking over as the head coach of the Wyoming Cowboys, Schroyer led the Pokes to a 12-win season in his first campaign.
However, it was during his second season that the Cowboys saw a vast improvement.

During the 2008-09 season, the Cowboys won 19 games, earned their first postseason bid since 2002-03 and advanced to the semifinals
of the MWC Tournament. On the year, the Cowboys beat four different teams that advanced to postseason play--Northern lowa, New
Mexico, San Diego State and UNLV. The Cowboys finished 19-14 and 7-9 in the MWC.

That two-year turnaround, from a 12-18 record to a 19-14 mark, matched the 44th best in the nation. Following the season, Schroyer’s
contract was extended through 2014.

The 2009-10 season was marked by youth and injuries. The Cowboys not only had the third fewest upperclassmen in all of Division |
basketball, they also had to battle a rash of injuries. The Pokes lost their top-returning scorer Afam Muojeke to a season-ending knee injury
during the first half of MWC play. They also spent much of the season with a less than healthy center. Returning starter Adam Waddell was
less than 100 percent for the entire season. He had knee surgery prior to the season, then suffered a high ankle sprain during MWC play and
also battled some back issues. Fellow center Boubacar Sylla ended up being medically disqualified following the season and played limited
minutes throughout the year due to a bad foot.

An area that Schroyer placed a great deal of emphasis on during his first three years at UW was improving the Cowboys' Academic
Progress Rate. During the 2007-08 season, Schroyer's first at UW, the Cowboys achieved their highest APR score at the time and regained
a full 13 scholarships for the 2009-10 season. Currently, the team’s single-year APR is the highest it has ever been. During the summer of
2010, Schroyer was ranked No. 3 in the country by FoxSports.com for APR improvements over the past three seasons.

“We have accomplished a lot in three short years,” said Schroyer. “The culture of our program has done a 180, we are on solid ground
academically and have regained all of our scholarships. We also received the first postseason bid at UW since 2003. | truly believe all of this
has led us to the point where this program will reap the fruits of our labor over the next few years.”

One area in which the Cowboys have excelled under Schroyer is getting to the free throw line and converting. In 2008-09, the Cowboys
led the nation in made free throws and ranked second in attempts. In 2009-10, the Pokes ranked No. 6 nationally in attempted free throws
and No. 7 in made free throws.

In his time at Wyoming, Schroyer’s Cowboys have received a great deal of individual attention. In three years, a Cowboy has been
named All-MWC five times. Brandon Ewing was named First Team All-MW(C in 2009 and Second Team All-MW(C in 2008, after leading the
league in scoring both years. Both Tyson Johnson and Sean Ogirri were named Honorable Mention in 2009. Desmar Jackson was named to
the Third Team in 2010.

Ewing was selected as an Honorable Mention All-American among high-major schools by Collegehoops.com following the 2008-09
season. He was also named All-District VIII by the United States Basketball Writers Association and Second Team All-District 17 by the
National Association of Basketball Coaches. In 2008, Ewing was named Second Team All-District VIl by the USBWA and Second Team All-
District 13 by the NABC.

Prior to accepting the Wyoming job, Schroyer served as the associate head coach at Fresno State University under Steve Cleveland
during the 2005-06 and 2006-07 seasons. The Bulldogs posted a 22-10 record during the 2006-07 season and placed third in the Western
Athletic Conference. Fresno State advanced to first round of the 2007 National Invitation Tournament, despite playing with scholarship
restrictions due to a pre-existing probation. That marked the last time FSU has been in the postseason.

Schroyer also coached with Cleveland at Fresno City College (1996-97) and BYU (1997-01). At BYU, he was part of a resurgence that
saw the Cougars improve from a 1-25 record in 1996, the year prior to the coaching staff’s arrival, to an NIT appearance in 2000, and a
league championship and an NCAA Tournament appearance in 2001.

After leaving BYU in 2001, Schroyer joined the staff at Wyoming for the 2001-02 season. The Cowboys won the MWC Regular-Season
Championship, earned their first trip in 14 years to the NCAA Tournament and upset Gonzaga, the sixth ranked team in the nation, in the
tournament'’s first round. With Schroyer in charge of the defense, the Cowboys led the MWC in field-goal-percentage defense, defensive
rebounding and rebound margin.

Schroyer left Wyoming to become the second youngest Division | head coach (age 30) when he was hired at Portland State in April of
2002. In his three seasons at Portland State, he led the Vikings to steady and marked improvement. In his first season (2002-03), the Vikings
won five games. In his second year, they won 11. His final season of 2004-05, he directed PSU to a 19-9 record, an 11-3 Big Sky Conference
record and the first Division | conference championship by a male or female Portland State team. PSU was one of the top-three turnaround
programs in the nation in 2004-05 as ranked by Collegelnsider.com. The program was also ranked as one of the top-25 turnarounds by
Collegelnsider.com following the 2003-04 season. In his first year at Portland State, the Vikings were restricted to six scholarship players
and in his second season, that scholarship total increased to nine. Finally, in his final season at Portland State the Vikings had a full set of
scholarships. Those scholarship restrictions were due to the NCAA's 5/8 rule at the time.
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Not only did that ‘04-'05 Viking team set a school record for consecutive conference wins (seven), but it was the only team in the Big
Sky to boast a winning road record. The Vikings were ranked 10th in the nation in field goal percentage (.492) and 15th in assists per game
(16.8). In addition, Schroyer coached the nation’s assist leader, Will Funn, and the country’s 16th-best scorer, Seamus Boxley.

With the hiring of Schroyer at Wyoming, he and UW Athletics Director Tom Burman renew a professional relationship that began when
Burman hired Schroyer as the head men’s basketball coach at Portland State.

Upon his hiring, Schroyer said “I am honored to be the head basketball coach at Wyoming. | believe that this basketball program has
unlimited potential. This is a special place with tremendous support from some great fans. It is my goal to build this program into something
that makes every Cowboy fan proud.”

A native of Walkersville, Md., Schroyer played high school basketball at DeMatha High School in Hyattsville, Md., under Hall of Fame
coach Morgan Wootten. Schroyer was an all-conference performer at Kings River Community College (Reedley, Calif.), and led his team to
the California Junior College Final Four in 1991-92. He finished his collegiate career at Armstrong Atlantic State (Savannah, Ga.) where, as a
senior, he was a team captain and led his team to the NCAA Division Il Sweet 16.

Schroyer will enter the 2010-11 season at the age of 38 (March 15, 1972). He earned his bachelor’s degree in liberal studies from
Armstrong Atlantic State in 1995, and his master’s in institutional leadership from National University (Fresno, Calif.) in 1996.

Schroyer and his wife, Karen, have one son, Hayden, who is nine years old.

e The Cowboys reached 19 wins in 2008-09, the 25th time they have done so in school history.

e Schroyer helped guide two different teams, Wyoming and BYU, to consecutive Mountain West Conference titles -- BYU in the 2000-01
season and Wyoming in 2001-02.

e Schroyer was a part of three consecutive teams that won 20 games from 2000 to 2002. BYU won 22 games in the 1999-2000 season and
24 in 2000-01. Wyoming won 22 games during the 2001-02 campaign.

e Schroyer helped coach Wyoming to a win over No. 6 ranked Gonzaga, 73-66, in the First Round of the 2002 NCAA Tournament. That win
was Wyoming's first NCAA Tournament win since advancing to the Sweet 16 of the 1987 NCAA Tournament.

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Assistant Coaching Staff

Fred Langley is in his fourth season as the associate head coach of the Wyoming basketball
program. He has been UW head coach Heath Schroyer’s top assistant since Schroyer became
UW's head coach on March 23, 2007.

As associate head coach with the Cowboys, Langley is directly involved in every aspect of
the Wyoming basketball program. He maintains extensive coaching responsibilities, while also
- leading and implementing recruiting for the Cowboys. He is directly responsible for expanding
the Cowboys’ recruiting efforts in the United States as well as many countries within Europe and
Africa. Those efforts have resulted in the 2010-11 Cowboy roster featuring four international
players.

During Langley’s coaching career, he has worked at all levels of the game including Division |,
junior college, high school and AAU, giving him a wealth of knowledge on and off the basketball
floor.

Langley and UW head coach Heath Schroyer have a long-standing relationship that dates back
to the mid-1990’s when they were each assistant coaches in the Central Valley Conference for California community
colleges. Prior to the 2004-05 season, Langley joined Schroyer’s staff at Portland State, helping guide the Vikings to a
19-9 (.679) record and the first Big Sky Conference Championship in school history.

During the 2005-06 and 2006-07 seasons, Langley served as an assistant coach at his alma mater, Fresno State,
while Schroyer served as the associate head coach. During the 2006-07 season, the Bulldogs finished 22-10 (.687), won
seven of their last nine games, and advanced to the NIT.

During the mid-1990's, Langley was an assistant coach to Steve Cleveland (the current head coach at Fresno
State) at Fresno City College. While at Fresno City College, the Rams made their first trip to the Elite Eight of the
California Community College State Playoffs since 1968. Langley also served as the head coach at Central High School in
Fresno, Calif. where he led the Grizzlies to the California Sectional Title for the first time since 1943.

Langley co-founded the Elite Basketball Organization (EBO) with Darren Matsubara in 1991. EBO is recognized
as one of the most respected AAU basketball programs in the country. He also coached the Colorado Pump-and-Run
AAU team.

Langley graduated from Fresno State in 1987. Langley and his wife, Christine, have one son, Payton, and one
daughter, Kayla.

Anthony Stewart is entering his fourth season as an assistant coach at the University of
Wyoming and his ninth overall season as a college coach.

As a recruiter at Wyoming, Stewart has focused on recruiting the Midwest and especially his
home state of Ohio. Stewart, a native of Akron, Ohio, has kept Ohio basketball in the family and
has helped bring three Ohio natives to the Cowboy basketball program. Current Cowboys who
hail from Ohio include Daylen Harrison (Akron) and Desmar Jackson (Warren). Jackson was one
of only 20 freshmen nationally named to the Collegelnsider.com Freshman All-America Team in
2010. He was named to the MWC’s Third Team as a freshman and currently ranks No. 9 on the
conference’s all-time freshman scoring list.

Stewart has five years of experience as an NCAA Division | coach, serving as an assistant at
Long Beach State for the 2004-05 and 2005-06 seasons before joining the Wyoming staff prior
to the 2007-08 season. Before returning to coaching, Stewart completed his master’s degree in
business administration in 2006.

As an assistant coach at Long Beach State, Stewart recruited Aaron Nixon, who was the No. 1
ranked junior college player in the country as ranked by the Sporting News. Nixon went on to earn Big West Conference
Player of the Year honors for the 2006-07 season, and was also named an Honorable Mention All-American by the
Associated Press.

Prior to coaching at Long Beach, Stewart was the top assistant at Columbus State Community College in
Columbus, Ohio. While at Columbus State, he helped develop that program into one of the top Division Il junior college
programs in the country. In his final season as an assistant coach at CSCC, the Cougars posted a 29-2 record, and
were ranked No. 1 in the country before losing to eventual national champion Cuyahoga Community College. Stewart
recruited three All-Americans and five First Team All-Conference selections while at Columbus State. The Cougars
posted an 86-36 (.705) record in his time at CSCC.

A native of Akron, Ohio, Stewart was a two-sport star at Mount Union College in Alliance, Ohio. He was twice
named Most Valuable Player of the Mount Union basketball team, and concluded his college career ranked on Mount
Union’s all-time scoring list. Stewart also was a three-year letterman in baseball as a pitcher.

He received his bachelor’s degree in business management from Mount Union in 1993, and completed his MBA
from the Chancellor University College of Business in Cleveland, Ohio, in 2006.

Stewart and his wife, Cheryl, have two sons, Anthony and Parker, and one daughter, Skylar.
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Nate Dixon is the newest member of the Cowboy basketball coaching staff, as he was hired as an assistant coach
on May 19, 2010.

Dixon brings over 13 years of coaching experience at the college level to Wyoming. He has been rated as one
of the top mid-major assistant coaches in the nation by Basketball Times and HoopScoop Online. He has coached
six conference championship teams (regular season and postseason combined) and helped guide four teams to
the NCAA Tournament (two at the both the Division | Division Il levels).

Dixon comes to Wyoming after spending the 2009-10 season at Louisiana-Lafayette as an assistant coach and
recruiting coordinator. There, he coached the Sun Belt Player of the Year Tyren Johnson and helped lead the
Ragin’ Cajuns to a 9-0 conference record at home.

Prior to his season at Louisiana-Lafayette, Dixon was an assistant coach and the recruiting coordinator at New
Orleans (2007-09) and Louisiana-Monroe (2005-07).

At New Orleans, Dixon helped land one of the best recruiting classes in the Sun Belt Conference in 2008-09,
according to numerous recruiting services. He also coached the Sun Belt's all-time leading scorer, Bo McCalebb,
who was selected as a mid-major All-American. In 2007-08, New Orleans won 19 games including road wins over
No. 21 NC State and Colorado.

At Louisiana-Monroe, Dixon helped lead the Warhawks to a share of the 2006-07 Sun Belt West Division Championship in their first
year in the league. They were picked to finish last in the Sun Belt preseason polls that year and ended the season 14-0 at home. He recruited
Tony Hopper (a three-time All-Sun Belt player and CBS Southland Freshman of the Year) and Jonas Brown (2007 Louisiana Newcomer of the
Year). Hopper finished his career ranked first in steals, second in three-pointers made, sixth in scoring and seventh in assists in school history.

Dixon worked at Florida under head coach Billy Donovan during the 2003-04 and 2004-05 season. As Assistant to the Head Coach,
he handled various administrative duties. He also helped land a tremendous recruiting class at Florida that went on to win back-to-back
national championships in 2006 and 2007. In 2003-04, Florida was at one time ranked No. 1 in the nation in all polls and went on to finish
as the SEC Tournament Runner Up. In his finals season at Florida, the Gators won the SEC Tournament for the first time in school history.
They won 24 games that year, which were the fourth most in school history at the time. In his time at Florida, Dixon coached numerous NBA
players including David Lee, Corey Brewer, Al Horford, Joakim Noah, Chris Richard, Taurean Green and Anthony Roberson.

Dixon began his college coaching career as an assistant coach in the Division Il level. He worked at Belmont Abbey (1997-98) and
Queens University (1998-2001). He helped guide Queens to an Elite 8 and Sweet 16 appearance in back-to-back seasons. In the Division
Il ranks, he recruited eventual All-Americans J.R. Gamble (Queens) and Byron Johnson (Belmont Abbey). In addition to Gamble, that same
recruiting class included Carlos Andrade (Queens’ all-time leading rebounder and second-leading scorer) and Chris Benson (Queens all-time
leading scorer).

Dixon’s first Division | job came as an assistant coach and recruiting coordinator at Stetson University in DeLand, Fla. between 2001-
03. There he recruited the 2003 Atlantic Sun Freshman of the Year, E.J. Gordon and Anthony Register, which became the highest scoring
duo in Stetson history.

Dixon began his coaching career in the high school ranks at Toms River South High School in Toms River, N.J. in 1994. He also
coached at the AAU level for the Jersey Shore Warriors in Wall, N.J.

From 1998-2001, Dixon served on the National Association of Basketball Coaches (NABC) Assistant Coaches’ Board of Directors.

Dixon played for two seasons and spent a redshirt season at Gardner-Webb University. He also played one year at LaGrange
College and played for the Jersey Shore Pro-Am team for three summers. He graduated from UNC Wilmington in 1994 with a degree in
communication and a minor in business.

Dixon and his wife, the former Kristin Fabrizio, have two sons: Walker (8) and Hunter (7).

Muojeke is a long and athletic wing who can score off of the dribble, as well as from the perimeter. He also does a
tremendous job of getting to the free-throw line and averages nearly four made free throws a game.
