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2004 Wyoming Football Season Outlook

What a difference a year makes.
Joe Glenn has gotten a lot done in the short time he has been at the University of Wyoming.
He and his staff were hired  Dec. 12, 2002, and immediately went to work.  Given the time restraints, they did the

very best they could in the recruiting arena, then pulled off a couple of  big victories during the fall over rivals Brigham
Young and Colorado State.  Glenn’s first season produced a 4-8 record, twice as many victories as during any of
Wyoming’s three previous seasons.

Things were much easier during Glenn’s second spring on the UW campus.  The coaches knew more about the
players, the players knew more about the coaches, their expectations and their schemes.  There was still much to be
done, but after spring training, Glenn was pleased with the progress his team had made.

Spring training answered any questions at quarterback, running back and in the defensive front seven. Heading into
fall camp, work remains to be done in developing depth in the offensive line and secondary, and in solidifying the tight
end position.

“In my mind, spring training is a time for teaching and learning,” Glenn says.  “We don’t do a lot of hitting during
the spring. I thought our camp went very well until Jay McNeal was injured (knee surgery).  That put a damper on things,
but it didn’t minimize the progress that was made by this team.  Other than that injury, I thought we had an outstanding
spring.  If we can make the same progress during our pre-fall session, we will be okay.

“We still have some question marks.  Certainly the injury to McNeal left us short in the secondary, and we need to
feel comfortable with our depth in the offensive line. In both of those areas, especially in the o-line, we’re counting on
individuals who were not with us during spring training.”

Those individuals Glenn is talking about include a pair of veterans who missed spring training because of injury, and a
junior college transfer who will arrive on campus in the fall.  Junior tackle Dan Fisher (recovering from knee surgery), and
junior guard Drew Severn (recovering from shoulder surgery), should be ready to roll for the season.  Both saw plenty of
playing time a year ago, and will really give the o-line a boost.

The Cowboys are hoping that junior college transfer Alan Erving (6-4, 315) will help that depth problem.  Erving
comes to Wyoming from Chaffey College (Calif.). A fourth lineman, Mark Schwarz (6-4, 290, So.), produced an
outstanding spring to elevate him into the mix.

“It is critical that we improve our depth in that offensive line,” Glenn says.  “We feel good about our starting group.
Those guys had outstanding springs. But we need to have two or three more guys step up.”

Three of those starters saw plenty of  time last season.  Senior Trenton Franz, at center, is an all-conference nominee.
Left Tackle Chase Johnson (6-8, 307, So.), and right guard Jason Karcher (6-3, 304, So.) both learned a great deal as
redshirt freshmen starters last season.  Both were thrown into the fire, and fared very well.  The new projected starter at
right tackle is Hunter Richards (6-7, 275, RSo.), who walked on to the program a year ago and had quite a spring.  He
looked very much like Johnson, and the staff believes he will improve in the same way.

The only other area of the offense that seems to harbor questions is the tight end position. Chris Cox (6-7, 246, Sr.)
had a good spring, but there are concerns about depth at that spot. This also is an area where the Cowboys are looking
for help from the junior college ranks.  John Wadkowski (6-4, 250, Jr.), a transfer from Ventura College (Calif.) was a
Jaycee All-American, and the coaching staff is anxious to take a look at him.

While concerns do exist, one of the biggest positives out of spring training was the work of starting quarterback
Corey Bramlet.  He had an excellent spring, and proved he will be an outstanding leader for this team.  Who will fill the
backup role still has not totally been answered.

“It all starts with that position,” Glenn says.  “A guy has to look good on a horse to lead a cavalry, and Corey
(Bramlet) really looks good on that horse.  We were very pleased with the way he prepared, competed and led the team.
We look for him to have an outstanding season.”

One thing is certain, he will have a talented stable of receivers as targets.  Jovon Bouknight (6-1, 189, Jr.) should be
one of the top playmakers in the league.  He is an outstanding athlete who can catch the deep ball and catch the ball in
a crowd.  Josh Barge (6-0, 203, Jr.) had an outstanding sophomore season, and is expected to be a main target.  Dustin
Pleasant (6-1, 175, RSo.) missed last season because of injury but is back and produced an excellent spring.  There is good
depth, as well, with Michael Ford (6-2, 203, RFr.), Tyler Holden (5-11, 173, RSo.), Jason Wallace (6-2, 180, Jr.) and Taber
LeMarr (6-3, 179, RFr.).

“We lost a couple of outstanding receivers (Ryan McGuffey and Malcom Floyd), who will go down as two of the
greats at Wyoming,” Glenn says.  “But as a group, we may be deeper and more effective than we were a year ago.”
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The running back position was another area that put smiles on coaches’ faces.  A couple of returnees, and a junior
college transfer have combined to make the position very sound.  Ivan Harrison (5-7, 190, So.) had a big spring, and will
head into the fall as the starter.  Junior C.R. Davis (5-10, 193) and junior college transfer Joseph Harris (5-7, 205, Jr.) from
Butler County Community College (Kan.) also played very well.

“We must run the football to be effective,” Glenn says.  “We feel these three will give us an opportunity to do that.”
While the Cowboys must run the football offensively to be effective, they need to stop the run on the other side of

the ball.
“We just can’t allow teams to run on us like they did last season,” Glenn says.  “Down the stretch of our season,

people pushed us around.  We feel we have made some adjustments and some moves that will help prevent that from
happening this year.

“We are much better on that side of the ball,” he continues.  “There’s no doubt in my mind that we have much
better team speed.  We’re also going to be a better defense against the run.”

Redshirt junior Dusty Hoffschneider, at nose guard, had a great spring.  A little guy (5-10, 250) by today’s standards,
Hoffschneider was outstanding at stopping the run.  The move of junior Aaron Robbins (6-4, 241) from tight end to
defensive end also turned out to be a big plus in that d-line.  Robbins seems very suited for the defensive side of the ball.
Add those two to some outstanding veterans, and the Cowboys are much more formidable. Senior tackles  Zach Morris
(6-2, 281) and Jacob Bonde (6-3, 299) and junior end John Flora (6-4, 273) give the Cowboys strength and experience up
front.

There is more strength and experience at linebacker, as well.  Seniors Randy Tscharner (6-2, 238), in the middle, and
Guy Tuell (6-1, 215), on the weakside, were first-year starters at their positions a season ago.  Both are much more
equipped to handle those spots this season. Sophomore John Prater (6-2, 229) also had an outstanding spring, and will
challenge Tscharner for that starting job in the middle.  On the strongside, sophomore Austin Hall (6-2, 212) had an
outstanding spring and earned the starting nod heading into the fall.

The secondary took a hit when McNeal was injured during the final spring scrimmage.  He is not expected to return
until October.  Moving into his starting strong safety spot will be sophomore Marcial Rosales (6-1, 219), who had an
outstanding spring and saw playing time last year as a freshman.  The free safety spot is manned by sophomore John
Wendling (6-1, 203), who had one of the best springs of anyone in the secondary.  An outstanding athlete, Wendling has
become comfortable with the system, and possesses the talent and competitiveness to become a leader in the secondary.
The corner position has some depth questions.  Although he missed some of spring training, Derrick Martin (5-11, 182,
So.) demonstrated that he is an excellent cover corner.  Junior Terrance Butler (6-1, 177)  is the other starting corner.
Both sides will be backed up by younger players.  Glenn expects that all four positions will be strengthened by the influx
of new players in the fall.

The kicking game appears to be following in the tradition of some of Wyoming’s most outstanding special teams.
Place-kicker Deric Yaussi (5-11, 181, Jr.) had an outstanding season last year and an excellent spring.  He has developed
into a major weapon for the Cowboys.  Punter Adam Brooks (5-11, 191, Jr.) has not kicked in a regular-season game, but
demonstrated during spring training that he, too, can be quite a weapon.  He has a gifted leg.  The backup at both
positions, Scott Parker (6-0, 188, Jr.), has made great strides, and is certainly capable of filling in at either spot.

“Deric (Yaussi) is 20 pounds bigger, and  looks very good,” Glenn says.  “Adam (Brooks) made a great deal of
progress during the spring.  He has a tremendous leg, and can pound the football.  Parker’s improvement in the spring
was impressive, he is starting to come on, in both areas.  We really like our kicking game.”
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2004 Wyoming Home Schedule to
Feature MWC Rivals Air Force, San
Diego State and Utah, Plus Ole Miss
Becomes the First SEC Team to Visit
Laramie:  The Wyoming Cowboys’ 2004
football schedule will feature six home games
in War Memorial Stadium.  Highlighting the
home schedule will be the 43rd meeting with
longtime rival Air Force and the first-ever
meeting against the University of Mississippi.

Ole Miss’ visit to Laramie will also mark the
first time in history that a Southeastern
Conference school has played football in the
state of Wyoming.

Ole Miss and Wyoming will face each
other on Saturday, Sept. 25.  The Air Force
Falcons come to town on Saturday, Oct. 30.

Cowboy fans can also look forward to
Mountain West  Conference matchups with San
Diego State (Oct. 9), and MWC defending
champion Utah (Nov. 13).

The other two non-conference home
games for UW will feature Appalachian State in
the season opener on Sept. 4, and Louisiana-
Monroe on Oct. 2.

Wyoming’s five-game road schedule will
begin at Texas A&M on Sept. 11.  It is the third
time in the last five seasons that the Aggies and
Cowboys have played.  Wyoming traveled to
College Station on Sept. 9, 2000, and A&M
returned to Laramie on Sept. 6, 2001, in a
Thursday night ESPN game.  This year’s meeting
versus Texas A&M also marks the fourth time in
five seasons that UW has played at least one Big
12 school.  The 2002 season was the only one in
the last five that UW didn’t play a Big 12 foe.

The Pokes other four road games in 2004
will be at BYU on Oct. 16; at Colorado State on
Friday, Oct. 22 in a made-for-television game on
ESPN2; at UNLV on Nov. 6 and at New Mexico,
Nov. 20.

Mountain West Conference Has Three Bowl Game Ties Entering the 2004
College Football Season:  The Mountain West Conference has secured three automatic bowl
bids as the 2004 season approaches.

Once again in 2004, the Mountain West Conference champion will play in the AutoZone
Liberty Bowl versus the champion of Conference USA.  The Liberty Bowl has featured the
Mountain West Champion since the conference was formed in 1999.  This year is the final year of a
current three-year agreement between the MWC and the Liberty Bowl.

The Las Vegas Bowl will have the second choice of MWC bowl eligible teams, and will pit the
MWC representative against the No. 5 team from the Pacific-10 Conference.  The 2004 season will
also mark the final year of a three-year contract between the Mountain West and the Las Vegas
Bowl.

In only its third year of existence, the San Francisco Bowl has changed its name to the
Emerald Bowl for the 2004 season.  The Emerald Bowl will once again be sponsored by Diamond
Walnut and its new brand, Emerald Nuts.  The Emerald Bowl has the third choice of MWC bowl
eligible teams.  The Mountain West member will face the No. 6 team from the Pacific-10
Conference.  This will mark the third year of a four-year contract between the Mountain West
Conference and the Emerald Bowl.

War Memorial Stadium in 55th
Season:  The 2004 season marks the 55th
season of War Memorial Stadium

"The War" opened on Sept. 16, 1950, with
UW recording a 61-13 win over Montana State.

Although "The War" opened against
Montana State, it wasn't quite finished, lacking
a scoreboard for that first game.  The official
dedication came the next week on Sept. 23
versus nationally-ranked Baylor.  The Cowboys
won that game 7-0.

War Memorial's original capacity was
20,000 in 1950.  It was expanded to 25,500 in
1970, and the seating was increased to a
capacity of 33,500 in 1977.

Following reconstruction of the upper
deck on the West side of War Memorial
Stadium in the summer of 2004, the new
capacity of War Memorial Stadium is 32,580.

Mountain West Conference Media Select Cowboys as the “2004 Team on
the Rise”:  At the conclusion of the 2003 college football season, a poll of Mountain West
Conference media members resulted in the University of Wyoming being voted as the “2004 Team
on the Rise.”  The poll was conducted by the Las Vegas Review Journal, and included media
covering all eight MWC member institutions.

The Wyoming Cowboys received 53.3 percent of the votes regarding the poll question --
“Which MWC team is on the rise in 2004?”.  The next highest percentage of votes received by a
team was 20.0 percent cast for San Diego State.  The other two teams receiving votes were UNLV
(13.3 percent) and Utah (13.3 percent).

Pokes Win Back the Bronze Boot:  For the first time in five seasons, the Wyoming
Cowboys defeated Colorado State and won back the “Bronze Boot” trophy.

With its 35-28 victory over CSU on Nov. 1, 2003, Wyoming improved its record in the “Bronze
Boot” series to 19-17.

The battle for the “Bronze Boot” dates back to the 1968 season.
The overall series between archrivals Wyoming and Colorado State dates back to 1899, and

last year’s meeting marked the 95th meeting between the two Rocky Mountain rivals.

The Wyoming Cowboys Defeat Rivals BYU and CSU in the Same Season:  The
Wyoming Cowboys win over Colorado State in 2003 was not only the first for the Pokes over the
Rams since 1998, but it also completed a season sweep over rivals BYU and CSU.

Perhaps the season sweep was inspired by a speech from former Wyoming All-Conference
linebacker Mike Schenbeck during the week of the Colorado State game.  Schenbeck’s 1988 squad
was the last UW team to accomplish the sweep of Colorado State and Brigham Young in the same
season.

Another former Cowboy linebacker, 1987 All-American Galand Thaxton, also spoke to the
Cowboys during the week leading up to the CSU game.  Thaxton’s senior season of 1987 also saw
the Pokes sweep BYU and CSU.

Both the 1987 and ‘88 Cowboy squads captured conference titles.

Wyoming Quarterback Casey Bramlet Drafted by the Cincinnati Bengals in
the Seventh Round of the 2004 NFL Draft:  Wyoming quarterback Casey Bramlet was
selected as the 17th pick in the seventh round (218th overall pick) of the 2004 National Football
League (NFL) Draft by the Cincinnati Bengals.

Bramlet, a native of Wheatland, Wyo., concluded his college career in 2003 as Wyoming’s all-
time leading passer and total offense leader.  He threw for a career best 9,684 yards and accounted
for 9,575 yards of total offense.  He also threw for 56 touchdowns in his Wyoming career -- also a
school best.

Streaks:  Here are some current streaks for the Cowboys.
•Jovon Bouknight has caught at least two passes in each of the last 24 consecutive
  games -- every game of his career.
•Trenton Franz has started the last 31 consecutive games at center for the Cowboys.
•Guy Tuell has started the last eight consecutive games for the Cowboys at linebacker, and has
  started 30 of the last 31 games for UW at either safety or linebacker.  The only game he
  missed was at Air Force in 2003 due to injury.
•Zach Morris has started the last 14 consecutive games on the defensive line for the Pokes.
•Jacob Bonde has started the last 12 consecutive games at defensive tackle for UW.
•Jovon Bouknight has started the last 12 consecutive games at wide receiver for Wyoming
•Chase Johnson has started the last 12 consecutive games at left offensive tackle for UW --
  every game of his career.
•Randy Tscharner has started the last 12 consecutive games at middle linebacker for the Pokes
  -- every game of his career.
•Jason Karcher has started the last 12 consecutive games on the offensive line for Wyoming --
  every game of his career.
•Deric Yaussi has started the last 12 consecutive games at place-kicker for the Cowboys.
•Jay McNeal has started the last eight consecutive games at strong safety for Wyoming.  He
  will likely not be ready for the start of the 2004 season, however, due to having offseason
  surgery to repair a torn anterior cruciate ligament in his left knee.

Cowboy Offense

University of Wyoming Passing
Attack Among Best in the Nation:
Over the past 18 years, the University of
Wyoming Football program has emerged as one
of the most exciting and productive offensive
teams in college football.  The wide-open
passing offense utilized by the Cowboys
resulted in Wyoming winning two conference
titles outright (1987 and '88), sharing a third
title (1993), winning the inaugural WAC Pacific
Division Title (1996) and playing in four bowl
games during the timespan.

Wyoming Passing Attack Among Best in the Nation in 2003:  The key to the
Wyoming offense in the 2003 season was the passing game.  Wyoming led the Mountain West
Conference, and ranked No. 28 in the nation in passing offense.  The Pokes averaged 261.17
yards passing per game.

Former UW quarterback Casey Bramlet ranked among the NCAA’s leading QBs, averaging
244.67 yards of total offense to rank No. 33 in the country.  He was drafted by Cincinnati Bengals
in the seventh round of the 2004 NFL Draft.

Cowboy receivers Ryan McGuffey, Jovon Bouknight and Malcom Floyd all ranked nationally,
as well.  McGuffey and Floyd completed their eligibility in 2003, Bouknight returns for his junior
season in 2004.  McGuffey signed as a free agent with the St. Louis Rams.  Floyd was a free agent
signee of the San Diego Chargers.

Of Wyoming’s 34 offensive touchdowns last season, the Pokes scored 23 of the 34 offensive
touchdowns through the air.  Of those 23 passing touchdowns, Bouknight caught seven, Floyd
caught six and McGuffey five.

Defensive Line Could be Strength of Pokes 2004 Defensive Unit:  With seven of
the nine defensive linemen back from last year’s Wyoming defense and two talented players who
had impressive springs joining that unit, the Wyoming defensive line may be a strength for UW in
2004.

Leading the way is senior defensive tackle Zach Morris, who started every game for the
Cowboys in 2003 at noseguard.  Morris has been moved outside to the three-technique position
(defensive tackle), to hopefully free him up to make more plays in his senior season.  A year ago,
Morris was credited with 41 tackles, including eight tackles for losses for a minus 30 yards -- good
for second on the team in that category.

The other returning starter is junior defensive end John Flora.  Flora has bulked up 21 pounds
from last season to 273.  He started 10 of 12 games as a sophomore in ‘03, and had an outstanding
spring.

Senior Jacob Bonde started all 12 games at defensive tackle for UW in 2003.  He will combine
with Morris this season to form a very experienced tandem at D-tackle.

The projected starter at noseguard for the Pokes is redshirt junior Dusty Hoffschneider.
Hoffschneider had to sit out of competition in football last year after transferring from the
University of Northern Colorado.  Hoffschneider is an extremely quick defensive lineman, who
qualified for the NCAA National Wrestling Championships last season as Wyoming’s heavyweight.

The other projected starter on the defensive front for Wyoming entering the fall is UW’s
starting tight end from a year ago -- junior Aaron Robbins.  At 6-4 and 241 pounds, Robbins will
play the Buck position (similar to a defensive end).  Not only does he bring a great deal of
athleticism to the Cowboy defense, but he also brings an aggressive attitude.  As a tight end, he
was known for being a devastating blocker who loved contact.  His aggressive nature made him a
natural fit on the defensive side of the ball.

Also returning from last season are: senior defensive end Anthony Jones Jr., who missed
spring ball due to a fracture and dislocation of his right ankle in the offseason; and sophomores
Adam Diehl, a Buck; Mike Groover, a defensive end; and Jake Mayes, a noseguard.  Diehl,
Groover and Mayes all lettered as true freshmen in 2003.

Jay McNeal Also Ranked Among League Leaders, But Was Biggest Casualty
of Spring Ball -- Tearing ACL in Left Knee:  The third returning Cowboy who ranked
among Mountain West Conference leaders in tackles last season was strong safety Jay McNeal.

McNeal tore the anterior cruciate ligament in his left knee during the final spring scrimmage
on April 24.  He underwent surgery on April 27, but is not expected to be ready for the start of the
2004 season.

A year ago, McNeal accounted for 69 total tackles in 11 games for an average of 6.3 tackles
per game.  That tied him for No. 18 in the MWC in tackles.

Team:  Three University of Wyoming football
student-athletes were selected to the 2003
Academic All-District VII Football Team
announced on Thursday, Nov. 13.

Former Wyoming quarterback Casey
Bramlet was named to the team for the second
consecutive season, as was current senior center
Trenton Franz.  The third Cowboy to earn the
honor was current junior running back C.R.
Davis, who earned Academic All-District honors
for the first time.

Bramlet, a native of Wheatland, Wyo.,
achieved a 3.412 cumulative grade point
average.  Bramlet graduated in May of 2003
with a bachelor’s degree in business
administration.  During 2003, he began
working on a master’s degree in sports
administration.

Franz, from Fort Collins, Colo., carries a
cumulative gpa of 3.822 in civil engineering at
UW.

All three Wyoming Cowboys advanced to
the ballot for Academic All-America honors.

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Joe Glenn (University of South Dakota ‘71)
Head Football Coach, University of Wyoming

Joe Glenn and his coaching staff put the excitement back in Wyoming Football in their first season of 2003.
Glenn energized both his Cowboy players and Wyoming fans as he guided the Pokes to wins over rivals Colorado
State and Brigham Young in his first season on the sideline of War Memorial Stadium.  Those two thrilling home
wins caused the UW student body and fans to tear down the goal posts -- not once, but twice during the 2003
season.

The impact of Glenn and his staff wasn’t only recognized in the state of Wyoming, but was acknowledged by
football experts across the Mountain West Conference.  At the conclusion of the 2003 season, MWC media
members voted Wyoming as the “2004 Team on the Rise.”  In the voting, conducted by the Las Vegas Review-
Journal, Wyoming received 53 percent of the votes.  The next closest school received 20 percent.

Glenn’s proven record as a winner and his magnetic personality have made an immediate impact on the
attitude surrounding Cowboy Football.

Three national championships, six conference titles and 16 winning seasons in 19 years as a head coach is the
record Joe Glenn brings into the 2004 season.  It is a record that has the Cowboy faithful looking forward to a
new era in Wyoming Football history.  And the Coach, himself, can’t wait until Aug. 10, 2004, when the
Cowboys report back for the beginning of fall practice.

“Our players have done everything we have asked of them since we came here a year ago,” said Glenn.  “In
the classroom, on the field, in the weightroom and helping us recruit players to Wyoming -- the young men in
our program have done an outstanding job.  We were glad to see our seniors enjoy some success last season.
None of them had beaten CSU or BYU in their careers before last season, so it was wonderful to see them finish
up their careers as Cowboys beating two big rivals.

“I believe we will be a better team this year (2004).  How that equates to wins and losses, we will have to see.
But I know how hard these young men have worked, and how hard my coaches have worked, based on that I

believe we will be a better team.”
Glenn was named the 30th head football coach in Wyoming history on Dec. 12, 2002.  Upon his hiring, Glenn had this to say.
“I couldn’t be happier or more proud to be the next head coach at Wyoming,” Glenn said.  “There is so much pride and tradition here.  I’m

looking forward to working with the people of this great state and with the young men in the program.  I can’t wait to kick things in gear.
“I believe this is a wonderful fit for my family and me.  I know what kind of person I am, and I think that person fits this state.  Most of my

coaching career has been on the Front Range.  I look forward to meeting and working with folks in every corner of this state.  This is going to be a
great marriage, and I’m looking so forward to getting it going.”

Glenn brought an impressive record with him to Wyoming.  He has won three national championships during his 19 previous seasons as a head
coach.  He won the NCAA Division I-AA National Championship at Montana in 2001, and won two NCAA Division II National Championships at
Northern Colorado in 1996 and 1997.  Over his career as a head coach at the collegiate level, he has won 70.7 percent of his games, posting a 162-67-1
record.

For three seasons from 2000-02, Glenn enjoyed enormous success at the University of Montana.  He guided the Griz to a 39-6 (.867) record,
including a 20-2 (.909) record in the Big Sky Conference.  He won two outright Big Sky titles in 2000 and 2001, and tied for the conference title in
2002.  Montana played in the NCAA Division I-AA National Championship game in both 2000 and 2001, finishing as the national runner-up in 2000
and winning the National Championship in 2001.  The Grizzlies also advanced to the I-AA quarterfinals in 2002.  His 86.7 winning percentage was the
best in the history of the Big Sky Conference, a conference that produced such coaches as John L. Smith, Dennis Erickson, Sonny Lubick and Jim
Sweeney.  From the third game of the 2001 season through the 10th game of the 2002 season, Montana won 24 consecutive games, tying the I-AA all-
time record.  His 2001 squad set a school record with 15 wins en route to a 15-1 record and the national title.

Prior to leading Montana through three extremely successful seasons, Glenn spent 11 years as the head coach at the University of Northern
Colorado, where he built the Bears into an NCAA Division II national power.  UNC captured back-to-back Division II National Championships in 1996
and ‘97, becoming only the fourth Division II school in history to repeat as national champions.  The Bears appeared in the Division II Playoffs seven out
of 11 seasons, and Glenn posted a 98-35 (.737) mark -- 70-28 (.714) in the North Central Conference.  He concluded his UNC career by leading the
Bears to North Central Conference titles in each of his final three seasons -- 1997, ‘98 and ‘99.

During his distinguished career, Glenn has been honored numerous times by his peers.  His most recent honor came in 2002 when he was selected
Big Sky Conference Co-Coach of the Year by his fellow Big Sky coaches.  It marked the third consecutive season that Glenn won or shared that honor.
He was also named the American Football Coaches Association (AFCA) Division I-AA Region 5 Coach of the Year in 2002, marking the second
consecutive season he earned that honor.  In 2000, Glenn was presented the Eddie Robinson Award by The Sports Network as the Division I-AA
National Coach of the Year.  He also won AFCA Division II National Coach of the Year honors in both 1996 and ‘97.  All total, he has been named
National Coach of the Year three times, AFCA District Coach of the Year on five occasions and conference coach of the year five different seasons.  In
the spring of 2000, The Denver Post named him one of Colorado’s “Greatest Coaches of the 1900’s.”

As head coach at Northern Colorado and Montana, Glenn led his teams to 14 consecutive winning seasons.
One of his trademarks during his coaching career has been his ability to motivate and build relationships with players.  He often tells his players

that he has only one rule for them to follow, “Be a Good Guy.”  Being a good guy is a characteristic that the coach, himself, displays by example.
He is also known for building strong relationships with those who coach with him.  Two of the nine assistant coaches on his Wyoming coaching

staff played for him, and all nine coached with him prior to their first season in Laramie.
Glenn began his head coaching career at Doane College in Crete, Neb., in 1976 when he became the youngest head coach in the country at the

age of 27.  He posted a 21-18-1 (.538) record over four seasons at the NAIA school.  Overall, Glenn has spent 29 seasons in college football as either a
head or assistant coach.

A 1971 graduate of the University of South Dakota, Glenn earned a bachelor of arts degree in health, physical education, recreation and athletics.
He played both quarterback and wide receiver for the Coyotes, and was selected a team captain as a senior.  Following graduation, Glenn earned an
ROTC military commission, and served two years in the United States Army.  In 1975, he received a master’s degree in education, from South Dakota.

Mike Breske enters his second season at the University of Wyoming, and he is entering his 18th season as a member of Joe Glenn’s coaching staff.
He and Glenn coached together 13 seasons at Northern Colorado and three seasons at Montana.  Breske serves as assistant head coach, defensive
coordinator and coaches the Cowboy secondary.

In his first season at Wyoming, Breske’s defense made great strides in defending the pass.  UW ranked No. 46 in the nation in pass defense,
allowing opponents only 212.17 yards per game through the air.  His first Cowboy defense also was extremely effective at forcing turnovers.  The
Pokes ranked No. 42 in the country in fumbles recovered (12), and added 12 interceptions for a total of 24 turnovers gained in 2003.  Perhaps the
biggest turnover of the season came on a Tyler Gottschalk 60-yard interception return for a touchdown against BYU that was the difference in a 13-10
Wyoming victory.

As the defensive coordinator for three seasons at Montana, Breske helped lead the Grizzlies to the NCAA Division I-AA Playoffs each of those
seasons.  Montana advanced to the Division I-AA national championship games in both the 2000 and 2001 seasons, and captured the 2001 National
Championship.  His Montana defensive units were among the best in the nation and the Big Sky Conference.  His 2002 Grizzly defense ranked 13th in
the nation and first in the Big Sky in rushing defense, allowing only 100.7 yards per game.  UM ranked No. 28 in the country and second in the Big Sky
in scoring defense, giving up only 18.6 points per game.  Montana was also second in the Big Sky in total defense, giving up only 329.9 yards per
game.  Breske coached 2002 First Team All-American and Big Sky Conference Defensive Player of the Year, free safety Trey Young, and Honorable
Mention All-American Vernon Smith at cornerback.

His first year in Missoula, Breske’s defenders dominated conference play as the Griz led the Big Sky in six defensive categories: total defense
(allowing only 265.0 ypg), scoring defense (19.3 ppg), rushing defense (76.6 ypg), passing defense (188.4 ypg), quarterback sacks (46) and lowest third-
down conversion percentage by opponents (30.0 percent).  Among the leading defenders on that squad were All-Americans Coleman and
Huntsberger.

Throughout 13 seasons as the defensive coordinator at Northern Colorado from 1987-99, Breske was part of two NCAA Division II National
Championship teams in 1996 and ‘97.  The Bears appeared in the Division II Playoffs seven times during Breske’s time in Greeley.

As a player at South Dakota State, Breske was a three-year letterman at cornerback and earned Second Team All-Conference honors in 1979 and
‘80.  He also was elected a team captain his senior season.  Following completion of his bachelor’s degree in health, physical education and recreation
in May of 1981, Breske began his coaching career as a graduate assistant coach at Northern Iowa in 1981.  While at Northern Iowa, he completed a
master’s degree in physical education in 1982.

Chris Knutsen is in his second tour of duty at the University of Wyoming.  Knutsen was originally an assistant coach at Wyoming from 1997-99.
He coordinates the special teams and coaches the interior defensive line for the Cowboys.

The Cowboy special teams showed a great deal of improvement in 2003.  Wyoming ranked No. 19 in the NCAA in kickoff returns, averaging
23.07 yards per return, and UW was ranked No. 48 in the nation in net punting (36.32 net yards per punt).  Individually, former Cowboy Luke Donovan
ranked No. 32 in the country in punting (42.51 yards per punt).  Jovon Bouknight, UW’s top returning receiver, averaged 23.69 yards per kickoff return
to rank 42nd in the nation, and returning place-kicker Deric Yaussi ranked No. 54 in the NCAA in field goals.

Marty English moved up the road to Laramie, Wyo., from Greeley, Colo., a year ago after serving an assistant coach for 14 seasons at his alma mater,
the University of Northern Colorado.  English coaches the linebackers for the Cowboys.

In 2003, English’s starting linebacking corps of Tyler Gottschalk, Randy Tscharner and Guy Tuell ranked No. 1, 2 and 3, respectively, in tackles for the
Cowboys.

For three seasons (2000-02), English served as the defensive coordinator and linebackers coach at Northern Colorado.  His 2002 defensive unit ranked
in the Top 10 in the nation in five defensive categories.  UNC ranked No. 8 in total defense, allowing only 249.8 yards per game; was ranked No. 5 in pass
defense efficiency, with a rating of 86.9; and ranked No. 9 in three categories -- scoring defense (15.0 points allowed per game), rush defense (85.3 yards
per game) and turnover margin (+16).

“I tried to get Marty to go with us when we went to Montana, but he was offered the defensive coordinator job at UNC and so decided to stay,” Glenn

said.  “I really missed him during that three-year span, and I’m thrilled that he is back with our staff.  He is a smart coach, a player’s coach, who connects
with kids and gets them to play football the way it is supposed to be played. Marty is one of the best linebacker coaches I’ve been around.  We think alike
in terms of football and in terms of the kind of young men we want in our program.”

Lance Robinson
(Montana ‘97)
Defensive Line

Lance Robinson brings eight years of college coaching experience into his second season at the University of Wyoming.  Prior to coming to
Wyoming in 2003.  Robinson coached each of the previous seven seasons (1996-2002) at his alma mater, the University of Montana.  The last three
seasons, he was on the staff of new UW head coach Joe Glenn.  Robinson coaches the Cowboy defensive lineman.

Robinson’s first year as the Wyoming defensive line coach saw former Cowboy defensive end Brandon Casavan earn Second Team All-Mountain
West Conference honors.  Casavan went on to sign a free agent contract with the Houston Texans of the NFL.

His final three seasons at Montana, Robinson coached exclusively with the Grizzly defensive ends.  During his time at Missoula, he helped lead the
Griz to the NCAA Division I-AA Playoffs all seven seasons, including Montana’s 2001 National Championship.  The Griz also advanced to the I-AA
national championship game in 1996 and 2000.

Bill Cockhill begins his second season as the offensive coordinator and quarterbacks coach at the University of Wyoming.  The 2004 season will
mark his fourth year as an offensive coordinator at the college level, having been the coordinator at the University of Montana in 2001 and 2002.

The Wyoming Cowboys boasted a potent offense in the 2003 season.  Wyoming ranked No. 28 in the NCAA in passing offense, averaging 261.17
yards per game.  Wyoming also did an outstanding job of protecting the ball in ‘03.  Wyoming gave up a total of only 15 turnovers in 2003 -- that
ranked the Pokes No. 3 out of 117 NCAA Division I-A football teams in terms of fewest turnovers.  UW fumbled only six times to rank No. 4 in the
nation in fewest fumbles.  Cowboy quarterbacks threw only nine interceptions all season to tie for 19th in the country.  Former Wyoming quarterback
Casey Bramlet concluded his senior season ranking No. 19 in the nation in pass completions (20.08 completions per game) for the 2003 season, and he
ranked No. 33 in the NCAA in total offense (244.67 yards per game).  Bramlet played in the East-West Shrine game following his senior season, and
was drafted in the seventh round by the Cincinnati Bengals in the 2004 NFL Draft.

Cockhill guided the Montana Grizzly offense through a 2002 campaign that saw them rank 18th in Division I-AA in scoring offense (31.5 points
per game) and 22nd in passing offense (245.6 yards per game).  The Griz offense was led by quarterback John Edwards, who ranked 20th in Division I-
AA in total offense (236.6 yards per game), and was a finalist for the Walter Payton Award.  In 2001, Cockhill’s first season as UM’s offensive
coordinator, the Grizzlies won the NCAA Division I-AA National Championship as his offense averaged 33.8 points and 419.2 yards per game to rank
20th and 21st, respectively, in the final NCAA I-AA statistical rankings.  He took over the duties of coordinating the offense one game into the 2000
season.  The Griz ended the season in the National Championship game, finishing as the national runner-up to Georgia Southern.  Cockhill’s offense
ranked sixth in the nation in passing offense (313.0 yards per game) and 15th in total offense (455.9 yards per game).

He began his college coaching career at Montana in 1994 as a restricted earnings coach.  From 1995-2000, Cockhill coached the Grizzly wide
receivers.  He was also the recruiting coordinator from 1999-2000.  From 1994 through 2002, Cockhill helped coach the Griz to seven Big Sky
Conference titles, nine consecutive Division I-AA Playoffs and four I-AA National Championship games, winning two national titles in 1995 and 2001.

Cockhill knows first hand what it takes to play wide receiver at the collegiate level.  A four-year starter at Montana from 1990-93, he concluded
his playing career as the school’s all-time leading receiver, with 2,257 career receiving yards.  Among his teammates at Montana was current Wyoming
offensive line coach Chad Germer, who was a four-year letterwinner and three-year starter at center for the Griz from 1988-91.

Cockhill also excelled in the classroom at UM.  He was named the recipient of the Big Sky Conference’s Scholar-Athlete Award for the 1993-94
academic year, and he earned Dean’s List honors three times during his college years.  Cockhill graduated in 1994 with a bachelor of science degree in
business, with an emphasis in finance and management.

A native of Helena, Mont., he is married to the former Jenise Erickson.  They are expecting their first child in August of 2004.
“Bill and I begin our fifth season together,” said Glenn.  “He played at Montana and stayed on the coaching staff at Montana when we got there

three years ago.  Through the three years at Montana, we went 39-6 and won 24 straight games at one point.  I think a lot of that success was due to
the effectiveness of our offense.  We have built an offensive philosophy around running the ball effectively, focusing on completing a high percentage
of passes and keeping our defense off the field as much as possible by controlling the ball.  Bill works extremely hard, is an intense coach, expects
things to be done right by both his coaches and players and his offenses put up good numbers.  I think Bill has really matured as an offensive
coordinator over the last couple of seasons.”

Cockhill will recruit Southern California.

Bryan Applewhite
(Northern Colorado ‘98)
Running Backs

Bryan Applewhite rejoined his college coach, Joe Glenn, as a member of the Wyoming coaching staff in 2003.  This season, Applewhite will coach
a different position for the Cowboys, he will serve as UW’s running backs coach.  A year ago, he coached the UW tight ends.  Applewhite played for
Wyoming head coach Joe Glenn at Northern Colorado from 1994-98.

Applewhite spent four seasons as a member of the coaching staff at the University of Northern Colorado from 1999-2002.  He began his coaching
career as a graduate assistant coach at UNC in the 1999 season, coaching the Bear running backs under Glenn.  Applewhite continued to coach the
running backs as a full-time coach in 2000 when Kay Dalton became the head coach.  Applewhite helped coach an offense that ranked fourth in
Division II in total offense in 2002 (362.1 yards per game) and ranked sixth in the nation in rushing offense (127.8 yards per game).

In 1999 and 2002, Applewhite coached Northern Colorado teams that won North Central Conference Championships and advanced
to the NCAA Division II Playoffs.  The 2002 UNC team made it all the way to the semifinals of the NCAA Division II Playoffs.

As a fullback, himself, from 1994-98, Applewhite played on teams that won two NCAA Division II National Championship (1996 and ‘97),
advanced to the Division II Playoffs all four years and won two North Central Conference titles (1997 and ‘98).

He earned his bachelor of arts degree in psychology from Northern Colorado in 1998, and completed his master of arts, also from UNC, in physical
education with an emphasis in sports administration in 2001.  While at UNC, Applewhite served as a teaching assistant in the psychology department,
and as a member of the university’s student-athlete advisory council.

Applewhite is a native of Brighton, Colo., where he attended Brighton HIgh School.  He and his wife, Rachelle, make their home in Laramie.
“Bryan is someone I have a great admiration and respect for as a player, being part of our two national championship teams at Northern

Colorado,” Glenn said.  “As a young coach, he started with us at Northern Colorado, and he remained there for three years, while we were at
Montana.  It’s great to have him back on our staff here at Wyoming.  Bryan is a very loyal guy.  He brings a real positive attitude to the staff and the
team.  If I could say only one thing about Bryan, he is a winner.  He’s a winner at life and a winner at this game.  He has a tremendous love for people,
the game of football and the West.  He’s a Cowboy at heart, and is a great fit for the University of Wyoming.”

Applewhite will recruit southern Kansas, Missouri, Nebraska and Oklahoma.
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Chad Germer
(Montana ‘93)
Offensive Line

Chad Germer moved from his alma mater, the University of Montana, to the University of Wyoming in 2003.  Germer coaches the Cowboy
offensive line.  He coached the offensive line at Montana for four seasons prior to coming to Wyoming.

Germer was a three-year starter at Montana from 1989-91, earning All-America honors at center for the Griz in 1991.  Germer began his college
coaching career at Montana in 1998 as a restricted-earnings coach.  He became a full-time assistant in 1999.  During his five seasons as a coach at
Montana, the Griz won or shared five Big Sky Conference Championships, advanced to the NCAA Division I-AA Playoffs each of those five seasons,
reached the Division I-AA national championship game twice (2000 and ‘01) and won the 2001 National Championship.  He coached four All-
Americans during his time at UM.  Germer’s 2002 offensive line unit helped the Grizzly offense rank 18th in the nation in scoring offense (31.5 points
per game) and 22nd in passing offense (245.6 yards per game).  In 2001, the Grizzlies won the NCAA Division I-AA National Championship as the
offense averaged 33.8 points and 419.2 yards per game to rank 20th and 21st, respectively, in the final NCAA I-AA statistical rankings.  The Griz also
ended the 2000 season in the National Championship game, finishing as the national runner-up to Georgia Southern.  UM’s offense ranked sixth in the
nation in passing offense (313.0 yards per game) in 2000 and 15th in total offense (455.9 yards per game).

As an All-America player, himself, Germer started 36 consecutive games at center from the 1989-91 seasons.  A First Team All-Big Sky selection
and All-America honoree in 1991, Germer was also selected to play in the Blue-Gray All-Star Football Classic following his senior season.  He signed as a
free-agent with the Cincinnati Bengals of the NFL and went to camp with them in 1992.

Germer earned his bachelor of science degree in business administration, with an emphasis in marketing and management, from the University of
Montana in 1993.

A native of Three Forks, Mont., he and his wife, Amy, have two sons, Nicholas and Alex.
“Chad is another young coach we picked up when we went to Montana, and what a stroke of luck that was for us,” said Glenn.  “Chad stayed on

with us when we got to Montana, after playing and coaching there prior to our arrival.  He is a tremendous worker, and a relentless recruiter.  Chad
knows exactly the type of kids he likes in his offensive line, and he goes after those kids hard in recruiting.  I believe his intensity carries over to the
young men he coaches.  He is constantly attending clinics to stay up on the most recent technics, and he is a very innovative coach.”

Germer will recruit Idaho, Montana and Texas.

Harvey Patton Jr.
(Northern Colorado ‘94)
Tight Ends

Harvey Patton has numerous ties to Wyoming head coach Joe Glenn.  For three seasons prior to coming to Wyoming, Patton coached with Glenn
at the University of Montana.  From 1994-98, he was an assistant on Glenn’s staff at Northern Colorado.  Patton also played fullback for Glenn at UNC
from 1990-93.  This season, Patton will coach the Wyoming tight ends, after coaching the running backs in his first season at UW.

In 2003, Patton coached Cowboy senior Derek Armah, who concluded his Wyoming career ranked No. 4 on the UW career rushing list with 2,190
career rushing yards.

As the running backs coach at Montana, Patton coached UM’s all-time leading rusher, Yohance Humphrey.  Humphrey earned All-America honors
in both the 2000 and 2001 seasons, and set Montana school records for career rushing yards (4,070 yards from 1998-2001) and single-season rushing
yards (1,658 yards in 2001).  All three of Patton’s seasons as a coach at Montana, the Griz won or shared the Big Sky Conference Championship and
advanced to the NCAA Division I-AA Playoffs.  UM reached the Division I-AA national championship game twice (2000 and ‘01), and won the 2001
National Championship.  In 2002, the Grizzly offense ranked 18th in the nation in scoring offense (31.5 points per game).  The season, before in 2001,
the Grizzlies won the NCAA Division I-AA National Championship as the offense averaged 33.8 points and 419.2 yards per game to rank 20th and 21st,
respectively, in the final national rankings.  The Griz also ended the 2000 season in the National Championship game, finishing as the national runner-
up to Georgia Southern.  UM’s offense ranked sixth in the nation in passing offense (313.0 yards per game) in 2000 and 15th in total offense (455.9
yards per game).

Patton began his college coaching career at his alma mater, Northern Colorado, in 1994.  For five seasons from 1994-98, Patton coached the
running backs at UNC.  In 1996 and ‘97, the Bears won the NCAA Division II National Championship and Bear running back Billy Holmes was named
the Most Valuable Player of the Championship game both seasons.  Both the 1997 and ‘98 UNC squads won the North Central Conference titles.

The 1999 season saw Patton move on to the University of Nevada as running backs coach.  The Wolf Pack ranked second in the nation in total
offense that season, and senior running back Chris Lemon concluded his career as the No. 3 rusher in Nevada school history with 4,246 career rushing
yards.  Lemon also was the all-time leader in career touchdowns in the Big West Conference, with 52, and ranked No. 6 in NCAA history in rushing
touchdowns.

An outstanding fullback at Northern Colorado, Patton earned First Team All-Conference honors in 1993 as a senior, was a Second Team All-
Conference honoree as a junior and earned Honorable Mention honors as a freshman.  He was elected a team captain as both a junior and senior.  His
senior season, he was voted both the team’s Most Inspirational and Most Valuable Player.  A four-year letterwinner at UNC, he played on two NCAA
Division II Playoff teams in 1990 and 91.

Patton completed his bachelor of science degree in business administration at Northern Colorado in 1994.  He is single.
“I had Harvey as a player at Northern Colorado, and then immediately after his playing career he joined our coaching staff,” Glenn said.  “Harvey

understands what it takes to be a good football player at the collegiate level.  Harvey is very spirited, and emotional and very passionate about the
game.  Most backs you recruit can run, but not many of them can block.  I think that is where Harvey really shined.”

Patton will recruit Northern California and the state of Wyoming.
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Ron Wisniewski
(Rutgers ‘87)
Wide Receivers/Recruiting Coordinator

Ron Wisniewski will coach the Wyoming wide receivers once again this season, and will continue to coordinate recruiting efforts for the
Cowboys.  Wisniewski has coached with Wyoming head coach Joe Glenn since 1994.

In his first season at Wyoming in 2003, Wisniewski coached two of UW’s all-time great receivers in Ryan McGuffey and Malcom Floyd.  McGuffey
concluded his Wyoming career ranked No. 3 in school history in career receptions (231) and No. 4 in career receiving yards (2,679).  Floyd ranks No. 4 in
career receptions at UW (186) and No. 5 in career receiving yards (2,411).  Both signed free agent contracts with NFL teams in 2004 -- McGuffey with
the St. Louis Rams and Floyd with the San Diego Chargers.  Wyoming ranked No. 28 in the NCAA in passing offense in 2003, averaging 261.17 yards
per game.  Three Wyoming receivers ranked among the Top 100 receivers in the nation in 2003.  McGuffey ranked No. 36 in the NCAA in receptions
(5.67 per game).  Floyd ranked No. 54 in the nation in receptions (5.25 per game).  In receiving yards, Floyd averaged 69.50 yards per game in 2003 to
rank No. 66 in the country.  McGuffey averaged 67.92 yards per outing to rank No. 72, and current Cowboy junior Jovon Bouknight averaged 62.17
yards per game to rank No. 89 in the NCAA.

Wisniewski was an assistant coach at the University of Montana for three seasons prior to coming to Wyoming.  He coached the Griz tight ends
his first season of 2000, and coached the wide receivers in 2001 and ‘02.  He also served as the Montana recruiting coordinator in 2002.  While at
Montana, “Wiz”, as he is called by his fellow coaches, coached Second Team All-America receiver Etu Molden in 2001.  Molden recorded the second
best single-season receiving total in school history in 2001, totalling 1,145 receiving yards.  The Grizzly offense ranked 18th in the nation in scoring
offense in 2002 (31.5 points per game), and was 22nd in passing offense (245.6 yards per game).  In 2001, the Grizzlies won the NCAA Division I-AA
National Championship as the offense averaged 33.8 points and 419.2 yards per game to rank 20th and 21st, respectively.  The 2000 Griz offense also
ended the season in the national championship game, finishing as the national runner-up to Georgia Southern.  The offense ranked sixth in the nation
in passing (313.0 yards per game) and 15th in total offense (455.9 yards per game).

As an assistant coach at Northern Colorado from 1994-99, Wisniewski served as the tight ends coach for the Bears.  He helped lead UNC to the
1996 and ‘97 NCAA Division II National Championships.  Wisniewski began his college coaching career in 1989 as the quarterbacks and wide receivers
coach at Kean College of New Jersey.  For the next two seasons, 1990-91, he moved on to East Stroudsburg University of Pennsylvania, coaching the
running backs.  In ‘92, he returned to Kean College as offensive coordinator, coaching at Kean for the 1992 and 93 seasons.  His offense at Kean set
nine school records in 1992.

Wisniewski completed a bachelor of arts degree in astrophysics in 1987 from Rutgers University.  He achieved a master of science in aerospace
engineering from the University of Colorado in 1990, and received a Ph.D. in educational mathematics from the University of Northern Colorado in
1998.

He and his wife Kelli, welcomed their first child, Brady Thomas Wisniewski, into the world on (date ?).
“Ron is one of the purest teachers of the game that I’ve ever been associated with,” said Glenn.  “I set in most of his meetings with the receivers,

and I really see his ability to connect, and to coach and to teach.  This is our 11th season together, and it has been fun for me to see his development
as a coach through those 11 years.  Ron is very thorough, and has a beautiful way of working with people.  He is a motivator, with a very calm
presence.  He has been a tremendous shot in the arm for us as a recruiting coordinator.  His administrative skills in this area (recruiting) are a huge plus
for our program.”

As well as serving as recruiting coordinator, Wisniewski will recruit Arizona and Southern California.

Football Operations
Don Julian
(Wyoming ‘89)
Director of Football Operations

Don Julian is beginning his third season with the University of Wyoming football program, and is in his second season as director of football
operations for the Cowboys.  He spent his first season of 2002 as the running backs coach at UW, his alma mater.  Julian returned to the University of
Wyoming from Riverton High School in Riverton, Wyo., where he was the head football coach for nine seasons.

Julian had an outstanding record as a high school coach in the state of Wyoming.  During his time as head coach at Riverton High School from
1993 to 2001, Julian led Riverton to four Wyoming 3A State Titles in 1994, ‘97, ‘98 and ‘99.  He was honored by the Wyoming Coaches’ Association as
the 3A Football Coach of the Year in each of those four championship seasons.

He is an
outstanding guy.”
