Other Notes of Interest: In their third game of the season,
the Cowboys will host a tough North Dakota State team
for the first time in school history.

North Dakota State brings a veteran squad to Laramie
that features 17 returning starters and 43 returning
letterwinners. The Bison are fresh off a tremendous 2007
season. After winning their first 10 games in 2007, the
Bison's bid for an undefeated season came to and end
with a road loss at South Dakota State on Nov. 17. That
loss also broke a 14 game winning streak for NDSU which
dated back to the 2006 campaign.

North Dakota State finished the year with a 10-1
record and a final national Football Championship
Subdivision (FCS) ranking of ninth.

Two of those ten wins came over Football Bowl
Subdivision (FBS) teams in Central Michigan and Minnesota
and both of those wins came on the road. Intheir third game
of the season NDSU beat Central Michigan, who later went
on to win the Mid-American Conference and play in the
Motor City Bowl, 44-14. Their second big win came over
the Big Ten and Minnesota, 27-21 in the Metrodome.

North Dakota State began a transition from Division
Il to their present affiliation as an FCS member (formally
DivisionIAA) prior to the 2004-05 season. The 2008 season
will mark the first season that the Bison are eligible for
the FCS playoffs.

The Bison played the 2004-07 seasons as members
of the Great West Football Conference. The 2008 season
will mark NDSU's first as members of the new Missouri
Valley Football Conference.

The newly formed MVFC was formerly known as the
Gateway Football Conference. Both North Dakota State and
South Dakota State join seven former members of the GFC
in forming the MVFC. The charter MVFC schools include
lllinois State, Indiana State, Missouri State, North Dakota
State, Northern lowa, South Dakota State, Southern lllinois,
Western lllinois and Youngstown State.

This season's meeting with North Dakota State
will mark the third time Wyoming has played a member
of the new MVFC. The Cowboys are 2-0 against those
opponents. The Pokes beat Northern lowa 45-42 during
the 1993 season and South Dakota State 45-29 during
the 1984 season.

Other Notes of Interest: Inthe 111 years of Wyoming
football, the Cowboys have never faced the Bowling
Green Falcons. However, that will all change on Sept.
27 when the two teams meet on Jonah Field at War
Memorial Stadium.

While these teams haven't played one another
before, Bowling Green head coach Gregg Brandon is
no stranger to the Wyoming football program. Brandon
coached the Cowboy receivers from 1987-90 under
former UW head coach Paul Roach.

Brandon helped guide the Cowboys to a great deal
of success during his tenure atWyoming. During histime
at UW, the Pokes posted a 35-15 record, won the 1987
and 88 WAC Championships and led the Pokes to three
bowl games. Those bowl games included the 1987 and
88 Holiday Bowls and the 1990 Copper Bowl.

In his five seasons at Bowling Green, Brandon has
posted a 28-24 overall record and a 27-13 conference
mark. He guided the Falcons to back-to-back bowl wins
in 2003 and 2004 as they defeated Northernwestern,
28-24, in the Motor City Bowl and Memphis, 52-35, in
the GMAC Bowl.

Thisseason, Bowling Greenreturns 19 starters from
a very successful 2007 team. The Falcons finished 8-5
overall and 6-2 in the Mid-American Conference. They
shared the MAC's East Division Championships with
Miami and Buffalo. The season was highlighted by an
invitation to the GMAC Bowl, their third bowl appearance
over the past five seasons.

Offensively, the Falcons return nine starters to a
team that finished in the top-five of the MAC in scoring
(30.2,5th), pass offense (278.8,2nd), total offense (402.5,
4th), pass efficiency (134.9, 3rd), first downs (299, 2nd)
and third down conversions (41.1, 4th).

Defensively, Bowling Green returns nine starters,
including eight of their top nine tacklers from last
season. They also return all four starters to a secondary
that finished third in the MAC, allowing 216.6 yards
per game.

Amazingly, this meeting with Bowling Green will
mark just the fourth time that Wyoming has faced a team
from the state of Ohio. The Cowboys are 1-1 all-time
against teams from the Buckeye State. During the 1997
season, the Cowboys played their first game against an
Ohio team and fell to Ohio State 24-10in Columbus. The
Cowboys picked up their first win over an Ohio team last
season, defeating the Ohio Bobcats 34-33inAthens. They
also open the 2008 season by hosting Ohio.

Other Notes of Interest: To call the series between UNLV
andWyoming a streaky one would be avastunderstatement.
While the series is tied 8-8, winning streaks for both
programs have dominated this series.

The
Cowboys capitalized on an 80-yard drive that lasted 2:07
late in the fourth quarter to tie the game at 31-31.

In the first overtime, each team scored a touchdown
and extra point. Inthe second overtime, UNLV scored on their
first play with a 25-yard TD pass. The Cowboys answered
when quarterback J.J. Raterink hit John Wadkowski for a
game tying score. In the third overtime, the Cowboys were
on offense first and Raterink hit Jovon Bouknight for a 25-
yard TD on first down. The Cowboys then converted on the
necessary two-point conversion. The Cowboy defense then
took the field in hopes of getting a stop to win the game.
0n fourth down and two from the 17-yard line, Wyoming’s
Dusty Hoffschneider sacked UNLV’s Shane Steichen and
the Cowboys pulled off a thrilling 53-45 win.
