With a 32-18 win over Utah State, the Cowboys improved 
to 2-0 for the fi rst time in UW head coach Joe Glenn’s fi ve 
year tenure at Wyoming.  The win also marked their seventh 
win in the last nine games.

The Pokes used a pair of fourth quarter touchdowns from running back Wynel 
Seldon to pull away from the Utah State Aggies.  Seldon combined with Devin Moore to 
rush for 170 yards, 85 a piece.  Tight end Wade Betschart and wide receiver Greg Bolling 
each had career days as Betschart caught fi ve passes for 65 yards and Bolling caught 
six balls for 79 yards.

The Cowboy defense also featured several career high performances including 
14 total tackles from cornerback Julius Stinson.  Strong safety Michael Ray, noseguard 
Fred Givens and linebacker John Prater also each had career highs in tackles with seven.  
The Poke defense did not allow Utah State to convert a single third down as the Aggies 
fi nished 0-13 on the day.

In front of the fi fth largest crowd in University of Wyoming 
football history, the Cowboys cruised to a 23-3 win over the 
Virginia Cavaliers of the Atlantic Coast Conference.

The crowd was the largest opening day crowd in 
Wyoming history and marked the ninth time that War Memorial Stadium has sold out.

The Cowboys excelled both offensively and defensively in the win.  On the defensive 
side of the ball, the Cowboys held Virginia to minus three yards of rushing, only 100 yards 
of total offense and only fi ve fi rst downs.  The Poke offense racked up 452 yards of total 
offense, including 125 yards of rushing from running back Devin Moore and 253 yards 
of passing from quarterback Karsten Sween.

The Cowboy special teams had a very special day, led by kicker/punter Billy 
Vinnedge.  Vinnedge kicked the fi rst three fi eld goals of his career while also averaging 
49.7 yards on three punts.

The win marked the 180th win in UW head coach Joe Glenn’s career.  Glenn improved 
to 180-85-1 (.679) in 23 years as a head coach.  The Pokes also improved to 4-1 all-time 
against ACC teams and 2-0 against ACC teams in Laramie.

The day marked the fi nal home game for 12 Cowboy seniors.  One of those seniors, 
Michael Ford, had a very special day as he moved into tenth place on UW’s all-time 
receiving yards list with 1,851 yards.  He also moved into seventh place on the all-time 
receptions list with 154 career catches.  Junior Wynel Seldon moved into 11th place in 
career touchdowns at UW as he scored his 18th career TD.
