showdown. Wyoming (0-1 overall) lost to both schools last season on the road.
	 Oklahoma State currently is 3-0 and will battle Boise State in Idaho on Friday prior 
to making the trip to Laramie. Oklahoma is 3-1 on the season and will take part in the 
Midlands Tournament in Chicago on Dec. 29-30.

Last time out: Reno Tournament of Champions
	 Senior Shane Onufer was the top performer for the Cowboys on Dec. 18 when he 
won the 165-pound weight-class title in the Reno Tournament of Champions. 
	 Wyoming scored 115.5 team points to trail only Oklahoma State in the team 
standings, and seven Cowboys placed in the top five. 
	 Onufer, who won the 2010 RTOC 165-pound title, went 4-0 and beat third-seeded 
and 20th-ranked Dallas Bailey of Oklahoma State in the title match to take the 
165-pound crown. Onufer proved he was worthy of the top seed in the weight class 
by defeating Bailey in a 7-4 decision in the championship match, and had one fall and 
one major decision Sunday. The senior now is 15-1 on the season. 
	 Senior Michael Martinez, ranked 17th and seeded second, finished fourth in the 
125-pound bracket, earning a 4-2 overall mark.

He beat Nebraska’s Ridge Kiley three straight times, 
when Kiley was ranked 17th and 18th, respectively, in the nation in consecutive 
weeks. He also beat Stanford’s Ryan Mango, who received All-America honors last 
season and was ranked fifth in the nation at the time of the match. 

Reaching a milestone
	 Michael Martinez became the third current Cowboy wrestler to win 100 career 
matches on Dec. 3. The senior became the 11th wrestler in Cowboy history to reach 
the mark. Martinez’s win over David Prado in the Las Vegas Invitational gave him 100 
for his storied career. He now has won 106 matches overall and is just three wins shy 
of the top-10 all-time career wins list.
	 During the 2010-11 season, LeBlanc and Onufer became the ninth and 10th 
wrestlers in UW history to crack the 100-career win mark. LeBlanc passed the mark 
Feb. 3 against Air Force and currently holds a 128-18 mark. He now is fourth on UW’s 
all-time list, just 10 wins away from tying for second.
	 Onufer accomplished the feat at the 2011 West Regional. His 10-2 major decision 
over Northern Iowa’s Trevor Kittleson in the semifinals made him the 10th UW wrestler 
to accomplish the feat, as he now stands at 121-22 in his career. He is in fifth place 
all-time.
