Coach Carrie Couturier-Yerty

Yerty comes to Wyoming after serving as the head
volleyball coach at the University of Memphis for
the past 13 seasons. While at Memphis, Yerty
posted the best record among all Conference USA
head volleyball coaches from 2001 to the present,

accumulating a 162-75 (.684) record during that
time-span. She is the winningest volleyball coach in
University of Memphis history, posting a career head-coaching record
of 232-174 (.572). Among the outstanding individuals Yerty coached
while at Memphis were setter Heather Watts, who in 2004 became
the only Memphis and Conference USA volleyball player to ever earn
American Volleyball Coaches' Association (AVCA) All-America honors,
First Team Academic All-America accolades and an NCAA
Postgraduate Scholarship. Her 2006 squad included two AVCA
Honorable Mention All-Americans in setter Laura Cote and middle
blocker Shelby Burton. Burton went on to earn the honor again in
2007.

Coach Jill Jones Stucky

Stucky comes to Wyoming from the University of
Kansas in Lawrence where she spent the past ten
Y' seasons as an assistant coach. Coach Stucky is an
alumnus of the Cowgirl Volleyball program and is
! very passionate about being back at her alma
mater. Her playing career began at the University

of Wyoming where she was a three-year letter winner for the
Cowgirls. She was a team captain as a junior. In 1994, she helped the
Cowgirls to a 17-13 record and an appearance in the NCAA
Tournament.

Coach Tony Suiiga

Sufiga comes to the Cowgirl program after serving
as the recruiting Coordinator/Assistant Coach at
Drake University. After completion of his master’s
degree, Sufiga contributed to the highly successful
volleyball and basketball programs at Simpson
College, serving as an assistant coach. He has

coached at many levels of volleyball. Sufiga has served as the head
coach for USA-lowa Region High Performance Volleyball Team since
2005.
