• Xavier, 22-4 overall and alone in fi rst place at 10-1 in the Atlantic 10 Conference, 
won its eighth straight game and 14th in the last 15 games with an 81-77 win at 
Rhode Island on Monday. 

• Xavier’s eight-game winning streak is the second-longest under fourth-year head 
coach Sean Miller. XU won nine straight at one point last season. Xavier has won fi ve 
straight road games, its longest road winning streak since winning its last fi ve road 
games of the 2003-04 season. 

• Xavier is 10th in the Associated Press Poll, equalling XU’s highest ranking since being 
ranked 10th late in the 2002-03 season (3-10-03). XU is 12th in the USA Today/ESPN 
Coaches Poll, which is XU’s highest since also being ranked 10th late in the 2002-03 
season (3-10-03). XU is ranked eighth in the latest RPI ratings for collegerpi.com (2-
19-08).

• Xavier, 22-4, has secured its third straight 20-win season and its 11th 20-win season 
in the last 12 years. XU entered this season with 20 20-win seasons in the last 25 
years, a record that was eighth best among all NCAA Division I schools for the period 
from the 1982-83 season through the 2006-07 season.

• Xavier has a combined 23-4 (.852) Atlantic 10 regular season record over the past 
two seasons. XU and UMass shared the 2007 A-10 Regular Season Championship with 
identical 13-3 marks, although XU won the only meeting between the two teams.

• Xavier leads the Atlantic 10 in fi ve major categories: scoring margin (+14.0 ppg.), 
rebounding margin (+6.2 rpg.), fi eld goal percentage defense (.405), free-throw per-
centage (.759) and assist-to-turnover ratio (1.22-to-1.00). 

• Xavier boasts a balanced scoring attack with six players in double fi gures in scoring 
ranging from 10.2 ppg. to 11.7 ppg. 

• Xavier senior Josh Duncan has scored a team-high 13.6 ppg. for XU’s 10 Atlantic 10 
games while shooting a team-high 61.4 percent from the fi eld, including 58.3 percent 
from three-point territory. He scored a career-high tying 25 points at Charlotte and 
followed that up with 23 points at URI. 

• Josh Duncan, who was named as the Burger King “King of the Night” on ESPN this 
past Monday, has hit a school record 16 straight fi eld goal attempts over the last three 
games, including eight straight three-pointers. For the record, the NCAA Division I 
record is 25 straight, which was set in 1978 on all two-point fi eld goals.

THE SERIES: Xavier leads the series 24-16, 
although Duquesne upset Xavier 93-91 in Pitts-
burgh last season. XU holds a 16-5 advantage 
since they became A-10 rivals in the 1995-96 
season. 

LAST YEAR’S MEETING AT DUQUESNE (DU 
93-91 on Wednesday, January 31, 2007 
at the A.J. Palumbo Center): Xavier roared 
back from 19 points down in the second half to 
tie the game at 91-all with 41 seconds but lost 
at Duquesne. DU scored what proved to be the 
game-winner on a layup off of an out of bounds 
play with 22 seconds left. Xavier came up short 
on its fi nal possession. XU fell behind 9-2 at the 
start but battled back with a 14-0 run to take a 
16-9 lead with 14 minutes left in the fi rst half. 
Xavier led by four points, 37-33, when senior 
Brandon Cole hit a pair of free throws with 
3:37 left in the half. XU turnovers and a pair 
of DU three-pointers helped the Dukes fi nish 
the half with an 18-6 run to take a 51-43 lead 
at halftime. Duquesne picked up where it left 
off when the second half started, scoring the 
fi rst nine points of the half to take a 60-43 lead 
with 18:22 left. The Dukes led by 19 points, 
71-52, with under 14 minutes left in the game 
but Xavier would not go away. XU trailed by 12 
points, 88-76, with under fi ve minutes left. Ten 
points in the next four minutes by junior Drew 
Lavender, including a pair of three-pointers, 
helped fuel a 15-3 run by the Musketeers that 
ended with freshman Derrick Brown’s game-
tying free throws with 41 seconds left. Senior 
Justin Doellman led fi ve XU players in double 
fi gures with 23 points, his third straight 20-point 
game, to go with fi ve rebounds and fi ve assists. 
Senior Justin Cage fi nished with 17 points and 
10 rebounds, while Cole also had a “double-dou-
ble” with 12 points and 10 rebounds. Lavender 
fi nished with 14 points and a then career-high 
tying nine assists, while Brown contributed 12 
points and eight rebounds. Robert Mitchell led 
Duquesne with 26 points.

FOR THE RECORD (DUQUESNE): The 
Duquesne University Dukes, 16-8 overall and 

6-5 in the Atlantic 10 Conference, have recorded 
their highest win total (16) since a 17-13 sea-
son in 1993-94 that included Duquesne’s last 
postseason appearance, a berth in the NIT. The 
1993-94 campaign was also’s Duquesne last 
winning season.

FOR THE RECORD (XAVIER): The Xavier 
University Musketeers, 22-4 overall and alone in 
fi rst place at 10-1 in the Atlantic 10 Conference, 
won their eighth straight game and 14th in 
the last 15 games with an 81-77 win at Rhode 
Island on Monday (see recap and box on page 
34). Xavier is 10th in the latest Associated Press 
Poll and 12th in the latest USA Today/ESPN 
Coaches Poll. XU is ranked eighth in the latest 
RPI ratings for collegerpi.com (2-19-08). 

XAVIER IN THE MAJOR NATIONAL RANK-
INGS: The Xavier Musketeers, 22-4, are in both 
national polls for a seventh straight week. Xavier 
is 10th in the Associated Press Poll and 12th in 
the USA Today/ESPN Coaches Poll for the week 
of February 18.  The ranking of 10th in the 
AP Poll is XU’s highest since being 10th 
in the poll prior to the 2003 A-10 Tourna-
ment (3-10-03). The ranking of 12th in 
the USA Today/ESPN Coaches Poll is XU’s 
highest since being ranked 10th prior to 
the 2003 A-10 Tournament (3-10-03). 
XU has now been ranked 11 weeks this season 
in the coaches poll and 10 weeks in the AP 
Poll. Earlier this season Xavier was in the USA 
Today/ESPN Coaches Poll for four straight weeks 
before dropping out for the Dec. 24 poll. Xavier 
fell out of the AP Poll the week of Dec. 17 after 
three weeks in the AP Poll. 

XAVIER’S BEST RANKINGS EVER IN THE 
TWO MAJOR POLLS? For the record, XU’s 
highest rankings ever are seventh in the As-
sociated Press Poll (12-7-97) and ninth in the 
USA Today/ESPN Coaches Poll (11-30-97 and 
12-7-97).

20-20 VISION: Xavier, 22-4, has secured its 
third straight 20-win season and its 11th 20-win 
season in the last 12 years. XU entered this sea-
son with 20 20-win seasons in its last 25 years, 
a record that was eighth best among all NCAA 
Division I schools for the period of 1983-2007. 

FEBRUARY IS PERFECT FOR THE MUSKE-
TEERS:  Xavier has now won 12 straight games 
in February, including 5-0 this season and 7-0 in 
February of 2007. 

STREAKING: Xavier’s eight-game winning 
streak is the second-longest under fourth-year 
head coach Sean Miller. XU won nine straight 
at one point last season. Xavier has won fi ve 
straight road games, its longest road winning 
streak since winning its last fi ve road games of 
the 2003-04 season, the fi fth of which came 
over Dayton at UD Arena in the 2004 A-10 
Championship Game. 

MAKE YOURSELF AT HOME: Xavier plays a 
school record 17 regular season home games 
this season at Cintas Center. The previous high 
was 16 in both the 2003-04 and 2004-05 sea-
sons. XU played 15 games at Cintas Center each 
of the last two seasons.

SUCCESS AT CINTAS CENTER:  Xavier, off 
to a 13-1 start at Cintas Center this season (the 
only loss to then-No. 12 Tennessee), was 14-1 
at Cintas Center last season. XU has compiled a 
103-16 (.866) record in eight seasons at Cintas 
Center, including 51-10 (.836) against Atlantic 
10 teams and 52-6 (.897) against non-confer-
ence teams. 

JOIN THE CROWD: Xavier has averaged 
10,003 fans for its 119 games played so far in 
eight seasons at the 10,250-seat Cintas Center, 
which opened for the 2000-01 season. XU 
welcomed its millionth men’s basketball fan to 
Cintas Center last season. Xavier has now sold 
out 69 home games since moving into Cintas 
Center, including six this season: the home 
opener versus Southeast Missouri State and the 
Dayton, Tennessee, Creighton, Cincinnati and 
Saint Joseph’s games this season. 

2007 ATLANTIC 10 CHAMPIONS: Xavier and 
Massachusetts fi nished 13-3 in Atlantic 10 regu-
lar season play last season, although XU earned 
the top tourney seed because it won their only 
meeting last season. In the 2007-08 preseason 
media and coaches poll, Xavier was picked to 
fi nish fi rst in the 14-team league followed by 
Rhode Island, Saint Joseph’s, Fordham, Saint 
Louis, Dayton, GW and UMass. 

XU NEAR THE TOP OF THE ALL-TIME A-10 
REGULAR SEASON RANKINGS: Temple 
(308-114 for 73.0 percent from 1983-pres-
ent) and Xavier (145-58 for 71.4 percent from 
1996-present) hold the highest all-time winning 
percentages in A-10 regular season play among 
current Atlantic 10 Conference members. 
The next closest challenger is not even at 60 
percent. Xavier has a combined 23-4 (.852) 
Atlantic 10 regular season record over the 
past two seasons. 

XAVIER IS AN ATLANTIC 10 SUCCESS 
STORY: Xavier, which began competition in the 
Atlantic 10 Conference in the 1995-96 season, 
is in its 13th season in the Atlantic 10. Xavier 
has a composite record of 165-66 (.714) in 13 
seasons of Atlantic 10 competition, including 
145-58 (.714) in A-10 regular season play and 
20-8 (.714) in A-10 Tournament play. Xavier’s 
Atlantic 10 history includes one A-10 Co-Cham-
pionship (2007), sole possession of three A-10 
West Division Championships (1997 and back-
to-back in 2002 and 2003), one A-10 West Co-
Championship (1998) and four A-10 Tournament 
Championships (1998, 2002, 2004 and 2006).

MILLER IS EIGHTH IN XU HISTORY FOR 
WINS: Xavier fourth-year head coach Sean 
Miller is 85-36 (.702) in his fourth season at 
Xavier. His total of 85 wins has him in eighth 
place on XU’s all-time list. For the record, Bob 
Staak (88 wins in six seasons from 1979-85) 
is seventh on the XU all-time list. Miller is the 
16th head coach in the history of the Xavier 
basketball program. 

FOUR-YEAR LEADERSHIP: Fourth-year head 
coach Sean Miller is now second all-time in XU 
history for most wins in his fi rst four seasons as 
head coach with 85 and he is far from fi nished 
with his fourth season. XU’s all-time winningest 
coach Pete Gillen won 91 games in his fi rst 
four seasons beginning in the 1985-86 season 
as a member of the Midwestern Collegiate Con-
ference (now Horizon League).

ATLANTIC 10 AND NATIONAL LEADER-
SHIP: Xavier is among the top two out of 14 
Atlantic 10 teams in 10 of the 15 major catego-
ries. Xavier leads the Atlantic 10 Conference in 
fi ve major categories and is second in fi ve other 
major categories. XU is fi rst in scoring margin 
(10th in the nation at +14.0 ppg.), rebound-
ing margin (25th in the nation at +6.2 rpg.), 
free-throw percentage (13th in the nation at 
.759), fi eld goal percentage defense (35th in the 
nation at .405) and assist-to-turnover ratio (28th 
in the nation at 1.22-to-1.00). XU is second in 
the Atlantic 10 in fi eld goal percentage (30th in 
the nation at .479), three-point fi eld goal per-
centage (11th in the nation at .401), three-point 
fi eld goals made per game (38th in the nation at 
8.23), assists (38th in the nation at 15.92 apg.) 
and scoring defense (48th in the nation at 63.2 
ppg.).

ON THE MARK: Xavier is second in the Atlantic 
10 Conference in three-point fi eld goal percent-
age at 40.1 percent and ranks 11th in the latest 
national rankings. XU has three of the top 10 
percentage three-point shooters in the Atlantic 
10: senior Josh Duncan (tied for fi fth at .444), 
junior B.J. Raymond (ninth in the A-10 at 
.420) and senior Drew Lavender (10th in 
the A-10 at .411). Xavier has hit at least 10 
three-pointers in 10 games this season, 
including a 12-of-20 performance in the 
recent win over Saint Joseph’s. Xavier 
drilled a school record-tying 16 three-pointers 
out of 26 attempts for a second straight game in 
the win over Auburn on January 6, including a 
career-high six from junior B.J. Raymond, fi ve 
from senior Drew Lavender and three from se-
nior Stanley Burrell. Xavier shot a season-high 
63.8 percent from the fi eld against Virginia on 
January 3, including hitting a school record-tying 
16 three-pointers out of 26 attempts for 61.5 
percent. Six different Musketeers hit at least

two three-pointers in the Virginia win. XU fi rst 
set the school record of 16 three-pointers in last 
season’s win over Charlotte (2-3-07). 

LUCKY SEVENS: The Musketeers placed 
seven players in double fi gures in scoring in two 
straight games, Kansas State and Virginia. For 
the season Xavier is 17-0 when it places at least 
four players in double fi gures in scoring.

MORE THAN A LITTLE BALANCE IN THEIR 
LIVES: Xavier has taken its balanced scoring 
attack to another level and used it to be very 
successful. Xavier is 17-0 this season when 
four or more players score in double fi gures. 
For the season so far, six players are in double 
fi gures.  Senior Josh Duncan (11.7 ppg.) leads 
the team followed by senior Drew Lavender 
(11.5 ppg.),  junior B.J. Raymond (11.0 ppg.), 
sophomore Derrick Brown (10.9 ppg.), junior 
C.J. Anderson (10.6 ppg.) and senior Stanley 
Burrell (10.2 ppg.). Xavier has never had six 
players average in double fi gures in scoring for 
an entire season. 

SPREADING THE SHOTS AROUND: Perhaps 
even more remarkable than the balanced scor-
ing is the balance among the top fi eld goal 
attempt totals for Xavier players. Senior Drew 
Lavender has taken a team-high 219 shots 
and junior B.J. Raymond has taken 218 shots, 
while senior Stanley Burrell has taken 204, 
junior C.J. Anderson has taken 193 and senior 
Josh Duncan has taken 191 shots. Sophomore 
Derrick Brown is sixth in shots attempted with 
169.

REBOUNDING BALANCE ALSO: Xavier leads 
the Atlantic 10 Conference and is ranked 25th 
nationally in rebound margin at +6.2 rpg., which 
is made even more remarkable by the schedule 
XU has played and the fact that the top three 
rebounders from last season are gone (the 
starting front line of Justin Doellman, Justin 
Cage and Brandon Cole). Like the scoring 
balance, the XU rebounding has been by com-
mittee as well with four players between 4.8 
rpg. and 6.4 rpg. Six different Musketeers have 
led XU in rebounding at least twice this season, 
including 5-7 senior Drew Lavender, who 
snagged a career-high nine rebounds at UMass. 
XU’s top rebounders are sophomore Derrick 
Brown (11th in the A-10 at 6.4 rpg.) and junior 
C.J. Anderson (15th in the A-10 at 6.2 rpg.). 

START SOMETHING: Xavier’s senior backcourt 
duo of Drew Lavender (118) and Stanley 
Burrell (114) has combined for 232 collegiate 
starts. They have started the last 40 games 
together in the Musketeer backcourt. Lavender 
(2.57-to-1.00) and Burrell (1.61-to-1.00) are 
second and ninth, respectively, in the Atlantic 10 
in assist-to-turnover ratio.

DEE-FENSE:  Xavier is ranked fi rst out of 14 
teams in the Atlantic 10 in fi eld goal percent-
age defense (.405). XU is ranked second in the 
Atlantic 10 in scoring defense at 63.2 ppg.  

MORE DEE-FENSE:  Xavier held Delaware 
State to 33 points, the lowest by an XU op-
ponent since the introduction of the shot clock 
in the 1985-86 season. The last time an XU op-
ponent scored less than 33 points was in a 30-
28 loss to Oklahoma City in a Midwestern City 
Conference clash at XU’s Schmidt Fieldhouse in 
the 1981-82 season.

BURRELL A KEY TO THE XAVIER DEFENSE: 
Senior Stanley Burrell has become more than 
just one of the top 15 scorers in school history. 
Head coach Sean Miller said his defense has 
been a big key to Xavier’s success, including 
holding Dayton star Brian Roberts to a sea-
son-low fi ve points and just fi ve shot attempts 
and UMass star Ricky Harris to a season-low 
seven points and La Salle star Darnell Harris 
to 2-of-9 shooting and four points. He was the 
primary defender on URI sharpshooter Jimmy 
Baron, who was 0-of-7 from the fi eld and fi n-
ished with two points. “He is one of the premier 
defensive players in the backcourt in college 
basketball,” said Miller. “He has earned the right 
to be in that category.” His work on Indiana’s 
Eric Gordon (4-of-12), Tennessee’s Chris Lof-
ton (3-of-12) and Virginia’s Sean Singletary 
(5-of-12) has opened some eyes this season. 
Burrell leads the Musketeers in charges 
taken this season with 10. “Stan took one 
charge in his fi rst three years combined,” said 
Miller, “which tells you how much he’s improved 
defensively.”

SPORTS ILLUSTRATED AND THE SPORT-
ING NEWS ON BURRELL:  In Mike 
DeCourcy’s  weekly column (TSN) recently, 
with a headline of “Send a search party for...”:  
“The next shooting guard who winds up in prox-
imity to Xavier’s Stanley Burrell. He makes them 
all disappear. It’s not often a player only 6-2 
becomes noted as a lockdown defender.” Sports 
Illustrated has a story on XU’s defense in the 
Feb. 18 issue with a particular focus on Burrell.

XAVIER LIKES THE FREE STUFF: Xavier 
has shot well at 75.9 percent from the free 
throw line, which ranks fi rst in the Atlantic 10 
Conference and 13th in all of NCAA Division I. 
That mark is on pace to break the school record 
(.745 in 2002-03 season). Four XU players are 
shooting over 80 percent for the season: B.J. 
Raymond (.889), Stanley Burrell (second 
in the Atlantic 10 Conference and 18th in the 
nation at .868), Josh Duncan (.857) and Drew 
Lavender (.845) are leading the way from the 
free throw line. One of these guys may even 
challenge the school record of 90.2 percent 
(74-of-82), which was set by Joe Geiger for 
the 1961-62 season. Lavender had a streak of 
23 straight made free throw attempts snapped 
when he missed his only attempt at Temple. 

While three of XU’s four team leaders have not 
hit the minimum per game to be ranked (2.5 per 
game), sophomore Derrick Brown is 13th in 
the Atlantic 10 at 74.8 percent. 

DUNCAN IS MAKING HISTORY:  Senior 
Josh Duncan has hit a school record 16 
straight fi eld goal attempts over the last three 
games, including eight three-pointers. Duncan, 
who hit his last fi eld goal attempt against Saint 
Joseph’s, hit 7-of-7 at Charlotte and 8-of-8 at 
Rhode Island. The last XU player to hit eight or 
more fi eld goals without a miss in a game was 
Justin Cage, who went 8-of-8 in the overtime 
loss to Ohio State in last year’s NCAA Tourna-
ment Second Round. For the record, the NCAA 
Division I record is 25 straight, which was set 
in 1978 on all two-point fi eld goals by Ray 
Voelkel of American University over a nine-
game span.

DUNCAN HAS TURNED IT UP SINCE THE 
START OF A-10 PLAY:  Senior Josh Duncan 
has scored a team-high 13.6 ppg. for Xavier’s 
11 Atlantic 10 Conference games while shooting 
a team-high 61.4 percent (51-of-83) from the 
fi eld, including 58.3 percent (21-of-36) from 
three-point territory. Duncan hit all seven of 
his shots from the fi eld, including fi ve three-
pointers, on his way to a career-high tying 25 
points at Charlotte. He hit the game-clinching 
three-pointer with 16 seconds left from well 
beyond the three-point arc. Duncan hit all eight 
of his shots, including three three-pointers, on 
his way to 23 points in the win at Rhode Island. 
In addition, Duncan has taken a team-high six 
charges in 11 A-10 games, including a big one 
with the score tied at 58-all with 1:30 left in the 
Charlotte game. His numbers are even more 
impressive when you consider that he averaged 
10.3 ppg. in the non-conference season, while 
shooting 47.2 percent (51-of-108) from the fi eld, 
including 35.2 percent (19-of-54) from three-
point range. For the record, he took two charges 
in the 15 non-conference games.

ATLANTIC 10 CONFERENCE WEEKLY 
HONORS FOR DUNCAN:  Senior Josh Dun-
can received Atlantic 10 Conference Player of 
the Week honors after averaging 19.0 points, 
6.0 rebounds, 2.0 assists, 1.0 blocks and 1.5 
steals per game in wins over Saint Joseph’s 
on Feb. 10 and at Charlotte on Feb. 13, while 
shooting 80.0 percent (12-15) from the fi eld, 
including 77.8 percent (7-9) from three-point 
territory, for the two games. Duncan hit all 
seven of his shots from the fi eld, including fi ve 
three-pointers, on his way to a career-high tying 
25 points at Charlotte. Duncan hit the game-
clinching three-pointer at Charlotte with 16 
seconds left from well beyond the three-point 
arc. In addition to his offense, Duncan took a 
big charge with the score tied at 58-all with 
1:30 left in the Charlotte game. He completed 
a big three-point play with 1:26 left against 
Saint Joseph’s that started an 8-0 run to end the 
game and erased a 72-68 defi cit.  He fi nished 
with 13 points, four rebounds and four assists 
against St. Joe’s at Cintas Center.

ALL-AMERICA CANDIDATE LAVENDER 
EARNING A SPOT AMONG THE BEST: 
Xavier’s 5-7 senior point guard Drew 
Lavender is one the nation’s top point guards. 
He is also on the list of candidates for the Fran-
ces Pomeroy Naismith Award, which is given 
annually to the best collegiate senior player 6-0 
tall or shorter. The Frances Pomeroy Naismith 



Award is an award named in honor of James 
Naismith’s daughter-in-law. Lavender, a 2007-08 
preseason Atlantic 10 Conference First Team 
selection was a 2006-07 Atlantic 10 Second 
Team selection and 2007 A-10 All-Championship 
Team pick.

LEADER OF THE PACK: Senior Drew 
Lavender leads Xavier in assists at 4.7 apg. 
(4th in the Atlantic 10) and steals at 1.3 spg. for 
the season. He is second in Atlantic 10 Confer-
ence in assist-to-turnover and is 19th in the 
nation at 2.57-to-1.00. Lavender stands second 
on the team in scoring at 11.5 ppg. including his 
19-point game at UMass. 

ATLANTIC 10 CONFERENCE WEEKLY 
HONORS FOR LAVENDER:  Senior Drew 
Lavender earned Atlantic 10 Conference Player 
of the Week honors for his efforts in Xavier’s win 
over Creighton on December 5. Lavender scored 
28 points on 9-of-13 (.692) shooting from the 
fi eld and 6-of-6 shooting from the free throw 
line and dished a career-high 10 assists in the 
win over Creighton, becoming the fi rst Xavier 
player since David West to post a double-
double or triple-double in something other than 
points and rebounds. West, the 2003 National 
Player of the Year, actually posted the school’s 
fi rst-ever triple-double when he scored 15 points 
to go with 10 rebounds and 10 assists in a win 
over Long Island (12-8-01). Lavender won A-10 
Player of the Week honors twice last season. 

BURRELL IS CLIMBING XU’S ALL-TIME 
SCORING LIST...NOW IN THE TOP 15: 
Senior Stanley Burrell scored a team-high 
16 points against Saint Joseph’s, 15 points to 
go with fi ve assists against Virginia, a team-
high and personal season-high tying 18 points 
against Tennessee and 12 points to go with a 
career-high eight assists against Kansas State. 
Burrell, who hit 5-of-8 from the fi eld en route 
to 12 points at Saint Louis, has since raised his 
career point total to 1,517 points, which has him 
in 15th place on XU’s all-time scoring list. See 
the complete list on page 2.

THOUSANDS OF REASONS TO LIKE XU’S 
OFFENSE, ESPECIALLY FOR FOUR MUSKE-
TEERS: Xavier now has four players that have 
over 1,000 points in their collegiate careers. 
Senior Stanley Burrell is 15th on XU’s all-time 
scoring list with 1,517 points in four seasons as 
a Musketeer. Fellow senior Josh Duncan, who 
scored a career-high tying 25 points at Charlotte 
and followed that up with 23 at Rhode Island, 
became a member of XU’s 1,000 Point Club in 
the against Saint Joseph’s and now has 1,055 
career points (41st on XU’s all-time scoring 
list). Senior Drew Lavender, who played his 
fi rst two years at Oklahoma, now has 1,340 
career points in his college career. Junior C.J. 
Anderson, who was a star at Manhattan for 
two years, reached the 1,000-point mark during 
the game at SLU and now has 1,027 points in 
his college career so far.

ANDERSON HAS BEEN A TEAM LEADER ON 
THE BOARDS IN A-10 PLAY: Xavier junior 
newcomer C.J. Anderson leads the team in 
rebounding for A-10 play only at 6.8 rpg. He is 
second on the team and 15th in the Atlantic 10 
for the entire season at 6.2 rpg.

WHAT CAN BROWN DO FOR YOU? Sopho-
more Derrick Brown is fourth on the team in 
scoring at 10.9 ppg. and is fi rst on the team in 

rebounding at 6.4 rpg. (11th in the Atlantic 10). 
He had a 12-point, nine-rebound, three-assist 
game at Saint Louis that included the game-win-
ning tip with 0.1 seconds left that was the num-
ber fi ve “Play of the Day” on ESPN’s Sportcenter. 
He has had three double-doubles this season, 
including a 13-point, 10-rebound effort in a 
win over Kent State in the Chicago Invitational 
Challenge, his 14-point and 12-rebound game 
against Kansas State and his 12-point, 10-re-
bound game against Tennessee. Brown has hit a 
team-high 59.2 percent from the fi eld. He leads 
Xavier in dunks this season with 44 in 26 games 
and for his career almost 50 percent (85-of-177 
for .480) of his fi eld goals made have been via 
a dunk. In addition, Brown is 13th in the A-10 
at 74.8 percent (77-of-103) from the free-throw 
line.

LOVE THE PROGRESS, ESPECIALLY AT THE 
FREE-THROW LINE: Sophomore Jason Love 
leads the team and is fourth in the Atlantic 10 
Conference in offensive rebounding at 2.7 per 
game. He has started the last 15 games. One 
of Love’s greatest areas of improvement since 
entering the starting lineup has come at the 
free-throw line. Love has hit 72.9 percent (35-
of-48) from the free-throw line in his 15 games 
as a starter after hitting just 9-of-22 (.409) from 
the free-throw line for the fi rst 11 games.

ROAD WARRIORS HIT THE ROAD AGAIN 
THIS SUNDAY AT DAYTON: Xavier, winners 
of fi ve straight road games, is 9-3 away from 
its home at Cintas Center this season. That 9-3 
record includes a 6-3 mark on opponent home 
courts (5-1 in A-10 play). XU has won its last 
fi ve road games (URI, Charlotte, Saint 
Louis, UMass and GW). XU’s wins away from 
home this season include its 81-77 win at Rhode 
Island, 62-60 win at Charlotte, 70-68 win at 
SLU, 77-65 win at UMass, 74-66 win at George 
Washington, 80-57 win at Auburn, 78-65 win 
over Kent State and its 80-65 win over Indiana 
at the Chicago Invitational Challenge, and its 
103-77 neutral site win over Kansas State at 
U.S. Bank Arena. XU lost at Miami, Arizona State 
and Temple. XU fi nished 11-8 away from Cintas 
Center last season, including 5-5 on opponent 
courts (5-3 in A-10 road games) and 6-3 at 
neutral sites. 

ANOTHER NON-CONFERENCE SUCCESS: 
Xavier was 12-3 in its rugged non-conference 
season (a schedule that was ranked among the 
toughest in NCAA Division I), including wins 
over Indiana, Virginia, Kansas State, Creighton, 
Kent State, Auburn and Cincinnati. XU complet-
ed its 14-game regular season non-conference 
slate last season with a 10-4 record. 

CHAMPIONSHIP EFFORTS: Xavier got 19 
points each from juniors B.J. Raymond and  
C.J. Anderson on its way to an 80-65 win over 
then-No. 8 Indiana in the championship game of 
the 2007 Chicago Invitational Challenge on 
November 24 at Sears Centre in Hoffman 
Estates, Illinois. Raymond posted his fi rst career 
double-double as he also grabbed a team-high 
10 rebounds. Anderson and senior point guard 
Drew Lavender were named Co-MVPs of the 
2007 Chicago Invitational Challenge. Lavender 
averaged 11.8 points, 4.8 assists and 2.0 steals 
for XU’s four wins in the tournament, includ-
ing 13 points, six assists and two steals in the 
championship game victory over IU. Anderson 
contributed 14.5 ppg. and 6.8 rpg. Senior Josh 
Duncan also a earned spot on the All-Tourna-

ment Team after posting team highs of 14.8 
ppg. and 7.0 rpg. for the four games.

BASKETBALL TIMES ONCE AGAIN HAS 
XAVIER’S PROGRAM IN THE “TOP 10”: 
The Xavier men’s basketball program is once 
again ranked among the “top 10” programs in 
the United States, according to the Basketball 
Times rankings released in a recent issue. In 
fact, the study, which BT has done every fi ve 
years since 1997, shows that ninth-ranked XU is 
one of only four men’s basketball programs that 
have ranked in the “top 10” in 1997, 2002 and 
2007. The other three programs are Duke, North 
Carolina and Kansas. The top 10 programs in 
this year’s rankings were: Duke, North Carolina, 
Florida, Stanford, Gonzaga, Michigan State, 
Creighton, Kansas, Xavier and Illinois. 

END OF QUITE A STREAK: Prior to the 
game at Temple on Jan. 16, Xavier had won 
six straight games by an average of 25.3 ppg., 
while shooting 53.0 percent from the fi eld, 
including 49.6 percent from three-point range. 
The streak included a 108-70 thumping of 
Virginia at XU’s Cintas Center, a 103-77 bashing 
of Kansas State on a neutral court at U.S. Bank 
Arena and an 80-57 win at Auburn. Xavier’s 
impressive run earned the Musketeers “Team of 
the Week” honors in the Weekly Watch column 
by Andy Katz for ESPN.com and the College 
Hoops Roundup column by Mike DeCourcy of 
The Sporting News.

CENTURY MARKS:  Xavier beat Virginia 108-
70 at XU’s Cintas Center on January 3 after 
beating Kansas State 103-77 on a neutral court 
at U.S. Bank Arena on December 31. The Kan-
sas State and Virginia games marked the fi rst 
back-to-back 100-point games for Xavier since 
1995-96 and just the sixth time in Xavier history. 
The K-State game was XU’s fi rst 100-point game 
since beating Long Island 108-57 in the 2001-02 
season. The 108 points scored against Virginia 
were the most by an XU team since that 108-57 
win over Long Island in the 2001-02 season. 

QUITE A START: Xavier’s 61 points in the fi rst 
half against Virginia marked the most points 
in the fi rst half since XU scored 66 in the fi rst 
half of a 109-58 win over Marietta at Cincinnati 
Gardens in the 1988-89 season (11-28-88). 
It marked the most fi rst half points versus a 
Division I team since XU scored a school record 
72 fi rst half points on its way to a school record 
125 points in a 125-84 win over Florida Interna-
tional at Schmidt Fieldhouse in the 1987-88 sea-
son (1-9-88). Former Virginia coach Pete Gillen 
was XU’s coach in the games against Marietta 
and Florida International. For the record, the 61 
points mark the second-highest total for a half 
this season as XU scored 62 in the second half 
of this season’s Coppin State win.

XAVIER ADDS FOUR PREP STARS...SIX 
ELIGIBLE NEWCOMERS NEXT SEASON: 
Xavier head coach Sean Miller has received 
four signed National Letters of Intent for prep 
players that will be Musketeers beginning in 
the 2008-09 season. That will give XU six new 
players next season with the addition of 6-8 
Tulsa transfer Jamel McLean and 6-8 Hillsdale 
transfer Andrew Taylor, who are practicing 
now with Xavier and will be eligible as sopho-
mores next season. The four players added 
during this signing period are: Kenny Frease, 
a 7-0 and 265-pound center from Massillon 
(Ohio) Perry High School; Brian Walsh, a 6-4 



and 185-pound guard/forward from Moon High 
School in Coraopolis, Pa.; Brad Redford, a 6-0 
and 170-pound guard from Frankenmuth (Mich.) 
High School. All three were listed as high honor-
able mention prep All-Americans in the 2007-08 
Sporting News preseason magazine. The fourth 
signee is Mark Lyons, a 6-1, 165-pound guard 
from Brewster Academy in Wolfeboro, N.H. (pre-
viously a star at Schenectady (N.Y.) High).

THE TRADITION OF EXCELLENCE: Xavier, 
25-9 last season, secured its second straight 
20-win season last year, its 10th 20-win season 
in the last 11 years and its 20th 20-win season 
in the last 25 years. On the next page you can 
see the impressive 10-year and 25-year rankings 
for Xavier in NCAA appearances, 20-win seasons 
and winning percentage.

WEST, A SI ALL-DECADE TEAM MEMBER, 
IS A 2008 NBA ALL-STAR: New Orleans 
Hornets forward David West, a 2003 Xavier 
University graduate, played for the 2008 West-
ern Conference All-Star Team for the All-Star 
Game, which was played February 17. West is 
the second NBA All-Star among the many XU 
alumni that have starred in the NBA. Tyrone 
Hill, a 1990 Xavier graduate, made the NBA All-
Star roster in the 2004-05 season as a Cleveland 
Cavalier. It’s another honor to add to West’s list 
of many honors.  Recently Sports Illustrated 
released its newest book, which is entitled 
Sports Illustrated: The Basketball Book, which 
features 2003 Xavier graduate David West on 
its NCAA All-Decade Team for the decade begin-
ning in 2000.  West is joined on the All-Decade 
Team by Connecticut’s Emeka Okafor and three 
Duke players, Jason Williams, J.J. Redick and 
Shane Battier. West, the 2003 Associated Press 
and United States Basketball Writers Associa-
tion National Player of the Year, averaged 20.1 
ppg. and 11.8 rpg. as a senior while leading 
XU to its second straight 26-6 season.  West 
led Xavier to 94 wins in his four seasons while 
fi nishing as Xavier’s all-time blocked shot leader 
(228 blocks) and second on XU’s all-time scoring 
(2,132 points) and rebounding (1,308 rebounds) 
lists.  West was a three-time selection as Atlan-
tic 10 Conference Player of the Year.

XAVIER LOVES ESPN COVERAGE...TURN 
ON THE BRIGHT LIGHTS:  The Musketeers 
have enjoyed plenty of big moments on ESPN 
networks. Xavier was 8-1 last season in games 
broadcast by ESPN networks and is 3-1 this 
season. XU beat Saint Louis and Cincinnati on 
ESPN2 and Kansas State on ESPNU, while losing 
to Tennessee on ESPN so far this season. Xavier 
will play 26 regular season games on regional 
or national television this season, including fi ve 
games on the ESPN networks and 17 games on 
Fox Sports Net Ohio, XU’s “Television Home.”

 Fourth-year head coach Sean Miller, 39, has 
won 85 games as XU’s head coach and stands in 
eighth place on XU’s all-time wins list. For the re-
cord, Bob Staak (88 wins in six seasons from 1979-
85) is seventh on the XU all-time list. Miller is the 
16th head coach in the history of the XU program.
  Miller is now second all-time in XU history 
for most wins in the fi rst four seasons as head 
coach with 85 and he is far from fi nished with his 
fourth season. XU’s all-time winningest coach Pete 
Gillen won 91 games in his fi rst four seasons be-
ginning in the 1985-86 season.
 Miller has raised his career record to 85-36 (.702) and his mark this 
season to 22-4, including wins over Indiana, Saint Joseph’s, Dayton, Vir-
ginia, Kansas State, Creighton, Cincinnati and at Auburn, at URI, at Saint 
Louis, at Charlotte and at UMass. 
 Miller, who has secured his third straight 20-win season, will be looking 
for his third straight NCAA Tournament appearance this March. Miller has 
already won an Atlantic 10 Regular Season Championship (2007) and an  
A-10 Tournament Championship (2006). 
 Prior to this season Miller signed up to continue his success at Xavier 
for years to come. Xavier University and Miller agreed to an extended con-
tract that will run through the 2015-16 season.  “Xavier wanted to com-
municate clearly to Sean how pleased we are with his leadership of this 
very visible component of the University,” said Associate Vice President and 
Athletic Director Mike Bobinski.  
 Xavier fi nished 25-9 overall last season in Miller’s third year as the 
Xavier University head coach. Xavier, which enjoyed its second straight 20-
win season, won the 2007 Atlantic 10 Conference Regular Season Champi-
onship and advanced to the second round of the 2007 NCAA Tournament. 
Miller fi nished 21-11 in the 2005-06 season, winning the 2006 Atlantic 10 
Championship and earning a berth into the NCAA Tournament. 
 Miller took over as head coach in 2004. Miller, who replaced Thad 
Matta, was Matta’s right hand man the previous three seasons as XU’s fi rst-
ever associate head coach. Miller helped XU record three straight 26-win 
seasons and three straight NCAA Tournament appearances that culminated 
in the 2004 “Elite Eight” run.
 It’s no surprise that Xavier enjoyed more late season success under 
Miller last season. In fact, since he came to Xavier for the 2001-02 season, 
Xavier has recorded a 29-9 (.763) record for the month of March, an im-
pressive record that is second only to Kansas in all of NCAA Division I. 
 Miller came to Xavier after coaching stops at North Carolina State, 
Pittsburgh, Miami (Ohio) and Wisconsin. Miller has now coached on 12 
teams that have advanced to postseason play in his fi rst 15 seasons as a 
head coach, an assistant or an associate head coach. That now includes fi ve 
NCAA Tournaments in his six years at Xavier.
 The rest of the Miller family is no stranger to the coaching ranks. His 
father, John, is the former long-time successful coach at Blackhawk High 
School in the Pittsburgh area and his brother Archie, a former standout 
guard at North Carolina State, is an assistant coach at Ohio State.

The Musketeers opened the game with 
a dunk by sophomore Derrick Brown 
and three-pointers by junior B.J. Ray-
mond and senior Drew Lavender, 
jumping out to an 8-0 lead after 90 
seconds.

Xavier jumped out to a big lead early 
for the third straight game and rolled 
to a comfortable victory over last 
season’s ACC Co-Champions. A dunk 
by sophomore Derrick Brown got the 
party started with a 2-0 lead.
